The Hearing Officer for this agenda will be Development Review Officer, AICP, Gloria Sciara on 
behalf of and delegated by the Director of Community Development Andrew Crabtree. 
The hearing procedure and order of input will be as follows: 
1. Each project will be identified as described on the agenda. 
2. For those items on the Consent Calendar, the Hearing Officer will ask if anyone wishes to 

speak on the item. If a separate discussion is warranted, the item will be moved to the 
Public Hearing portion of the agenda. If a separate discussion is not needed, the item will 
remain on the Consent Calendar for approval. 

3. For those items listed under Public Hearing, staff will provide a brief report. 
4. The applicant or their representative will have up to five minutes to speak at the microphone 

and should identify themselves by stating their name for the record.  
5. After the applicant or their representative has spoken, any member of the public who wishes 

to speak on the item may provide testimony, up to two minutes per speaker, either for or 
against the project.  All speakers are required to state their name for the record.  

6. Following comments from the public, the applicant may make additional remarks for up to 
five minutes. 

7. The Hearing Officer will then close the public hearing, and may ask staff to answer 
questions, respond to comments made by the applicant or the public, or further discuss the 
item. The Hearing Officer will then take action on the item. 

If you challenge these land use decisions in court, you may be limited to raising only 
those issues you or someone else raised at this public hearing or in written 
correspondence delivered to the City at, or prior to, the public hearing. 
The Hearing Officer’s actions on agenda items are final unless appealed within seven 
calendar days.

Request: Architectural Review for rear addition of 1,576 square foot with three new bedrooms, three
bathrooms and interior remodel. The proposal will result in a 2,931 square foot single-story residence
with five bedrooms, four bathrooms, and an existing two-car garage.

· The project includes the construction of a 1,576 square foot addition in the rear with interior

remodel to the kitchen, dining, bedrooms and main entrance.
· The project will include a new dining room, kitchen, family room, three new bedrooms, and

three new bathrooms.
· The exterior of the addition would be finished with new stucco and paint to match existing.

· Roof form and new comp shingle roof would match existing.

· 300-foot neighborhood notice was distributed for this project review.

· There are no active code enforcement cases for this property.

Findings supporting the Staff Recommendation

1) That any off-street parking area, screening strips and other facilitates and improvements
necessary to secure the purpose and intent of this title and the general plan of the City area a
part of the proposed development, in that;

· The proposal provides the required two covered parking spaces.

· The required parking spaces are not located in the required front yard or side yard
landscaped areas.

· The proposed project provides areas surfaced with all-weather materials for parking of
vehicles.

2) That the design and location of the proposed development and its relation to neighboring
developments and traffic is such that it will not impair the desirability of investment or
occupation in the neighborhood, will not unreasonably interfere with the use and enjoyment of
neighboring developments, and will not create traffic congestion or hazard, in that;

· The proposed house expansion resulting in three additional bedrooms and three
additional bathrooms would not create traffic congestion or hazards.

· Public streets are adequate in size and design to serve the proposed single-family
residence, and the use will not create a substantive increase in traffic.

3) That the design and location of the proposed development is such that it is in keeping with the
character of the neighborhood and is such as not to be detrimental to the harmonious
development contemplated by this title and the general plan of the City, in that;

· The proposed development is a one-story home that is consistent with the scale and
design similar to that of the existing surrounding neighborhood.

4) That the granting of such approval will not, under the circumstances of the particular case,
materially affect adversely the health, comfort or general welfare of persons residing or
working in the neighborhood of said development, and will not be materially detrimental to the
public welfare or injuries to property or improvements in said neighborhood, in that;

· The project is subject to the California Building Code and City Code requirements,
which serve to regulate new construction to protect public health, safety and general
welfare.

5) That the proposed development, as set forth in the plans and drawings, are consistent with the
set of more detailed policies and criteria for architectural review as approved and updated
from time to time by the City Council, which set shall be maintained in the planning division
office. The policies and criteria so approved shall be fully effective and operative to the same
extent as if written into and made a part of this title, in that;

· The project would create a house design that is compatible scale and character with the

housing types that are typical in the neighborhood.

Conditions of Approval:
1) Garage shall be maintained clear and free for vehicle parking use at all times. It shall not be

used only for storage.
2) Submit plans for final architectural review to the Planning Division and obtain architectural

approval prior to issuance of building permits.  Said plans to include, but not be limited to: site
plans, floor plans, elevations, landscaping, lighting and signage.

3) Landscaping installation shall meet City water conservation criteria in a manner acceptable to
the Director of Community Development.

4) Maintain the front yard landscaping between the house and sidewalk. New landscape areas of
500 square feet or more or rehabilitated landscape areas of 2,500 square feet or more shall
conform to the California Department of Water Resources Water Efficient Landscape
Ordinance.

5) The applicant shall plant and maintain a street tree in the front yard.
6) Developer/Owner is responsible for collection and pick-up of all trash and debris on-site and

adjacent public right-of-way.
7) Construction activity shall be limited to the hours of 7:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m. weekdays and 9:00

a.m. to 6:00 p.m. Saturdays for projects within 300 feet of a residential use and shall not be
allowed on recognized State and Federal holidays.

8) Incorporate Best Management Practices (BMPs) into construction plans and incorporate post
construction water runoff measures into project plans in accordance with the City’s Urban
Runoff Pollution Prevention Program standards prior to the issuance of permits.

FISCAL IMPACT
There is no impact to the City for processing the requested application other than administrative staff
time and expense typically covered by processing fees paid by the applicant.

PUBLIC CONTACT
On October 23, 2020, a notice of public hearing of this item was mailed 300 feet of the project site
and mailed to property owners within 300 feet of the project site. Planning Staff has not received
public comments for this application.

Points for consideration
· The project includes the construction of a 486 square foot first floor addition in the rear and a

new 426 square feet master suite addition to the existing second floor.
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· The second story addition has a 3’8” setback from the east side of the first-floor wall and 10
feet setback from the rear of the first-floor wall. These setbacks are consistent with the design
guideline to reduce flush and plain wall effect with a two-story residence.

· The new second-story window on the east side is a clerestory window that would maintain
privacy for the immediate neighbor to the east.

· The project would also include a new dining room, kitchen, and living room.

· The exterior of the addition would be finished with new stucco and paint to match existing.

· Roof form with a 5:12 pitch and composition shingle material would match existing.

· 300-foot neighborhood notice was distributed for this project review.

· There are no active code enforcement cases for this property.

approval prior to issuance of building permits.  Said plans to include, but not be limited to: site
plans, floor plans, elevations, landscaping, lighting and signage.

3) Landscaping installation shall meet City water conservation criteria in a manner acceptable to
the Director of Community Development.

4) Maintain the front yard landscaping between the house and sidewalk. New landscape areas of
500 square feet or more or rehabilitated landscape areas of 2,500 square feet or more shall
conform to the California Department of Water Resources Water Efficient Landscape
Ordinance.

5) The applicant shall plant and maintain a street tree in the front yard.
6) Developer/Owner is responsible for collection and pick-up of all trash and debris on-site and

adjacent public right-of-way.
7) Construction activity shall be limited to the hours of 7:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m. weekdays and 9:00

a.m. to 6:00 p.m. Saturdays for projects within 300 feet of a residential use and shall not be
allowed on recognized State and Federal holidays.

8) Incorporate Best Management Practices (BMPs) into construction plans and incorporate post
construction water runoff measures into project plans in accordance with the City’s Urban
Runoff Pollution Prevention Program standards prior to the issuance of permits.

Points for Consideration

· The project proposes the demolition of an existing 23,765 industrial building with surface parking and
the construction of a new 121,170 square-foot four-story data center with surface parking, landscaping,
and associated site improvements.

· Six 3,000-KW diesel-fueled engine generators and one 500-kW diesel-fueled engine generator would
be located within a generator room on the first floor of the building. Fuel for the generators would be
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be located within a generator room on the first floor of the building. Fuel for the generators would be
stored in two 30,000-gallon underground storage tanks which would feed individual 160-gallon
daytanks located adjacent to each generator. An outdoor generator yard is not proposed.

Zoning and General Plan

· The project site is currently designated Low Intensity Office/R&D in the City of Santa Clara 2010-2035
General Plan (General Plan) and is zoned Light Industrial (ML). The proposed use is consistent with
the General Plan and zoning designations for the property.

· The proposed FAR for the project is 2.02, exceeding the base FAR of 1.0 set by the City of Santa Clara
General Plan. However, the General Plan’s FAR limitations are intended to control employment density,
and the project’s employment density would not conflict with the allowed uses or assumed employment
intensity for the Low Intensity Office / R&D.

· The height of the proposed building at the top of the parapet is approximately 87 feet, which exceeds
the 70-foot maximum permissible height in ML zoning district. The project will require a Zoning
Administrator Modification to allow the proposed height.

Mitigated Negative Declaration

· A Mitigated Negative Declaration (MND) was prepared for the project in accordance with the California
Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) and publicly circulated between September 21, 2020 and October
13, 2020. The IS/MND evaluated the potential environmental impacts that may result from the
construction and operation of the project, and proposed mitigation measures in the areas of Biological
Resources, Cultural Resources, and Noise. With implementation of mitigation measures identified in
the MND and Mitigation Monitoring and Reporting Program (MMRP) would reduce the potentially
significant impacts to less than significant.

· One public comment letter was received from Adams Broadwell Joseph & Cardozo during the public
comment period.  A Response to Comments is included as an attachment to this report.

Building Design

· The façade design and materials for the proposed building consist of varied materials colors and
textures to create interest. It includes gray cementitious finishes and varying shades of spandrel glass.

· The applicant has worked with staff to improve the view that will be visible from Comstock Street by
making the ground floor design more commercial in nature with glass walls and a metal canopy.

· Screening of rooftop equipment with metal plank panels along the rooftop perimeter from view along
the public right-of-way are integrated into the site and building design.

· The project provides pedestrian connections to neighboring development with the construction of a
complete street section (4’ landscape strip and 5’ sidewalk) with large canopy trees along the project
frontage.

Parking

· A total of 24 on-site parking spaces are proposed where a total of 30 are required.  The applicant
proposes a Minor Modification to reduce the parking requirement from the 1:4,000 parking requirement
for data center uses in the zoning code to 1:5,000.

· A total of 9 Class I bicycle spaces and 2 Class II bicycle spaces are provided on the site.

Trees and Landscaping

· Construction of the proposed data center and parking lot would require removal of 24 trees with nine
trees to remain protected in place.

· The City’s General Plan (Policy 5.3.1-P10) requires new development to include new street trees and
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· The City’s General Plan (Policy 5.3.1-P10) requires new development to include new street trees and
at least a 2:1 on- or off-site replacement for removal of existing trees. While the proposed project would
need to plant a minimum of 48 trees, the landscape plan shows five new trees would be planted on the
project site. Therefore, the project must comply with off-site planting and mitigation.

· Final tree removal and landscape plans, including potential off-site replacement, would be subject to
review and approval by the Community Development Department with consultation with the City
Arborist.

Community Outreach
· A notice of development was posted on the property at least 10 days prior to the scheduled public

hearing.

· The notice of public hearing for this item was posted within 300 feet of the site and was mailed to
property owners within 1,000 feet of the project site.

· The City has received no comments on the project.

Findings supporting the Staff Recommendation

1) That any off-street parking area, screening strips and other facilitates and improvements necessary to
secure the purpose and intent of this title and the general plan of the City are a part of the proposed
development, in that;

· The development proposed a Minor Modification to reduce the on-site parking requirement from
the Zoning Code requirement of 1:4000 to 1:5000, resulting in 24 on-site spaces. As data
centers are a low intensity employment use, this reduction is reasonable and will not result in
spillover parking in the public right-of-way.

· The project includes off-site public improvements along the public right of-way fronting the
project site and on-site landscape improvements in the parking areas. A four-foot clear
landscape strip adjacent to the curb with a five-foot sidewalk behind are proposed to link
adjacent properties and provide pedestrian access to the site consistent with complete streets
design. The project also includes landscaping within the front building setback and parking
areas in conformance with the development standards for the ML zoning district. At grade
outdoor equipment and rooftop equipment would be screened from the public right-of-way by
metal plank panels.

2) That the design and location of the proposed development and its relation to neighboring
developments and traffic is such that it will not impair the desirability of investment or occupation in the
neighborhood, will not unreasonably interfere with the use and enjoyment of neighboring
developments, and will not create traffic congestion or hazard, in that;

· The development is generally consistent with the City’s Design Guidelines. Exterior building
façade provides a mix of materials and textures to create interest.

· The project invests in the site improvements that will enhance the streetscape and increase
property values by replacing derelict buildings, asphalt surface parking areas, and minimal
landscaping on-the site and provide a catalyst for future investment for enhancement and
development opportunities in the project area.

· The project site is located within the ML zoning district. Data centers generate few employees
and relatively infrequent delivery of materials; consequently, the project is not anticipated to
produce many vehicle trips. Moreover, a data center is a permitted use within the ML zoning
district.

· Sufficient parking is provided to accommodate employee parking demands on-site and prevent
spillover parking onto the public right-of-way. Vehicle ingress and egress would be provided by
two new driveways along Comstock Street.

3) That the design and location of the proposed development is such that it is in keeping with the

character of the neighborhood and is such as not to be detrimental to the harmonious development
contemplated by this title and the general plan of the City, in that;

· The proposal is to redevelop and improve the project site with construction of the data center
with a strong, contemporary urban design that would improve the visual character of the zone.
The project would include a loading dock, circulation and parking, and landscape improvements
in conformance with the ML zoning district development standards and consistent with the
development of data centers throughout the City.

· The project provides setback and landscaping along the street frontage consistent with
surrounding properties.

4) That the granting of such approval will not, under the circumstances of the particular case, materially
affect adversely the health, comfort or general welfare of persons residing or working in the
neighborhood of said development, and will not be materially detrimental to the public welfare or
injuries to property or improvements in said neighborhood, in that;

· The project is generally consistent with adjacent industrial and commercial development in
terms of visual character and quality.

· The data center use and associated parking are self-contained within the limits of the property.
There are no residential developments immediately adjacent that would be impacted with
privacy concerns.

· The project includes conditions of approval and would be subject to the City Code and the
mitigation measures set forth in the Mitigated Negative Declaration and Mitigation Monitoring
and Reporting Program with project development to minimize impacts of development on
neighboring properties.

Coordinate with the City Arborist for 
the type, location, installation and maintenance of large canopy street trees fronting the project site 
along the public right-of-way. Type and size of tree replacement on project site shall be at the direction 
of the City Arborist and require Planning Division review and approval. Installation of root barriers and 
super-soil may be required with the installation of trees where electric, water, and sewer utilities are in 
proximity. 

C4. Project site landscaping shall be maintained in good condition throughout the life of the Project and no 
trees shall be removed without City review and approval.  Trees permitted by the City for removal shall 
be replaced at a 2:1 ratio with 24-inch box specimen tree, or equal alternative as approved by the 
Director of Community Development.

All site drainage 
and grading permit applications submitted to the Santa Clara Building Division shall include a city of 
Santa Clara "C3" data form, available on this web page: 
https://www.santaclaraca.gov/our-city/departments-g-z/public-works/environmental-
programs/stormwater-pollution-prevention 
and will be routed to a contract consultant for review. 

BD4. Informational: no California construction code review is being done at this time. The construction permit 
application drawings submitted to the Santa Clara Building Division shall include an overall California 
Building Code analysis, including; proposed use and occupancy of all spaces (19' CBC Ch. 3), all

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building heights and areas (19' CBC Ch. 5), all proposed types of construction (19' CBC Ch. 6), all 
proposed fire and smoke protection features, including all types of all fire rated penetrations proposed 
(19' CBC Ch. 7), all proposed interior finishes fire resistance (19' CBC Ch. 8), all fire protection systems 
proposed (19' CBC Ch. 9), and all means of egress proposed (19' CBC Ch. 10).  

- Noncombustible exterior wall, floor, and roof finishes are strongly encouraged. 
- During construction retaining a single company to install all fire rated penetrations is 

highly recommended. 
BD5. The overall project construction permit application shall include the geotechnical, architectural, 

structural, energy, electrical, mechanical, and plumbing drawings and calculations. Prior to the issuance 
of the overall project construction permit, a conditions of approval review meeting must be held in city 
hall, which meeting must be attended by the on-site field superintendent(s). The meeting will not be 
held without the attendance of the on-site field superintendent(s). The on-site grading permit shall be a 
separate permit application to the Building Division. 

BD6. The construction permit application drawings submitted to the Santa Clara Building Division shall 
include all accessibility requirements of the 19' CBC Ch. 11 as applicable.  

BD7. The construction permit application drawings submitted to the Santa Clara Building Division shall 
include checklist(s) indicating compliance with the applicable Mandatory Measures of the 19' Cal. 
Green Building Standards Code (CGBSC). Provide Construction Waste Management (CWM) Plan per 
the 19' CGBSC guides on pp 59-63 of the CGBSC. Provide a Phase 1 and/ or Phase 2 Hazardous 
Materials site assessment, as applicable. Note: The Santa Clara Public Works Department 
Environmental Programs Division will require compliance with the Santa Clara Construction & 
Demolition Debris Recycling Program: http://santaclaraca.gov/government/departments/public-
works/environmental-programs/commercial-garbage-recycling/construction-demolition-debris-recycling-
program. Note: the Environmental Programs Division may require development projects to register with 
the Green Halo online waste tracking system: https://www.greenhalosystems.com.  

BD8. Note: Temporary Certificates of Occupancy will not be routinely issued, and will be considered on a 
very limited basis only when there is a clear and compelling reason for city staff to consider a TCO. A 
TCO will be approved only after all applicable City staff have approved in writing; Planning, P.W./ 
Engineering, Fire Prev., Santa Clara Water, Silicon Valley Power, and any other applicable agencies 
such as the Santa Clara County Health Dept., with the Building Division being the final approval of all 
TCO.'s. 

 
ENGINEERING 
E1. Obtain site clearance through Public Works Department prior to issuance of Building Permit. Site 

clearance will require payment of applicable development fees. Other requirements may be identified 
for compliance during the site clearance process. Contact Public Works Department at (408) 615-3000 
for further information. 

E2. All work within the public right-of-way and/or public easement, which is to be performed by the 
Developer/Owner, the general contractor, and all subcontractors shall be included within a Single 
Encroachment Permit issued by the City Public Works Department. Issuance of the Encroachment 
Permit and payment of all appropriate fees shall be completed prior to commencement of work, and all 
work under the permit shall be completed prior to issuance of occupancy permit. 

E3. Submit public improvement plans prepared in accordance with City Public Works Department 
procedures which provide for the installation of public improvements. Plans shall be prepared by a 
Registered Civil Engineer and approved by the City Engineer prior to approval and recordation of final 
map and/or issuance of building permits. 

E4. The sanitary sewer (SS) discharge information (i.e., building use, square footage, point of connection to 
the public system, and 24-hour average and peak SS flow graphs for the peak day, showing average 
daily and peak daily SS flows) submitted by the developer was added to the City’s Sanitary Sewer 
Hydraulic Model (SSHM) to determine if there is enough SS conveyance capacity in the SS trunk

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system to accommodate the proposed development. The SSHM output indicates that there should be 
enough SS conveyance capacity to accommodate the proposed development. The SSHM output may 
change based on pending development applications and future projects. The SSHM output does not 
guarantee or in any way reserve or hold SS conveyance capacity until developer has Final Approval for 
the project. For purposes of this condition, “Final Approval” shall mean the final vote of the City Council 
necessary for all entitlements to be approved, unless a legal challenge is brought to the Council 
decisions, in which case the Final Approval shall mean the final disposition of the legal challenge. 

E5. The sanitary sewer (SS) mains serving the site not included in the Sanitary Sewer Hydraulic Model at 
Lafayette Street and Mathew Street were monitored in the field by the developer. The field monitoring 
information along with the SS discharge information submitted by the developer were analyzed by 
developer’s Civil Engineer and determined that said SS mains currently have enough conveyance 
capacity to accommodate the proposed development. The Civil Engineer’s results may change based 
on pending development applications and future projects. The Civil Engineer’s results do not guarantee 
or in any way reserve or hold SS conveyance capacity until the Developer has final approval for the 
project. 

E6. Damaged curb, gutter, and sidewalk within the public right-of-way along property’s frontage shall be 
repaired or replaced (to the nearest score mark) in a manner acceptable to the City Engineer or his 
designee. The extents of said repair or replacement within the property frontage shall be at the 
discretion of the City Engineer or his designee. 

E7. Developer shall provide a complete storm drain study for the 10-year and 100-year storm events. The 
grading plans shall include the overland release for the 100-year storm event and any localized flooding 
areas. System improvements, if needed, will be at developer’s expense. 

E8. Developer shall extend storm drain main fronting site with a stub to convey tributary area for all 
properties and street to be served by new main. 

E9. All storm drain mains and laterals, sanitary sewer mains and laterals shall be outside the drip line of 
mature trees or 10’ clear of the tree trunk whichever is greater. 

E10. Provide root barriers when the drip line of the mature trees covers the sidewalk. Root barriers for 
sidewalk protection shall be 16' long or extend to drip line of the mature tree, whichever is greater, and 
be 1.5' deep, and centered on trees. Root barriers for curb and gutter protection shall be 16' long or 
extend to drip line of the mature tree, whichever is greater, and be 2’ deep, and centered on trees. 

E11. Obtain Council approval of a resolution ordering vacation of existing public easement(s) proposed to be 
abandoned, if any, through Public Works Department, and pay all appropriate fees, prior to issuance of 
a building permit. 

E12. Dedicate required on-site easements for any new public utilities and/or emergency vehicle access by 
means of subdivision map or approved instrument at time of development. 

E13. Entire width of Comstock Street along the property frontage shall be 2” grind and overlay with digouts. 
E14. All proposed sidewalk, walkway, and driveway(s), shall be per ADA compliant City standard. 
E15. All proposed on-site driveways and paths shall accommodate fire truck/engine turning template. 
E16. Show and comply with City’s driveway vision triangle requirements at proposed driveway. Visual 

obstructions over three feet in height will not be allowed within the driver's sight triangle near driveways 
and intersections in order to allow an unobstructed view of oncoming traffic. Contact Traffic Engineering 
at (408) 615-3000 for further information. 

E17. Provide a minimum of 5’ wide public sidewalk & 4’ wide planter strip along the property frontage. 
E18. Provide ADA walkways connecting the proposed buildings to public sidewalk.  
E19. All proposed driveways shall be City standard ST-8. 
E20. Provide on-site crane staging area for loading of mechanical unit(s). 
E21. All traffic signing, messages, and symbols shall be thermoplastic. 
E22. Unused driveways in the public right-of-way shall be replaced with City standard curb, gutter, and 

sidewalk per City Standard Detail ST-12. 
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E23. Existing non-ADA compliant frontage shall be replaced with current City Standard frontage 
improvements. 

E24. Maintain all on street parking regulation. 
E25. Protect in place all street signs along project frontage. 
E26. On-street parking shall not be counted towards on-site parking requirements.  
E27. For the current proposed site development, provide the following minimum bicycle parking spaces at 

the main entrance and/or high visible area: 9 Class I bicycle spaces and 2 Class II bicycle spaces 
 
SVP 
EL1. All work shown on SVP Developers Work Drawing E36081 will be required. All Conduit Tie-In’s to 

nearby SVP facilities (as shown) will be needed – prior to receiving services. 
EL2. 12-KV Services require a protection coordination study with SVP. To be completed & approved prior to 

energization. 
EL3. SVP Fiber will require access to each POC. 
EL4. Existing SVP Transformer #8523 to be removed by SVP. Developer to demolish pad as needed. 

Coordinate this work with an SVP estimator. 
EL5. Clearances:  

a. EQUIPMENT 
i. Ten (10) foot minimum clearance is required in front of equipment access doors. 

(UG1000 sheet 11) 
ii. Five (5) foot minimum clearance from pad is required on sides without equipment access 

doors. (UG1000 sheet 11) 
iii. Eighteen (18) foot minimum width, shall be provided and maintained on one side of the 

equipment pad to allow an electric dept. line truck to drive up next to the pad for 
installation and maintenance of equipment.  (UG1000 Sheet 11). 

iv. Barrier pipes are required only on sides accessible to vehicles. (UG1000 Sheet 12). 
1. Thirty (30) inches from side of equipment sides. 
2. Forty Eight (48) inches in front of access doors. 

a. Barrier Pipes in front of access doors shall be removable. 
b. CONDUITS 

i. Five (5) foot minimum longitudinal clearance between new conduits or piping systems 
(open trench installation) and any existing or proposed SVP conduit system.  This is for 
longitudinal. (UG1250 sheet 5) 

ii. Twelve (12) inch minimum vertical clearance between new conduit/pipes installed 
perpendicular to existing SVP conduits for open trench installations. (UG1000 sheet 36, 
UG1250 Sheet 6) 

iii. Three (3) foot six (6) inches clearance is required from poles for open trench installation.  
Exceptions are for riser conduit. (UG1250 Sheet 7) 

iv. Three (3) foot minimum clearance is required between sign posts, barrier pipes or 
bollards, fence posts, and other similar structures. ( UG1250 sheet 10). 

v. Five (5) foot minimum from new splice boxes, pull boxes, manholes, vaults, or similar 
subsurface facilities. (UG1000 sheet 8) 

vi. Five (5) foot minimum clearance from walls, footings, retaining wall, landscape planter, 
tree root barrier or other subsurface wall or structure. (UG1250 sheet 9). 

vii. Five (5) foot minimum clearance is required between fire hydrant thrust block.  The 
thrust block extends 5’ foot on either side of the fire hydrant in line with the radial water 
pipe connected to the hydrant. 

c. VAULTS/MANHOLES 
i. Ten (10) foot minimum clearance is required between adjacent Vaults or Manholes. 
ii. Five (5) foot minimum clearance is required between adjacent conduits. 
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iii. Minimum 36” from face of curb, or bollards required. 
d. Poles (Electrolier, Guy Stub poles, service clearance poles, self-supporting steel poles and 

lighting poles.) 
i. Three (3) foot six (6) inches clearance is required from poles for open trench installation.  

Exceptions are for riser conduit. (UG1250 Sheet 7) 
e. Guy Anchors 

i. Five (5) foot minimum clearance is required between center of anchor line and any 
excavation area.  (UG1250 sheet 15). 

f. Trees 
i. OH 1230 for Overhead Lines 
ii. SD 1235 for Tree Planting Requirements near UG Electric Facilities 

Reference listed SVP standards for clearances. 
EL6. Installation of Underground Substructures by Developers 

a. UG1250 – Encroachment Permit Clearances from Electric Facilities 
a. UG0339 – Remote Switch Pad 
b. OH1230 – Tree Clearances From Overhead Electric Lines 
c. SD1235 – Tree Planting Requirements Near Underground Electric Facilities 

EL7. Prior to submitting any project for Electric Department review, applicant shall provide a site plan 
showing all existing utilities, structures, easements and trees.  Applicant shall also include a “Load 
Survey” form showing all current and proposed electric loads.  A new customer with a load of 500KVA 
or greater or 100 residential units will have to fill out a “Service Investigation Form” and submit this form 
to the Electric Planning Department for review by the Electric Planning Engineer.  Silicon Valley Power 
will do exact design of required substructures after plans are submitted for building permits. 

EL8. The Developer shall provide and install electric facilities per Santa Clara City Code chapter 17.15.210. 
EL9. Electric service shall be underground.  See Electric Department Rules and Regulations for available 

services. 
EL10. Installation of underground facilities shall be in accordance with City of Santa Clara Electric Department 

standard UG-1000, latest version, and Santa Clara City Code chapter 17.15.050. 
EL11. Underground service entrance conduits and conductors shall be “privately” owned, maintained, and 

installed per City Building Inspection Division Codes.  Electric meters and main disconnects shall be 
installed per Silicon Valley Power Standard MS-G7, Rev. 2. 

EL12. The developer shall grant to the City, without cost, all easements and/or right of way necessary for 
serving the property of the developer and for the installation of utilities (Santa Clara City Code chapter 
17.15.110). 

EL13. If the “legal description” (not “marketing description”) of the units is condominium or apartment, then all 
electric meters and services disconnects shall be grouped at one location, outside of the building or in a 
utility room accessible directly from the outside.  If they are townhomes or single-family residences, 
then each unit shall have its own meter, located on the structure. A double hasp locking arrangement 
shall be provided on the main switchboard door(s).  Utility room door(s) shall have a double hasp 
locking arrangement or a lock box shall be provided.  Utility room door(s) shall not be alarmed. 

EL14. If transformer pads are required, City Electric Department requires an area of 17’ x 16’-2”, which is 
clear of all utilities, trees, walls, etc.  This area includes a 5’-0” area away from the actual transformer 
pad.  This area in front of the transformer may be reduced from a 8’-0” apron to a 3’-0”, providing the 
apron is back of a 5’-0” min. wide sidewalk.  Transformer pad must be a minimum of 10’-0 from all 
doors and windows, and shall be located next to a level, drivable area that will support a large crane or 
truck. 

EL15. All trees, existing and proposed, shall be a minimum of five (5) feet from any existing or proposed 
Electric Department facilities.  Existing trees in conflict will have to be removed.  Trees shall not be 
planted in PUE’s or electric easements. 

EL16. Any relocation of existing electric facilities shall be at Developer’s expense. 
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EL17. Electric Load Increase fees may be applicable. 
EL18. The developer shall provide the City, in accordance with current City standards and specifications, all 

trenching, backfill, resurfacing, landscaping, conduit, junction boxes, vaults, street light foundations, 
equipment pads and subsurface housings required for power distribution, street lighting, and signal 
communication systems, as required by the City in the development of frontage and on-site property.  
Upon completion of improvements satisfactory to the City, the City shall accept the work.  Developer 
shall further install at his cost the service facilities, consisting of service wires, cables, conductors, and 
associated equipment necessary to connect a customer to the electrical supply system of and by the 
City.  After completion of the facilities installed by developer, the City shall furnish and install all cable, 
switches, street lighting poles, luminaries, transformers, meters, and other equipment that it deems 
necessary for the betterment of the system (Santa Clara City Code chapter 17.15.210 (2)). 

EL19. Electrical improvements (including underground electrical conduits along frontage of properties) may be 
required if any single non-residential private improvement valued at $200,000 or more or any series of 
non-residential private improvements made within a three-year period valued at $200,000 or more 
(Santa Clara City Code Title 17 Appendix A (Table III)). 

EL20. Non-Utility Generator equipment shall not operate in parallel with the electric utility, unless approved 
and reviewed by the Electric Engineering Division.  All switching operations shall be “Open-Transition-
Mode”, unless specifically authorized by SVP Electric Engineering Division.  A Generating Facility 
Interconnection Application must be submitted with building permit plans.  Review process may take 
several months depending on size and type of generator.  No interconnection of a generation facility 
with SVP is allowed without written authorization from SVP Electric Engineering Division. 

EL21. Encroachment permits will not be signed off by Silicon Valley Power until Developers Work 
substructure construction drawing has been completed. 

EL22. All SVP-owned equipment is to be covered by an Underground Electric Easement (U.G.E.E.) This is 
different than a PUE. Only publically-owned dry utilities can be in a UGEE. Other facilities can be in a 
joint trench configuration with SVP, separated by a 1’ clearance, providing that they are constructed 
simultaneously with SVP facilities. See UG 1000 for details. 

EL23. Proper clearance must be maintained from all SVP facilities, including a 5’ clearance from the outer wall 
of all conduits. This is in addition to any UGEE specified for the facilities. Contact SVP before making 
assumptions on any clearances for electric facilities. 

EL24. Transformers and Switch devices can only be located outdoors. These devices MAY be placed 5’ from 
an outside building wall, provided that the building wall in that area meets specific requirements. (See 
UG 1000 document for specifics) EXAMPLE: If there are any doors, windows, vents, overhangs or 
other wall openings within 5’ of the transformer, on either side, then the transformer MUST be 10’ or 
more away from the building. These clearances are to be assumed to be clear horizontally 5’ in either 
direction and vertically to the sky. 

EL25. All existing SVP facilities, onsite or offsite, are to remain unless specifically addressed by SVP 
personnel by separate document. It is the Developers responsibility to maintain all clearances from 
equipment and easements. Developer to contact SVP outside of the PCC process for clear definitions 
of these clearance requirements. Developer should not assume that SVP will be removing any existing 
facilities without detailed design drawings from SVP indicating potential removals. Simply indicating that 
SVP facilities are to be removed or relocated on conceptual plans does not imply that this action has 
been approved by SVP. 

EL26. SVP does not utilize any sub-surface (below grade) devices in it’s system. This includes transformers, 
switches, etc. 

EL27. All interior meter rooms at ground level are to have direct, outside access through only ONE door. 
Interior electric rooms must be enclosed in a dedicated electric room and cannot be in an open 
warehouse or office space.  

EL28. High Rise Metering and Multi-Floor Infrastructure Requirements 
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a. Meter rooms located inside shall be approved by SVP Meter Department during the 
design phase, or be located outside. 

b. All residential meter centers shall be modular grouped installations with individual 
breakers, and on the approved meter base list.  Such equipment shall be referred to 
SVP Meter Department prior to making commitments for the purchase and 
installation of such equipment. 

c. All meter locations shall be subject to SVP Meter Department approval. 
d. Customer shall provide a dedicated 20 amp circuit outlet near the 36” plywood board. 
e. Customer will supply 36” plywood board floor to ceiling in meter room that will be used 

for radiating communication cable. This board shall have 36” front working clearance 
at all times. 

f. Meter rooms shall have a 4” Hilti “Speed Sleeve” or an equivalent sleeving product with 
a 4hr stop cloth centered in front of the 36” plywood board. 

g. Any floor that the SVP communication cable will pass through that does not have a 
meter room, the communication cable shall have continuous piece of 4” schedule 40 
PVC conduit. 

h. All conduits shall not have more than 360 degrees of cumulative turn for one vertical 
stack of meter rooms.  The only openings allowed in conduit are in electrical meter 
rooms.  (No pulling points in conduit). 

i. Conduit shall continue to the roof into an SVP approved CT cabinet (32”x32”x15”) on the 
roof.  Customer shall provide a dedicated 20 amp circuit outlet in CT cabinet.  From 
the CT cabinet the customer shall provide 2” conduit to a structure 36” taller than any 
other structure on the roof.  Conduit shall also continue to lowest floor electric meter 
room. 

j. Lowest floor meter room shall have an SVP approved CT cabinet installed with a 2” 
conduit that runs to the exterior of the building.  The point at which it exits the 
building must be between 8’ and 10’ with an 8” x 8” x 6” 3R NEMA rated enclosure. 

k. Before any bus duct is energized all meter sockets shall be covered, sealed, and tagged 
with a transparent plastic cover plate provided by the customer, or all main 
disconnects will be locked out with SVP lock. 

l. A location near the door for installation of a key box, a key fitting the meter room door for 
the key box, and a sign on the exterior door stating “Meter Room #xx”.  If multiple 
meter rooms are needed, each meter room door shall have a dedicated key box with 
key.  If the door locks are changed, contact SVP to coordinate the exchange of keys. 

m. Customer shall install SVP 4” UE conduit in front of the 36” plywood board at the Ground 
Level Meter room.  SVP 4” UE conduit will be run outside to a designated UE box 
determined by SVP. 

n. Each meter room shall have access directions to each meter room, 24hr contact 
information for building security and building maintenance, and Meter Room Number  
placed on the wall that is visible from any location in the room.  

EL29. In the case of podium-style construction, all SVP facilities and conduit systems must be located on solid 
ground (aka “real dirt”), and cannot be supported on parking garage ceilings or placed on top of 
structures. 

EL30. Applicant is advised to contact SVP (CSC Electric Department) to obtain specific design and utility 
requirements that are required for building permit review/approval submittal.  Please provide a site plan 
to Leonard Buttitta at 408-615-6620 to facilitate plan review. 

 
WATER 
W1.  The proposed development impact to the potable water system will be analyzed using the City’s 

hydraulic modeling program for a fee paid by the Developer. This will determine projected available fire 
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flow capacity and residual pressure from public fire hydrants and on-site fire system connection points 
at the City’s main during a fire event. If there is a deficiency in the existing potable water distribution or 
storage infrastructure, the developer will be required to upgrade the potable water system as 
determined and approved by the City. The required potable water system upgrades will be at 
developer's expense. The evaluation may change based on pending development applications and 
future projects. The potable water hydraulic analysis does not guarantee or in any way reserves or 
holds distribution capacity until developer has Final Approval for the project. 

W2.  Approved backflow prevention device(s) are required on all potable water services.  The applicant shall 
submit plans showing the location of the approved backflow prevention device(s). Note that all new 
water meters and backflow prevention devices shall be located behind the sidewalk in a landscape 
area.  

W3.  For fire flow information, applicant shall coordinate with Water and Sewer Utilities Department at 
(408)615-2000. 

W4.  Fire hydrants shall be located two feet behind monolithic sidewalk if sidewalk is present; two feet 
behind face of curb if no sidewalk is present, per City Std Detail 18. Fire hydrant shall be located in 
landscaped area. 

W5.  The applicant shall submit a composite utility plan showing all utilities (including electrical) and 
landscaping (trees/shrubbery) so that the Water Department can verify conflicts for proposed water 
services. Note that all new water meters and backflow prevention devices shall be located behind the 
sidewalk in a landscape area. 

W6.  The applicant shall upgrade the existing 12" AC water main along Comstock Street with a new 12" DIP 
pipe water main. The water main upgrade shall extend the entire length of the property's frontage. 

W7.  The applicant shall bear the cost of any relocation or abandonment of existing Water Department 
facilities required for project construction to the satisfaction of the Director of Water and Sewer Utilities.  

W8.  Prior to issuance of Building Permits, the applicant shall submit design plans for construction of water 
utilities that comply with the latest edition of the Water & Sewer Utilities Water Service and Use Rules 
and Regulations, Water System Notes, and Water Standard Details and Specifications.  In addition, 
prior to the City's issuance of Occupancy, the applicant shall construct all public water utilities per the 
approved plans.  The Water & Sewer Utilities will inspect all public water utility installations and all other 
improvements encroaching public water utilities. 

W9.  Prior to City’s issuance of Building or Grading Permits, the applicant shall provide a dedicated water 
utility easement around the backflow prevention device onsite. The water utility easement for the water 
services and all other public water appurtenances shall be a minimum 15 feet wide and be adjacent to 
the public right-of-way without overlapping any public utility easement. Additionally, the applicant shall 
submit plans defining existing easements so Water Division can verify if there are any conflicts with 
proposed easements and water utilities. 

W10.  Prior to the issuance of Building Permits, the applicant shall provide documentation of water usage so 
the Water Division can verify the appropriate size of all proposed water meters greater than 2”. The 
existing services shall be abandoned and new separate dedicated water services shall be provided for 
each use (domestic and irrigation). 

W11.  Prior to issuance of Building Permits, the applicant shall provide the profile section details for utilities 
crossing water, sewer, or reclaimed water mains to ensure a 12” minimum vertical clearance is 
maintained.  

W12.  Upon completion of construction and prior to the City’s issuance of a Certificate of Occupancy, the 
applicant shall provide "as-built" drawings of the on-site public water utility infrastructure prepared by a 
registered civil engineer to the satisfaction of the Director of Water & Sewer Utilities Department. 
 

FIRE 
F1. At time of Building Permit application, provide documentation to show the minimum required fire-flow 

for the building based on the construction type and square footage in accordance with the California 
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Fire Code, Appendix B, Table B105.1 can be met. A 75% reduction in fire-flow is allowed with the 
installation of a automatic fire sprinkler system designed in accordance with California Fire Code § 
B105.2.  The resulting fire-flow shall not be less than 1,500 gallons per minute (or 1,000 gallons perThe 
Fire Department’s review was limited to verifying compliance per the 2019 California Fire Code (CFC), 
Section 503 (Fire Apparatus Access Roads), Section 507 (Fire Protection Water Supplies), Appendix B 
(Fire-Flow Requirements for Buildings) and Appendix C (Fire Hydrant Locations and Distribution) and 
City of Santa Clara Requirements. 

F2. At time of Building Permit application provide documentation to show the minimum required fire-flow for 
the building based on the construction type and square footage in accordance with the California Fire 
Code, Appendix B, Table B105.1 can be met. A 75% reduction in fire-flow is allowed with the 
installation of a automatic fire sprinkler system designed in accordance with California Fire Code § 
B105.2.  The resulting fire-flow shall not be less than 1,500 gallons per minute (or 1,000 gallons per 
minute for NFPA 13 fire sprinkler systems) minute for the prescribed duration. 

F3. At time of Building Permit application, the required number, location and distribution of fire hydrants for 
the building based on the California Fire Code, Appendix C, Table C102.1 shall be incorporated into the 
construction documents.  The required number of fire hydrants shall be based on the fire-flow before 
the reduction. 

F4. At time of Building Permit application, construction documents for proposed fire apparatus access, 
location of fire lanes and construction documents and hydraulic calculations for fire hydrant systems 
shall be submitted to the Fire Prevention and Hazardous Materials Division. 

F5. Prior to the start of construction, fire protection water supplies shall be installed and made serviceable 
prior to the time of construction or prior to combustible materials being moved onsite, unless an 
approved alternative method of protection is approved by the Fire Prevention and Hazardous Materials 
Division. 

F6. At time of Building Permit application, construction documents for the fire department apparatus access 
roads are required submitted to the Fire Prevention and Hazardous Materials Division.  Access 
roadways shall be provided to comply with all of the following requirements: 

a. Fire apparatus access roadways shall be provided for every facility, building, or portion of a 
building hereafter constructed or moved when any portion of an exterior wall of the first story of 
the building is located more than 150 feet from fire apparatus access as measured by an 
approved route around the exterior of the building. 

b. Fire apparatus access roadways shall have a “minimum” width of a fire apparatus access 
roadway for Engines is 20 feet.  The “minimum” width of roadways for aerial apparatus is 26 
feet.  Ariel access roadways shall be located a minimum of 15 feet and a maximum of 30 feet 
from the protected building and positioned parallel to one entire sides of the building. The side 
of the building shall be approved by the Fire Prevention and Hazardous Materials Division.   

c. Fire access roadways shall have a “minimum” unobstructed vertical clearance of not less than 
13 feet 6 inches.  Aerial apparatus access roads may require additional vertical clearance.   

d. Fire access roadways shall All fire department access roadways shall be an all-weather surface 
designed to support the imposed load of fire apparatus with a gross vehicle weight of 75,000-
pounds. 

e. Fire apparatus access roadways shall have a “minimum” inside turning radius for fire 
department access roadways shall be 36 feet or greater. 

f. Dead-end fire apparatus access roadways in excess of 150 feet in length shall be provided with 
approved provisions for turning around. 

g. The grade for emergency apparatus access roadways shall not exceed 10 percent to facilitate 
fire-ground operations. 

h. Buildings or facilities having a gross building area of more than 62,000 square feet shall be 
provided with two separate and approved fire apparatus access roadways.  When multiple fire 
apparatus access roadways are required the roadways shall be placed a distance apart equal to 
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not less than one half of the length of the maximum overall diagonal dimension of the property 
or area to be served, measured in a straight line between accesses. 

i. Traffic calming devices are not permitted on any designated fire access roadway, unless 
approved by the Fire Prevention & Hazardous Materials Division. 

j. All Fire Department Access roadways shall be recorded as an Emergency Vehicle Access 
Easement (EVAE) on the final map.  No other instruments will be considered as substitutions 
such as P.U.E, Ingress/Egress easements and/or City Right-of-Ways. 

F7. Provisions shall be made for Emergency Responder Radio Coverage System (ERRCS) equipment, 
including but not limited to pathway survivability in accordance with Santa Clara Emergency Responder 
Radio Coverage System Standard. 

F8. All gates installed on designated fire department access roads are required to electrically automatic 
powered gates. Gates shall be provided with an emergency battery power supply, or shall be a fail-safe 
design, allowing the gate to be pushed open without the use of special knowledge or equipment. To 
control the automatic gates a detector/strobe switch shall be installed to allow emergency vehicles 
(e.g., fire, police, ems) to flash a vehicle mounted strobe light towards the detector/strobe switch, which 
in turn overrides the system and opens the gate. The gates shall be equipped with a TOMAR Strobe 
Switch or 3M OPTICOM Detector to facilitate this override. Said device shall be mounted at a minimum 
height of seven feet (7’) above the adjacent road surface and is subject to an acceptance test 
witnessed by the Fire Department prior to final approval of the project. 

F9. Prior to issuance of a Building Demo Permit, Steps 1 through 3 summarized below must be addressed 
during the planning phase of the project.  Submit Phase II environmental documents: 

a. Step 1 – Hazardous Materials Closure (HMCP):  This is a permit is issued by the Santa Clara 
Fire Department, Fire Prevention & Hazardous Materials Division.  Hazardous materials closure 
plans are required for businesses that used, handled or stored hazardous materials.  While 
required prior to closing a business this is not always done by the business owner, and 
therefore should be part of the developer’s due diligence.  The hazardous materials closure 
plans demonstrate that hazardous materials which were stored, dispensed, handled or used in 
the facility/business are safely transported, disposed of or reused in a manner that eliminates 
any threat to public health and environment.   

b. Step 2 – Site Mitigation:  Site mitigation is the cleanup or management of chemical 
contaminants in soil, soil vapor or groundwater.  The type and extent of contamination on site(s) 
governs which of the regulatory agencies noted below will supervise the cleanup. 

 Santa Clara Fire Department, Fire Prevention & Hazardous Materials Division (CUPA) 

 Department of Toxic Substances Control (DTSC) 

 State Water Resources Control Board 

 Santa Clara County, Department of Environmental Health.   
c. Step 3 – Community Development, Building Division Demolition Application:  For the majority of 

projects within the City of Santa Clara, Steps 1 and/or 2 described above need to be completed 
prior to proceeding to demolition application in order to avoid permit approval delays.  The 
purpose of a demolition permit is to ensure that the parcel is clear of debris and other health 
hazard material (lead, asbestos, etc.) and that the utility connections have been plugged and 
sealed.”   

F10. To mitigate deficiencies noted in this letter, the Design Team has the opportunity to submit an Alternate 
Means and Method Application (AMMA) Permit directly to the Fire Department, when substantially 
completed architectural plans are submitted for Building permits. The AMMA will be reviewed in 
conjunction with the Building permit set. Any discussions regarding mitigations during the Planning 
phase are not binding. (Roadways shown are only 22 feet. But since there are hydrants SCFD 
Standard/Appendix D requires 26 feet minimum. This will need to be mitigated in the form of an 
acceptable AMMA). 
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F11. Nothing in this review is binding.  Final configurations will be reviewed upon the Building Permit 
application.   

 
STREETS 
STORMWATER 
ST1. Prior to City’s issuance of Building or Grading Permits, the applicant shall develop a Final Stormwater 

Management Plan, update the SCVURPPP C.3 Data Form, prepare and submit for approval an Erosion 
and Sediment Control Plan. Project’s contractor, sub-contractors and if applicable, Qualified SWPPP 
Practitioner (QSP) shall attend a pre-construction meeting prior to the start of construction, which will 
be coordinated through the Building Division.  

ST2. The Final Stormwater Management Plan and all associated calculations shall be reviewed and certified 
by a qualified 3rd party consultant from the SCVURPPP List of Qualified Consultants, and a 3rd party 
review letter shall be submitted with the Plan. 

ST3. For projects that disturb a land area of one acre or more, the applicant shall file a Notice of Intent (NOI) 
with the State Water Resources Control Board for coverage under the State Construction General 
Permit (Order No. 2009-0009-DWQ) prior to issuance of any building permit for grading or construction. 
A copy of the NOI shall be submitted to the City Building Inspection Division, along with a stormwater 
pollution prevention plan (SWPPP). Active projects covered under the Construction General Permit will 
be inspected by the City once per month during the wet season (October – April). 

ST4. The applicant shall incorporate Best Management Practices (BMPs) into construction plans and 
incorporate post-construction water runoff measures into project plans in accordance with the City’s 
Urban Runoff Pollution Prevention Program standards prior to the issuance of Building or Grading 
Permits. Proposed BMPs shall be submitted to and thereafter reviewed by the Planning Division and 
the Building Inspection Division for incorporation into construction drawings and specifications. 

ST5. During the construction phase, all stormwater control measures shall be inspected for conformance to 
approved plans by a qualified 3rd party consultant from the SCVURPPP List of Qualified Consultants, 
and a 3rd party inspection letter (with the signed C.3 Construction Inspection checklist as an 
attachment) shall be submitted to the Public Works Department (Contact Rinta Perkins, Compliance 
Manager for a copy of the C.3 Construction Inspection checklist). As-Built drawing shall be submitted to 
the Public Works Department. Building occupancy will not be issued until all stormwater treatment 
measures have been adequately inspected and O&M Agreement is executed. For more information 
contact Rinta Perkins at (408) 615-3081 or rperkins@santaclaraca.gov 

ST6. Soils for bioretention facilities must meet the specifications accepted by the Water Board. If percolation 
rate test of the biotreatment soil mix is not performed on-site, a certification letter from the supplier 
verifying that the soil meets the specified mix.  

ST7. The property owner shall enter into an Operation and Maintenance (O&M) Agreement with the City for 
all installed stormwater treatment measures in perpetuity. Applicants should contact Karin Hickey at 
(408) 615-3097 or KaHickey@santaclaraca.gov for assistance completing the Agreement. For more 
information and to download the most recent version of the O&M Agreement, visit the City’s stormwater 
resources website at http://santaclaraca.gov/stormwater. 

ST8. Developer shall purchase and install full trash capture devices for all storm drain inlets on-site, which 
must be maintained by the property owner in perpetuity. Maintenance and inspection of full trash 
capture devices shall be addressed in the O&M Agreement. 

ST9. Developer shall install an appropriate stormwater pollution prevention message such as “No Dumping – 
Flows to Bay” on any storm drains located on private property. 

ST10. Interior floor drains shall be plumbed to the sanitary sewer system and not connected to the City’s 
storm drain system. 

ST11. Floor drains within trash enclosures shall be plumbed to the sanitary sewer system and not connected 
to the City’s storm drain system.

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ST12. All outdoor equipment and materials storage areas shall be covered and/or bermed, or otherwise 
designed to limit the potential for runoff to contact pollutants. 

ST13. Any site design measures used to reduce the size of stormwater treatment measures shall not be 
removed from the project without the corresponding resizing of the stormwater treatment measures and 
an amendment of the property’s O&M Agreement. 

ST14. Decorative and recreational water features such as fountains, pools, and ponds shall be designed and 
constructed to drain to the sanitary sewer system only. 

ST15. Stormwater treatment facilities must be designed and installed to achieve the site design measures 
throughout their life in accordance to the SCVRUPPP C.3 Stormwater Handbook (Chapter 6 and 
Appendix C).  They shall be installed using biotreatment soil media that meet the minimum 
specifications as set forth in this Handbook.  

ST16. Developer shall select appropriate plant materials to promote stormwater treatment measure while 
implementing integrated pest management and water conservation practices in accordance to the 
SCVRUPPP C.3 Stormwater Handbook (Appendix D).  

ST17. The use of architectural copper is discouraged. If such material is used, all wastewater generated by 
the installation, cleaning, treating, or washing of the surface of copper architectural features, including 
copper roofs, shall not be discharged to the City’s storm drain system. 
 

SOLID WASTE 
ST18. For projects that involve construction, demolition or renovation of 5,000 square feet or more, the 

applicant shall comply with City Code Section 8.25.285 and recycle or divert at least sixty five percent 
(65%) of materials generated for discard by the project during demolition and construction activities. No 
building, demolition, or site development permit shall be issued unless and until applicant has submitted 
a construction and demolition debris materials check-off list. Applicant shall create a Waste 
Management Plan and submit, for approval, a Construction and Demolition Debris Recycling Report 
through the City’s online tracking tool at http://santaclara.wastetracking.com/. 

ST19. Project applicant shall contact the Public Works Department, Street Maintenance Division at (408) 615-
3080 to verify if the property falls within the City’s exclusive franchise hauling area. If so, the applicant 
may be required to use the City’s exclusive franchise hauler and rate structure for solid waste services. 
Project applicant shall submit to the Public Works Department a written approval (clearance) from the 
designated hauler on the project’s Trash Management Plan. 

ST20. The applicant shall provide a site plan showing all proposed locations of solid waste containers, 
enclosure locations, and street/alley widths to the Public Works Department. All plans shall comply with 
the City’s Development Guidelines for Solid Waste Services as specified by development type. Contact 
the Public Works Department at Environment@santaclaraca.gov or at (408) 615-3080 for more 
information. 

ST21. Building must have enclosures for garbage, recycling and organic waste containers. The size and 
shape of the enclosure(s) must be adequate to serve the estimated needs and size of the building(s) 
onsite, and should be designed and located on the property so as to allow ease of access by collection 
vehicles. Roofed enclosures with masonry walls and solid metal gates are the preferred design. Any 
required enclosure fencing (trash area, utility equipment, etc.) if not see-thru, shall have a six (6) inch 
opening along the bottom for clear visibility. Any gates or access doors to these enclosures shall be 
locked. 

ST22. All refuse from all residential, commercial, industrial and institutional properties within the city shall be 
collected at least once a week, unless otherwise approved in writing (SCCC 8.25.120). Garbage 
service level required for residential developments (single-family and multi-family) as well as motels 
and hotels shall be no less than twenty (20) gallons per unit. All project shall submit to the Public Works 
Department the preliminary refuse service level assessment for approval.

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SECTION 3.0   PROJECT DESCRIPTION 

1.1 PROPOSED DEVELOPMENT 

The approximately 1.38-acre project site, located at 1111 Comstock Street (APN 224-08-092) in 

Santa Clara, is currently developed with a one-story, 23,765 square foot (sf) industrial building and a 

paved parking lot. The site is zoned as Light Industrial, and has a General Plan designation of Low 

Intensity Office/R&D. The project proposes to demolish the existing improvements on the site to 

construct a four-story, 121,170 sf data center building. The data center building would house 

computer servers for private clients in a secure and environmentally controlled structure and would 

be designed to provide 10 megawatts (MW) of information technology (IT) power. Mechanical 

equipment for building cooling would be located on the roof.   

 

Standby backup emergency electrical generators would be installed to provide for an uninterrupted 

power supply. Six 3,000-KW diesel-fueled engine generators and one 500-kW diesel-fueled engine 

generator would be located within a generator room on the first floor of the building. Fuel for the 

generators would be stored in two 30,000-gallon underground storage tanks which would feed 

individual 160-gallon daytanks located adjacent to each generator. The conceptual site plan is shown 

on Figure 3.1-1.  

 

1.1.1 Building Heights and Setbacks 

The data center building would be approximately 80 feet in height, with parapets extending to a 

height of 87.5 feet. A metal roof screen would extend to a height of 98 feet to shield mechanical 

equipment. Building elevations are shown on Figures 3.1-2 and 3.1-3. 

 

The building would be located in the southern, central portion of the site and set back approximately 

15 feet from the southern property line on Comstock Street, 45 feet from the northern property line, 

50 feet from the western property line, and 25 feet from the eastern property line. 

 

1.1.2 Site Access and Parking 

Access to the site would be provided by a primary driveway on Comstock Street. The primary 

driveway would be approximately 26 feet wide and would be located in the southwestern portion of 

the site in the same location as the existing driveway entrance. A secondary driveway entrance for 

emergency access would be constructed on Comstock Street in the southeastern portion of the site 

and would be approximately 22 feet wide. The emergency driveway would wrap around the 

perimeter of the building and would include a curb and handicap ramp. The project would provide 

approximately 24 parking spaces, including one accessible space and two clean air/vanpool/EV 

spaces, located along the western side of the building.  

 

1.1.3 Site Grading, Excavation, and Construction 

The existing improvements on the site would be demolished to allow for construction of the project. 

Demolition and construction activities would last approximately 12 months. Excavation for utilities 

would extend to depths of up to eight feet. Roughly 860 cubic yards of soil would be removed from 

the site as a result of excavation activities. Augered foundation piles would extend to a depth of 80 
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feet. The site would be graded to direct stormwater flows towards the biotreatment area located along 

the western boundary of the site.  

 

1.1.4 Landscaping 

The project proposes to remove approximately 24 existing trees on-site and plant five replacement 

trees. New landscaping consisting of trees, shrubs, sedge, perennials, bulbs, annuals and groundcover 

would be installed in the northeastern, northwestern, and southwestern corners of the site, as well as 

the southern perimeter of the site, and the western side of the proposed building. The landscape plan 

is shown on Figure 3.1-4. 

 

1.1.5 Stormwater Controls 

The project proposes to construct a stormwater treatment area between the west side of the building 

and the parking lot. The existing storm drain line on the site would be removed and a new 12-inch 

storm drain line would connect the treatment area to the existing storm drain line in Comstock Street. 

Pedestrian walkways would be composed of permeable pavers. The site would have a total of 

approximately 28,337 sf of pervious surface, which would be an increase compared to existing 

conditions. The stormwater management plan is shown on Figure 3.1-5.  

 

1.1.6 Sanitary Sewer and Electric Infrastructure Improvements 

A six-inch sanitary line would be installed adjacent to the west side of the proposed building. The 

sanitary sewer line would connect to the existing line in Comstock Street.   

 

Underground electrical conduit with concrete encasement would be installed onsite and would 

connect to an existing underground electric line in Comstock Street.  

 

1.1.7 Generator Testing Schedule 

The seven emergency backup generators would each be tested once per month for up to one hour. 

Tests would be conducted with no load for 11 months out of the year, and at with full load one month 

out of the year.1 

  

 
1 Generator load refers to the actual electricity generation of the generator while it is running. For example, a 

generator running at no load generates no electricity, and is analogous to an idling engine. A generator running at 

full load is generating the maximum amount of electricity it is capable of producing. Generally, the higher the load 

that is placed on the engine, the more fuel it will consume, resulting in greater air quality and greenhouse gas 

emissions, as well as higher noise levels.

The City’s architectural review process requires that the Director of Community Development or a 

designee review plans and drawings submitted for design, aesthetic considerations, and consistency 

with zoning standards, generally prior to submittal for building permits.  The review takes place at a 

publicly noticed Development Review Hearing and the hearing officer follows the City’s Community 

Design Guidelines.  The intent of these guidelines for architectural review is to provide a manual of 

consistent development standards in the interest of continued maintenance and enhancement of the 

high-quality living and working environment in the City.  

 

 

 Existing Conditions 

Project Site 

The project site is currently developed with a one-story, 23,765 sf industrial building and a paved 

parking lot. The building facades are primarily stucco and cement. The main entrance to the building 

is located on the southern side of the structure facing Comstock Street and is composed of large, 

reflective windows, stucco, and cement. The roof is flat, with a screening wall adding approximately 

two additional feet in elevation. Trees and ornamental landscaping are located along the southern and 

western property boundaries.  

 

The site is within a fully developed area in Santa Clara. The topography is flat and views of the 

eastern and western foothills from public view points are partially blocked by existing industrial and 

commercial structures in the area.  

 

Surrounding Area 

The project site is located north of Comstock Street, east of Kenneth Street, south of Bayshore 

Freeway, and west of Lafayette Street. The project consists primarily of light industrial and R&D 

uses. Buildings in the area are similar in height and scale to both the existing building and the 

proposed building. The Norman Y Mineta San Jose International Airport is located approximately 

0.6 miles southeast of the site. Aircraft, along with truck and other vehicle traffic, are readily 

apparent in the area. Views of the project site can be seen in Photos 4.1-1 – 4.1-7. 

 

There are no scenic resources on site, and the site is not visible from a scenic highway.

According to the EIR for the 2010-2035 General Plan, there are no scenic vistas within the City.  

There would be no impact to scenic vistas. (No Impact) 

 

 

The City of Santa Clara 2010-2035 General Plan EIR lists the Santa Cruz Mountains, Diablo range, 

San Tomas Aquino Creek, and the Guadalupe River as “visual resources” within the City.  The 

topography of the project area is relatively flat and prominent viewpoints of the mountains are 

limited, as buildings, trees, and infrastructure (e.g., utility lines, elevated roadways, etc) obscure 

viewpoints. Views of the mountains are only available when roadways provide a break in the built 

environment or are elevated. The foothills to the east and west are partially visible through the 

Comstock Street throughway. The proposed project would not obstruct this view.  

 

As discussed in Section 4.1.1.2, the project site is not near a state scenic highway. Impacts to trees 

and historic buildings outside a state scenic highway are discussed in Section 4.4 Biological

Impact AES-3: The project would not substantially degrade the existing visual character or 

quality of public views of the site and its surroundings. The project would not 

conflict with applicable zoning and other regulations governing scenic quality. 

(Less than Significant Impact) 

 

The current character of the project area is built-up with single- and multi-story industrial buildings 

and has few landscaped areas. As described in Section 4.1.1.2 Existing Conditions, the project site is 

an existing industrial building. There would be a change from a one-story building to a larger, four-

story structure. Though larger in mass and scale than the existing building, the proposed data center 

facility would be similar in scale to nearby development.  The exterior of the building and the 

proposed screening fences would be subject to the City’s design review process and would conform 

to current architectural and landscaping standards.  The project, therefore, would not degrade the 

existing visual character or quality of the site and its surroundings.  (Less Than Significant Impact) 

 

Impact AES-4: The project would not create a new source of substantial light or glare which 

would adversely affect day or nighttime views in the area. (Less than 

Significant Impact) 

 

The project would install wall mounted sconce lights on all sides of the building’s exterior to provide 

lighting. The outside lighting would comply with the City’s lighting requirements (City Code Section 

18.48.140), as well as requirements in the California Energy Code and in compliance with 

CALGreen Code (CGC) 5.106.8. Outside lighting would be comparable in brightness to the ambient 

lighting in the surrounding area.  Additionally, outdoor lighting would be angled downward and 

would include light visors and light hoods. The exterior surfaces of the building would consist 

primarily of precast concrete and structural steel and would not be a significant source of glare 

during daytime hours. 

 

Building materials and lighting plans would be subject to the City’s architectural review process 

prior to issuance of building permits to ensure that the project would not create a substantial new 

source of light or glare.  The project, therefore, would not create a new source of substantial light or 

glare, nor would it adversely affect day or nighttime views in the area.  (Less Than Significant 

Impact) 
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 AGRICULTURE AND FORESTRY RESOURCES 

4.2.1   Environmental Setting 

 Regulatory Framework 

State  

Farmland Mapping and Monitoring Program 

The California Department of Conservation’s Farmland Mapping and Monitoring Program (FMMP) 

assesses the location, quality, and quantity of agricultural land and conversion of these lands over 

time. Agricultural land is rated according to soil quality and irrigation status. The best quality land is 

called Prime Farmland. In CEQA analyses, the FMMP classifications and published county maps are 

used, in part, to identify whether agricultural resources that could be affected are present on-site or in 

the project area.3  

 

California Land Conservation Act  

The California Land Conservation Act (Williamson Act) enables local governments to enter into 

contracts with private landowners to restrict parcels of land to agricultural or related open space uses. 

In return, landowners receive lower property tax assessments. In CEQA analyses, identification of 

properties that are under a Williamson Act contract is used to also identify sites that may contain 

agricultural resources or are zoned for agricultural uses.4 

 

Fire and Resource Assessment Program 

The California Department of Forestry and Fire Protection (CAL FIRE) identifies forest land, 

timberland, and lands zoned for timberland production that can (or do) support forestry resources.5 

Programs such as CAL FIRE’s Fire and Resource Assessment Program and are used to identify 

whether forest land, timberland, or timberland production areas that could be affected are located on 

or adjacent to a project site.6 

  

 Existing Conditions 

The project site is not designated as farmland or the subject of a Williamson Act contract.7  

According to the Santa Clara County Important Farmlands 2016 Map, the project site is designated

The following analysis is based, in part, on an Air Quality and Greenhouse Gas Emissions 

Assessment prepared by Illingworth & Rodkin, Inc. in May 2020.  A copy of this report is included in 

Appendix A of this IS. 

 

4.3.1   Environmental Setting 

 Background Information 

Criteria Pollutants 

Air quality in the Bay Area is assessed related to six common air pollutants (referred to as criteria 

pollutants), including ground-level ozone (O3), nitrogen oxides (NOx), particulate matter (PM), 

carbon monoxide (CO), sulfur oxides (SOx), and lead.9 Criteria pollutants are regulated because they 

result in health effects. An overview of the sources of criteria pollutants and their associated health 

are summarized in Table 4.3-1. The most commonly regulated criteria pollutants in the Bay Area are 

discussed further below.

High O3 levels are caused by the cumulative emissions of reactive organic gases (ROG) and NOX. 

These precursor pollutants react under certain meteorological conditions to form high O3 levels. 

Controlling the emissions of these precursor pollutants is the focus of the Bay Area’s attempts to

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reduce O3 levels. The highest O3 levels in the Bay Area occur in the eastern and southern inland 

valleys that are downwind of air pollutant sources.  

 

PM is a problematic air pollutant of the Bay Area. PM is assessed and measured in terms of 

respirable particulate matter or particles that have a diameter of 10 micrometers or less (PM10) and 

fine particulate matter where particles have a diameter of 2.5 micrometers or less (PM2.5). Elevated 

concentrations of PM10 and PM2.5 are the result of both region-wide emissions and localized 

emissions.  

 

Toxic Air Contaminants 

TACs are a broad class of compounds known to have health effects. They include but are not limited 

to criteria pollutants. TACs are found in ambient air, especially in urban areas, and are caused by 

industry, agriculture, diesel fuel combustion, and commercial operations (e.g., dry cleaners). TACs 

are typically found in low concentrations, even near their source (e.g., diesel particulate matter 

[DPM] near a freeway). 

 

Diesel exhaust is the predominant TAC in urban air and is estimated to represent about three-quarters 

of the cancer risk from TACs. Diesel exhaust is a complex mixture of gases, vapors, and fine 

particles. Medium- and heavy-duty diesel trucks represent the bulk of DPM emissions from 

California highways. The majority of DPM is small enough to be inhaled into the lungs. Most 

inhaled particles are subsequently exhaled, but some deposit on the lung surface or are deposited in 

the deepest regions of the lungs (most susceptible to injury).10 Chemicals in diesel exhaust, such as 

benzene and formaldehyde, have been previously identified as TACs by the California Air Resources 

Board (CARB). 

 

Sensitive Receptors 

Some groups of people are more affected by air pollution than others. CARB has identified the 

following persons who are most likely to be affected by air pollution: children under 16, the elderly 

over 65, athletes, and people with cardiovascular and chronic respiratory diseases. These groups are 

classified as sensitive receptors. Locations that may contain a high concentration of these sensitive 

population groups include residential areas, hospitals, daycare facilities, elder care facilities, and 

elementary schools. 

 

 Regulatory Framework  

Federal and State 

Clean Air Act 

At the federal level, the United States Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) is responsible for 

overseeing implementation of the Clean Air Act and its subsequent amendments. The federal Clean 

Air Act requires the EPA to set national ambient air quality standards for the six common criteria 

pollutants (discussed previously), including PM, O3, CO, SOx, NOx, and lead.

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CARB is the state agency that regulates mobile sources throughout the state and oversees 

implementation of the state air quality laws and regulations, including the California Clean Air Act. 

The EPA and the CARB have adopted ambient air quality standards establishing permissible levels 

of these pollutants to protect public health and the climate. Violations of ambient air quality 

standards are based on air pollutant monitoring data and are determined for each air pollutant. 

Attainment status for a pollutant means that a given air district meets the standard set by the EPA 

and/or CARB. 

 

Risk Reduction Plan  

To address the issue of diesel emissions in the state, CARB developed the Risk Reduction Plan to 

Reduce Particulate Matter Emissions from Diesel-Fueled Engines and Vehicles. In addition to 

requiring more stringent emission standards for new on-road and off-road mobile sources and 

stationary diesel-fueled engines to reduce particulate matter emissions by 90 percent, the plan 

involves application of emission control strategies to existing diesel vehicles and equipment to 

reduce DPM (in additional to other pollutants). Implementation of this plan, in conjunction with 

stringent federal and CARB-adopted emission limits for diesel fueled vehicles and equipment 

(including off-road equipment), will significantly reduce emissions of DPM and NOX. 

 

Regional 

2017 Clean Air Plan 

The Bay Area Air Quality Management District (BAAQMD) is the agency primarily responsible for 

assuring that the federal and state ambient air quality standards are maintained in the San Francisco 

Bay Area. Regional air quality management districts, such as BAAQMD, must prepare air quality 

plans specifying how state and federal air quality standards will be met. BAAQMD’s most recently 

adopted plan is the Bay Area 2017 Clean Air Plan (2017 CAP). The 2017 CAP focuses on two 

related BAAQMD goals: protecting public health and protecting the climate. To protect public 

health, the 2017 CAP describes how BAAQMD will continue its progress toward attaining state and 

federal air quality standards and eliminating health risk disparities from exposure to air pollution 

among Bay Area communities. To protect the climate, the 2017 CAP includes control measures 

designed to reduce emissions of methane and other super-greenhouse gases (GHGs) that are potent 

climate pollutants in the near-term, and to decrease emissions of carbon dioxide by reducing fossil 

fuel combustion.11 

 

CEQA Air Quality Guidelines 

The BAAQMD CEQA Air Quality Guidelines are intended to serve as a guide for those who prepare 

or evaluate air quality impact analyses for projects and plans in the San Francisco Bay Area. 

Jurisdictions in the San Francisco Bay Area Air Basin utilize the thresholds and methodology for 

assessing air quality impacts developed by BAAQMD within their CEQA Air Quality Guidelines. 

The guidelines include information on legal requirements, BAAQMD rules, methods of analyzing 

impacts, and recommended mitigation measures.

Community Air Risk Evaluation Program  

Under the Community Air Risk Evaluation (CARE) program, BAAQMD has identified areas with 

high TAC emissions, and sensitive populations that could be affected by them, and uses this 

information to establish policies and programs to reduce TAC emissions and exposures. Impacted 

communities identified to date are located in Concord, Richmond/San Pablo, San José, eastern San 

Francisco, western Alameda County, Vallejo, San Rafael, and Pittsburg/Antioch. The main 

objectives of the program are to:  

 

• Evaluate health risks associated with exposure to TACs from stationary and mobile sources;  

• Assess potential exposures to sensitive receptors and identify impacted communities;  

• Prioritize TAC reduction measures for significant sources in impacted communities; and  

• Develop and implement mitigation measures to improve air quality in impacted communities.

 Existing Conditions 

The Bay Area is considered a non-attainment area for ground-level O3 and PM2.5 under both the 

federal Clean Air Act and state Clean Air Act. The area is also considered nonattainment for PM10 

under the state act, but not the federal act. The area has attained both state and federal ambient air 

quality standards for CO. As part of an effort to attain and maintain ambient air quality standards for 

O3 and PM10, BAAQMD has established thresholds of significance for these air pollutants and their 

4.3.1.3 
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precursors. These thresholds are for O3 precursor pollutants (ROG and NOX), PM10, and PM2.5, and 

apply to both construction period and operational period impacts. 

 

Climate and Topography 

Topography can restrict horizontal dilution and mixing of pollutants by creating a barrier to air 

movement. The South Bay has significant terrain features that affect air quality. The Santa Cruz 

Mountains and Diablo Range on either side of the South Bay restrict horizontal dilution, and this 

alignment of the terrain also channels winds from the north to south, carrying pollution from the 

northern Peninsula toward Santa Clara. 

 

The combined effects of moderate ventilation, frequent inversions that restrict vertical dilution and 

terrain that restricts horizontal dilution give Santa Clara a relatively high atmospheric potential for 

pollution compared to other parts of the San Francisco Bay Air Basin and provide a high potential for 

transport of pollutants to the east and south. 

 

Existing Air Pollutant Levels 

BAAQMD monitors air pollution at various sites within the Bay Area. The nearest official 

monitoring station to the City of Santa Clara is located at 158 East Jackson Street in San José, 

approximately 3.7 miles southeast of the site. Pollutant monitoring results for the years 2016 to 2018 

at the San José monitoring station are shown in Table 4.3-2

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Sensitive Receptors 

There are no sensitive receptors within 1,000 feet of the project site. The nearest sensitive receptors 

are the Granada Islamic School, approximately 1,700 feet northwest of the site and residences north 

of U.S. 101, approximately 3,315 feet north of the site.  

 

Odors 

Common sources of odors and odor complaints include wastewater treatment plants, transfer stations, 

coffee roasters, painting/coating operations, and landfills. Significant sources of offending odors are 

typically identified based on complaint histories received and compiled by BAAQMD. Typical large 

sources of odors that result in complaints are wastewater treatment facilities, landfills including 

composting operations, food processing facilities, and chemical plants. Other sources, such as 

restaurants, paint or body shops, and coffee roasters typically result in localized sources of odors.  

 

The project site is in an industrial area and is not surrounded by facilities that produce substantial 

odors.

The City of Santa Clara has 

considered the air quality thresholds updated by BAAQMD in May 2017 and regards these 

thresholds to be based on the best information available for the San Francisco Bay Area Air Basin 

and conservative in terms of the assessment of health effects associated with TACs and PM2.5. The 

BAAQMD CEQA Air Quality thresholds used in this analysis are identified in Table 4.3-3 below.

Health Effects from Criteria Pollutants 

In a 2018 decision (Sierra Club v. County of Fresno, also referred to as Friant Ranch), the Supreme 

Court of California determined that CEQA requires that the potential for the project’s emissions to 

affect human health in the air basin must be disclosed when a project’s criteria air pollutant 

emissions would exceed applicable thresholds and contribute a considerably to a significant 

cumulative impact. State and federal ambient air quality standards are health-based standards and 

exceedances of those standards result in continued unhealthy levels of air pollutants. As stated in the 

BAAQMD CEQA Air Quality Guidelines, air pollution by its nature is largely a cumulative 

impact.  No single project is sufficient in size to result in nonattainment of ambient air quality 

standards. Instead, a project’s individual emissions contribute to existing cumulatively significant 

adverse air quality impacts. In developing thresholds of significance for air pollutants, BAAQMD 

considered the emission levels for which a project‘s individual emissions would be cumulatively 

considerable. If a project has a less than significant impact for criteria pollutants, it is assumed not to 

have an adverse health effect. 
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Impact AIR-1: The project would not conflict with or obstruct implementation of the 

applicable air quality plan. (Less than Significant Impact) 

 

2017 BAAQMD Clean Air Plan 

The BAAQMD CEQA Air Quality Guidelines set forth criteria for determining consistency with the 

Clean Air Plan. In general, a project is considered consistent if, a) the plan supports the primary goals 

of the Clean Air Plan; b) includes relevant control measures; and c) does not interfere with 

implementation of Clean Air Plan control measures. The project supports the goals of the 2017 

BAAQMD CAP of protecting public health and protecting the climate and is consistent with 

BAAQMD CAP transportation, building, natural and working lands, and water control measures by: 

 

• Implementing standard measures to reduce criteria air pollutant emissions during 

construction,  

• Complying with applicable regulations that would result in energy and water efficiency 

including Title 24 and California Green Building Standards Code,  

• Planting new trees in accordance with the City’s tree ordinance to reduce the urban heat 

island effect, and  

• Complying with the City’s construction debris diversion ordinance and state waste diversion 

requirements to reduce the amount of waste in landfills. 

 

Stationary equipment to be installed on the project site will be subject to the permit requirements of 

BAAQMD, which incorporate BAAQMD measures to reduce emissions from stationary sources 

such as the diesel-fueled emergency backup generators. Emissions of non-attainment air pollutants 

from the proposed project are addressed under Impact AIR-2. Additionally, exposure of 

sensitive receptors to TAC and PM2.5 emissions associated with the project is addressed under Impact 

AIR-3. As noted in those discussions, the project will result in air quality impacts that are less than 

significant with the incorporation standard measures. The project would not conflict with 

implementation of the 2017 CAP. (Less than Significant Impact) 

 

Impact AIR-2: The project would not result in a cumulatively considerable net increase of 

any criteria pollutant for which the project region is non-attainment under an 

applicable federal or state ambient air quality standard. (Less than 

Significant Impact) 

 

The Bay Area is considered a nonattainment area for ground-level ozone and PM2.5 under both the 

federal Clean Air Act and the California Clean Air Act. The area is also considered non-attainment 

for PM10 under the California Clean Air Act, but not the federal Act. The area has attained both State 

and federal ambient air quality standards for carbon monoxide. As part of an effort to attain and 

maintain ambient air quality standards for ozone, PM10 and PM2.5, BAAQMD has established 

thresholds of significance for air pollutants. These thresholds are for ozone precursor pollutants 

(ROG and NOx), PM10 and PM2.5 and apply to both construction period and operational period 

impacts.

Both construction and operational emissions were computed using the California Emissions 

Estimator Model, Version 2016.3.2 (CalEEMod). In addition, emissions from routine testing and 

maintenance of the standby emergency generators were computed using emissions data published by 

the emergency generator manufacturer and assuming maximum allowable testing conditions.  

 

Construction Period Emissions 

Average daily construction emissions were calculated based on 240 construction workdays. As 

indicated in Table 4.3-4, construction period emissions would not exceed the BAAQMD significance 

thresholds.

Construction Fugitive Dust 

During grading and construction activities, dust would be generated. Most of the dust would occur 

during grading activities. The amount of dust generated would be highly variable and is dependent on 

the size of the area disturbed at any given time, amount of activity, soil conditions and 

meteorological conditions. Nearby areas could be adversely affected by dust generated during 

construction activities. Nearby land uses are primarily commercial and office uses that are separated 

by roadways or open areas. The BAAQMD CEQA Air Quality Guidelines consider these impacts to 

be less than significant if best management practices are employed to reduce these emissions. The 

following measures are included in the project, consistent with BAAQMD best management 

practices, to reduce construction dust generation and other particulate matter. 

 

Standard Measures: 

 

• All exposed surfaces (e.g., parking areas, staging areas, soil piles, graded areas, and unpaved 

access roads) shall be watered two times per day. 

• All haul trucks transporting soil, sand, or other loose material off-site shall be covered. 

• All visible mud or dirt track-out onto adjacent public roads shall be removed using wet 

power vacuum street sweepers at least once per day. The use of dry power sweeping is 

prohibited. 

• All vehicle speeds on unpaved roads shall be limited to 15 miles per hour (mph). 

• All roadways, driveways, and sidewalks to be paved shall be completed as soon as possible. 

Building pads shall be laid as soon as possible after grading unless seeding or soil binders 

are used. 

• Idling times shall be minimized either by shutting equipment off when not in use or 

reducing the maximum idling time to 5 minutes (as required by the California airborne 
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toxics control measure Title 13, Section 2485 of California Code of Regulations [CCR]). 

Clear signage shall be provided for construction workers at all access points. 

• All construction equipment shall be maintained and properly tuned in accordance with 

manufacturer’s specifications. All equipment shall be checked by a certified mechanic and 

determined to be running in proper condition prior to operation. 

• Post a publicly visible sign with the telephone number and person to contact at the Lead 

Agency regarding dust complaints. This person shall respond and take corrective action 

within 48 hours. The Air District’s phone number shall also be visible to ensure compliance 

with applicable regulations. 

 

According to the BAAQMD CEQA Air Quality Guidelines, incorporation of these measures would 

be considered Best Management Practices for controlling fugitive PM10 and PM2.5 emissions and the 

emissions would be considered less than significant.  

 

Operational Emissions 

The primary emission sources associated with operation of the proposed project would be from 

engine operation during testing or maintenance of the six diesel-fueled 3,000-kW and one diesel-

fueled 500-kW emergency backup generators. There would also be emissions from traffic and area 

sources associated with operation of the data center facilities. Emissions from these sources are 

described below. The seven generators would be located within a generator room on the first floor of 

the building. Exhaust gases from the generators would pass through passive diesel particulate fileters 

(DPFs) an then would be discharged from exhaust stacks that pass through the northern wall of the 

first floor generator room then rise vertically to a height of 41 feet. For each of the 3,000-kW 

generators there would be two exhaust stacks, and for the 500-kW generator there would be a single 

exhaust stack. Fuel for the generators would be stored in two 30,000-gallon underground storage 

tanks which would feed individual 160-gallon day tanks located adjacent to each generator. The 

generators would have a combined diesel fuel storage capacity of 60,000 gallons. Due to the low 

volatility of diesel fuel there would be minor evaporative emissions of ROG. 

 

Emergency Generator Emissions 

During normal facility operation, the generators would not be operated other than for periodic testing 

and maintenance requirements. The generator engines would be fueled using ultra low sulfur diesel 

fuel with a maximum sulfur content of 15 ppm. The diesel engines would meet U.S. EPA Tier 2 

emission standards.  

 

The backup generators would have maintenance testing performed throughout the year to ensure 

performance when needed during a power failure. The operations of these generators are limited to 

50 hours per year of non-emergency use (i.e. testing and maintenance) by the State’s Air Toxic 

Control Measure for Stationary Compression Ignition Engines. For purposes of estimating emissions 

and potential air quality impacts from the engines, it was assumed that each engine could be operated 

for 50 hours per year (maximum operation hours allowed by the State’s Air Toxic Control Measure 

and BAAQMD for testing and maintenance) at an average load of 74 percent. The emissions were 

calculated with CalEEMod and are shown in Table 4.3-5. Note that the project intends that 

emergency backup generators would each be tested once per month for up to one hour. Tests would 

be conducted with no load for 11 months out of the year, and at with full load one month out of the 
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year.12. Therefore, the emissions reported in this assessment are an overestimate and represent a 

maximum scenario based on the allowed operation per CARB and BAAQMD permit conditions.   

 

Cooling Unit Particulate Matter Emissions 

The project would use three hybrid coolers. The hybrid coolers can use evaporative cooling (water 

sprays) or dry cooling methods.  Particulate matter emissions from evaporative cooling can occur and 

are a result of evaporation of liquid water entrained in the discharge air stream and carried out of the 

tower as “drift” droplets that contain dissolved solids in the water.  Drift droplets that evaporate can 

produce small particulate matter (i.e., PM10 and PM2.5) emissions. These emissions are generated 

when the drift droplets evaporate and leave the particulate matter formed by crystallization of 

dissolved solids.  There are no emissions from dry cooling. 

 

PM10 and PM2.5 emissions from evaporative cooling, if used for the proposed project, were calculated 

based on a worst-case assumptions including use of evaporative cooling for 100 percent of the time, a 

water flow rate of 720 gallons per minute (gpm) per cooler, use of 0.005 percent drift eliminators, a 

total dissolved solids (TDS) concentration of 292 parts per million (ppm) for the makeup water, and 

six cycles of TDS concentration in the recirculating water. Based on a calculated total drift rate and 

recirculating water TDS concentration of 1,752 ppm, the PM10 emissions were estimated as 2.3 

pounds per day and annual emissions of 0.4 tons per year. PM2.5 emissions were assumed to be the 

same as the PM10 emissions.  

 

Total Project Emissions 

Total daily and annual emissions from the emergency generators, mobile and area sources are 

summarized in Table 4.3-5. Total increased average daily and annual emissions from operation of the 

project are modeled to be below the significance thresholds established by the BAAQMD. (Less

1 Generator emissions were calculated based on the maximum permitted operation of 50 hours per year 

per engine. The project proposes to operate each engine for only 12 hours per year. This analysis 

represents a conservative estimate of maximum permitted project emissions. Actual project emissions 

would be lower than the values shown. 

 

 

Impact AIR-3: The project would not expose sensitive receptors to substantial pollutant 

concentrations. (Less than Significant Impact) 

 

The proposed project would be a source of air pollutant emissions during project construction and 

during operation of emergency generators for testing and maintenance purposes. The proposed 

generators are diesel fueled, so they would emit DPM, which is a toxic air contaminant (TAC). The 

generators are also a source of PM2.5, which has known adverse health effects.  

 

The BAAQMD CEQA Air Quality Guidelines considers exposure of sensitive receptors to air 

pollutant levels that result in an unacceptable cancer risk or hazard to be significant. BAAQMD 

recommends a 1,000-foot zone of influence around project boundaries. There are no sensitive 

receptors within 1,000 feet of the project site. Since construction activities are temporary and would 

occur well over 1,000 feet from the nearest sensitive receptor, community risk impacts from 

construction activities would be less than significant. 

 

Since the proposed project would emit DPM from the generator engines over the project lifetime, an 

analysis was performed to assess what ambient concentrations would result from their operation, and 

to quantify potential long-term health risks at the closest sensitive receptors. DPM concentrations and 

potential cancer risks from operation of the generators were evaluated at existing residences in the 

vicinity of the proposed data center site. The closest sensitive receptors to the proposed project site 

are the Granada Islamic School about 1,700 feet northwest of the project site, existing residences 

about 3,315 feet north of the project site, and additional residences about 4,330 and 4,590 feet south 

of the project site. The maximum average annual off-site DPM concentrations were used to calculate 

potential increased cancer risks from the project. Average annual DPM concentrations were used as 

being representative of long-term (30-year) exposures for calculation of cancer risks.  
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The maximum modeled annual DPM and PM2.5 concentration from operation of the generators at the 

data center was 0.0001 µg/m3 at several residential receptors north of the project site on Lafayette 

Street. Concentrations at all other existing residential locations would be lower than the maximum 

concentration.  

 

Based on the maximum modeled DPM concentrations that assume operation for 50 hours per year 

per generator, maximum increased cancer risks and non-cancer health impacts were calculated using 

BAAQMD recommended methods.  The maximum increased cancer risk at the closest sensitive 

receptor, Granada Islamic School, would be 0.02 in one million, and the maximum increased cancer 

risk at the closest residence would be 0.1 in one million. The maximum hazard index would be less 

than 0.01 from operation of the proposed emergency generators and would be below the BAAQMD 

maximum hazard index significance threshold of 1.0.13 (Less than Significant Impact)  

 

Impact AIR-4: The project would not result in other emissions (such as those leading to 

odors) adversely affecting a substantial number of people. (Less than 

Significant Impact) 

 

The project would generate localized emissions of diesel exhaust during construction equipment 

operation, and routine maintenance of emergency generators of the site. The odor emissions may be 

noticeable from time to time by adjacent receptors; however, the odors would be localized and 

temporary. (Less Than Significant Impact)

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 BIOLOGICAL RESOURCES 

4.4.1   Environmental Setting 

 Regulatory Framework  

Federal and State 

Endangered Species Act 

Individual plant and animal species listed as rare, threatened, or endangered under state and federal 

Endangered Species Acts are considered special-status species. Federal and state endangered species 

legislation has provided the United States Fish and Wildlife Service (USFWS) and the California 

Department of Fish and Wildlife (CDFW) with a mechanism for conserving and protecting plant and 

animal species of limited distribution and/or low or declining populations. Permits may be required 

from both the USFWS and CDFW if activities associated with a proposed project would result in the 

take of a species listed as threatened or endangered. To “take” a listed species, as defined by the State 

of California, is “to hunt, pursue, catch, capture, or kill, or attempt to hunt, pursue, catch, capture, or 

kill” these species. Take is more broadly defined by the federal Endangered Species Act to include 

harm of a listed species.  

 

In addition to species listed under state and federal Endangered Species Acts, Sections 15380(b) and 

(c) of the CEQA Guidelines provide that all potential rare or sensitive species, or habitats capable of 

supporting rare species, must be considered as part of the environmental review process. These may 

include plant species listed by the California Native Plant Society and CDFW-listed Species of 

Special Concern. 

 

Migratory Bird Treaty Act 

The federal Migratory Bird Treaty Act (MBTA) prohibits killing, capture, possession, or trade of 

migratory birds except in accordance with regulations prescribed by the Secretary of the Interior. 

Hunting and poaching are also prohibited. The taking and killing of birds resulting from an activity is 

not prohibited by the MBTA when the underlying purpose of that activity is not to take birds.14 

Nesting birds are considered special-status species and are protected by the USFWS. The CDFW also 

protects migratory and nesting birds under California Fish and Game Code Sections 3503, 3503.5, 

and 3800. The CDFW defines taking as causing abandonment and/or loss of reproductive efforts 

through disturbance.  

 

Sensitive Habitat Regulations  

Wetland and riparian habitats are considered sensitive habitats under CEQA. They are also afforded 

protection under applicable federal, state, and local regulations, and are generally subject to 

regulation by the United States Army Corps of Engineers (USACE), Regional Water Quality Control 

Board (RWQCB), CDFW, and/or the USFWS under provisions of the federal Clean Water Act (e.g., 

Sections 303, 304, 404) and State of California Porter-Cologne Water Quality Control Act.

Streambeds and banks, as well as associated riparian habitat, are regulated by the CDFW per Section 

1602 of the Fish and Game Code. Work within the bed or banks of a stream or the adjacent riparian 

habitat requires a Streambed Alteration Agreement from the CDFW.  

 

Regional and Local 

Santa Clara Valley Habitat Plan/Natural Community Conservation Plan 

The Santa Clara Valley Habitat Plan/Natural Community Conservation Plan (Habitat Plan) covers 

approximately 520,000 acres, or approximately 62 percent of Santa Clara County. It was developed 

and adopted through a partnership between Santa Clara County, the Cities of San José, Morgan Hill, 

and Gilroy, Santa Clara Valley Water District (Valley Water), Santa Clara Valley Transportation 

Authority (VTA), USFWS, and CDFW. The Habitat Plan is intended to promote the recovery of 

endangered species and enhance ecological diversity and function, while accommodating planned 

growth in southern Santa Clara County. The Santa Clara Valley Habitat Agency is responsible for 

implementing the plan. The project site is outside of the Santa Clara Valley Habitat Plan’s study area. 

 

Santa Clara General Plan 

General Plan policies applicable to biological resources include, but are not limited to, the following 

listed below. 

 

Policies Description 

5.3.1-P10 Provide opportunities for increased landscaping and trees in the community, including 

requirements for new development to provide street trees and a minimum 2:1 on- or off-site 

replacement for trees removed as part of the proposal to help increase the urban forest and 

minimize the heat island effect.  

5.10.1-P4 Protect all healthy cedars, redwoods, oaks, olives, bay laurel, and pepper trees of any size, and all 

other trees over 36 inches in circumference measured from 48 inches above-grade on private and 

public property, as well as in the public right-of-way. 

 

 Existing Conditions 

The project site is developed with a one-story, 23,765 sf industrial building and a paved parking lot. 

Minimal landscaping and mature trees are located along the southern and western property 

boundaries.  

 

Wildlife habitats in such developed urban areas are low in species diversity. Species that use the 

habitat on the site are predominately urban adapted birds, such as rock doves, mourning doves, house 

sparrows, finches, and starlings. 

 

Special Status Species 

Special status plants and wildlife species are not present on the highly urbanized project site, 

although raptors (birds of prey) could use the trees on the site for nesting or as a roost. Raptors are 

protected by the Federal Migratory Bird Treaty Act (MBTA) (16 U.S.C. Section 703, et seq.). 

4.4.1.2 
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Trees 

Trees located on the project site are primarily non-native species in varying sizes and levels of health. 

City policy is to protect all healthy cedars, redwoods, oaks, olives, bay laurel and pepper trees of any 

size and all other trees over 36 inches in circumference (approximately 11 inches in diameter) as 

measured from 48 inches above the ground surface.  Within the boundaries of the proposed 

modifications, there are a total of 35 trees, 16 of which are considered protected by City of Santa 

Clara policy. A summary of tree diameter and conditions is provided in Table 4.4-1.

Disturbance that causes abandonment and/or 

loss of reproductive effort is considered a taking by CDFW. Any loss of fertile eggs, nesting raptors, 

or any activities resulting in nest abandonment would constitute a significant impact. Construction 

activities such as site grading that disturb a nesting bird or raptor on-site or immediately adjacent to 

the construction zone would constitute a significant impact. 

 

Mitigation Measure: 

 

MM BIO-1.1: Construction shall be scheduled to avoid the nesting bird season to the extent 

feasible. The nesting season for most birds, including most raptors, in the San 

Francisco Bay Area extends from February 1 through August 31. 

 

If it is not possible to schedule construction activities between September 1 and 

January 31, then pre-construction surveys for nesting birds shall be completed by 

a qualified ornithologist to ensure no nest shall be disturbed during project 

implementation. This survey shall be completed no more than 14 days prior to the 

initiation of grading, tree removal, or other demolition or construction activities 

during the early part of the breeding season (February through April) and no more 

than 30 days prior to the initiation of these activities during the late part of the 

breeding season (May through August). 

 

During this survey, the ornithologist shall inspect all trees and other possible 

nesting habitats within and immediately adjacent to the construction area for 

nests. If an active nest is found sufficiently close to work areas to be disturbed by 

construction, the ornithologist, in consultation with CDFW, shall determine the 

extent of a construction-free buffer zone to be established around the nest to 

ensure that nests of bird species protected by the MBTA or Fish and Game Code 

shall not be disturbed during project construction. 

 

A final report of nesting birds, including any protection measures, shall be 

submitted to the Director of Community Development prior to the start of grading 

or tree removal. 

 

The project, with implementation of the above mitigation measure, would reduce impacts to nesting 

birds (if present) by avoiding construction during nesting bird season or completing pre-construction 

nesting bird surveys to minimize and/or avoid impacts to nesting birds. (Less than Significant 

Impact with Mitigation Incorporated) 

 

Impact BIO-2: The project would not have a substantial adverse effect on any riparian habitat 

or other sensitive natural community identified in local or regional plans, 

policies, regulations or by the CDFW or USFWS. (No Impact) 

 

As discussed in Section 4.4.1 and under Impact BIO-1, the project site is developed and located in an 

urbanized area. There are no riparian habitats located within or adjacent to the site, and the project 

site does not support other sensitive natural communities. The nearest riparian habitat is the 
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Guadalupe River, which is approximately .85 miles east of the project site. The project would not 

result in any changes to the river. For these reasons, the project would not have a substantial adverse 

effect on any riparian habitat or other sensitive natural community identified in local or regional 

plans, policies, regulation or by the CDFW or USFWS. (No Impact) 

 

Impact BIO-3: The project would not have a substantial adverse effect on state or federally 

protected wetlands through direct removal, filling, hydrological interruption, 

or other means. (No Impact) 

 

The project site is developed and located in an urbanized area. The project site does not contain state 

or federally protected wetlands. (No Impact) 

 

Impact BIO-4: The project would not interfere substantially with the movement of any native 

resident or migratory fish or wildlife species or with established native 

resident or migratory wildlife corridors, or impede the use of native wildlife 

nursery sites. (No Impact) 

 

The project site is developed and surrounded by urban development. There are no sensitive habitats 

or waterways on or adjacent to the site. For these reasons, the project site does not facilitate 

substantial wildlife movement. There are no native wildlife nursery sites in the vicinity. For these 

reasons, the project would not interfere substantially with the movement of any native resident or 

migratory fish or wildlife species or with established native resident or migratory wildlife corridors 

or impede the use of native wildlife nursery sites. (No Impact) 

 

Impact BIO-5: The project would not conflict with any local policies or ordinances protecting 

biological resources, such as a tree preservation policy or ordinance. (Less 

than Significant Impact) 

 

As discussed in Section 4.4.1, there are a total of approximately 32 trees on-site.  

 

The project would remove 24 trees on-site. The project does, however, propose to plant new 

landscaping around the southern and western perimeter of the site. The City’s General Plan (Policy 

5.3.1-P10) requires new development to include new street trees and at least a 2:1 on- or off-site 

replacement for removal of existing trees. While the proposed project would need to plant a 

minimum of 48 trees, the landscape plan shows five new trees would be planted on the project site. 

At the City’s directive, the project would plant, at a minimum, 43 trees off-site to offset the loss of 

the trees to be removed as a result of the project. If additional trees are removed, whether due to 

deterioration, construction injury, or a mitigation measure, the project would need to offset the loss 

of trees in accordance with General Plan Policy 5.3.1-P10.  Because the project would be required to 

comply with the City’s tree replacement policy, the loss of these trees on-site would result in a less 

than significant impact on trees in the project area. 

 

Of the 24 trees to be removed on-site, 16 trees are classified as protected by the City. The removal of 

these trees would be inconsistent with General Plan Policy 5.10.1-P4 to protect healthy cedars and all 
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types of trees over 36 inches in circumference measured from 48 inches above-grade on private and 

public property. Although 16 City-protected trees would be removed as part of the project, the 

project would be required to comply with the City’s tree replacement policy and, as a result, the 

overall loss of these trees would be less than significant. (Less than Significant Impact)   

 

Impact BIO-6: The project would not conflict with the provisions of an adopted Habitat 

Conservation Plan, Natural Community Conservation Plan, or other approved 

local, regional, or state habitat conservation plan. (No Impact) 

 

The project site is not located within a adopted Habitat Conservation Plan, Natural Community Plan, 

or other approved, local, regional, or state habitat conservation plan. The proposed project, therefore, 

would not conflict with provisions of any of these plans. (No Impact) 
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 CULTURAL RESOURCES 

The discussion in this section is based in part upon a Cultural Resources Literature Search prepared 

for the project by Holman & Associates, Inc. in October 2019. A copy of the report is included in 

Appendix B of this IS. 

 

4.5.1   Environmental Setting 

Cultural resources are evidence of past human occupation and activity and include both historical and 

archaeological resources.  These resources may be located above ground or underground and have 

significance in the history, prehistory, architecture, architecture of cultural of the nation, State of 

California, or local or tribal communities.  

 

 Regulatory Framework  

Federal and State 

National Historic Preservation Act 

Federal protection is legislated by the National Historic Preservation Act of 1966 (NHPA) and the 

Archaeological Resource Protection Act of 1979. These laws maintain processes for determination of 

the effects on historical properties eligible for listing in the National Register of Historic Places 

(NRHP). Section 106 of the NHPA and related regulations (36 Code of Federal Regulations [CFR] 

Part 800) constitute the primary federal regulatory framework guiding cultural resources 

investigations and require consideration of effects on properties that are listed or eligible for listing in 

the NRHP. Impacts to properties listed in the NRHP must be evaluated under CEQA. 

 

California Register of Historical Resources 

The California Register of Historical Resources (CRHR) is administered by the State Office of 

Historic Preservation and encourages protection of resources of architectural, historical, 

archeological, and cultural significance. The CRHR identifies historic resources for state and local 

planning purposes and affords protections under CEQA. Under Public Resources Code Section 

5024.1(c), a resource may be eligible for listing in the CRHR if it meets any of the NRHP criteria.15 

 

Historical resources eligible for listing in the CRHR must meet the significance criteria described 

previously and retain enough of their historic character or appearance to be recognizable as historical 

resources and to convey the reasons for their significance. A resource that has lost its historic 

character or appearance may still have sufficient integrity for the CRHR if it maintains the potential 

to yield significant scientific or historical information or specific data.  

 

The concept of integrity is essential to identifying the important physical characteristics of historical 

resources and, therefore, in evaluating adverse changes to them. Integrity is defined as “the 

authenticity of a historical resource’s physical identity evidenced by the survival of characteristics 

that existed during the resource's period of significance.” The processes of determining integrity are 

similar for both the CRHR and NRHP and use the same seven variables or aspects to define integrity

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that are used to evaluate a resource's eligibility for listing. These seven characteristics include 1) 

location, 2) design, 3) setting, 4) materials, 5) workmanship, 6) feeling, and 7) association.  

 

California Native American Historical, Cultural, and Sacred Sites Act  

The California Native American Historical, Cultural, and Sacred Sites Act applies to both state and 

private lands. The act requires that upon discovery of human remains, construction or excavation 

activity must cease and the county coroner be notified.  

 

Public Resources Code Sections 5097 and 5097.98 

Section 15064.5 of the CEQA Guidelines specifies procedures to be used in the event of an 

unexpected discovery of Native American human remains on non-federal land. These procedures are 

outlined in Public Resources Code Sections 5097 and 5097.98. These codes protect such remains 

from disturbance, vandalism, and inadvertent destruction, establish procedures to be implemented if 

Native American skeletal remains are discovered during construction of a project, and establish the 

Native American Heritage Commission (NAHC) as the authority to resolve disputes regarding 

disposition of such remains. 

 

Pursuant to Public Resources Code Section 5097.98, in the event of human remains discovery, no 

further disturbance is allowed until the county coroner has made the necessary findings regarding the 

origin and disposition of the remains. If the remains are of a Native American, the county coroner 

must notify the NAHC. The NAHC then notifies those persons most likely to be related to the Native 

American remains. The code section also stipulates the procedures that the descendants may follow 

for treating or disposing of the remains and associated grave goods. 

 

 Existing Conditions 

Historic Resources 

The project site has been developed with the existing office building since 1974.  Buildings 

surrounding the site were constructed in 1968 or later. Prior to construction of the existing building, 

the site was used for agricultural purposes from around 1899 to 1939. Between 1950 and 1956, six 

structures (likely agricultural in use) were developed on site. 

 

Archaeological/Prehistoric Resources 

Although there are no existing conditions or immediate evidence that would suggest the presence of 

subsurface cultural resources, the project site is located in a culturally sensitive area due to known 

prehistoric and historic occupation of Santa Clara and proximity to the nearby creek. The project site 

is located approximately .85 miles west of the Guadalupe River and .9 miles east of the San Tomas 

Aquino Creek. Native American settlements are commonly associated with the abundant food supply 

in the Santa Clara Valley. Aside from the sites already identified within the City of Santa Clara, there 

may be other undiscovered archaeological sites. In addition, historic occupation of Santa Clara has 

been well documented, and the City has a strong record reflecting early settlement by Spanish 

missionaries. The project is located approximately 0.5 miles from the second location of Mission 

Santa Clara. No archaeological sites have been recorded within or adjacent to the project area. The 

project area has not been previously studied for its cultural resource potential.

Impact CUL-1: The project would not cause a substantial adverse change in the significance 

of a historical resource pursuant to CEQA Guidelines Section 15064.5. (No 

Impact) 

 

The existing office building was constructed in 1974 and is not classified as a historic resource nor is 

it eligible to be listed on the CRHR, NRHP, or local register since it is less than 50 years of age. The 

buildings directly adjacent to the project site and in the immediate project area are not classified as 

historic by the City of Santa Clara and are not currently eligible for inclusion on the CRHR given 

they are less than 50 years of age and are of a common or modern architectural style.16 Development 

of the project site would not physically damage or materially impair the integrity of any historic 

building. Implementation of the proposed project would, therefore, have no impact on any designated 

or eligible historic structures. (No Impact) 

 

Impact CUL-2: As mitigated, the project would not cause a substantial adverse change in the 

significance of an archaeological resource pursuant to CEQA Guidelines 

Section 15064.5. (Less than Significant Impact with Mitigation 

Incorporated) 

 

Although there are no known prehistoric archaeological deposits on or adjacent to the site, there is a 

moderate to high potential for Native American sites within the project area. Construction on-site 

could result in the exposure or destruction of undiscovered subsurface prehistoric archaeological 

resources. If the exposure or destruction of subsurface prehistoric resources were to occur, it would 

be considered a significant impact.

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Mitigation Measures: 

 

The following project-specific mitigation measures would be implemented during construction to 

avoid significant impacts to unknown subsurface cultural resources: 

 

MM CUL-1.1:  After demolition of the existing building and paved parking lot on the site, a 

qualified archaeologist shall complete mechanical presence/absence testing 

for archaeological deposits and cultural materials.  In the event any 

prehistoric site indicators are discovered, additional backhoe testing will be 

conducted to map the aerial extent and depth below the surface of the 

deposits.  In the event prehistoric or historic archaeological deposits are found 

during presence/absence testing, the significance of the find will be 

determined.  If deemed significant, a Treatment Plan will be prepared and 

provided to the Director of Community Development.  The key elements of a 

Treatment Plan shall include the following: 

 

• Identify scope of work and range of subsurface effects (include location 

map and development plan), 

 

• Describe the environmental setting (past and present) and the 

historic/prehistoric background of the parcel (potential range of what 

might be found), 

 

• Develop research questions and goals to be addressed by the investigation 

(what is significant vs. what is redundant information), 

 

• Detail field strategy used to record, recover, or avoid the finds (photogs, 

drawings, written records, provenience data maps, soil profiles, 

excavation techniques, standard archaeological methods) and address 

research goals. 

 

• Analytical methods (radiocarbon dating, obsidian studies, bone studies, 

historic artifacts studies [list categories and methods], packaging methods 

for artifacts, etc.). 

 

• Report structure, including a technical and layman’s report and an outline 

of document contents in one year of completion of development (provide 

a draft for review before a final report), 

 

• Disposition of the artifacts, 

 

• Appendices: site records, update site records, correspondence, 

consultation with Native Americans, etc. 

 

MM CUL-1.2:  In the event that prehistoric or historic resources that are not discovered 

during presence/absence testing are encountered during excavation and/or 

grading of the site, all activity within a 50-foot radius of the find will be 

stopped, the Director of Community Development will be notified, and the 

archaeologist will examine the find and make appropriate recommendations 
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prior to issuance of building permits.  If the find is deemed significant, a 

Treatment Plan will be prepared as outlined in MM CUL-1.1.   

 

With implementation of these measures, impacts to unknown subsurface prehistoric and historic 

archaeological resources would be less than significant. (Less than Significant Impact with 

Mitigation Incorporated) 

 

Impact CUL-3: As mitigated, the project would not disturb any human remains, including 

those interred outside of dedicated cemeteries. (Less than Significant Impact 

with Mitigation Incorporated) 

 

Although there are no known human remains on the site, construction on-site could result in the 

exposure or destruction of undiscovered subsurface prehistoric human remains. If the exposure or 

destruction of these resources were to occur, it would be considered a significant impact. 

 

Mitigation Measures: 

 

The following project-specific mitigation measures will be implemented during construction to avoid 

significant impacts to unknown human remains: 

 

MM CUL-2.1: In the event that human remains are discovered during excavation and/or 

grading of the site, all activity within a 50-foot radius of the find will be 

stopped. The Santa Clara County Coroner will be notified and shall make a 

determination as to whether the remains are of Native American origin or 

whether an investigation into the cause of death is required. If the remains are 

determined to be Native American, the Coroner will notify the Native 

American Heritage Commission (NAHC) immediately. Once the NAHC 

identifies the most likely descendants, the descendants will make 

recommendations regarding proper burial, which will be implemented in 

accordance with Section 15064.5(e) of the CEQA Guidelines. 

 

With implementation of these measures, impacts to unknown human remains would be less than 

significant. (Less than Significant Impact with Mitigation)

State 

 

Renewable Energy Standards 

 

In 2002, California established its Renewables Portfolio Standard (RPS) Program, with the goal of 

increasing the percentage of renewable energy in the state's electricity mix to 20 percent of retail 

sales by 2010. In 2008, Executive Order S-14-08 was signed into law requiring retail sellers of 

electricity serve 33 percent of their load with renewable energy by 2020. In October 2015, Governor 

Brown signed Senate Bill 350 (SB 350) to codify California’s climate and clean energy goals. A key 

provision of SB 350 requires retail sellers and publicly owned utilities to procure 50 percent of their 

electricity from renewable sources by 2030.  SB 100, passed in 2018, increased the 2030 renewable 

source requirement to 60%, and requires 100 percent of electricity in California to be provided by 

100 percent renewable and carbon-free sources by 2045. 

 

Silicon Valley Power (SVP) provides electricity service to the project site. In 2017, renewable energy 

facilities provided approximately 72 percent of SVP’s electricity mix.17   

 

Building Codes 

 

The Energy Efficiency Standards for Residential and Nonresidential Buildings, as specified in Title 

24, Part 6, of the California Code of Regulations (Title 24), was established in 1978 in response to a 

legislative mandate to reduce California’s energy consumption. Title 24 is updated approximately 

every three years, and the 2019 Title 24 updates went into effect on January 1, 2020.  

 

CALGreen establishes mandatory green building standards for buildings in California. The most 

recent updates to CALGreen went into effect on January 1, 2020, and covers five categories: 

planning and design, energy efficiency, water efficiency and conservation, material and resource 

efficiency, and indoor environmental quality.

Compliance 

with Title 24 is mandatory at the time new building permits are issued by city and county 

governments. 

 

California Green Building Standards Code 

CALGreen establishes mandatory green building standards for buildings in California. CALGreen 

was developed to reduce GHG emissions from buildings, promote environmentally responsible and 

healthier places to live and work, reduce energy and water consumption, and respond to state 

environmental directives. The most recent update to CALGreen went into effect on January 1, 2020, 

and covers five categories: planning and design, energy efficiency, water efficiency and 

conservation, material and resource efficiency, and indoor environmental quality. 

 

Advanced Clean Cars Program 

CARB adopted the Advanced Clean Cars program in 2012 in coordination with the EPA and 

National Highway Traffic Safety Administration. The program combines the control of smog-

causing pollutants and GHG emissions into a single coordinated set of requirements for vehicle 

model years 2015 through 2025. The program promotes development of environmentally superior 

passenger cars and other vehicles, as well as saving the consumer money through fuel savings.18

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 Existing Conditions 

Total energy usage in California was approximately 7,881 trillion British thermal units (Btu) in the 

year 2017, the most recent year for which this data was available.19 Out of the 50 states, California is 

ranked second in total energy consumption and 48th in energy consumption per capita. The 

breakdown by sector was approximately 18 percent (1,416 trillion Btu) for residential uses, 19 

percent (1,473 trillion Btu) for commercial uses, 23 percent (1,818 trillion Btu) for industrial uses, 

and 40 percent (3,175 trillion Btu) for transportation.20 This energy is primarily supplied in the form 

of natural gas, petroleum, nuclear electric power, and hydroelectric power. 

 

Electricity 

Electricity in Santa Clara County in 2018 was consumed primarily by the commercial sector (77 

percent), followed by the residential sector consuming 23 percent. In 2018, a total of approximately 

16,668 gigawatt hours (GWh) of electricity was consumed in Santa Clara County.21 

 

Silicon Valley Power (SVP) is the City of Santa Clara’s energy utility and would provide electricity 

service to the project site. For commercial customers, SVP offers several options for participation in 

green energy programs, including a carbon-free energy option.22  

 

Natural Gas 

PG&E provides natural gas services within the City of Santa Clara. In 2018, approximately one 

percent of California’s natural gas supply came from in-state production, while the remaining supply 

was imported from other western states and Canada.23 In 2018, residential and commercial customers 

in California used 34 percent of the state’s natural gas, power plants used 35 percent, the industrial 

sector used 21 percent, and other uses used 10 percent. Transportation accounted for one percent of 

natural gas use in California. In 2018, Santa Clara County used approximately 3.5 percent of the 

state’s total consumption of natural gas.24 

 

Fuel for Motor Vehicles 

In 2017, 15 billion gallons of gasoline were sold in California.25 The average fuel economy for light-

duty vehicles (autos, pickups, vans, and sport utility vehicles) in the United States has steadily 

increased from about 13.1 miles per gallon (mpg) in the mid-1970s to 24.9 mpg in 2018.26 Federal

was passed in 2007. That standard, which originally mandated a national fuel economy standard of 

35 miles per gallon by the year 2020, was subsequently revised to apply to cars and light trucks 

model years 2011 through 2020. 27,28  

 

 Existing Energy Use on the Project Site 

The project site is currently developed with a one-story, 23,765 sf industrial building.  The main 

source of energy use associated with the existing development on-site is the electricity and natural 

gas use of the existing building. Fuel use also results from vehicle trips associated with the existing 

development.

Energy would be consumed during both the construction and operational phases of the proposed 

project.  Energy requirements throughout the construction phase include energy for the 

manufacturing and transportation of building materials, preparation of the site, and operation of 

construction equipment.  The operation of the data center building would consume electricity for 

building equipment power, lighting, air conditioning, and cooling. Data centers are an energy-

intensive land use, and electricity will be the primary form of energy used at the data center building 

proposed by the project. Fuel would also be consumed by vehicles traveling to and from the site and 

regular testing and maintenance of the backup generators.

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Construction 

Construction of the project would require energy for the demolition of existing buildings, 

manufacture and transportation of building materials, site preparation and grading, and the actual 

construction of the buildings and infrastructure. As discussed in Section 4.3 Air Quality, the project 

would implement measures to minimize the idling of construction equipment. Additionally, the 

project would participate in the City’s Construction and Demolition Debris Recycling Program by 

recycling or diverting at least 50 percent of materials generated for discards by the project in order to 

reduce the amount of demolition and construction waste going to the landfill. Diversion saves energy 

by reusing and recycling materials for other uses (instead of landfilling materials and using additional 

non-renewable resources).  

 

Operation 

The projected maximum load for information technology (IT) equipment in the data center would be 

10 MW.  Additional electricity would be required for mechanical cooling equipment and other 

building functions. Power Usage Effectiveness (PUE) is a metric used to compare the operating 

efficiency of data center facilities. PUE is defined as the ratio of total power use of a facility to the 

power used strictly by the information technology (IT) equipment (e.g. PUE=Total Facility Power/IT 

Equipment Power). For example, with a PUE of 2.0 a data center would use (2) watts of total power 

for every (1) watt of power used by the IT equipment. The ideal PUE is one (1) where all power 

drawn by the facility goes to the IT infrastructure. The annualized PUE of the proposed data center 

would be 1.2, resulting in the consumption of 89,352 MW-hours (MWh) of electricity per year.29 For 

comparison, the current industrial use on the site is estimated to consume roughly 196 MWh of 

electricity per year.30 A PUE of 1.2 is considered efficient. Based on industry surveys, the average 

PUE for data centers is 1.67, although newly constructed data centers typically have PUEs ranging 

from 1.1 to 1.4.31  

 

The diesel-fueled generators would only be operated when necessary for testing and maintenance, 

and would not be used regularly for electricity generation, resulting in minimal fuel consumption. 

Additionally, vehicle travel associated with the project would be less than existing uses on the site 

due to the low employment requirements of data centers, resulting in a reduction in fuel 

consumption. 

 

Although the project would result in an increase in energy use on the site, the project would be built 

in accordance with Title 24 and CalGreen and include green building measures to reduce energy 

consumption. The project would also utilize lighting control to reduce energy usage for new exterior 

lighting and air economization for building cooling. Water efficient landscaping and ultra-low flow 

plumbing fixtures in the building would be implemented to limit water consumption. Due to the 

energy efficiency measures incorporated into the facility, the project would not result in a wasteful, 

 
29 Illingworth & Rodkin, Inc. 1111 Comstock Street Data Center Air Quality and GHG Emissions Assessment.

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 GEOLOGY AND SOILS 

The following analysis is based in part on a Geotechnical Investigation Report for the project 

prepared by Kleinfelder, Inc in April 2019. A copy of this report is included in Appendix C of this 

IS. 

 

4.7.1   Environmental Setting 

 Regulatory Framework 

State 

Alquist-Priolo Earthquake Fault Zoning Act 

The Alquist-Priolo Earthquake Fault Zoning Act was passed following the 1971 San Fernando 

earthquake. The act regulates development in California near known active faults due to hazards 

associated with surface fault ruptures. Alquist-Priolo maps are distributed to affected cities, counties, 

and state agencies for their use in planning and controlling new construction. Areas within an 

Alquist-Priolo Earthquake Fault Zone require special studies to evaluate the potential for surface 

rupture to ensure that no structures intended for human occupancy are constructed across an active 

fault.  

 

Seismic Hazards Mapping Act  

The Seismic Hazards Mapping Act (SHMA) was passed in 1990 following the 1989 Loma Prieta 

earthquake. The SHMA directs the California Geological Survey (CGS) to identify and map areas 

prone to liquefaction, earthquake-induced landslides, and amplified ground shaking. CGS has 

completed seismic hazard mapping for the portions of California most susceptible to liquefaction, 

landslides, and ground shaking, including the central San Francisco Bay Area. The SHMA requires 

that agencies only approve projects in seismic hazard zones following site-specific geotechnical 

investigations to determine if the seismic hazard is present and identify measures to reduce 

earthquake-related hazards.  

 

California Building Standards Code 

The CBC prescribes standards for constructing safe buildings. The CBC contains provisions for 

earthquake safety based on factors including occupancy type, soil and rock profile, ground strength, 

and distance to seismic sources. The CBC requires that a site-specific geotechnical investigation 

report be prepared for most development projects to evaluate seismic and geologic conditions such as 

surface fault ruptures, ground shaking, liquefaction, differential settlement, lateral spreading, 

expansive soils, and slope stability. The CBC is updated every three years. 

 

California Division of Occupational Safety and Health Regulations 

Excavation, shoring, and trenching activities during construction are subject to occupational safety 

standards for stabilization by the California Department of Industrial Relations, Division of 

Occupational Safety and Health (Cal/OSHA) under Title 8 of the California Code of Regulations and 

Excavation Rules. These regulations minimize the potential for instability and collapse that could 

injure construction workers on the site.

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Public Resources Code Section 5097.5 

Paleontological resources are the fossilized remains of organisms from prehistoric environments 

found in geologic strata. They range from mammoth and dinosaur bones to impressions of ancient 

animals and plants, trace remains, and microfossils. These are valued for the information they yield 

about the history of the earth and its past ecological settings. California Public Resources Code 

Section 5097.5 specifies that unauthorized removal of a paleontological resource is a misdemeanor. 

Under the CEQA Guidelines, a project would have a significant impact on paleontological resources 

if it would disturb or destroy a unique paleontological resource or site or unique geologic feature. 

 

Local 

Santa Clara General Plan 

General Plan policies applicable to geology and soils include, but are not limited to, the following 

listed below. 

 

Policies Description 

5.6.3-P5 In the event that archaeological/paleontological resources are discovered, require that work be 

suspended until the significance of the find and recommended actions are determined by a 

qualified archaeological/paleontologist. 

5.10.5-P5 Regulate development, including remodeling or structural rehabilitation, to ensure adequate 

mitigation of safety hazards, including flooding, seismic, erosion, liquefaction and subsidence 

dangers.   

5.10.5-P6 Require that new development is designed to meet current safety standards and implement 

appropriate building code to reduce risks associated with geologic conditions. 

5.10.5-P7 Implement all recommendations and design solutions identified in project soils reports to reduce 

potential adverse effects associated with unstable soils or seismic hazards.   

 

 

City Code 

Title 15 of the Santa Clara City Code includes the City’s adopted Building and Construction Code.  

These regulations are based on the CBC and include requirements for building foundations, walls, 

and seismic resistant design.  Requirements for grading and excavation permits and erosion control 

are included in Chapter 15.15 (Building Code).  Requirements for building safety and earthquake 

reduction hazard are addressed in Chapter 15.55 (Seismic Hazard Identification).   

 

 Existing Conditions 

The project site is located in the Santa Clara Valley, a relatively flat alluvial basin, bounded by the 

Santa Cruz Mountains to the southwest and west, the Diablo Mountain Range to the east, and the San 

Francisco Bay to the north.   

 

Soil Conditions 

Soil on site includes clay, silt, clayey silt to silty clay, including sands at various depths, and sandy 

silt to clayey silt to a depth of 120 feet below the ground surface. The site has highly expansive 

4.7.1.2 
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clayey soils near the ground surface. Undocumented fill was not encountered onsite during 

investigation. 

 

Because the topography of the project area is relatively flat, with an elevation of approximately 35 

feet above sea level, erosion hazard is limited and there is no landslide hazard.   

 

Groundwater 

Depth to groundwater in the area is approximately eight feet below ground surface (bgs).  

Fluctuations in groundwater levels are common due to seasonal fluctuation, underground drainage 

patterns, regional fluctuations, and other factors.  

 

Seismicity and Seismic Hazards 

The project site is located within the San Francisco Bay Area, which is one of the most seismically 

active areas in the country.  There are nine faults located within 35 miles of the site (see Table 4.7-1).  

Given the site’s proximity to these faults, moderate to severe earthquakes can cause strong ground 

shaking at the site. 

 

The site is not located within a state-designated Alquist-Priolo Earthquake Fault Zone or a Santa 

Clara County Fault Hazard Zone.  No known surface expression of fault traces cross the site; 

therefore, fault rupture hazard is not a significant geologic hazard at the site.

Liquification 

Liquefaction is the result of seismic activity and is characterized as the transformation of loose water-

saturated soils from a solid state to a liquid state after ground shaking.  There are many variables that 

contribute to liquefaction, including the age of the soil, soil type, soil cohesion, soil density, and 

groundwater level.   
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The site is within a state-designated Liquefaction Hazard Zone, as well as a Santa Clara County 

Liquefaction Hazard Zone.32  Analysis of on-site soils indicate that there is a potential for 

liquefaction of localized sand layers during a significant seismic event.   

 

Lateral Spreading 

Lateral spreading is horizontal/lateral ground movement of relatively flat-lying soil deposits towards 

a free face such as an excavation, channel, or open body of water; typically lateral spreading is 

associated with liquefaction of one or more subsurface layers near the bottom of an exposed slope.  

There are no open faces within a distance considered susceptible to lateral spreading; therefore, the 

potential for lateral spreading to affect the site is low.   

 

Paleontological Resources 

The project site is underlain by Holocene basin deposits.33  Geologic units of Holocene age are 

generally not considered sensitive for paleontological resources because biological remains younger 

than 10,000 years are not usually considered fossils; however, these recent sediments overlie 

sediments of older Pleistocene sediments with high potential to contain paleontological resources.34  

These older sediments, often found at depths of 10 feet or more below the ground surface, have 

yielded the fossil remains of plants and extinct terrestrial Pleistocene vertebrates.

Existing Geologic Conditions Affecting the Project – Planning Considerations 

The California Supreme Court in a December 2015 opinion (BIA v. BAAQMD) confirmed CEQA is 

concerned with the impacts of a project on the environment, not the effects the existing environment 

may have on a project; nevertheless, the City has policies that address existing conditions (e.g. 

geologic hazards) affecting a proposed project, which are addressed below.  

 

The policies of the City of Santa Clara 2035 General Plan have been adopted for the purpose of 

avoiding or mitigating environmental effects resulting from planned development within the City.  

Santa Clara General Plan Policy 5.10-P6 requires that new development is designed to meet current 

safety standards and implement appropriate building codes to reduce risk associated with geologic 

conditions. 

 

Impact GEO-1: The project would not directly or indirectly cause potential substantial adverse 

effects, including the risk of loss, injury, or death involving rupture of a 

known earthquake fault, as delineated on the most recent Alquist-Priolo 

Earthquake Fault Zoning Map issued by the State Geologist for the area or 

based on other substantial evidence of a known fault; strong seismic ground 

shaking; seismic-related ground failure, including liquefaction; or landslides. 

(Less than Significant Impact) 

 

The project site is not located within a fault rupture zone.  The project site is located in a seismically 

active region.  Geologic conditions on the site would require the new building be designed and 

constructed in accordance with standard engineering techniques, current California Building Code 

requirements, and the site-specific geotechnical report, to avoid or minimize potential damage from 

seismic shaking and liquefaction on the site.

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Standard Permit Condition: 

 

To avoid or minimize potential damage from seismic shaking, the project would be built using 

standard engineering and seismic safety design techniques. Building redevelopment design and 

construction at the site shall be completed in conformance with the recommendations of a design-

level geotechnical investigation, which will be included in a report to the City. The report shall be 

reviewed and approved by the City of Santa Clara’s Building Division as part of the building permit 

review and issuance process. The building shall meet the requirements of applicable Building and 

Fire Codes, including the 2019 California Building Code, as adopted or updated by the City. The 

project shall be designed to withstand potential geologic hazards identified on the site and the project 

shall be designed to reduce the risk to life or property to the extent feasible and in compliance with 

the Building Code. 

 

With implementation of the Standard Permit Condition, the project would not directly or indirectly 

cause potential substantial adverse effects, including the risk of loss, injury, or death involving 

rupture of a known earthquake fault, as delineated on the most recent Alquist-Priolo Earthquake 

Fault Zoning Map issued by the State Geologist for the area or based on other substantial evidence of 

a known fault; strong seismic ground shaking; seismic-related ground failure, including liquefaction; 

or landslides. (Less than Significant Impact) 

 

Impact GEO-2: The project would not result in substantial erosion or the loss of topsoil. (Less 

than Significant Impact) 

 

Construction of the project (including demolition and soil excavation activities) would expose soils 

and could result in wind or water-related erosion and loss of topsoil. Compliance with erosion control 

measures, as required by the National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) program 

described in Section 4.10 Hydrology and Water Quality, would reduce the potential for substantial 

erosion or loss of topsoil to a less than significant level. (Less than Significant Impact) 

 

Impact GEO-3: The project would not be located on a geologic unit or soil that is unstable, or 

that would become unstable as a result of the project, and potentially result in 

on- or off-site landslide, lateral spreading, subsidence, liquefaction or 

collapse. (Less than Significant Impact) 

 

The project site is located in a mapped liquefaction hazard zone, and soils on the site have a high 

potential for expansion.  Due to the flat topography of the project site, future development on-site is 

not expected to be exposed to slope instability, lateral spreading, or landslide-related hazards.35  The 

site, however, includes moderate to very highly expansive soils.  Expansive soil conditions could 

potentially damage the future buildings and improvements on-site without the incorporation of 

appropriate engineering into the grading and foundation design. As discussed under Impact GEO-1, 

Standard Permit Conditions would be incorporated.

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The existing expansive on-site soils conditions discussed above would not be exacerbated by the 

project such that it would impact (or worsen) off-site conditions.  (Less than Significant Impact) 

 

Impact GEO-4: The project would not be located on expansive soil, as defined in the current 

California Building Code, creating substantial direct or indirect risks to life or 

property. (Less than Significant Impact) 

 

As discussed in Section 4.7.1.2, Existing Conditions, soils on-site have high expansion potential. 

Hazards associated with expansive soils would be reduced and managed with City adopted 

regulations and policies, in combination with the state building requirements. As a result, 

development of the proposed project would not expose future occupants of the site or nearby 

properties to hazards related to expansive soils. (Less Than Significant Impact)  

 

Impact GEO-5: The project would not have soils incapable of adequately supporting the use of 

septic tanks or alternative waste water disposal systems where sewers are not 

available for the disposal of waste water. (No Impact) 

 

The project site is located within an urban area of Santa Clara where sewers are available to dispose 

wastewater from the project site.  Therefore, the project site would not need to support septic tanks or 

alternative wastewater disposal systems. (No Impact) 

 

Impact GEO-6: As mitigated, the project would not directly or indirectly destroy a unique 

paleontological resource or site or unique geological feature. (Less than 

Significant Impact with Mitigation Incorporated) 

 

Ground disturbing activities of 10 feet in depth or more at the site has the potential to impact 

undiscovered paleontological resources.  While trenching/grading for utilities would excavate to only 

eight feet below ground surface, augered foundation piles would extend to a depth of 80 feet. Drilling 

activities associated with the proposed augered foundation piles has the potential to disturb 

paleontological resources, which would be considered in a significant impact.  

 

Mitigation Measures: 

 

MM GEO-1.1: Drilling activities associated with the proposed augered foundation piles shall 

be monitored by a qualified paleontologist. In the event paleontological 

resources are discovered all work shall be halted within 50 feet of the find 

and a Paleontological Resource Mitigation Plan shall be prepared by a 

qualified paleontologist to address assessment and recovery of the resource. A 

final report documenting any found resources, their recovery, and disposition 

shall be prepared in consultation with the Community Development Director 

and filed with the City and local repository.

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 GREENHOUSE GAS EMISSIONS 

 Background Information 

Gases that trap heat in the atmosphere, GHGs, regulate the earth’s temperature. This phenomenon, 

known as the greenhouse effect, is responsible for maintaining a habitable climate. In GHG emission 

inventories, the weight of each gas is multiplied by its global warming potential (GWP) and is 

measured in units of CO2 equivalents (CO2e). The most common GHGs are carbon dioxide (CO2) 

and water vapor but there are also several others, most importantly methane (CH4), nitrous oxide 

(N2O), hydrofluorocarbons (HFCs), perfluorocarbons (PFCs), and sulfur hexafluoride (SF6). These 

are released into the earth’s atmosphere through a variety of natural processes and human activities. 

Sources of GHGs are generally as follows: 

 

• CO2 and N2O are byproducts of fossil fuel combustion. 

• N2O is associated with agricultural operations such as fertilization of crops. 

• CH4 is commonly created by off-gassing from agricultural practices (e.g., keeping livestock) 

and landfill operations. 

• Chlorofluorocarbons (CFCs) were widely used as refrigerants, propellants, and cleaning 

solvents, but their production has been stopped by international treaty. 

• HFCs are now used as a substitute for CFCs in refrigeration and cooling. 

• PFCs and SF6 emissions are commonly created by industries such as aluminum production and 

semiconductor manufacturing. 

 

An expanding body of scientific research supports the theory that global climate change is currently 

causing changes in weather patterns, average sea level, ocean acidification, chemical reaction rates, 

and precipitation rates, and that it will increasingly do so in the future. The climate and several 

naturally occurring resources within California are adversely affected by the global warming trend. 

Increased precipitation and sea level rise will increase coastal flooding, saltwater intrusion, and 

degradation of wetlands. Mass migration and/or loss of plant and animal species could also occur. 

Potential effects of global climate change that could adversely affect human health include more 

extreme heat waves and heat-related stress; an increase in climate-sensitive diseases; more frequent 

and intense natural disasters such as flooding, hurricanes and drought; and increased levels of air 

pollution. 

 

 Regulatory Framework 

State 

Assembly Bill 32 (2006) 

Under the California Global Warming Solutions Act, also known as AB 32 (2006), CARB 

established a statewide GHG emissions cap for 2020, adopted mandatory reporting rules for 

significant sources of GHGs, and adopted a comprehensive plan, known as the Climate Change 

Scoping Plan, identifying how emission reductions would be achieved from significant GHG 

sources.

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Senate Bill 32 (2016) 

In 2016, SB 32 was signed into law, amending the California Global Warming Solution Act. SB 32, 

and accompanying Executive Order B-30-15, require CARB to ensure that statewide GHG emissions 

are reduced to 40 percent below the 1990 level by 2030. CARB updated its Climate Change Scoping 

Plan in December of 2017 to express the 2030 statewide target in terms of million metric tons of 

CO2E (MMTCO2e). Based on the emissions reductions directed by SB 32, the annual 2030 statewide 

target emissions level for California is 260 MMTCO2e.  

 

Senate Bill 375  

SB 375, known as the Sustainable Communities Strategy and Climate Protection Act, was signed 

into law in September 2008. SB 375 builds upon AB 32 by requiring CARB to develop regional 

GHG reduction targets for automobile and light truck sectors for 2020 and 2035. The per-capita 

GHG emissions reduction targets for passenger vehicles in the San Francisco Bay Area include a 

seven percent reduction by 2020 and a 15 percent reduction by 2035.  

 

Consistent with the requirements of SB 375, the Metropolitan Transportation Commission (MTC) 

partnered with the Association of Bay Area Governments (ABAG), BAAQMD, and the Bay 

Conservation and Development Commission to prepare the region’s Sustainable Communities 

Strategy (SCS) as part of the Regional Transportation Plan process. The SCS is referred to as Plan 

Bay Area 2040. Plan Bay Area 2040 establishes a course for reducing per-capita GHG emissions 

through the promotion of compact, high-density, mixed-use neighborhoods near transit, particularly 

within identified Priority Development Areas (PDAs).  

 

Regional and Local 

2017 Clean Air Plan 

To protect the climate, the 2017 CAP (prepared by BAAQMD) includes control measures designed 

to reduce emissions of methane and other super-GHGs that are potent climate pollutants in the near-

term, and to decrease emissions of carbon dioxide by reducing fossil fuel combustion.  

 

CEQA Air Quality Guidelines 

The BAAQMD CEQA Air Quality Guidelines are intended to serve as a guide for those who prepare 

or evaluate air quality impact analyses for projects and plans in the San Francisco Bay Area. The 

jurisdictions in the San Francisco Bay Area Air Basin utilize the thresholds and methodology for 

assessing GHG impacts developed by BAAQMD within the CEQA Air Quality Guidelines. The 

guidelines include information on legal requirements, BAAQMD rules, methods of analyzing 

impacts, and recommended mitigation measures.  

 

 Existing Conditions 

Unlike emissions of criteria and toxic air pollutants, which have regional and local impacts, 

emissions of GHGs have a broader, global impact. Global warming is a process whereby GHGs 

accumulating in the upper atmosphere contribute to an increase in the temperature of the earth and 

changes in weather patterns.

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Other Implementing Laws and Regulations 

There are a number laws that have been adopted as a part of the State of California’s efforts to reduce 

GHG emissions and their contribution to climate change.  State laws and regulations related to 

growth, development, planning and municipal operations in Santa Clara include, but are not limited 

to: 

 

• California Mandatory Commercial Recycling Law (AB 341) 

• California Water Conservation in Landscaping Act of 2006 (AB 1881) 

• California Water Conservation Act of 2009 (SBX7-7) 

• Various Diesel-Fuel Vehicle Idling regulations in Chapter 13 of the California Code of 

Regulations 

• Building Energy Efficiency Standards (Title 24, Part 6) 

• California Green Building Code (Title 24, Part 11) 

• Appliance Energy Efficiency Standards (Title 20) 

 

Implementation of the policies in the City’s General Plan as a part of the City’s development 

permitting and other programs provides for meeting building standards for energy efficiency, 

recycling, and water conservation, consistent with the laws and regulations designed to reduce GHG 

emissions.   

 

Local 

City of Santa Clara General Plan 

The Santa Clara 2010-2035 General Plan includes policies that address the reduction of GHG gas 

emissions during the planning horizon of the General Plan.  Goals and policies that address 

sustainability (see Appendix 8.13: Sustainability Goals and Policies Matrix in the General Plan) are 

aimed at reducing the City’s contribution to GHG emissions.  As described below, the development 

of a comprehensive GHG emissions reduction strategy for the City is also included in the General 

Plan. 

 

Climate Action Plan 

The City of Santa Clara has a comprehensive GHG emissions reduction strategy (Climate Action 

Plan) to achieve its fair share of statewide emissions reductions for the 2020 timeframe consistent 

with AB 32, the Global Warming Solutions Act.  The Climate Action Plan was adopted on December 

3, 2013.  The City of Santa Clara Climate Action Plan specifies the strategies and measures to be 

taken for a number of focus areas (coal-free and large renewables, energy efficiency, water 

conservation, transportation and land use, waste reduction, etc.) citywide to achieve the overall 

emission reduction target, and includes an adaptive management process that can incorporate new 

technology and respond when goals are not being met.  

 

A key reduction measure that is being undertaken by the City of Santa Clara under the Climate 

Action Plan is in the Coal-Free and Large Renewables focus area.  The City of Santa Clara operates 

Silicon Valley Power (SVP), a publicly owned utility that provides electricity for the community of 

Santa Clara, including the project site.  Data centers constitute a large portion of the electricity used 
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in the City of Santa Clara; about 28 percent on average.  Since nearly half (48 percent) of Santa 

Clara’s GHG emissions result from electricity use, removing GHG-intensive sources of electricity 

generation (such as coal) is a major focus area in the Climate Action Plan for achieving the City’s 

GHG reduction goals.   

 

CEQA clearance for all discretionary development proposals are required to address the consistency 

of individual projects with reduction measures in the Climate Action Plan and goals and policies in 

the General Plan designed to reduce GHG emissions.  Compliance with appropriate measures in the 

Climate Action Plan would ensure an individual project’s consistency with an adopted GHG 

reduction plan.   

 

In December 2018, SVP published an updated Strategic Plan that outlines goals and actions for 

achieving 2030 GHG emission reductions consistent with the legislation described above. All 

electricity from SVP has been coal-free since January 2018. SVP’s 2018 Integrated Resource Plan 

lays out needed steps to meet the 50 percent Renewable Portfolio Standard set by SB 32. SVP plans 

to exceed the 50 percent target.36 

 

 Existing GHG Emission from the Project Site 

The project site is currently developed with a one-story, 23,765 sf industrial building.  The main 

source of GHG emissions associated with the existing uses on-site is the electricity use of the 

existing building.  Additional emissions also result from vehicle trips associated with the building’s 

daily operations.

GHG emissions worldwide contribute, on a cumulative basis, to the significant adverse 

environmental impacts of global climate change.

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Per the CEQA Guidelines, a lead agency may analyze and mitigate significant GHG emissions in a 

plan for the reduction of GHG emissions that has been adopted in a public process following 

environmental review.  The City of Santa Clara adopted its Climate Action Plan (a GHG reduction 

strategy) in 2013 in conformance with its most recent General Plan Update.  The City’s projected 

emissions and the Climate Action Plan are consistent with measures necessary to meet statewide 

2020 goals established by AB 32 and addressed in the Climate Change Scoping Plan.  For projects 

that would be operational by the end of 2020, the threshold of significance for whether a 

development project in the City of Santa Clara would generate GHG emissions that would have a 

significant impact on the environment therefore would be whether or not the project conforms to the 

applicable reduction measures in the City’s Climate Action Plan.  Because the project would not 

become operational prior to the end of 2020, consistency with the CAP cannot be used to determine 

significance under CEQA.  The project, however, would still be required to be consistent with the 

requirements of the CAP, and implementation of required Climate Action Plan measures would 

reduce GHG emissions from the project. 

 

Impact GHG-1: The project would not generate GHG emissions, either directly or indirectly, 

that may have a significant impact on the environment. (Less Than 

Significant Impact) 

 

Overview of GHG Emissions 

GHG emissions from the proposed project would consist of emissions from vehicle trips to and from 

the building and emissions related to the generation of electricity used in the data center building.  

Data centers are an energy-intensive land use, requiring more electricity than other types of 

development.  The primary function of the data center is to house computer servers, which require 

electricity and cooling 24 hours a day to operate.   

 

Silicon Valley Power Electricity Generation 

Electricity for the data center facility is provided by SVP, which is the public electric utility of the 

City of Santa Clara.  Santa Clara currently has ownership interest, or has purchase agreements for 

1,079.15 megawatts (MW) of electricity.37  In 2017, approximately 38 percent of that generation is 

eligible as renewable (as defined by the California Energy Commission) and an additional 34 percent 

is otherwise a non-GHG emitting resource (i.e. large-hydroelectric).38  This capacity far exceeds City 

of Santa Clara’s current peak electricity demand of approximately 526.2 MW.  No new generation 

peak capacity is necessary to meet the capacity requirements of new construction, or redeveloped 

facilities within the City to meet the near or projected future demand. 

 

The City of Santa Clara follows the State’s preferred loading order in procuring new energy 

resources.  First, the current load (customer) is encouraged to participate in energy efficiency 

programs to reduce their usage, thus freeing up existing resources (and any related emissions) for the 

new load (electricity demand).  In addition, the City of Santa Clara encourages the use of renewable 

resources and clean distributed generation, and has seen a significant increase in its applications for 

 
37 Silicon Valley Power, City of Santa Clara.

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large and small rooftop photovoltaics (PV).  Demand displaced by customer-based renewable 

projects is also available to meet new load requests. 

 

The City of Santa Clara seeks to meet its Renewable Portfolio Standard (RPS) through the addition 

of new renewable resources.  In order to meet anticipated increases in energy needs (as separate from 

peak generation capacity requirements) the City of Santa Clara has contracted for additional wind 

energy including the Big Horn II Wind Project that would provide the City of Santa Clara up to an 

additional 17.5 MW of GHG-emission-free electricity. 

 

SVP has a lower emission rate than the statewide California power mix because it utilizes a much 

higher portion of renewable sources.  A comparison of SVP’s and the statewide power mix is shown 

in Table 4.8-1.

It is important to note that SVP’s carbon intensity factor for electricity generation would continue to 

change as SVP’s power mix continues to reduce the percentage of electricity produced by coal-fired 

power plants and increase the use of renewable resources.  As noted above, electricity from SVP has 

been coal-free since January 2018, and SVP has committed to increase large renewables power 

generation as a part of the City’s Climate Action Plan. 

 

Proposed Efficiency Measures  

Overview:  Power Usage Effectiveness During Operation 

Power Usage Effectiveness, or PUE, is a metric used to compare the efficiency of facilities that 

house computer servers.  PUE is defined as the ratio of total facility energy use to Information 

Technology (IT) (i.e., server) power draw (e.g., PUE = Total Facility Source Energy/ IT Source 

Energy).  For example a PUE of two (2), means that the data center or laboratory must draw two (2) 

watts of electricity for every one (1) watt of power consumed by the IT/server equipment.  It is equal 

to the total energy consumption of a data center (for all fuels) divided by the energy consumption 

used for the IT equipment.  The ideal PUE is one (1) where all power drawn by the facility goes to 

the IT infrastructure. The average annual PUE for the project would be 1.2, which is considered 
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efficient. Based on industry surveys, the average PUE for data centers is 1.67, although newly 

constructed data centers typically have PUEs ranging from 1.1 to 1.4.39 

 

Energy and Water Use Efficiency Measures in Building Design 

Due to the heat generated by the data center equipment, cooling is one of the main uses of electricity 

in data center operations.  In order to reduce GHG emissions and reduce the use of energy related to 

building operations, the project proposes to implement the following efficiency measures: 

  

• Evaporative cooling instead of mechanical cooling for IT and electrical rooms. 

• Daylight penetration to common areas. 

• Reflective roof surface. 

• Meet or exceed Title 24 requirements. 

• Clean air vehicle parking. 

• Low flow plumbing fixtures.  

• Landscaping would meet City of Santa Clara requirements for low water use. 

 

Construction-Related Emissions 

GHG emissions associated with construction were computed to be 289 MT of CO2e for the total 

construction period.  These are the emissions from on-site operation of construction equipment, 

vendor and hauling truck trips, and worker trips.  Neither the City of Santa Clara nor BAAQMD have 

a threshold for construction emissions.  These emissions would be temporary in nature and would be 

less than the indirect emissions associated with operation of the proposed uses.  Construction 

emissions would occur during building construction, trenching and minor paving and landscape 

installation. 

 

As a Best Management Practice (BMP), the project would participate in the City’s Construction and 

Demolition Debris Recycling Program by recycling or diverting at least 50 percent of materials 

generated for discards by the project in order to reduce the amount of demolition and construction 

waste going to the landfill.   

 

Data Center Operational Emissions 

SVP’s carbon intensity factor for was determined to be 341 pounds of CO2e per MWh in 2019, and 

projected to be 271 pounds of CO2e per MWh in 2021.40  SVP’s carbon intensity factor for 

electricity generation will continue to change as SVP’s power mix continues to reduce the percentage 

of electricity produced by coal-fired power plants and increase the use of renewable resources. As 

noted above, the City and SVP have committed to be coal-free and increased large renewables power 

generation as a part of the City’s CAP. 

 

Project Electricity Usage. Data centers are an energy-intensive land use, requiring more electricity 

than other types of development. The primary function of the data center is to house computer

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servers, which require electricity and cooling 24 hours a day to operate. On an annual basis, the data 

center would consume up to the maximum electrical usage of 89,352 MWh per year. The project’s 

annual GHG emissions related to electricity use would be about 43.5 percent less per year by using 

SVP’s power mix than if the California statewide average power mix was used. 

 

Generator Emissions from Routine Testing 

The consumption of diesel fuel to test the backup generators would result in direct CO2 emissions.  

On an annual basis, the project’s total operational emissions related to emergency backup generator 

maintenance and testing use would be approximately 522 metric tons of CO2e per year.  

 

Project Mobile Emission Sources. Using standard trip generation rates for data centers published by 

the Institute of Transportation Engineers (ITE, Land Use Code 160), the project could generate up to 

120 daily vehicle trips.  This represents a conservative estimate as it does not account for the 

elimination of existing vehicle trips associated with the project site.  

 

Project Water Consumption and Waste Generation. Water consumption results in indirect 

emissions from electricity usage for water conveyance and wastewater treatment. The project would 

generate a water demand of approximately 812,000 gallons of water per year. 

 

Total GHG emissions generated by the project are summarized in Table 4.8-2.

As shown in Table 4.8-2, the primary source of GHG emissions from the project is electricity use.  

As described above, electricity to the project would be provided by SVP, a utility that is on track to 

meet the 2030 GHG emissions reductions target established by SB 32.  To reduce GHG emissions 

and the use of energy related to building operations, the project includes a variety of energy 

efficiency measures, as described above.  The project would comply with all applicable City and 

state green building measures, including Title 24, Part 6, California Energy Code baseline standard 

requirements for energy efficiency, based on the 2019 Energy Efficiency Standards requirements, 

and the 2019 California Green Building Standards Code, commonly referred to as CALGreen 

(California Code of Regulations, Part 11).  Because the project would receive electricity from a 

utility on track to meet the SB 32 2030 GHG emission reduction target, would result in lower 

emissions (43.5 percent) than the statewide average for an equivalent facility due to SVP’s power 

mix, would include energy efficiency measures to reduce emissions to the extent feasible, and would 

be consistent with applicable plans and policies adopted to reduce GHG emissions, the project would 
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not generate greenhouse gas emissions, either directly or indirectly, that may have a significant 

impact on the environment.  (Less Than Significant Impact) 

 

Impact GHG-2: The project would not conflict with an applicable plan, policy or regulation 

adopted for the purpose of reducing the emissions of GHGs. (Less Than 

Significant Impact) 

 

Santa Clara Climate Action Plan 

As described previously, the City of Santa Clara Climate Action Plan was adopted in December 

2013.  The Climate Action Plan, which is part of the City’s General Plan, identifies a series of GHG 

emissions reduction measures to be implemented by development projects that would allow the City 

to achieve its GHG reduction goals.  The measures center around seven focus areas:  coal-free and 

large renewables, energy efficiency, water conservation, waste reduction, off-road equipment, 

transportation and land use, and urban heat island effect.   

 

The Climate Action Plan includes measures applicable to City government, existing development and 

new development projects in Santa Clara.  The project’s conformance with applicable reduction 

measures for new development in the CAP are discussed below. 

 

Energy Efficiency Measures 

 

Measure 2.3 Data Centers calls for completion of a feasibility study of energy efficient practices for 

new data center projects with an average rack power rating41 of 15 kilowatts or more to achieve a 

power usage effectiveness (PUE) of 1.2 or lower. The average rack power rating of the proposed data 

center would be eight kW. The PUE of the proposed data center would be 1.2, which meets the goal 

of Measure 2.3.  

 

Water Conservation Measures 

 

Measure 3.1 Water Conservation calls for a reduction in per capita water use to meet Urban Water 

Management targets by 2020.  Development standards for water conservation would be applied to 

increase efficiency in indoor and outdoor water use areas.  Water conservation measures include the 

use of: 

 

• recycled or non-potable graywater for landscape irrigation; 

• water efficient landscaping with low water usage plant material to minimize irrigation 

requirements; and   

• ultra-low flow toilets and plumbing fixtures in the building.

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Waste Reduction Measures 

 

Measure 4.2 Increased Waste Diversion calls for an increase in solid waste diversion rate through 

recycling efforts, curbside food waste pickup, and construction and demolition waste programs.  The 

project would divert construction and demolition waste during project construction to help the City 

reach its 80 percent waste diversion rate. 

 

Off-Road Equipment 

 

Measure 5.2 Alternative Construction Fuels requires construction projects to comply with 

BAAQMD best management practices, including alternative-fueled vehicles and equipment.  The 

project would adopt BAAQMD best management practices, as described in Section 4.3 Air Quality.  

 

Transportation and Land Use   

 

Measure 6.1 Transportation Demand Management Program requires new development located in 

the City’s transportation districts to implement a transportation demand program (TDM) to reduce 

drive-alone trips.  The project site is located within Transportation District 1 – North of Caltrain.  

Based on Table 9: Minimum Vehicle Miles Traveled Reduction Requirements by Transportation 

District and Land Use Designation of the Climate Action Plan, the project would be required to have 

a 25 percent vehicle miles traveled (VMT) reduction, with 10 percent coming from TDM measures. 

The project would be required to comply with General Plan Policy 5.8.5-P1, which requires new 

development to implement TDM programs that can include site‐design measures, including preferred 

carpool and vanpool parking, enhanced pedestrian access, bicycle storage and recreational facilities.   

 

Applicable General Plan Policies 

In addition to the reduction measures in the Climate Action Plan, the City of Santa Clara General 

Plan has goals and policies to address sustainability (see Appendix 8.13: Sustainability Goals and 

Policies Matrix in the General Plan) aimed at reducing the City’s contribution to GHG 

emissions.  For the proposed project, implementation of policies that increase energy efficiency or 

reduce energy use would effectively reduce indirect GHG emissions associated with energy 

generation.  The consistency of the proposed project with the Land Use, Air Quality, Energy, and 

Water Policies of the General Plan is described in Table 4.8-3. 

 

Bay Area 2017 Clean Air Plan 

The Bay Area 2017 Clean Air Plan includes performance objectives, consistent with the State’s 

climate protection goals under AB 32, SB 375, and SB 32, designed to reduce emissions of GHG 

emissions to 1990 levels by 2020 and 40 percent below 1990 levels by 2030.  The 2017 Clean Air 

Plan identifies a range of control measures that make up the Clean Air Plan’s control strategy for 

emissions, including GHGs. 

 

Due to the relatively high electrical demand of the data center uses on the site, energy efficiency 

measures have been included in the design and operation of the electrical and mechanical systems on 

the site.  This is in keeping with the general purpose of Energy Sector Control Measures in the Clean 

Air Plan.  
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Plan One Bay Area/ California Senate Bill 375 – 

Redesigning Communities to Reduce Greenhouse Gases 

 

Under the requirements of SB 375, the Metropolitan Planning Organizations (MPO) in partnership 

with ABAG have developed a Sustainable Community Strategy with the adopted Plan One Bay Area 

to achieve the Bay Area‘s regional GHG reduction target.  Targets for the MTC in the San Francisco 

Bay Area, originally adopted in September 2010 by CARB, include a seven (7) percent reduction in 

GHG per capita from passenger vehicles by 2020 compared to emissions in 2005.  The adopted target 

for 2035 is a 15 percent reduction per capita from passenger vehicles when compared to emissions in 

2005.  The emission reduction targets are for those associated with land use and transportation 

strategies only.   

 

The project has a low concentration of employment and would not contribute to a substantial increase 

in passenger vehicle travel within the region.

The project would use water efficient landscaping with 

low water usage plant material to minimize irrigation 

requirements.   

 

Applicable State Climate Change Strategies and Policies 

In 2008, the Governor of California issued Executive Order S-13-08 that specifically asked the 

Natural Resources Agency to identify how State agencies can respond to rising temperatures, 

changing precipitation patterns, sea level rise, and extreme natural events.  The 2009 California 

Climate Adaptation Strategy was developed in response to the executive order.  Adaptation to 

projected sea level rise is addressed in Section 4.9 Hydrology and Water Quality. 

 

The CARB-approved Climate Change Scoping Plan outlines a comprehensive set of actions intended 

to reduce overall GHG emissions in California, improve the environment, reduce dependence on oil, 

diversify California’s energy sources, save energy, create new jobs, and enhance public health.  

Actions associated with energy efficiency standards and renewables portfolio standards are measures 

that would most greatly influence GHG emissions of the project over time.  

 

The project would be generally consistent with the Climate Change Scoping Plan, as updated, and 

appropriate GHG Control Measures in the Bay Area 2017 Clean Air Plan (as discussed above).  As 

discussed above, the project would not conflict with plans, policies or regulations adopted for the 

purpose of reducing the emissions of GHG.  Therefore, the project would not conflict with any 

currently adopted local plans, policies, or regulations pertaining to GHG emissions and would not 

generate GHG emissions that would have a significant impact on the environment. (Less than 

Significant Impact) 
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 HAZARDS AND HAZARDOUS MATERIALS 

The discussion in this section is based in part upon a Phase I Environmental Site Assessment 

prepared for the project by Partner Engineering and Science, Inc. in September 2018. A copy of this 

report is included in Appendix D of this IS. 

 

4.9.1   Environmental Setting 

 Regulatory Framework  

Overview 

The storage, use, generation, transport, and disposal of hazardous materials and waste are highly 

regulated under federal and state laws. Federal regulations and policies related to development 

include the Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation, and Liability Act, commonly 

known as Superfund, and the Resource Conservation and Recovery Act. In California, the EPA has 

granted most enforcement authority over federal hazardous materials regulations to the California 

Environmental Protection Agency (CalEPA). In turn, local agencies have been granted responsibility 

for implementation and enforcement of many hazardous materials regulations under the Certified 

Unified Program Agency (CUPA) program.  

 

Worker health and safety and public safety are key issues when dealing with hazardous materials. 

Proper handling and disposal of hazardous material is vital if it is disturbed during project 

construction. Cal/OSHA enforces state worker health and safety regulations related to construction 

activities. Regulations include exposure limits, requirements for protective clothing, and training 

requirements to prevent exposure to hazardous materials. Cal/OSHA also enforces occupational 

health and safety regulations specific to lead and asbestos investigations and abatement. 

 

Federal and State  

Federal Aviation Regulations Part 77 

Federal Aviation Regulations, Part 77 Objects Affecting Navigable Airspace (FAR Part 77) sets forth 

standards and review requirements for protecting the airspace for safe aircraft operation, particularly 

by restricting the height of potential structures and minimizing other potential hazards (such as 

reflective surfaces, flashing lights, and electronic interference) to aircraft in flight. These regulations 

require that the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) be notified of certain proposed construction 

projects located within an extended zone defined by an imaginary slope radiating outward for several 

miles from an airport’s runways, or which would otherwise stand at least 200 feet in height above the 

ground.  

 

Government Code Section 65962.5  

Section 65962.5 of the Government Code requires CalEPA to develop and update a list of hazardous 

waste and substances sites, known as the Cortese List. The Cortese List is used by state and local 

agencies and developers to comply with CEQA requirements. The Cortese List includes hazardous 

substance release sites identified by the Department of Toxic Substances Control (DTSC), State

4.9.1.1 
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Water Resources Control Board (SWRCB), and Santa Clara County. The project site is not on the 

Cortese List.42  

 

California Accidental Release Prevention Program  

The California Accidental Release Prevention (CalARP) Program aims to prevent accidental releases 

of regulated hazardous materials that represent a potential hazard beyond the boundaries of property. 

Facilities that are required to participate in the CalARP program use or store specified quantities of 

toxic and flammable substances (hazardous materials) that can have off-site consequences if 

accidentally released. The City of Santa Clara Fire Department reviews CalARP risk management 

plans as the Certified Unified Program Agency (CUPA).  

 

Asbestos-Containing Materials 

Friable asbestos is any asbestos containing material (ACM) that, when dry, can easily be crumbled or 

pulverized to a powder by hand, allowing the asbestos particles to become airborne. Common 

examples of products that have been found to contain friable asbestos include acoustical ceilings, 

plaster, wallboard, and thermal insulation for water heaters and pipes. Common examples of non-

friable ACMs are asphalt roofing shingles, vinyl floor tiles, and transite siding made with cement. 

The EPA phased out use of friable asbestos products between 1973 and 1978. National Emission 

Standards for Hazardous Air Pollutants guidelines require that potentially friable ACMs be removed 

prior to building demolition or remodeling that may disturb the ACMs.  

 

CCR Title 8, Section 1532.1  

The United States Consumer Product Safety Commission banned the use of lead-based paint in 1978. 

Removal of older structures with lead-based paint is subject to requirements outlined by Cal/OSHA 

Lead in Construction Standard, CCR Title 8, Section 1532.1 during demolition activities. 

Requirements include employee training, employee air monitoring, and dust control. If lead-based 

paint is peeling, flaking, or blistered, it is required to be removed prior to demolition.  

 

Regional and Local 

Municipal Regional Permit Provision C.12.f   

Polychlorinated biphenyls (PCBs) were produced in the United States between 1955 and 1978 and 

used in hundreds of industrial and commercial applications, including building and structure 

materials such as plasticizers, paints, sealants, caulk, and wood floor finishes. In 1979, the EPA 

banned the production and use of PCBs due to their potential harmful health effects and persistence 

in the environment. PCBs can still be released to the environment today during demolition of 

buildings that contain legacy caulks, sealants, or other PCB-containing materials.  

 

With the adoption of the San Francisco Bay Region Municipal Regional Stormwater National 

Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) Permit (MRP) by the San Francisco Bay Regional 

Water Quality Control Board on November 19, 2015, Provision C.12.f requires that permittees 

develop an assessment protocol methodology for managing materials with PCBs in applicable

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structures planned for demolition to ensure PCBs do not enter municipal storm drain systems.43 

Municipalities throughout the Bay Area are currently modifying demolition permit processes and 

implementing PCB screening protocols to comply with Provision C.12.f. As of July 1, 2019, 

buildings constructed between 1955 and 1978 that are proposed for demolition must be screened for 

the presence of PCBs prior to the issuance of a demolition permit. 

 

Norman Y. Mineta San José International Airport Comprehensive Land Use Plan 

The project site is located approximately 0.6 miles northwest of the San José International Airport, 

and is located within the Airport Influence Area (AIA) defined by the Santa Clara County Airport 

Land Use Commission’s Comprehensive Land Use Plan (CLUP) for the San José International 

Airport. 

 

Federal Aviation Administration Regulations 

Federal Aviation Regulations, Part 77, “Objects Affecting Navigable Airspace” (FAR Part 77) sets 

forth standards and review requirements for protecting the airspace for safe aircraft operation, 

particularly by restricting the height of potential structures and minimizing other potential hazards 

(such as reflective surfaces, flashing lights, and electronic interference) to aircraft in flight. These 

regulations require that the FAA be notified of certain proposed construction projects located within 

an extended zone defined by an imaginary slope radiating outward for several miles from an airport’s 

runways.  

 

Santa Clara Emergency Operations Plan 

In June 2016, the City of Santa Clara adopted an Emergency Operations Plan (EOP) to address the 

planned response of the City of Santa Clara to emergency situations associated with natural disasters 

and technological incidents, as well as chemical, biological, radiological, nuclear and explosive 

emergencies. The EOP establishes the emergency organization, assign tasks, specifies policies and 

general procedures, and provides for coordination of planning efforts for emergency events such as 

earthquake, flooding, dam failure, and hazardous materials responses. 

 

 Existing Conditions 

Project Site 

The approximately 1.38-acre project site is approximately 35 feet above mean sea level (amsl) with a 

topographic gradient sloping north. Groundwater in the project area flows in the northeast direction. 

Based on groundwater monitoring activities, groundwater has been encountered at the site at 

approximately eight feet below ground surface. Fluctuations in groundwater levels may occur 

seasonally and over a period of years due to precipitation, temperature and irrigation.  

 

The site is currently developed with a one-story, 23,765 sf industrial building and paved surface 

parking lot. The property is currently occupied by Qual Tech Circuits, Inc (1101 Comstock Street) 

and Light Streams (1111 Comstock Street) for industrial use. Qual Tech Circuits, Inc. occupies the 

east portion of the building and operates as a circuit board manufacturing facility. The unit consists

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of an office area, planting area, oven room, photo processing room, developer/screening room, 

laminating room, and etching room. Onsite operations include electroplating and anodizing of circuit 

boards, laser and manual etching, backup diesel generator maintenance, building maintenance, 

wastewater treatment system operations and photo processing. Light Streams occupies the west side 

of the building and operates as a ceramic manufacturing facility. The unit consists of an office area, 

kiln area, and warehouse storage area. Onsite operations include typical office activities, building 

maintenance activities, ceramic storage, cutting, and kiln-firing activities.   

 

Due to the age of the current facility, there is a potential that asbestos-containing material (ACM) 

and/or lead-based paint (LBP) are present. 

 

Surrounding Properties 

The immediately surrounding properties consist of an industrial building occupied by Digital Reality 

(1100 Space Park Drive) to the north; Comstock Street and Central Expressway to the south, beyond 

which is a multi-building industrial complex occupied by Owens Corning (960 Central Expressway); 

a one-story industrial building occupied by Trescal (1152 Comstock Street) to the east; and a two-

story industrial building occupied by Digital Reality (1201 Comstock Street) to the west. 

 

 Historic Conditions 

As part of the Phase I ESA, a land use history of the site and surrounding uses was complied. 

 

Project Site 

The project site was developed with agricultural land between 1899 and 1939. Between 1950 and 

1956 the site was developed with approximately six structures, likely agricultural in use. The site was 

redeveloped with the current structure in 1974.  

 

On-Site Contamination Sources  

A review of environmental databases and records managed by federal, state and local agencies was 

completed for the project site and surrounding properties. The review was completed as part of the 

Phase I ESA to identify hazardous materials or chemical concerns on the site and surrounding 

properties. The project site’s listings are summarized in Table 4.9-1.

Off-Site Contamination Sources 

An EDR search performed in the 2018 Phase I Environmental Site Assessment identified 

neighboring properties with the potential to affect the project site from previous environmental 

contamination or hazardous material storage.  Of the three sites identified, only one is located 

upgradient of the subject property. The three sites that have the potential to affect the project site 

include: 

 

• 1201 Comstock Partners (1201 Comstock Street) – listed as utilizing an unspecified number 

of above ground petroleum tanks. Only minor administrative violations were reported on the 

CERS Tank, CERS, and CERS Hazmat databases. No unauthorized releases or spills are 

reported on the EDR, the Regional Water Quality Control Board’s GeoTracker website, or 
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the Department of Toxic Substance Control’s EnviroStar website. The property is unlikely to 

pose an environmental concern to the project site. 

 

• LLC and TATA Communications (1100 Space Park Drive) – listed as manifesting liquids 

with halogenated organic compounds less than or equal to 1,000 mg/L in 2014 (CAL EPA #: 

CAD059494310). The site is listed as an emitter of total organic hydrocarbon gases, reactive 

organic gases, carbon monoxide, oxides of nitrogen, oxides of Sulphur, and particulate matter 

from 2005 to 2016. The site is listed as utilizing an unspecified number of aboveground 

storage tanks and underground storage tanks on site. Only minor administrative violations 

were reported on the CERS Tank, CERS, and CERS Hazmat databases. No unauthorized 

releases or spills are reported on EDR, the Regional Water Quality Control Board’s 

GeoTracker website, or the Department of Toxic Substance Control’s (DTSC) EnviroStor 

website. Based on the perceived hydraulic gradient (down), regulatory oversight and lack of 

documented releases, the property is unlikely to pose an environmental concern to the project 

site. 

 

• Owens Corning (960 Central Expressway) – listed as RCRA-SQG of degreasing sludge, 

ignitable hazardous waste, barium, cadmium, chromium, lead, mercury, silver, methyl ethyl 

ketone, spent halogenated solvents, corrosive waste, waste oil and mixed oil, unspecified oil 

containing waste, aqueous solution with total organic residues less than 10 percent, 

oxygenated solvents, other organic solids, other inorganic solid waste, and hydrocarbon 

solvents from 1993 to 2016 (CAL EPA I.D # CAD009452657). The site is listed as an 

emitter of total organic hydrocarbon gases, reactive organic gases, carbon monoxide 

emissions, oxides of nitrogen, oxides of Sulphur, and particulate matter from 1987 to 2016. 

This site is listed as an active industrial waste discharge facility. This site is listed as utilizing 

a 20,000-gallon AST containing unspecified materials. This site is listed under the historic 

UST database as utilizing a 4,000-gallon gasoline UST installed in 1980 and a 2,000-gallon 

UST installed in 1980 and containing unspecified hazardous materials. The site is listed as a 

“case closed” LUST cleanup site. The site is listed as an “open assessment” SLIC cleanup 

site. Groundwater sampling was conduced on site until 2012. The most recent groundwater 

data shows that concentrations of  trichloroethene, tetrachloroethene, cis-1,2-Dichloroethen 

(cis-1,2-DCE), and vinyl chloride still exist onsite and exceed their environmental screening 

levels. Historical groundwater records reportedly show that the wells still containing 

concentrations that exceed their respective ESLs have stabilized and are not increasing, and 

that VOC plume is not migrating off the property. Based on the analytical data, regulatory 

oversight, and projected contamination plume, the SLIC cleanup site is unlikely to pose an 

environmental concern to the project site. 

 

 Other Hazards 

Airport  

The project site is located approximately 0.6 miles northwest of the San José Norman Y. Mineta 

International Airport. The project site is located within the Airport Influence Area (AIA) defined by 

the Santa Clara County Airport Land Use Commission’s Comprehensive Land Use Plan (CLUP) for 

the San José International Airport.  Development within the AIA can be subject to hazards from 

aircraft and also pose hazards to aircraft travelling to and from the airport.  The AIA is a composite 
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of areas surrounding the airport that are affected by noise, height and safety considerations.  These 

hazards are addressed in Federal and State regulations as well as in land use regulations and policies 

in the CLUP.  The most recent CLUP for the Airport was adopted in 2011 and updated in 2016.   

 

As described previously, Federal Aviation Regulations, Part 77, “Objects Affecting Navigable 

Airspace” (referred to as FAR Part 77), requires that the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA) be 

notified of certain proposed construction projects located within an extended zone defined by an 

imaginary slope radiating outward for several miles from an airport’s runways, or which would 

otherwise stand at least 200 feet in height above ground.  The San José Airport released a contour 

map which includes height restrictions for new developments that could be a hazard to aircraft safety 

and would require FAA notification under FAR Part 77. For the project site, any structure exceeding 

30 feet in height above grade would require submittal to the FAA for airspace safety review.44 The 

proposed building would be approximately 80 feet in height, with parapets extending to a height of 

87.5 feet and a metal roof screen extending to a height of 98 feet to shield mechanical equipment. As 

a result, notification to the FAA is required to determine the potential for the project to create an 

aviation hazard. 

 

The project site is within Airport Safety Zones Traffic Pattern Zone (TPZ).  The TPZ does not limit 

population density, but does require that at least 10 percent of the gross area be devoted to open 

space.  In addition, sports stadiums and similar uses with very high concentrations of people (greater 

than 20,000) are prohibited.   

 

The project site is not located in the vicinity of a private airstrip. 

 

Wildfire Hazards  

The project site is located in an urbanized area of Santa Clara. According to the California 

Department of Forestry and Fire Protection (CAL FIRE), the project site is not located within a

Project Construction Impacts 

Asbestos and Lead Based Paint 

Due to the age of the existing building on site (pre-1980 construction), asbestos-containing materials 

(ACMs) and lead-based paint may be present.  

 

Demolition of the existing building on the project site could expose construction workers or residents 

in the vicinity of the project site to harmful levels of ACMs or lead.  The project is required to 

conform to the following regulatory programs and to implement the following measures to reduce 

impacts to the presence of ACMs and/or lead-based paint: 

 

• In conformance with State and local laws, a visual inspection/pre-demolition survey, and 

possible sampling, shall be conducted prior to the demolition of on-site buildings to 

determine the presence of asbestos-containing materials and/or lead-based paint. 

• Prior to demolition activities, all building materials containing lead-based paint shall be 

removed in accordance with Cal/OSHA Lead in Construction Standard, Title 8, California 
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Code of Regulations (CCR) 1523.1, including employee training, employee air monitoring, 

and dust control.  Any debris or soil containing lead-based paint or coatings would be 

disposed of at landfills that meet acceptance criteria for the waste being disposed. 

• All potentially friable ACMs shall be removed in accordance with NESGAP guidelines prior 

to any building demolition or renovation that may disturb the materials.  All demolition 

activities will be undertaken in accordance with Cal/OSHA standards contained in Title 8 of 

CCR, Section 1529, to protect workers from exposure to asbestos. 

• A registered asbestos abatement contractor shall be retained to remove and dispose of ACMs 

identified in the asbestos survey performed for the site in accordance with the standards 

stated above.  

• Materials containing more than one percent asbestos are also subject to Bay Area Air Quality 

Management District (BAAQMD) regulations. Removal of materials containing more than 

one percent asbestos shall be completed in accordance with BAAQMD requirements. 

 

Conformance with aforementioned regulatory requirements will result in a less than significant 

impact from ACMs and lead. (Less than Significant Impact) 

 

Impacts of Off-Site Facilities on the Project  

Nearby sites identified on the California Geotracker database, as described in Section 4.9.1.2 above, 

have all received a “Case Closure” status or are identified as not posing an environmental concern to 

the project site.   

 

Impact HAZ-3: The project would not emit hazardous emissions or handle hazardous or 

acutely hazardous materials, substances, or waste within one-quarter mile of 

an existing or proposed school. (Less than Significant Impact) 

 

The nearest school to the project site is Granada Islamic School (3003 Scott Boulevard), 

approximately 0.33 miles northwest of the site. The project site is not within one-quarter mile of an 

existing or proposed school. The project would not routinely generate hazardous air emissions nor 

would it handle acutely hazardous materials or hazardous waste and therefore, would not impact 

schools within the project area.  (Less Than Significant Impact) 

 

Impact HAZ-4: The project would not be located on a site which is included on a list of 

hazardous materials sites compiled pursuant to Government Code Section 

65962.5 and, as a result, create a significant hazard to the public or the 

environment. (No Impact) 

 

The project is not included on a list of hazardous materials sites pursuant to Government Code 

Section 65962.5.46

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Impact HAZ-5: The project would be located within an airport land use plan. However, the 

project would not result in a safety hazard or excessive noise for people 

residing or working in the project area. (Less than Significant Impact) 

 

The proposed project site is located approximately 0.6 miles northwest of the San José Norman Y. 

Mineta International Airport.  Aircraft noise levels at the project site are discussed in Section 4.13 

Noise and Vibration of this Initial Study.   

 

As described previously, the project site is located within Airport Safety Zones Traffic Pattern Zone 

(TPZ).  The TPZ does not limit population density, but does require that at least 10 percent of the 

gross area be devoted to open space.  More than 10 percent of the site would be free of buildings and 

other obstructions. Therefore, the project would comply with TPZ requirements.  

 

As described previously, FAR Part 77 requires that the FAA be notified of certain proposed 

construction projects located within an extended zone defined by an imaginary slope radiating 

outward for several miles from an airport’s runways, or which would otherwise stand at least 200 feet 

in height above ground. For the project site, any structure exceeding 30 feet in height above grade 

would require submittal to the FAA for airspace safety review. The proposed building would be 

approximately 80 feet in height, with parapets extending to a height of 87.5 feet and a metal roof 

screen extending to a height of 98 feet to shield mechanical equipment. As a result, notification to the 

FAA is required to determine the potential for the project to create an aviation hazard. FAA issuance 

of “determination of no hazard” clearances, and subsequent applicant compliance with any 

conditions set forth in such FAA determinations, would ensure that the project does not have an 

adverse impact on airspace safety. The proposed project, therefore, would be compatible with 

applicable CLUP policies and the Airport Influence Area for building height.   

 

The project site is not located in the vicinity of a private airstrip. (Less Than Significant Impact) 

 

Impact HAZ-6: The project would not impair implementation of or physically interfere with 

an adopted emergency response plan or emergency evacuation plan. (No 

Impact) 

 

In June 2016, the City adopted an Emergency Response Plan, which addresses the planned response 

of the City of Santa Clara to emergency situations associated with natural disasters, technological 

incidents, and chemical, biological, radiological, nuclear and explosive emergencies. The project 

would include construction at a site designated for light industrial uses and would comply with 

relevant building and fire codes. The proposed project would not, therefore, impair or interfere with 

the implementation of an adopted emergency response plan or emergency evacuation plan. (No 

Impact) 
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Impact HAZ-7: The project would not expose people or structures, either directly or 

indirectly, to a significant risk of loss, injury or death involving wildland fires. 

(No Impact) 

 

The project site is located in an urbanized area of Santa Clara. According to the California 

Department of Forestry and Fire Protection (CAL FIRE), the project site is not located within a 

moderate, high, or very high fire hazard severity zone.47 (No Impact)

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 HYDROLOGY AND WATER QUALITY 

4.10.1   Environmental Setting 

 Regulatory Framework  

Overview 

The federal Clean Water Act and California’s Porter-Cologne Water Quality Control Act are the 

primary laws related to water quality in California. Regulations set forth by the EPA and the State 

Water Resources Control Board (SWRCB) have been developed to fulfill the requirements of this 

legislation. EPA regulations include the National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) 

permit program, which controls sources that discharge pollutants into the waters of the United States 

(e.g., streams, lakes, bays, etc.). These regulations are implemented at the regional level by the 

Regional Water Quality Control Boards (RWQCBs). The project site is within the jurisdiction of the 

San Francisco Bay RWQCB.  

 

Federal and State 

National Flood Insurance Program 

The Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) established the National Flood Insurance 

Program (NFIP) to reduce impacts of flooding on private and public properties. The program 

provides subsidized flood insurance to communities that comply with FEMA regulations protecting 

development in floodplains. As part of the program, FEMA publishes Flood Insurance Rate Maps 

(FIRMs) that identify Special Flood Hazard Areas (SFHAs). An SFHA is an area that would be 

inundated by the one-percent annual chance flood, which is also referred to as the base flood or 100-

year flood.  

 

Statewide Construction General Permit 

The SWRCB has implemented an NPDES General Construction Permit for the State of California 

(Construction General Permit). For projects disturbing one acre or more of soil, a Notice of Intent 

(NOI) and Storm Water Pollution Prevention Plan (SWPPP) must be prepared by a qualified 

professional prior to commencement of construction. The Construction General Permit includes 

requirements for training, inspections, record keeping, and, for projects of certain risk levels, 

monitoring. The general purpose of the requirements is to minimize the discharge of pollutants and to 

protect beneficial uses and receiving waters from the adverse effects of construction-related storm 

water discharges. 

 

Regional and Local 

San Francisco Bay Basin Plan 

The San Francisco Bay RWQCB regulates water quality in accordance with the Water Quality 

Control Plan for the San Francisco Bay Basin (Basin Plan). The Basin Plan lists the beneficial uses 

that the San Francisco Bay RWQCB has identified for local aquifers, streams, marshes, rivers, and 

the San Francisco Bay, as well as the water quality objectives and criteria that must be met to protect 

these uses. The San Francisco Bay RWQCB implements the Basin Plan by issuing and enforcing 
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waste discharge requirements, including permits for nonpoint sources such as the urban runoff 

discharged by a City’s stormwater drainage system. The Basin Plan also describes watershed 

management programs and water quality attainment strategies. 

  

Municipal Regional Permit Provision C.3. 

The San Francisco Bay RWQCB re-issued the Municipal Regional Stormwater NPDES Permit 

(MRP) in 2015 to regulate stormwater discharges from municipalities and local agencies (co-

permittees) in Alameda, Contra Costa, San Mateo, and Santa Clara Counties, and the cities of 

Fairfield, Suisun City, and Vallejo.48 Under Provision C.3 of the MRP, new and redevelopment 

projects that create or replace 10,000 square feet or more of impervious surface area are required to 

implement site design, source control, and Low Impact Development (LID)-based stormwater 

treatment controls to treat post-construction stormwater runoff. LID-based treatment controls are 

intended to maintain or restore the site’s natural hydrologic functions, maximizing opportunities for 

infiltration and evapotranspiration, and using stormwater as a resource (e.g. rainwater harvesting for 

non-potable uses). The MRP also requires that stormwater treatment measures are properly installed, 

operated, and maintained. 

 

In addition to water quality controls, the MRP requires new development and redevelopment projects 

that create or replace one acre or more of impervious surface to manage development-related 

increases in peak runoff flow, volume, and duration, where such hydromodification is likely to cause 

increased erosion, silt pollutant generation, or other impacts to local rivers, streams, and creeks. 

Projects may be deemed exempt from these requirements if they do not meet the minimized size 

threshold, drain into tidally influenced areas or directly into the Bay, or drain into hardened channels, 

or if they are infill projects in subwatersheds or catchment areas that are greater than or equal to 65 

percent impervious.  

 

Municipal Regional Permit Provision C.12.f   

Provision C.12.f of the MRP requires co-permittee agencies to implement a control program for 

PCBs that reduces PCB loads by a specified amount during the term of the permit, thereby making 

substantial progress toward achieving the urban runoff PCBs wasteload allocation in the Basin Plan 

by March 2030.49 Programs must include focused implementation of PCB control measures, such as 

source control, treatment control, and pollution prevention strategies. Municipalities throughout the 

Bay Area are updating their demolition permit processes to incorporate the management of PCBs in 

demolition building materials to ensure PCBs are not discharged to storm drains during demolition. 

As of July 1, 2019, buildings constructed between 1955 and 1978 that are proposed for demolition 

must be screened for the presence of PCBs prior to the issuance of a demolition permit. 

 

Dam Safety 

Dam failure is the uncontrolled release of impounded water behind a dam. Flooding, earthquakes, 

blockages, landslides, lack of maintenance, improper operation, poor construction, vandalism, and

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terrorism can all cause a dam to fail.50  Because dam failure that results in downstream flooding may 

affect life and property, dam safety is regulated at both the federal and state level. Dams under the 

jurisdiction of the California Division of Safety of Dams are identified in California Water Code 

Sections 6002, 6003, and 6004 and regulations for dams and reservoirs are included in the California 

Code of Regulations.  

 

As part of its comprehensive dam safety program, the Valley Water routinely monitors and studies 

the condition of each of its 10 dams. The Valley Water also has its own Emergency Operations 

Center and a response team that inspects dams after significant earthquakes. These regulatory 

inspection programs reduce the potential for dam failure. 

 

Santa Clara General Plan 

General Plan policies applicable to hydrology and water quality include, but are not limited to, the 

following listed below. 

 

Policies Description 

5.10.5-P11 Require that new development meet stormwater and water management requirements in 

conformance with state and regional regulations. 

5.10.5‐P13 Require that development complies with the Flood Damage Protection Code. 

5.10.5‐P15 Require new development to minimize paved and impervious surfaces and promote on‐site Best 

Management Practices for infiltration and retention, including grassy swales, pervious pavement, 

covered retention areas, bioswales, and cisterns, to reduce urban water run‐off. 

5.10.5‐P16 Require new development to implement erosion and sedimentation control measures to maintain an 

operational drainage system, preserve drainage capacity and protect water quality. 

5.10.5‐P17 Require that grading and other construction activities comply with the Association of Bay Area 

Governments’ Manual of Standards for Erosion and Sediment Control Measures and with the 

California Stormwater Quality Association, Stormwater Best Management Practice Handbook for 

Construction. 

5.10.5‐P18 Implement the Santa Clara Valley Nonpoint Source Pollution Control Program, Santa Clara Valley 

Urban Runoff Pollution Prevention Program and the Urban Runoff Management Plan. 

5.10.5‐P20 Maintain, upgrade and replace storm drains throughout the City to reduce potential flooding. 

5.10.5‐P21 Require that storm drain infrastructure is adequate to serve all new development and is in place 

prior to occupancy. 

 

 

City Code 

Chapter 13.20, Storms Drains and Discharges, of City Code is enacted for the protection of health, 

life, resources and property through prevention and control of unauthorized discharges into 

watercourses.  The primary goal of this chapter is the cleanup of stormwater pollution from urban 

runoff that flows to creeks and channels, eventually discharging into the San Francisco Bay.  The

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City Code also includes Flood Damage Prevention Code (Chapter 15.45) and requirements for 

grading and excavation permits and erosion control (Chapter 15.15). 

 

Water Resources Protection Ordinance and District Well Ordinance  

The Santa Clara Valley Water District (Valley Water) operates as the flood control agency for Santa 

Clara County. Their stewardship also includes creek restoration, pollution prevention efforts, and 

groundwater recharge. Permits for well construction and destruction work, most exploratory boring 

for groundwater exploration, and projects within Valley Water property or easements are required 

under Valley Water’s Water Resources Protection Ordinance and District Well Ordinance. 
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Surface Water Quality 

The water quality of streams, creeks, ponds, and other surface water bodies can be greatly affected by 

pollution carried in contaminated surface runoff.  Pollutants from unidentified sources, known as 

non-point source pollutants, are washed from streets, construction sites, parking lots, and other 

exposed surfaces into storm drains.  Urban stormwater runoff often contains contaminants such as oil 

and grease, plant and animal debris (e.g., leaves, dust, animal feces, etc.), pesticides, litter, and heavy 

metals.  In sufficient concentration, these pollutants have been found to adversely affect the aquatic 

habitats to which they drain. The nearest waterways to the project site are the Guadalupe River 

approximately .85 miles to the east and the San Tomas Aquino Creek approximately .9 miles to the 

west. 

 

Groundwater 

Groundwater beneath the project site was encountered at eight feet below ground surface (bgs), and 

flows to the north.51 The depth to groundwater can vary due to factors such as variations in rainfall, 

temperature, runoff, irrigation, and groundwater withdrawal and/or recharge. The regional 

topographic gradient is generally northeast towards the bay. 

 

Stormwater Drainage 

The site is in the Guadalupe River watershed. The City of Santa Clara owns and maintains the 

municipal storm drainage system in the project vicinity.  Stormwater from the site is conveyed to a 

storm drain in Comstock Street via a 12-inch storm drain lateral to a 30-inch storm drain line along 

Central Expressway. The lines that serve the project site drain into Guadalupe River, which is located 

approximately .85 miles east of the site. Guadalupe River flows north, carrying the effluent from the 

storm drains into San Francisco Bay. Stormwater from urban uses contain metals, pesticides, 

herbicides, and other contaminants, including oil, grease, asbestos, lead, and animal waste.  The 

runoff eventually empties into Guadalupe River, which is .85 miles from the site, and flows into the 

San Francisco Bay. Based on data from the SWRCB, Guadalupe River is currently listed on the 

California 303(d) impaired waters list for mercury.52

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Flooding 

The site is not located within a 100-year flood (one percent annual flood) hazard zone.  According to 

the FEMA flood insurance rate map for the project area, the site is located within Zone X, which is 

defined as “areas of the 0.2 percent annual chance flood; area of one percent annual chance flood 

with average depths of less than one foot or with drainage areas less than one square mile; and areas 

protected by levees from one percent annual chance flood.”53 The existing elevation is approximately 

35 feet above mean seal level (msl). 

 

Dam Failure 

There are two dams that affect the City of Santa Clara related to potential flooding.  These dams are 

Lexington, located in the Town of Los Gatos, and Anderson, located in the City of Morgan Hill. The 

project site is within the Anderson Dam failure inundation area under the “inflow design” scenario, 

which assumes that dam failure occurs during a large storm event with a high pool elevation in the 

reservoir and high flow conditions downstream of the dam.54 The project site is within the Lexington 

Dam failure inundation area under the “fair weather” scenario, which assumes that dam failure 

occurs during non-storm conditions with a normal full pool elevation in the reservoir and normal 

flow conditions downstream of the dam.55 

 

As part of its comprehensive dam safety program, Valley Water routinely monitors and studies the 

condition of each of its 10 dams. Valley Water also has its own Emergency Operations Center and a 

response team that inspects dams after significant earthquakes. These regulatory inspection programs 

reduce the potential for dam failure. 

 

Sea Level Rise 

Global climate change has the potential to cause sea level rise, which can inundate low-lying areas.  

Based on a US Geological Survey analysis which predicted areas in the San Francisco Bay Area 

region that are subject to inundation due to future sea level rise (up to 60 inches in year 2100), the 

project site is not subject to inundation due to sea level rise.56  The project site has a surface elevation 

of approximately 35 feet above msl, and would not be affected by this projected increase. 

 

Seiche, Tsunami, and Mudflows 

A seiche is the oscillation of water in an enclosed body of water such as a lake or the San Francisco 

Bay. There are not landlocked bodies of water near the project site that would affect the site in the 

event of a seiche.

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A tsunami is a sea wave generated by an earthquake, landslide, or other large displacement of water 

in the ocean. There are no bodies of water neat the project site that would affect the site in the event 

of a tsunami.57 

 

A mudflow is the rapid movement of a large mass of mud formed from loose soil and water. The 

project area is flat and there are no mountains in proximity that would affect the site in the event of a 

mudflow.

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Impact HYD-1: The project would not violate any water quality standards or waste discharge 

requirements or otherwise substantially degrade surface or ground water 

quality. (Less than Significant Impact) 

 

Construction Impacts 

Implementation of the project would result in ground disturbance of the site and would temporarily 

increase pollutant loads due to grading and construction (i.e., removal of pavement and construction 

of new structures). Demolition, soil excavation, and construction activities would temporarily 

increase the amount of debris on-site and grading activities would increase the potential for erosion 

and sedimentation that could be carried by runoff into Guadalupe River and eventually the San 

Francisco Bay. 

 

The project would disturb more than one acre, and therefore, is required to comply with the General 

Construction Permit (which includes preparation of a SWPPP) and MRP (including Provision C.12) 

to reduce pollutants in surface runoff from the site during construction to a less than significant level. 

In addition, in accordance with the City’s grading permit requirements, the project would be required 

to prepare an erosion control plan. The erosion control plan would include locations and 

specifications of recommended soil stabilization techniques such as the use of straw wattles, silt 

fences, construction berms, and storm drain inlet protection. For these reasons, the project would not 

result in substantial water quality impacts during construction. (Less than Significant Impact) 

 

Post-Construction Impacts 

The type of development and use on the project site would not substantially change with 

implementation of the project and, therefore, the project would contribute similar types of stormwater 

runoff pollutants as the existing use.  

 

New catch basins and storm drain lines would be installed on the site as part of the project and would 

connect to the existing City of Santa Clara storm drain system. Bioretention areas would be installed 

in on-site landscape areas as part of the project, which would help to detain stormwater runoff and 

infiltrate water into the soil. Additional C.3/post-construction measures such as porous asphalt and 

permeable pavers would be implemented. 

 

Impervious surfaces on the project site would decrease from 89 percent to 53 percent after the 

construction of the project, as shown in Table 4.10-1.

Because the project would reduce the amount of impervious surfaces on the site, implementation of 

the project would not increase the discharge to the storm drain system that serves the project site. 

(Less than Significant Impact) 
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Impact HYD-2: The project would not substantially decrease groundwater supplies or interfere 

substantially with groundwater recharge such that the project may impede 

sustainable groundwater management of the basin. (Less than Significant 

Impact) 

 

As mentioned previously, groundwater has been encountered at the project site at approximately 

eight feet below ground surface. The project would not use groundwater, deplete groundwater 

supply, or interfere with groundwater recharge. Therefore, the impact to groundwater would be less 

than significant. (Less than Significant Impact)    

 

Impact HYD-3: The project would not substantially alter the existing drainage pattern of the 

site or area, including through the alteration of the course of a stream or river 

or through the addition of impervious surfaces, in a manner which would 

result in substantial erosion or siltation on- or off-site; substantially increase 

the rate or amount of surface runoff in a manner which would result in 

flooding on- or off-site; create or contribute runoff water which would exceed 

the capacity of existing or planned stormwater drainage systems or provide 

substantial additional sources of polluted runoff; or impede or redirect flood 

flows. (Less than Significant Impact) 

 

The proposed project would not substantially alter the existing drainage pattern of the site or area 

through the alteration of any waterway. As mentioned under Impact HYD-1, the project would 

decrease impervious surfaces. As a result, the project would not substantially alter the existing 

drainage pattern of the site or area. (Less than Significant Impact) 

 

Impact HYD-4: The project would not risk release of pollutants due to project inundation in 

flood hazard, tsunami, or seiche zones. (Less than Significant Impact) 

 

The project site is outside of the 100-year flood hazard zone, and therefore, would not expose people 

or structures to 100-year flood hazards. As discussed under Section 4.10.1.2 Existing Conditions, 

given there are no bodies of water that would impact the site and project area from a seiche or 

tsunami, the project site and adjacent properties are not subject to a seiche or tsunami.  

 

The site is located within the Lexington and Anderson dam failure inundation zone. As discussed 

under Section 4.10.1.1 Regulatory Setting, Valley Water routinely monitors and studies the condition 

of Lexington and Anderson Dam. The regulatory inspection program currently in place reduces the 

potential for dam failure and inundation. Therefore, the project would not risk release of pollutants 

due to inundation in flood hazard, tsunami, or seiche zones. (Less than Significant Impact) 
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Impact HYD-5: The project would not conflict with or obstruct implementation of a water 

quality control plan or sustainable groundwater management plan. (Less than 

Significant Impact) 

 

As discussed under Impact HYD-1 and HYD-2, the project would be required to comply with the 

NPDES MRP, and would not impact groundwater recharge. The project would comply with 

applicable water quality control regulations. For these reasons, the project would not conflict with 

implementation of a water quality or groundwater management plan. (Less than Significant Impact) 
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 LAND USE AND PLANNING 

4.11.1   Environmental Setting 

 Regulatory Framework  

Regional 

Norman Y. Mineta San José International Airport  

The project site is located approximately 0.6 miles northwest of the San José International Airport, 

and is located within the Airport Influence Area (AIA) defined by the Santa Clara County Airport 

Land Use Commission’s Comprehensive Land Use Plan (CLUP) for the San José International 

Airport.  Development within the AIA can be subject to hazards from aircraft and also pose hazards 

to aircraft travelling to and from the airport.  The AIA is a composite of areas surrounding the airport 

that are affected by noise, height and safety considerations.  These hazards are addressed in Federal 

and State regulations as well as in land use regulations and policies in the CLUP.  The most recent 

CLUP for the Airport was adopted in 2011 and updated in 2016.   

 

The project site is located within Part 77 Surface zone 212, which limits the building height to a 

maximum of 212 feet above mean seal level.58 

 

The CLUP includes land use compatibility policies and standards, which form the basis for 

evaluating the land use compatibility of individual projects with the Airport and its operations.  

Standards in the CLUP focus on the three areas of ALUC responsibility: 1) aircraft noise, 2) the 

safety of persons on the ground and in aircraft, and 3) the control of objects in navigable airspace.   

 

Proposals for amendments to general or specific plans and either building or zoning regulations by 

local agencies must be submitted to the ALUC for a determination of consistency.  In addition, 

development projects that are higher than 200 feet above ground level are also encouraged to be 

submitted for review by the ALUC.  Recommendations made by the ALUC are advisory to local 

jurisdictions, not mandatory.   

 

Applicable CLUP land use policies to the project include the following listed below. 

 

Policies Description 

G-5 Where legally allowed, dedication of an avigation easement to the City of San José shall be 

required to be offered as a condition of approval on all projects located within an Airport Influence 

Area, other than reconstruction projects.   

G-7 All new exterior lighting within the AIA shall be designed so as to create no interference with 

aircraft operations.  Such lighting shall be constructed and located so that only the intended area is 

illuminated and off-site glare is fully controlled.  The lighting shall be arrayed in such a manner 

that it cannot be mistaken for airport approach or runway lights by pilots. 

O-1 All new projects within the AIA that are subject to discretionary review and approval shall be 

required to dedicate in compliance with state law, an avigation easement to the City of San José.

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Santa Clara Valley Habitat Plan 

The Habitat Plan, discussed in Section 3.4 Biological Resources, is a conservation program intended 

to promote the recovery of endangered species and enhance ecological diversity and function, while 

accommodating planned growth on approximately 500,000 acres of southern Santa Clara County. 

The project site is outside of the Santa Clara Valley Habitat Plan’s study area. 

 

Farmland Mapping and Monitoring Program 

The California Resources Agency’s Farmland Mapping and Monitoring Program (FMMP) assesses 

the location, quality, and quantity of agricultural land and conversion of these lands over time. 

Agricultural land is rated according to soil quality and irrigation status; the best quality land is called 

Prime Farmland. In CEQA analyses, the FMMP classifications and published County maps are used, 

in part, to identify whether agricultural resources that could be affected are present on-site or in the 

project area.

General Plan Land Use Designation 

The Land Use Diagram of the 2010-2035 General Plan contains three phases: Phase 1: 2010-2015, 

Phase II: 2015-2023, and Phase III: 2023-2035. The project site is designated as Low Intensity 

Office/R&D and will retain its designation for all phases.  

 

The Low Intensity Office/R&D designation is intended for campus-like office development that 

includes office and R&D, as well as medical facilities and free-standing data centers, with 
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manufacturing uses limited to a maximum of 20 percent of the building area.  It includes landscaped 

areas for employee activities and parking that may be surface, structured, or below grade.  Accessory 

or secondary small-scale supporting retail uses that serve local employees and visitors are also 

permitted.  The maximum FAR allowed under this designation is 1.00.   

 

Zoning Designation 

The project site is zoned ML - Light Industrial.  The ML – Light Industrial zoning designation 

(Chapter 18.48 of the City Code) is intended for (but not limited to) commercial storage and 

wholesale distribution warehouses, plants and facilities for the manufacturing, processing, and repair 

of equipment and merchandise, and retail sales of industrial products, and uses of a similar nature.  

Retail commercial and service uses, kennels, and lumber yards (and other similar uses) may also be 

allowed as a conditional use with City approval of a Use Permit.  The maximum permitted building 

height within this zone is 70 feet and the maximum building coverage is 75 percent.   

 

Zoning Ordinance 

The City of Santa Clara Zoning Ordinance (Title 18 of the City Code) provides a regulatory 

framework for development and operation of uses within the City. The intent of the Zoning 

Ordinance is to encourage development of various kinds of living, working, and commercial 

activities in specific areas as defined in the General Plan and to accomplish the following purposes: 

 

• To promote the public health, safety, comfort, and general welfare; 

• To conserve the values of property throughout the City and to protect the character and 

stability of residential, commercial, professional and manufacturing areas, and to promote the 

orderly and beneficial development of such areas; 

• To provide adequate light, air, privacy, and convenience of access to property; 

• To minimize congestion on the public streets and highways; 

• To provide for the elimination of incompatible and nonconforming uses of land, buildings, 

and structures which are adversely affecting the character and value of desirable development 

in each district; 

• To establish official plan lines and building setback lines; 

• To define the powers and duties of the administrative officers and bodies as provided herein. 

• To promote efficient urban design arrangement and to secure economy in governmental 

expenditures; and  

• To preserve landmarks which reflect the City’s historical, architectural, cultural and aesthetic 

 

 Existing Conditions 

The site is currently developed with a one-story, 23,765 sf industrial building and paved surface 

parking lot. The property is currently occupied by a circuit board manufacturing facility and a 

ceramic manufacturing facility. The project site is bound by Comstock Street to the south, and light 

industrial uses to the west, north and east. An aerial photograph with surrounding land uses is shown 

on Figure 3.1-3.

The project site is located in an industrial area surrounded by industrial development.  It would not 

include any physical features that would physically divide the community (e.g., blocking of 

roadways or sidewalks) and would not interfere with the movement of residents through a 

neighborhood.  For these reasons, construction of the proposed project would not divide an 

established community.

Consistency with Applicable Local Plans, Policies, and Regulations 

Santa Clara General Plan 

The project site is designated as Low-Intensity Office/R&D under the City’s General Plan.  As 

described previously, free standing data centers are permitted in this designation.  The proposed FAR 

for the project is 2.02, which exceeds the maximum FAR of 1.0 allowed under the City’s General 

Plan. The City maintains the discretion to allow an increased FAR for qualifying projects where 

findings can be made that the project is otherwise consistent with the General Plan. As described in 

this section and throughout the Initial Study, the project is consistent with the policies in the General 

Plan. Therefore, the proposed project is consistent with the General Plan land use designation on the 

site. 

 

The project area consists of a mix of uses including industrial, office/R&D, and commercial.  The 

proposed data center would be compatible with the surrounding industrial land uses and would not 

interfere with the existing operations of adjacent or nearby businesses.  Activities and equipment at 

the site would be separated from the nearest residential area by Bayshore Freeway.  

 

Noise and lighting levels associated with the proposed project would not substantially increase over 

existing levels and are not anticipated to adversely affect adjacent land uses. The proposed project, 
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therefore, would not introduce a land use to the site that would create a land use compatibility 

conflict in the project area. 

 

City of Santa Clara City Code 

As stated above, the project site is zoned ML – Light Industrial (Chapter 18.48 of the City Code), 

which accommodates industries operating substantially within an enclosed building.  The permissible 

uses include (but not limited to) commercial storage and wholesale distribution warehouses, plants 

and facilities for the manufacturing, processing, or repair of equipment and merchandise, and retail 

sales of industrial products, and uses “of a similar nature”.  Any uses permitted within the MP – 

Planned Industrial zoning designation are also allowed.  The City has routinely approved of data 

centers as a use consistent with the ML zoning designation. Additionally, noise generated by the 

project would not exceed restrictions in the City’s zoning ordinance (see Section 4.13 Noise). The 

proposed project, therefore, would not conflict with the City’s General Plan or Zoning Ordinance.  

 

San José International Airport Comprehensive Land Use Plan  

The project site is located within the AIA of the San José International Airport and within the 65 

CNEL noise contour for aircraft overflights.59  It is located within the TPZ.  Potential conflicts 

related to the building height or aircraft noise are discussed in Section 4.9 Hazards and Hazardous 

Materials and Section 4.13 Noise, respectively. The project would not conflict with the CLUP. 

 

Consistency with Applicable Habitat Conservation Plan 

The project site is not located within a habitat conservation plan or natural community conservation 

plan.   

 

The project, therefore, would not cause a significant environmental impact due to a conflict with any 

land use plan, policy, or regulation adopted for the purpose of avoiding or mitigating an 

environmental effect.

4.12.1   Environmental Setting 

 Regulatory Framework  

State 

Surface Mining and Reclamation Act 

The Surface Mining and Reclamation Act (SMARA) was enacted by the California legislature in 

1975 to address the need for a continuing supply of mineral resources, and to prevent or minimize the 

negative impacts of surface mining to public health, property, and the environment. As mandated 

under SMARA, the State Geologist has designated mineral land classifications in order to help 

identify and protect mineral resources in areas within the state subject to urban expansion or other 

irreversible land uses which would preclude mineral extraction. SMARA also allowed the State 

Mining and Geology Board (SMGB), after receiving classification information from the State 

Geologist, to designate lands containing mineral deposits of regional or statewide significance.  

 

 Existing Conditions 

The City of Santa Clara is located in an area zoned MRZ-1 for aggregate materials by the State of 

California.  MRZ-1 zones are areas where adequate information indicates that no significant mineral 

deposits are present or where it is judged that little likelihood exists for their presence.  The area is 

not known to support significant mineral resources of any type.  No mineral resources are currently 

being extracted in the City.  The State Office of Mine Reclamation’s list of mines (AB 3098 list) 

regulated under the Surface Mining and Reclamation Act does not include any mines within the City.

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 NOISE  

The following analysis is based, in part, on a Noise Assessment prepared by Illingworth & Rodkin, 

Inc. in May 2020. A copy of this report is included in Appendix E of this IS. 

 

4.13.1   Environmental Setting 

Noise 

Factors that influence sound as it is perceived by the human ear, include the actual level of sound, 

period of exposure, frequencies involved, and fluctuation in the noise level during exposure. Noise is 

measured on a decibel scale, which serves as an index of loudness. The zero on the decibel scale is 

based on the lowest sound level that the healthy, unimpaired human ear can detect. Each 10 decibel 

increase in sound level is perceived as approximately a doubling of loudness. Because the human ear 

cannot hear all pitches or frequencies, sound levels are frequently adjusted or weighted to correspond 

to human hearing. This adjusted unit is known as the A-weighted decibel, or dBA. 

 

Since excessive noise levels can adversely affect human activities and human health, federal, state, 

and local governmental agencies have set forth criteria or planning goals to minimize or avoid these 

effects. Noise guidelines are generally expressed using one of several noise averaging methods, 

including Leq, DNL, or CNEL.60 These descriptors are used to measure a location’s overall noise 

exposure, given that there are times when noise levels are higher (e.g., when a jet is taking off from 

an airport or when a leaf blower is operating) and times when noise levels are lower (e.g., during lulls 

in traffic flows on freeways or in the middle of the night). Lmax is the maximum A-weighted noise 

level during a measurement period. 

 

Sensitivity to noise increases during the evening and at night because excessive noise interferes with 

the ability to sleep. To emphasize quiet-time noise events, the Day/Night Average Sound Level 

(DNL or Ldn) and CNEL were developed to measure the average cumulative noise exposure over a 

24-hour period. Both DNL and CNEL include a 10 dB addition to noise levels from 10:00 PM to 

7:00 AM to account for human sensitivity to night noise, while CNEL also includes a five dB 

addition to noise generated between 7:00 PM and 10:00 PM.  

 

Vibration  

Ground vibration consists of rapidly fluctuating motions or waves with an average motion of zero. 

Vibration amplitude can be quantified using Peak Particle Velocity (PPV), which is defined as the 

maximum instantaneous positive or negative peak of the vibration wave. PPV has been routinely 

used to measure and assess ground-borne construction vibration. Studies have shown that the 

threshold of perception for average persons is in the range of 0.008 to 0.012 inches/second (in/sec) 

PPV.  

 

 
60 Leq is a measurement of average energy level intensity of noise over a given period of time. Day-Night Level 

(DNL) is a 24-hour average of noise levels, with a 10 dB penalty applied to noise occurring between 10:00 PM and 

7:00 AM. Community Noise Equivalent Level (CNEL) includes an additional five dB applied to noise occurring 

between 7:00 PM and 10:00 PM. Where traffic noise predominates, the CNEL and DNL  are typically within two 

dBA of the peak-hour Leq. 
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 Regulatory Framework 

State and Local 

California Green Building Standards Code 

For commercial uses, CalGreen (Section 5.507.4.1 and 5.507.4.2) requires that wall and roof-ceiling 

assemblies exposed to the adjacent roadways have a composite STC rating of at least 50 or a 

composite OITC rating of no less than 40, with exterior windows of a minimum STC of 40 or OITC 

of 30 when the commercial property falls within the 65 dBA Ldn or greater noise contour for a 

freeway or expressway, railroad, or industrial or stationary noise source. The state requires interior 

noise levels to be maintained at 50 dBA Leq(1-hr) or less during hours of operation at a proposed 

commercial use.  

 

General Plan 

The City of Santa Clara General Plan identifies noise and land use compatibility standards for 

various land uses (General Plan Table 5.10-2). The noise standard is 70 dBA Community Noise 

Equivalent Level (CNEL) for uses with an industrial land use designation and 55 dBA CNEL for 

uses with a residential land use designation. The following policies are applicable to the project: 

 

Policies Description 

5.10.6-P1 Review all land use and development proposals for consistency with the General Plan 

compatability standards and acceptable noise exposure levels defined on Table 5.10-1. 

5.10.6-P3 New development should include noise control techniques to reduce noise to acceptable levels, 

including site layout (setbacks, separation and shielding), building treatments (mechanical 

ventilation system, sound-rated windows, solid core doors and baffling) and structural measures 

(earthen berms and sound walls) 

5.10.6-P4 Encourage the control of noise at the source through site design, building design, landscaping, 

hours of operation and other techniques.  

5.10.6-P5 Require noise-generating uses near residential neighborhoods to include solid walls and heavy 

landscaping along common property lines, and to place compressors and mechanical equipment in 

sound-proof enclosures. 

5.10.6-P6 Discourage noise sensitive uses, such as residences, hospitals, schools, libraries and rest homes, 

from areas with high noise levels, and discourage high noise generating uses from areas adjacent to 

sensitive uses. 

5.10.6-P7 Implement measures to reduce interior noise levels and restrict outdoor activities in areas subject to 

aircraft noise in order to make Office/research and Development uses compatible with the Norman 

Y. Mineta International Airport land use restrictions. 

 

City Code 

Chapter 9.10 “Regulation of Noise and Vibration,” of the City of Santa Clara City Code identifies 

allowable hours for construction to limit impacts to sensitive uses within 300 feet of a project site. 

The nearest sensitive receptors to the proposed project site are the Granada Islamic School about 0.5 

miles northwest of the site and existing residences along Layfette Street in Santa Clara about 0.6 

miles north of the site. The project is, therefore, not subject to the City Code regulations on 

construction hours.  
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The City Code also includes standards for maximum noise levels according to zoning designations at 

nearby properties from noise generated on a subject property, independent of distance. Noise limits at 

the nearest adjacent property lines to the project site are shown in 4.13-1 below.

The nearest residences are roughly 0.6 miles away; the noise limits at those residences would be 55 

dBA during the daytime and 50 dBA at night. 

 

Section 9.10.060(c) states: “If the measured ambient noise level at any given location differs from 

those levels set forth in SCCC 9.10.040, Schedule A, the allowable noise exposure standard shall be 

adjusted in five dBA increments in each category as appropriate to encompass or reflect said ambient 

noise level.” 

 

Section 9.10.020 and 9.10.070 state that emergency work, including the operation of emergency 

generators necessary to provide services during an emergency, are exempt from the criteria. Private 

utility work to restore services and protect property from damage is also exempt. 

 

Norman Y. Mineta San José International Comprehensive Land Use Plan 

The Santa Clara County Airport Land Use Commission (ALUC) has adopted a Land Use 

Compatibility table for projects near Norman Y. Mineta San José International Airport (Airport). 

Under the ALUC’s land use compatibility noise policies, industrial uses are compatible in noise 

environments (from aircraft overflights) that are 70 CNEL or less. The site is located in area between 

the 65 and 70 CNEL airport noise contours on the Comprehensive Land Use Plan (CLUP) noise map.  

 

 Existing Conditions 

The project site is located in a mixed industrial and commercial area. Data center uses are located 

directly north of the site and on Comstock Street west of the site. To the east is a Trescal instrument 

calibration facility and an Ultrasolar energy equipment supplier. South of the site and across the 

Central Expressway is an Owens Corning manufacturing plant. The nearest residences are 

approximately 0.6 miles to the north along Lafayette Street.  

 

A noise monitoring survey was completed between Tuesday, October 8, 2019 and Thursday, October 

10, 2019 to quantify and characterize ambient noise levels at the site and in the surrounding area. The 

survey included one long-term (48-hour) measurement and two short-term (10-minute) 

measurements, as shown in Figure 4.13-1. The predominant sources of noise in the project vicinity

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included traffic on the Central Expressway, flyovers by aircraft associated with Norman Y. Mineta 

San José International Airport, and mechanical equipment at adjacent sites.  

 

Two attended short-term (10-minute) measurements, ST-1 and ST-2, were made to quantify noise 

levels produced by mechanical equipment operating at surrounding sites and from traffic along 

Comstock Street and Central Expressway. During the measurements, a constant hum was observed 

originating at a chiller adjacent to the existing data center to the north. This hum was recorded as 56 

to 57 dBA at location ST-1 and as 60 to 61 dBA at location ST-2. Over the course of the two 

measurements, five aircraft flyovers were observed, resulting in maximum intermittent noise levels 

between 63 and 71 dBA Lmax. 

 

One unattended, long-term 48-hour measurement LT-1 was made to quantify the ambient noise level 

at the site characterized by traffic along Comstock Street and the Central Expressway, and operations 

at surrounding uses. Hourly average noise levels varied between 64 and 69 dBA Leq during the day, 

and between 61 and 66 dBA Leq at night. The average noise level on Wednesday, October 9, 2019 

was 71 dBA CNEL. Measurement results are summarized in Table 4.13-1.

Construction 

Construction activities would include demolition, site preparation, grading and excavation, trenching, 

building (exterior), interior/ architectural coating and paving. Auger cast piles are proposed for 

construction of the building foundation. Hourly average noise levels due to construction activities 

during busy construction periods outdoors would typically range from about 78 to 89 dBA Leq at a 

distance of 50 feet. Construction-generated noise levels drop off at a rate of about six dBA per 

doubling of the distance between the source and receptor. Shielding from intervening structures or 

buildings would be anticipated to provide 10 to 20 dBA or more of additional noise reduction. 

 

There are no residences located within 300 feet of the site. The closest residences are approximately 

0.6 miles to the north and approximately 0.9 miles to the south. Given the large distance and the 

substantial shielding between residences and the project site, construction noise levels are anticipated 

to be well below and indistinguishable from ambient levels at the closest residences. 

 

Construction noise levels at commercial or industrial land uses are not regulated in the City Code or 

General Plan. Adjacent data center properties are not considered noise sensitive. However, the 
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Trescal instrument calibration facility, located to the east, describes this location on their website61 as 

a provider of calibration services for acoustical equipment. The noise sensitivity of the operations of 

this facility are unknown at this time. Additionally, the existing noise environment is already 

characterized by continuous noise originating from operation of equipment at surrounding sites. Due 

to the types of services that are offered at the adjacent Trescal calibration facility, it is possible that 

business operations may periodically be affected by construction-generated noise. By use of 

administrative controls, such as notifying Trescal employees of scheduled construction activities and 

scheduling the highest noise-generating construction activities during hours with the least potential to 

affect operations at the facility, interior noise levels can be typically kept to a minimum. Following 

the requirements for coordination with Trescal described in the conditions of approval listed under 

Impact NOI-3, below, would ensure that the impact of noise levels generated by project construction 

on business operations are minimized.  

 

Operation 

The primary source of noise from operation of the project would be related to mechanical equipment 

associated with data center operations. Vehicle trips associated with the project would be low, with a 

maximum of 120 daily trips, which would not result in substantial noise generation. 

 

As a backup power supply, six 3,000 kW diesel-fueled generators and one 500 kW house generator 

would be located within a generator room on the north side of the building’s first floor. Exhaust pipes 

from the generators would be directed out through the building’s northern wall. Generator exhaust 

pipes would be equipped with particulate filters with estimated noise attenuation between 25 and 30 

dBA. The filters are estimated to provide 25 dBA of attenuation. Proposed rooftop mechanical 

equipment includes eight 1,500 kW air-cooled chillers, four dedicated outdoor air units, and seven 

remote radiator units. All rooftop equipment would be shielded by a seven-foot, six-inch high parapet 

walls and an eighteen-foot high metal screen.  

 

Proposed fixed sources of noise at the site were modeled using SoundPLAN, a three-dimensional 

noise modeling software that considers site geometry, the characteristics of the noise sources, and 

shielding from structures and barriers. Multiple scenarios for noise exposure due to fixed sources 

were considered for this project, including noise from operation of heating, ventilation, and air 

conditioning (HVAC) equipment only, noise from operation of HVAC equipment and testing of one 

generator under full load, and noise from HVAC equipment and testing of multiple generators 

simultaneously under no load. These scenarios were developed based on the proposed generator 

testing schedule of one hour-long test per generator each month, with one month under full load and 

11 months under no load. Results of the scenarios modeled are summarized in Table 4.13-2.

As shown in Table 4.13-2, HVAC equipment operations alone are not anticipated to result in noise 

levels that would exceed the daytime or nighttime commercial (65 and 60 dBA Leq) or industrial (70 

dBA Leq) limits at the surrounding property lines. Noise levels with the testing of one generator under 

10 percent load or full load concurrent with operation of HVAC equipment would also be below the 

City’s limits at the Trescal instrument calibration facility (commercial) to the east, the Digital Reality 

data center (industrial) to the west, and the Owens Corning manufacturing plant (industrial) to the 

south. Industrial noise limits would be exceeded at the Digital Reality data center (industrial) located 

to the north; however, the operation of existing mechanical equipment associated with the Digital 

Reality site currently generate noise levels at property lines that are comparable to what the proposed 

project has been calculated to emit and there are no noise sensitive areas associated with the property 

to the north. Therefore, it is not expected that testing of one generator at 10 percent or full load 

concurrent with operation of HVAC equipment will cause a substantial increase to the existing 

ambient noise environment at shared property lines to the north. Testing of all generators 

simultaneously under 10 percent load concurrent with operation of HVAC equipment will result in 

noise levels similar to those of one generator operating under full load. 

 

Mitigation Measures: 

 

The following project-specific mitigation measures would be implemented during operation to avoid 

significant noise impacts: 

 

MM NOI-1.1: The proposed seven-foot, six-inch parapet wall will be constructed without 

any gaps or cracks and have a minimum surface weight of three-pounds per 

square foot (such as one-inch thick wood, ½-inch laminated glass, masonry 

block, concrete, or metal one-inch). 

 

MM NOI-1.2: The proposed generator testing schedule shall be followed wherein under 10 

percent load, all generators may be tested simultaneously, and under full load, 

only one at a time may be tested. 

 

With implementation of the mitigation measures identified above, the project would result in a less 

than significant operational noise impact. (Less than Significant Impact with Mitigation) 
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Impact NOI-2: The project would not result in generation of excessive groundborne vibration 

or groundborne noise levels. (Less than Significant Impact with Mitigation 

Incorporated) 

 

The City of Santa Clara does not specify a construction vibration limit. For structural damage, the 

California Department of Transportation recommends a vibration limit of 0.5 in/sec PPV for modern 

commercial and industrial structures. The 0.5 in/sec PPV vibration limit is applicable to properties in 

the vicinity of the project site. 

 

Construction activities would include demolition, site preparation, grading and excavation, trenching, 

building (exterior), and interior/architectural coating and paving. Auger-cast drilled piles are 

anticipated for construction of the building foundation. Drilled piles do not have the same potential 

of generating high ground vibration levels as impact or vibratory-driven piles. Other project 

construction activities, such as the use of jackhammers, rock drills, and other high-power or vibratory 

tools, and rolling stock equipment (tracked vehicles, compactors, etc.) may also potentially generate 

substantial vibration in the immediate vicinity. Erection of the building structure is not anticipated to 

be a source of substantial vibration with the exception of sporadic events such as dropping of heavy 

objects, which should be avoided to the extent possible. 

 

The closest structures to the project site are the Trescal instrument calibration facility building 

located 10 feet east of the site, and data center buildings located approximately 120 to 165 feet to the 

west and north of the site. The Trescal company describes this location on their website1 as a 

provider of calibration services for equipment which may be sensitive to vibration. Specific vibration 

requirements for operation of the calibration facility are not known at this time. 

 

Table 4.13-3 presents typical vibration levels that could be expected from construction equipment at 

a reference distance of 25 feet and calculated levels at distances of 10 feet, 12 feet, and 120 feet, 

representative of the closest commercial and industrial structures to the project site and the minimum 

distance from site property lines where construction vibration would fall beneath the 0.5 in/sec PPV 

criteria (12-feet).

As indicated in Table 4.13-3, construction vibration may exceed 0.5 in/sec PPV when heavy 

construction is located within 12 feet of structures. Only one structure is located within 12 feet of the 

site; the Trescal instrument calibration facility building located at 1065 Comstock Street, roughly 10 

feet from the property line.  

 

Assuming a maximum vibration level of 0.6 in/sec PPV, the maximum vibration level anticipated at 

the Trescal structure, there would be an approximate seven percent probability of “threshold 

damage” (referred to as cosmetic damage elsewhere in this report) resulting from construction 

activities within 12 feet of the structure. Cosmetic or threshold damage would be manifested in the 

form of hairline cracking in plaster, the opening of old cracks, the loosening of paint or the 

dislodging of loose objects. However, minor damage (e.g., hairline cracking in masonry or the 

loosening of plaster) or major structural damage (e.g., wide cracking or shifting of foundation or 

bearing walls) to the adjacent structure would not be anticipated to occur assuming a maximum 

vibration level of 0.6 in/sec PPV. Nevertheless, cosmetic or threshold damage to the adjacent 

structure would be considered a significant impact should it occur. 

 

Mitigation Measures:  

 

The following project-specific mitigation measures would be implemented during construction to 

avoid significant vibration impacts: 

 

MM NOI-2.1: •    Place operating equipment on the construction site as far as possible from     

 vibration sensitive receptors. 

 

• Avoid using vibratory rollers and tampers near sensitive areas. 

 

• Avoid dropping heavy objects or materials near shared property lines. 
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• A construction vibration-monitoring plan shall be implemented to 

document conditions at the adjacent Trescal building, located at 1065 

Comstock Street, prior to, during, and after vibration generating 

construction activities within 15 feet of the building. All plan tasks shall 

be performed in accordance with industry accepted standard methods. 

The construction vibration monitoring plan should be implemented to 

include the following tasks:  

 

o Performance of a photo survey, elevation survey, and crack 

monitoring survey for the Trescal building in the area adjoining the 

project site. Surveys shall be performed prior to, in regular intervals 

during, and after completion of vibration generating construction 

activities within 15 feet of the building, and shall include internal and 

external crack monitoring in the structure, settlement, and distress, 

and shall document the condition of the foundation, walls, and other 

structural elements in the interior and exterior of said structure to the 

extent that access is provided by the owner of the building. 

 

o Conduct a post-survey on the structure where monitoring has 

indicated high levels or complaints of damage. Make appropriate 

repairs or provide compensation where damage has occurred as a 

result of construction activities. 

 

o Designate a person responsible for registering and investigating 

claims of excessive vibration. The contact information of such person 

shall be clearly posted on the construction site. 

 

In areas where vibration would not be expected to cause structural damage, vibration levels may still 

be perceptible. As with any type of construction, this would be anticipated and would not typically be 

considered significant, given the intermittent and short duration of the phases that have the highest 

potential of producing vibration (use of jackhammers and other high-power tools). However, due to 

the types of services that are offered at the adjacent Trescal calibration facility, which include 

calibration services for equipment which may be sensitive to vibration, day-to-day business 

operations of this facility may be affected by much lower levels of vibration than those that would be 

anticipated to cause structural damage. The sensitivity of the operations of this facility are unknown 

at this time. By use of administrative controls, such as notifying Trescal of scheduled construction 

activities and scheduling construction activities with the highest potential to produce perceptible 

vibration during hours with the least potential to affect nearby businesses, perceptible vibration can 

be typically kept to a minimum. Additional coordination with the Trescal facility may be necessary 

to ensure that the impact of vibration levels generated by project construction on business operations 

are minimized. The following conditions of approval would be implemented by the project to reduce 

vibration impacts to the adjacent Trescal calibration facility. 
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Conditions of Approval: 

 

• Prior to construction, occupants of the Trescal building at 1065 Comstock Street shall be 

notified of the construction schedule in writing. This schedule shall indicate when heavy 

vibration-generating construction will be taking place within 25 feet of the building. The 

applicant shall communicate with occupants to determine if additional vibration mitigation 

measures are necessary so as not to interfere with business operations. 

 

• Construction scheduling shall be undertaken with consideration for the Trescal instrument 

calibration facility business hours and operations. Schedule high vibration generating 

construction activities that are located nearest the Trescal facility outside of business hours or 

during periods where vibration sensitive activities are not scheduled to occur. Coordination 

of construction activity times with Trescal facility occupants may be necessary. 

 

With implementation of mitigation measures and conditions of approval, the project would result in a 

less than significant vibration impact. (Less than Significant Impact with Mitigation 

Incorporated) 

 

Impact NOI-3: The project would be located within two miles of a public airport or public use 

airport. However, the project would not expose people residing or working in 

the project area to excessive noise levels. (Less than Significant Impact) 

 

As described previously, the Santa Clara County ALUC’s CLUP sets a generally acceptable noise 

level compatibility standard of 70 dBA CNEL for industrial land uses. Norman Y. Mineta 

International Airport is located approximately 3,000 feet east of the project site. Based on the 2027 

noise contours shown in the Norman Y. Mineta International Airport Master Plan Update Project 

Report (2010), the project site has an airport noise exposure of about 65 dBA CNEL. This noise level 

would be considered compatible with the proposed industrial use. (Less than Significant Impact) 
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 POPULATION AND HOUSING 

4.14.1   Environmental Setting 

 Regulatory Framework  

State 

Housing-Element Law 

State requirements mandating that housing be included as an element of each jurisdiction’s general 

plan is known as housing-element law. The Regional Housing Need Allocation (RHNA) is the state-

mandated process to identify the total number of housing units (by affordability level) that each 

jurisdiction must accommodate in its housing element. California housing-element law requires cities 

to: 1) zone adequate lands to accommodate its RHNA; 2) produce an inventory of sites that can 

accommodate its share of the RHNA; 3) identify governmental and non-governmental constraints to 

residential development; 4) develop strategies and a work plan to mitigate or eliminate those 

constraints; and 5) adopt a housing element and update it on a regular basis.62 The City of Santa 

Clara Housing Element and related land use policies were last updated in 2014.  

 

Regional and Local 

Plan Bay Area 2040 

Plan Bay Area 2040 is a long-range transportation, land-use, and housing plan intended to support a 

growing economy, provide more housing and transportation choices, and reduce transportation-

related pollution and GHG emissions in the Bay Area. Plan Bay Area 2040 promotes compact, 

mixed-use residential and commercial neighborhoods near transit, particularly within identified 

Priority Development Areas (PDAs).63 

 

ABAG allocates regional housing needs to each city and county within the nine-county San 

Francisco Bay Area, based on statewide goals. ABAG also develops forecasts for population, 

households, and economic activity in the Bay Area. ABAG, MTC, and local jurisdiction planning 

staff created the Regional Forecast of Jobs, Population, and Housing, which is an integrated land use 

and transportation plan through the year 2040 (upon which Plan Bay Area 2040 is based).  

 

 Existing Conditions 

According to the California Department of Finance, the City had a population of approximately 

129,600 residents in 48,145 households as of January 2018.64  Of the 129,600 residents, 

approximately 50 percent are employed residents.65 There are approximately 137,000 jobs in the City 

(estimated by ABAG for 2020). In 2035, it is estimated that the City will have approximately

The jobs/housing relationship is quantified by the jobs/employed resident ratio. When the ratio 

reaches 1.0, a balance is struck between the supply of local housing and jobs. The jobs/housing 

resident ratio is determined by dividing the number of local jobs by the number of employed 

residents that can be housed in local housing.  

 

The City of Santa Clara had an estimated 2.50 jobs for every employed resident in 2010.67 The 

General Plan focuses on increased housing and the placement of housing near employment. As a 

result, the jobs to housing ratio is projected to slightly decrease to 2.48 by 2040F

68 Some employees 

who work within the City are, and still would be, required to seek housing outside the community 

with full implementation of the General Plan.  

 

The project site is developed with an industrial building. There are no residences on site.

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 PUBLIC SERVICES  

4.15.1   Environmental Setting 

 Regulatory Framework 

State 

Government Code Section 66477  

The Quimby Act (Government Code Section 66477) was approved by the California legislature to set 

aside parkland and open space for recreational purposes. It provides provisions for the dedication of 

parkland and/or payment of fees in lieu of parkland dedication to help mitigate the impacts from new 

residential developments. This legislation was initiated in 1980’s in response to California’s 

increased rate of urbanization and the need to preserve open space and provide parks and recreation 

facilities for California’s growing communities. The Quimby Act authorizes local governments to 

establish ordinances requiring developers of new residential subdivisions to dedicate parks, pay a fee 

in lieu of parkland dedication, or perform a combination of the two at the discretion of the City. 

 

Government Code Section 65995 through 65998 

California Government Code Section 65996 specifies that an acceptable method of offsetting a 

project’s effect on the adequacy of school facilities is the payment of a school impact fee prior to the 

issuance of a building permit. Government Code Sections 65995 through 65998 set forth provisions 

for the payment of school impact fees by new development by “mitigating impacts on school 

facilities that occur (as a result of the planning, use, or development of real property” (Section 

65996[a]). The legislation states that the payment of school impact fees “are hereby deemed to 

provide full and complete school facilities mitigation” under CEQA (Section 65996[b]).  

 

Developers are required to pay a school impact fee to the school district to offset the increased 

demands on school facilities caused by the proposed residential development project. The school 

district is responsible for implementing the specific methods for mitigating school impacts under the 

Government Code.  

 

Regional and Local 

Countywide Trails Master Plan 

The Santa Clara County Trails Master Plan Update is a regional trails plan approved by the Santa 

Clara County Board of Supervisors. It provides a framework for implementing the County’s vision of 

providing a contiguous trail network that connects cities to one another, cities to the county’s 

regional open space resources, County parks to other County parks, and the northern and southern 

urbanized regions of the County. The plan identifies regional trail routes, sub-regional trail routes, 

connector trail routes, and historic trails.  

 

Santa Clara General Plan 

Applicable public services General Plan policies include, but are not limited to, the following listed 

below. 
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Policies Description 

5.9.3-P3 Maintain a City-wide average three-minute response time for 90 percent of police emergency 

service calls. 

5.9.3-P4 Maintain a City-wide average three-minute response time for fire emergency service calls. 

 

 Existing Conditions 

Fire Service 

The City of Santa Clara Fire Department (SCFD) consists of 10 stations distributed throughout the 

City to provide fire protection services.  The closest fire station to the project site is Station 2 located 

at 1900 Walsh Ave, approximately one mile southwest of the project site.   

 

The City also participates in the Santa Clara County Fire and Rescue Mutual Aid Response Plan to 

further ensure that fires and other emergencies are handled efficiently.  Fire departments from 

neighboring and nearby jurisdictions and the Santa Clara County Fire Department are participating 

members of this plan.  Neighboring departments work in conjunction to reduce reflex and response 

times.  When a developing fire overburdens one department, other departments will send the 

necessary task force to reduce the burden.   

 

Police Service 

The City of Santa Clara Police Department (SCPD) headquarters is located at 601 El Camino Real, 

approximately three miles southeast of the project site.  The SCPD has 239 full-time employees (159 

sworn officers and 80 civilians) and a varying number of part-time or per diem employees, 

community volunteers, police reserves, and chaplains.69   

 

Parks 

The City of Santa Clara Parks and Recreation Department (Department) provides park and 

recreational services in the City.  The  Department is responsible for maintaining and programming 

the various parks and recreational facilities, and works cooperatively with public agencies in 

coordinating all recreational activities within the City.  Overall, as of November 2019, the  

Department maintains and operates  Central Park, a 45.04-acre community park (45.04 acres 

improved and Central Park North 34.93 acres unimproved, resulting in 79.97 acres), 27 

neighborhood parks (121.261 acres improved and 9.389 acres unimproved resulting in 130.65 acres),  

13 mini parks (2.59 acres improved and 3.189 acres unimproved resulting in 5.779 acres), public 

open space (16.13 acres improved and 40.08 acres unimproved resulting in 56.21 acres), recreational 

facilities (14.86 acres improved, 9.038 acres unimproved and excluding the Santa Clara Golf and 

Tennis Club/BMX track resulting in 23.898 acres), recreational trails (7.59 acres improved and 0.20 

acres unimproved resulting in 7.79 acres), and joint use facilities (47.52 acres improved and 1.068 

acres unimproved resulting in 48.588 acres) throughout the City totaling approximately  254.991 

improved acres. Community parks are over fifteen acres, neighborhood parks are one to fifteen acres 

and mini parks are typically less than one acre in size.

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The closest neighborhood park to the project site is the Everett N. Eddie Souza Park and Community 

Garden located at the corner of San Tomas Expressway and Monroe Street, approximately 1.9 miles 

walking distance from the site.  

 

Schools 

The project site is located within the Santa Clara Unified School District (SCUSD).  Students in the 

project area attend Montague Elementary School located at 750 Laurie Avenue (approximately two 

miles north of the site), Cabrillo Middle School located at 2550 Cabrillo Avenue (approximately 2.3 

miles southwest of the site), and Adrian Wilcox High School located at 3250 Monroe Street 

(approximately 2.7 miles west of the site).  

 

Libraries 

Library services are provided by the Santa Clara City Library (SCCL).  The City of Santa Clara is 

served by the Central Park Library located at 2635 Homestead Road (approximately 3.8 miles 

southwest of the site), Mission Library Family Reading Center located at 1098 Lexington Street 

(approximately three miles southeast of the site), and Northside Branch Library located at 695 

Moreland Way (approximately 2.6 miles southwest of the site).  These facilities total approximately 

104,770 sf and have approximately 457,210 items combined.

The project site is currently served by the Santa Clara Fire Department. The project’s redevelopment 

of the site would not increase fire protection services to the site. The project would be constructed in 

conformance with current building and fire codes, and the Fire Department would review project 

plans to ensure appropriate safety features are incorporated to reduce fire hazards. The Fire 

Department, with Station 2 located one mile southwest of the site, would meet their response time 

goal to the site. For these reasons, the project would not require new or expanded fire protection 

facilities (the construction of which could cause significant environmental impacts) in order to 

maintain acceptable service ratios, response times or other performance objectives for fire protection 

services. (Less than Significant Impact) 

 

Impact PS-2: The project would not result in substantial adverse physical impacts associated 

with the provision of new or physically altered governmental facilities, the 

need for new or physically altered governmental facilities, the construction of 

which could cause significant environmental impacts, in order to maintain 

acceptable service ratios, response times or other performance objectives for 

police protection services. (Less than Significant Impact) 

 

The project site is currently served by the Santa Clara Police Department. Like with fire protection 

services, the project’s redevelopment of the site would not increase demand for police protection 

services to the site.  

 

For this reason, the project would not require new or expanded police protection facilities (the 

construction of which could cause significant environmental impacts) in order to maintain acceptable 

service ratios, response times or other performance objectives for police protection services. In 

addition, the Police Department would review final site design, including proposed landscaping, 

access, and lighting, to ensure that the project provides adequate safety and security measures. (Less 

than Significant Impact) 

 

Impact PS-3: The project would not result in substantial adverse physical impacts associated 

with the provision of new or physically altered governmental facilities, the 

need for new or physically altered governmental facilities, the construction of 

which could cause significant environmental impacts, in order to maintain 

acceptable service ratios, response times or other performance objectives for 

schools.

The project proposes to redevelop the site with a data center. The project does not propose housing 

units or other uses that would generate new students and impact school facilities. The project,

The proposed project would not generate substantial population growth in the project area or result in 

the use of public facilities in the City by new residents. Some employees at the project site may visit 

library facilities; however, there would be fewer employees than currently work at the site, and so it 

is not anticipated that this use would create the need for any new facilities or adversely impact the 

physical condition of existing facilities. (No Impact) 
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 RECREATION 

4.16.1   Environmental Setting 

The City of Santa Clara Parks & Recreation Department (Department) provides parks and 

recreational services in the City.  The Department is responsible for maintaining and programming 

the various parks and recreation facilities, and works cooperatively with public agencies in 

coordinating all recreational activities within the City.  Overall, as of November 2019, the  

Department maintains and operates Central Park, a 45.04-acre community park (45.04 acres 

improved and Central Park North 34.93 acres unimproved, resulting in 79.97 acres), 27 

neighborhood parks (121.261 acres improved and 9.389 acres unimproved resulting in 130.65 acres),  

13 mini parks (2.59 acres improved and 3.189 acres unimproved resulting in 5.779 acres), public 

open space (16.13 acres improved and 40.08 acres unimproved resulting in 56.21 acres), recreational 

facilities (14.86 acres improved, 9.038 acres unimproved and excluding the Santa Clara Golf and 

Tennis Club/BMX track resulting in 23.898 acres), recreational trails (7.59 acres improved and 0.20 

acres unimproved resulting in 7.79 acres), and joint use facilities (47.52 acres improved and 1.068 

acres unimproved resulting in 48.588 acres) throughout the City totaling approximately 254.991 

improved acres.  Community parks are over fifteen acres, neighborhood parks are one to fifteen acres 

and mini parks are typically less than one acres in size.   

 

The Department of Parks and Recreation also maintains a strong recreational program that supports a 

wide variety of activities. The Community Recreation Center, is the hub of the City’s recreation 

programs.  The area in Central Park west of Saratoga Creek contains group and individual picnic 

facilities, playgrounds, restroom facilities, an amphitheater, two lighted tennis courts, basketball 

courts, and the Veterans Memorial.  East of the creek is the world famous George F. Haines 

International Swim Center, Bob Fatjo Sports Center which includes the Tony Sanchez Field as well 

as a second lighted softball field, the Santa Clara Tennis Center with eight lighted tennis courts and a 

practice wall, open space, a lake, large group picnic areas, restroom facilities, a lawn bowling green, 

and an exercise course.  

 

In addition to the parklands and facilities within Central Park, the City currently has a gymnastics 

center, a bicycle track, a dog park, golf and tennis club, a youth activity center, a teen center, a senior 

center, and a skate park.  The City’s recreational system is augmented by local school facilities, 

which are available to the general public after school hours.  

 

 Regulatory Framework  

State 

Government Code Section 66477 

The Quimby Act (Government Code Section 66477) was approved by the California legislature to set 

aside parkland and open space for recreational purposes. It provides provisions for the dedication of 

parkland and/or payment of fees in lieu of parkland dedication to help mitigate the impacts from new 

residential developments. This legislation was initiated in 1980’s in response to California’s 

increased rate of urbanization and the need to preserve open space and provide parks and recreation 

facilities for California’s growing communities. The Quimby Act authorizes local governments to 
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establish ordinances requiring developers of new residential subdivisions to dedicate parks, pay a fee 

in lieu of parkland dedication, or perform a combination of the two at the discretion of the City.

4.17.1   Environmental Setting 

 Regulatory Framework 

State 

Regional Transportation Plan 

MTC is the transportation planning, coordinating, and financing agency for the nine-county San 

Francisco Bay Area, including Santa Clara County. MTC is charged with regularly updating the 

Regional Transportation Plan, a comprehensive blueprint for the development of mass transit, 

highway, airport, seaport, railroad, bicycle, and pedestrian facilities in the region. MTC and ABAG 

adopted Plan Bay Area 2040 in July 2017, which includes a Regional Transportation Plan to guide 

regional transportation investment for revenues from federal, state, regional and local sources 

through 2040. 

 

Senate Bill 743 

SB 743 establishes criteria for determining the significance of transportation impacts using a vehicle 

miles traveled (VMT) metric intended to promote the reduction of GHG emissions, the development 

of multimodal transportation networks, and a diversity of land uses. Specifically, SB 743 requires the 

replacement of automobile delay—described solely by level of service (LOS) or similar measures of 

vehicular capacity or traffic congestion—with VMT as the recommended metric for determining the 

significance of transportation impacts. The Governor’s Office of Planning and Research (OPR) 

approved the CEQA Guidelines implementing SB 743 on December 28, 2018. Local jurisdictions are 

required to implement a VMT policy by July 1, 2020. 

 

SB 743 did not authorize OPR to set specific VMT impact thresholds, but it did direct OPR to 

develop guidelines for jurisdictions to utilize. CEQA Guidelines Section 15064.3(b)(1) describes 

factors that might indicate whether a development project’s VMT may be significant. Notably, 

projects located within 0.50 mile of transit should be considered to have a less than significant 

transportation impact based on OPR guidance.  In adopting its VMT threshold, the City followed the 

state guidance and exempted “transit supportive projects,” which are projects located within .50 

miles of a major transit stop, or an existing transit stop along a high-quality transit corridor, where 

the project FAR is at least 0.75. The City’s VMT policy also exempts projects that generate 110 daily 

trips or less. 

 

Regional and Local 

Congestion Management Program 

VTA oversees the Congestion Management Program (CMP), which is aimed at reducing regional 

traffic congestion. The relevant state legislation requires that urbanized counties in California prepare 

a CMP in order to obtain each county’s share of gas tax revenues. State legislation requires that each 

CMP define traffic LOS standards, transit service standards, a trip reduction and transportation 

demand management plan, a land use impact analysis program, and a capital improvement element. 
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VTA has review responsibility for proposed development projects that are expected to affect CMP-

designated intersections. 

 

Santa Clara General Plan 

General Plan policies applicable to transportation/traffic relevant to the proposed project include the 

following. 

 

Policies Description 

5.4.1-P11 Locate parking at the side or rear of parcels and active uses along street frontages. 

5.8.1-P5 Work with local, regional, State and private agencies, as well as employers and residents, 

to encourage programs and services that reduce vehicle miles traveled. 

5.8.2‐P1 Require that new and retrofitted roadways implement “Full‐Service Streets” standards, 

including minimal vehicular travel lane widths, pedestrian amenities, adequate sidewalks, 

street trees, bicycle facilities, transit facilities, lighting and signage, where feasible. 

5.8.3‐P8 Require new development to include transit stop amenities, such as pedestrian pathways 

to stops, benches, traveler information and shelters. 

5.8.3‐P9 Require new development to incorporate reduced on-site parking and provide enhanced 

amenities, such as pedestrian links, benches and lighting, in order to encourage transit use 

and increase access to transit services. 

5.8.4‐P6 Require new development to connect individual sites with existing and planned bicycle 

and pedestrian facilities, as well as with on‐site and neighborhood amenities/services, to 

promote alternate modes of transportation. 

5.8.4‐P8 Require new development and public facilities to provide improvements, such as 

sidewalks, landscaping and bicycling facilities, to promote pedestrian and bicycle use. 

5.8.4‐P9 Encourage pedestrian‐ and bicycle‐oriented amenities, such as bicycle racks, benches, 

signalized mid‐block crosswalks, and bus benches or enclosures. 

5.8.4‐P10 Encourage safe, secure and convenient bicycle parking and end‐of‐trip, or bicycle “stop” 

facilities, such as showers or bicycle repair near destinations for all users, including 

commuters, residents, shoppers, students and other bicycle travelers.  

5.8.5‐P1 Require new development and City employees to implement TDM programs that can 

include site‐design measures, including preferred carpool and vanpool parking, enhanced 

pedestrian access, bicycle storage and recreational facilities. 

5.8.5-P5 Encourage transportation demand management programs that provide incentives for the 

use of alternative travel modes to reduce the use of single-occupancy vehicles. 

5.8.6‐P3 Encourage flexible parking standards that meet business and resident needs as well as 

avoid an oversupply in order to promote transit ridership, bicycling and walking. 

5.8.6‐P11 Encourage development to “unbundle” parking spaces from leases and purchases to 

provide greater choices. 
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 Existing Conditions 

Regional Roadway Access 

Regional access to the project site is provided by Highway 101 (US 101) and Central Expressway as 

described below. 

 

US 101 provides access to the project site via De La Cruz Boulevard and San Tomas Expressway. 

US 101 is a regional north/south freeway with six mixed-flow lanes and two high occupancy vehicle 

lanes in the project area.  US 101 extends through the entire Bay Area north of San Francisco and 

south of San José.   

 

Central Expressway is a regional east/west expressway with four lanes. Central Expressway extends 

from San Antonio Road in Mountain View to De La Cruz Boulevard in Santa Clara. 

 

Local Roadway Access 

Local access to the project site is provided via Lafayette Street, Comstock Street and Kenneth Street. 

These roadways are described below. 

 

Lafayette Street is a north/south four-to-five-lane arterial road in the vicinity of the site.  It extends 

from Alviso in North San Jose to Poplar Street in Santa Clara.  North of Reed Street, Lafayette Street 

operates as a six-lane roadway with two lanes in each direction and a center turn lane.  South of Reed 

Street, Lafayette Street is a four-lane roadway with two lanes in each direction.  Lafayette Street is 

east of the project site and provides access via Comstock Street.  

 

Comstock Street is an east/west two-lane roadway in the vicinity of the project site. It extends from 

Scott Boulevard to the Union Pacific Railroad (UPRR) tracks.  

 

Kenneth Street is a north/south two-lane roadway in the vicinity of the project site. It extends from 

Comstock Street to Duane Avenue. Kenneth Street is west of the project site and provides access via 

Comstock Street. 

 

Existing Transit Service 

Bus Service 

The nearest bus stop to the project site is the Scott Boulevard and Space Park stop, approximately 0.4 

miles west of the project site. Local routes 58, 60, 304 and 827 provide bus service to the Scott 

Boulevard and Space Park stop. 70 

 

Caltrain and ACE 

The Santa Clara Caltrain station is located approximately three miles southwest of the project site, 

near Railroad Avenue and El Camino Real.  Caltrain commuter rail service between San Francisco to 

Gilroy and the Altamont Commuter Express (ACE) rail service between Stockton and San Jose both

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stop at the Santa Clara Caltrain Station.  Caltrain provides service with 15- to 30-minute headways 

during commute hours.  The ACE rail service operates four trains during the morning and afternoon 

commute periods. 

 

Bicycle and Pedestrian Facilities 

Bicycle Facilities 

Bicycle facilities comprise paths (Class I), lanes (Class II), and routes (Class III). Bicycle paths are 

paved trails that are separate from roadways.  Bicycle lanes are lanes on roadways designated for 

bicycle use by striping, pavement legends, and signs.  Bicycle routes are roadways designated for 

bicycle use by signs only.  Class II bike lanes are located on Scott Boulevard.71 

 

Pedestrian Facilities 

Pedestrian access to the site is provided by sidewalks on the site’s southern frontage on Comstock

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Impact TRN-1: The project would not conflict with a program, plan, ordinance, or policy 

addressing the circulation system, including transit, roadways, bicycle lanes, 

and pedestrian facilities. (Less than Significant Impact) 

 

The City of Santa Clara currently adopted its VMT policy in June 2020. The policy states that small 

projects, which are considered projects that generate 110 daily trips or less, are exempt from VMT 

analysis. Additionally, the VTA Congestion Management Plan (CMP) guidelines state that a 

project’s traffic impacts should be analyzed during the weekday AM and PM peak periods if it will 

add more than 100 peak hour trips to the roadway network. Based upon Trip Generation analysis 

below, the project would not exceed the 100 peak hour trips threshold. As a result, no formal traffic 

impact analysis to evaluate changes in intersection level of service is required or proposed. 

 

Vehicle Trips 

The project would have low employment intensity and would not generate substantial vehicle trips. 

Trip generation rates for the project were based on the Institute of Transportation Engineers’ (ITE) 

Trip Generation Manual, Tenth Edition’s trip generation rates for data centers (land use code 160), 

which use rates based on actual survey data.  The rate assumes 0.99 daily trips per 1,000 sf. Based on 

ITE rates, the project would generate up to 120 daily vehicle trips, with 13 AM peak hour trips and 

11 PM peak hour trips.  This represents a conservative estimate, as the project would have nine 

employees, and therefore is highly unlikely to generate 120 daily trips. Based on ITE trip rates for 

general light industrial uses (land use code 110), the existing building generates 118 daily trips, 17 

AM peak hour trips, and 15 PM peak hour trips. The project would result in a nominal increase of 

two daily trips, and a decrease of four peak AM trips and four PM peak hour trips. The project, 

therefore, would not conflict with programs, plans, ordinances or polices addressing the circulation 

system as it pertains to roadway.  

 

The City’s Climate Action Plan includes VMT reduction requirements for projects located within one 

of four designated transportation districts. The project site is located within Transportation District 1 

with a General Plan land use designation of Low Intensity Office/R&D and is therefore required to 

have a 25 percent VMT reduction, 10 percent coming from a transportation demand management 

program.  The project would be required to implement a TDM program that would include measures 

such as: preferred carpool and vanpool parking, enhanced pedestrian access, bicycle storage and 

recreational facilities. With implementation of the TDM, the project would reduce the number of 

trips generated by approximately 25 percent, the project would further reduce trips generated, 

resulting in a less than significant impact.   

 

Bicycle and Pedestrian Facilities 

The project would retain the existing sidewalk on Comstock Street, and would therefore not conflict 

with pedestrian circulation in the area. 

 

The project would replace the existing driveway with two new driveways. Modifications to the site 

along the project frontage would not conflict with bicyclists.  
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Transit Facilities  

VTA, Caltrain and ACE provide transit service within the project vicinity. The nearest bus stop to the 

project site is the Scott Boulevard and Space Park stop, approximately 0.4 miles west of the project 

site. Local routes 58, 60, 304 and 827 provide bus service to the Scott Boulevard and Space Park bus 

stop. There are adequate pedestrian pathways connecting the project site to the bus stop. 

 

Due to the low number of employees and visitors expected at the proposed data center, the project 

would not adversely impact levels of service at nearby transit facilities. (Less than Significant 

Impact) 

 

Impact TRN-2: The project would not conflict or be inconsistent with CEQA Guidelines 

Section 15064.3, subdivision (b). (Less than Significant Impact) 

 

The CEQA Guidelines Section 15064.3, Subdivision (b)(1) states that land use projects with vehicle 

miles traveled (VMT) exceeding an applicable threshold of significance may indicate a significant 

impact. For industrial projects such as the proposed data center, the City’s VMT policy states that a 

project would have a significant impact if the VMT per employee is greater than the existing 

Countywide VMT per employee. The VTA’s VMT Evaluation Tool was used to determine the 

project’s VMT in comparison to the Countywide average. The VMT Evaluation Tool determined that 

the project’s VMT per employee would be 16.03, which is below the Countywide average of 16.64 

(refer to Appendix F). Additionally, the City’s Climate Action Plan requires the project to achieve a 

25 percent VMT reduction, 10 percent coming from a transportation demand management program. 

As a result, the project’s VMT would be even lower than shown in the VMT Evaluation Tool. The 

project does not exceed applicable thresholds of significance in the City’s VMT policy nor in the 

VTA Congestion Management Plan guidelines. Therefore, the project would not conflict or be 

inconsistent with CEQA Guidelines Section 15064.3, subdivision (b). (Less Than Significant 

Impact)  

 

Impact TRN-3: The project would not substantially increase hazards due to a geometric 

design feature (e.g., sharp curves or dangerous intersections) or incompatible 

uses (e.g., farm equipment). (No Impact) 

 

The project does not substantially increase hazards. The project would not alter the shape of the road, 

create any sharp curves or dangerous intersections. (No Impact) 

 

Impact TRN-4: The project would not result in inadequate emergency access. (Less than 

Significant Impact) 

 

Emergency access would be provided to the site via the two proposed driveways on Comstock Street.  

The City of Santa Clara standards require two-way driveways providing access to all properties be a 

minimum width of 22 feet (20-foot pavement with one-foot clearance on each side).  The main 

driveway would be 26-feet wide and the secondary driveway would be 22-feet wide.  The final site 

design would be required to be consistent with regulatory requirements for fire truck access.  (Less 

Than Significant Impact)

4.18.1   Environmental Setting

Assembly Bill 52 

AB 52, effective July 2015, established a new category of resources for consideration by public 

agencies called Tribal Cultural Resources (TCRs). AB 52 requires lead agencies to provide notice of 

projects to tribes that are traditionally and culturally affiliated with the geographic area if they have 

requested to be notified. Where a project may have a significant impact on a tribal cultural resource, 

consultation is required until the parties agree to measures to mitigate or avoid a significant effect on 

a tribal cultural resource or until it is concluded that mutual agreement cannot be reached.  

  

 Under AB 52, TCRs are defined as follows: 

• Sites, features, places, cultural landscapes, sacred places, and objects with cultural value to a 

California Native American tribe that are also either: 

o Included or determined to be eligible for inclusion in the California Register of 

Historic Resources, or 

o Included in a local register of historical resources as defined in Public Resources 

Code Section 5020.1(k). 

• A resource determined by the lead agency to be a TCR.

Any subsurface artifacts found on-site would be addressed consistent 

with mitigation measures CUL-1.1, CUL-1.2, and CUL-3.1 in Section 4.5 Cultural Resources.

4.19.1   Environmental Setting 

 Regulatory Framework  

State 

State Water Code  

Pursuant to the State Water Code, water suppliers providing water for municipal purposes to more 

than 3,000 customers or supplying more than 3,000 acre-feet (approximately 980 million gallons) of 

water annually must prepare and adopt an urban water management plan (UWMP) and update it 

every five years. As part of a UWMP, water agencies are required to evaluate and describe their 

water resource supplies and projected needs over a 20-year planning horizon, water conservation, 

water service reliability, water recycling, opportunities for water transfers, and contingency plans for 

drought events. The City of Santa Clara adopted its most recent UWMP in November 2016.  

 

Assembly Bill 939  

The California Integrated Waste Management Act of 1989, or AB 939, established the Integrated 

Waste Management Board, required the implementation of integrated waste management plans, and 

mandated that local jurisdictions divert at least 50 percent of solid waste generated (from 1990 

levels), beginning January 1, 2000, and divert at least 75 percent by 2010. Projects that would have 

an adverse effect on waste diversion goals are required to include waste diversion mitigation 

measures. 

 

Assembly Bill 341  

AB 341 sets forth the requirements of the statewide mandatory commercial recycling program 

Businesses that generate four or more cubic yards of garbage per week and multi-family dwellings 

with five or more units in California are required to recycle. AB 341 sets a statewide goal for 75 

percent disposal reduction by the year 2020.  

 

Senate Bill 1383 

SB 1383 establishes targets to achieve a 50 percent reduction in the level of the statewide disposal of 

organic waste from the 2014 level by 2020 and a 75 percent reduction by 2025. The bill grants 

CalRecycle the regulatory authority required to achieve the organic waste disposal reduction targets 

and establishes an additional target that at least 20 percent of currently disposed edible food is 

recovered for human consumption by 2025. 

 

 Existing Conditions 

Water Services 

Water is provided to the site by the City of Santa Clara Water Utility. The system consists of more 

than 335 miles of water mains, 26 active wells, and seven storage tanks with approximately 28.8

million gallons of water capacity. 38F

73  Drinking water is provided by an extensive underground aquifer 

(accessed by the City’s wells) and by two wholesale water importers: Valley Water (imported from 

the Sacramento-San Joaquin Delta) and the San Francisco Hetch-Hetchy System (imported from the 

Sierra Nevada). The three sources are used interchangeably or are blended together. A water recharge 

program administered by Valley Water from local reservoirs and imported Sacramento-San Joaquin 

Delta water enhances the dependability of the underground aquifer.  

 

The existing water use on-site is approximately 956,000 gallons per year.74   

 

Recycled Water 

Tertiary treated (or ‘recycled’) water serves as a fourth source of water supply and comprises 

approximately 16.7 percent of the City’s overall water supply (in 2015).  Recycled water is supplied 

from South Bay Recycled Water, which provides advanced tertiary treated water from the San Jose—

Santa Clara Regional Wastewater Facility (formerly known as the San Jose/Santa Clara Water 

Pollution Control Plant).  The City of Santa Clara recycles approximately one percent of its water 

through non-potable uses by businesses, industries, parks, and schools along pipeline routes.  The 

City’s recycled water program delivers recycled water throughout the City for landscaping, parks, 

public services and businesses.  The nearest recycled water line is located in Comstock Street, which 

connects to a larger line in Lafayette Street.75  

 

Wastewater 

The City of Santa Clara Departments of Public Works and Water and Sewer Utilities are responsible 

for the wastewater collection system within the City. Wastewater is collected by sewer systems in 

Santa Clara and is conveyed by pipelines to the Regional Wastewater Facility (RWF) located in San 

José. The RWF is one of the largest advanced wastewater treatment facilities in California and serves 

over 1,400,000 people in San José, Santa Clara, Milpitas, Campbell, Cupertino, Los Gatos, Saratoga, 

and Monte Sereno.76 The RWF has available capacity to treat up to 167 million gallons per day 

(mgd). The RWF presently operates at an average dry weather flow of 110 mgd, which is 57 mgd (or 

35 percent) under the facility’s 167 mgd treatment capacity. 44F

77 Approximately 10 percent of the 

plant’s effluent is recycled for non-potable uses and the remainder flows into San Francisco Bay.  

 

The existing wastewater generation on-site is approximately 860,400 gallons per year.78 Wastewater 

from the site currently discharges via a 12-inch lateral to an existing sanitary sewer line that flows 

along Comstock Street. The flow is conveyed to the San José/Santa Clara Regional Wastewater 

Facility.  Sanitary sewer lines that serve the project site are maintained by the City of Santa Clara

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Storm Drainage 

The City of Santa Clara owns and maintains the municipal storm drainage system which serves the 

project site.  Stormwater from the site flows to the existing storm drain line in Comstock Street. 

 

Solid Waste 

Solid waste collection in the City of Santa Clara is provided by Mission Trail Waste System through 

a contract with the City. Mission Trail Waste System also has a contract to implement the Clean 

Green portion of the City’s recycling plan by collecting yard waste. All other recycling services are 

provided through Stevens Creek Disposal and Recycling. The City has an arrangement with the 

owners of the Newby Island Landfill, located in San José, to provide disposal capacity for the City of 

Santa Clara through 2024. The City of San José approved expansion of Newby Island Landfill in 

August 2012 and the landfill could continue to provide disposal capacity to Santa Clara beyond 2024. 

Prior to 2024, the City would need to amend their contract with Newby Island or contract with 

another landfill operator which would be subject to environmental review. Newby Island Landfill is 

currently in the process of seeking authorization from San José to expand the permitted capacity and 

accept an additional 15.1 million cubic yards and extend its closure date to 2041.79 If the landfill is 

not available to accept waste, the City will prepare a contract with another landfill, such as 

Guadalupe Mines in San José, which is anticipated to close in 2048. 

 

In addition to SB 1383, as discussed in Section 4.19.1.1, the City of Santa Clara has a construction 

debris diversion ordinance which requires all projects over 5,000 sf to divert a minimum 50 percent 

of construction and demolition debris from landfills. 

 

The existing office building generates approximately 80.5 tons of solid waste per year.80 

 

Natural Gas and Electricity Services 

Electric service is provided to the site by Silicon Valley Power and natural gas is provided by Pacific

Impact UTL-1: The project would not require or result in the relocation or construction of 

new or expanded water, wastewater treatment or stormwater drainage, electric 

power, natural gas, or telecommunications facilities, the construction or 

relocation of which could cause significant environmental effects. (Less than 

Significant Impact) 

 

Water Facilities 

The project would install a new two-inch water line on-site with service connections to the existing 

water main in Comstock Street. The new and existing water system infrastructure would be adequate 

to meet the demands of the project.  

 

Sanitary Sewer System/Wastewater Treatment Facilities 

Based on the City’s General Plan, the RWF has the capacity to treat 167 million gallons of 

wastewater a day. Based on 2009 data, the City’s average dry weather flow is 13.3 mgd while the 

treatment capacity is 23 mgd. The proposed project would generate approximately 288,000 gallons 
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per year of wastewater.81  The proposed project would decrease the amount of wastewater generation 

on the site, and therefore would not increase the need for wastewater treatment beyond the capacity 

of the RWF. The RWF has the ability to treat wastewater generated by the proposed project and, as a 

result, the project would not have a significant impact on the capacity of the RWF.  

 

The proposed project would replace existing sanitary sewer lines on the site with six inch sanitary 

lines with manhole connections. The new sanitary lines would connect to existing sewer lines on 

Comstock Street. No capacity improvement would be needed to serve the proposed development. 

 

Storm Drainage System 

The project would result in a net decrease of 21,853 sf in impervious surfaces at the site, thereby 

resulting in a corresponding net decrease in runoff. The project would remove the existing on-site 

storm drain line and catch basins and install six-inch storm drain lines with manhole connections, 

catch basins with a surrounding cobble band, and overflow drain replacements. The storm drainage 

system would connect to the 12-inch storm drain line crossing Comstock Street and drain to the 30-

inch storm drain main along Central Expressway. The project, therefore, would not result in a net 

increase in runoff from the site and the existing and new storm drainage system would be adequate to 

serve the project. 

 

Electric Power, Natural Gas, and Telecommunications 

The project would not utilize natural gas. The project would connect to an existing underground 

electric line in Comstock Street. An electrical duct bank would be installed on Comstock Street in 

front of the proposed building that would connect to a new SVP switch on the south side of the 

proposed building. Utility improvements other than those proposed by the project and analyzed in 

this Initial Study would not be required. 

 

Impact UTL-2: The project would not have insufficient water supplies available to serve the 

project and reasonably foreseeable future development during normal, dry and 

multiple dry years. (Less than Significant Impact) 

 

Currently, development on-site uses approximately 956,000 gallons of water annually. It is 

estimated the project would use approximately 812,000 gallons of water per year.82 The project, 

therefore, would result in a net decrease in water demand of 144,000 gallons per year compared to 

existing conditions. 

 

The City’s 2015 Urban Water Management Plan (UWMP) concluded that sufficient water supplies 

are available to serve forecasted water demands under normal water year (non-drought) conditions 

and during multiple dry weather (drought) years.  The City concluded that with projected supply 

totals and implementation of conservation measures consistent with its Water Shortage Contingency 

Plan, the retailer would be able to meet the projected demand during multiple dry water years.

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The City’s Water Utility has sufficient water supplies to meet the projected water demand of the City 

(including water demand from existing uses) and the proposed project during normal, single dry year, 

and multiple dry year scenarios. (Less Than Significant Impact) 

 

Impact UTL-3: The project would not result in a determination by the wastewater treatment 

provider which serves or may serve the project that it does not have adequate 

capacity to serve the project’s projected demand in addition to the provider’s 

existing commitments. (Less than Significant Impact) 

 

As described in the discussion under Impact UTL-1, the RWF has the ability to treat wastewater 

generated by the proposed project and, as a result, the project would not have a significant impact on 

the capacity of the RWF. (Less Than Significant Impact)  

 

Impact UTL-4: The project would not generate solid waste in excess of state or local 

standards, or in excess of the capacity of local infrastructure, or otherwise 

impair the attainment of solid waste reduction goals. (Less than Significant 

Impact) 

 

The Newby Island Landfill, located in San José, has an agreement with the City to provide disposal 

capacity through 2024. The proposed project would generate a total of approximately 10.4 tons of 

solid waste per year.38F

83 This is 70.1 tons per year less than the solid waste currently generated on-site.  

 

The proposed project would comply with the City’s construction debris diversion ordinance and state 

waste diversion requirements. If the Newby Island Landfill is not available to accept waste after 

2024, the City will prepare a contract with another landfill with capacity, such as Guadalupe Mines 

in San José, which is not anticipated to close until 2048. Because the project can be served by a 

landfill with capacity and would result in a decrease in solid waste or recyclable materials, the 

project’s impacts related to solid waste and landfill capacity would be less than significant. (Less 

than Significant Impact)   

 

Impact UTL-5: The project would not be noncompliant with federal, state, and local 

management and reduction statutes and regulations related to solid waste. 

(Less than Significant Impact) 

 

The construction and operation of the project would comply with federal, state, and local regulations 

related to diversion of materials from disposal and appropriate disposal of solid waste. (Less than

The project is located in an urban area and is largely devoid of sensitive biological resources.  

Measures included in the project would ensure impacts to nesting birds are reduced to less than 

significant levels. The project would not substantially reduce the habitat of a fish or wildlife species, 

cause a fish or wildlife population to drop below self-sustaining levels, threaten to eliminate a plant 

or animal community, substantially reduce the number or restrict the range of a rare or endangered 

plant or animal.   
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There are no known historic, cultural, or tribal resources on or adjacent to the site.  The project 

includes measures to reduce potential impacts to unknown buried resources on the site, should they 

be encountered, to less than significant levels.  The project, therefore, would not eliminate important 

examples of the major periods of California history or prehistory. 

 

Impact MFS-2: As mitigated, the project does not have impacts that are individually limited, 

but cumulatively considerable. (Less than Significant Impact with 

Mitigation) 

 

A number of projects have been recently approved, reasonably foreseeable, or are under development 

in the City of Santa Clara in the vicinity of the project site.  These include the development or 

redevelopment of residential, industrial, and office uses.  While these individual projects may result 

in significant impacts in particular issue areas, it is assumed that the projects will comply with 

existing regulations and statutes, and will incorporate measures to reduce potential impacts to a less 

than significant level, if necessary.  For example, all projects are required to incorporate best 

management practices and comply with local and regional regulations to reduce impacts to water 

quality to the maximum extent feasible.  With the proposed project’s adherence to applicable policies 

in the City’s General Plan, project impacts would not contribute to cumulatively considerable 

impacts.  Given the project’s location and proposed operation, areas of particular concern for 

cumulative impacts are energy, air quality, and GHG emissions.  These impact areas are discussed in 

further detail below. 

 

Energy 

Energy impacts are cumulative in nature in that they are tied to local and regional energy supplies.  

Electricity for the proposed project would be provided by Silicon Valley Power (SVP), which is the 

public electric utility of the City of Santa Clara.  Santa Clara currently has ownership interest, or has 

purchase agreements for 1,268.45 MW of electricity.85  In 2017, approximately 38 percent of that 

generation is eligible as renewable (as defined by the California Energy Commission) and an 

additional 34 percent is otherwise a non-GHG emitting resource (i.e. large-hydroelectric).86  This 

capacity far exceeds City of Santa Clara’s current peak electricity demand of approximately 526.2 

MW.  No new peak capacity generation is necessary to meet the capacity requirements of new 

construction, or redeveloped facilities within the City to meet the near or projected future demand.  

Additionally, the project would not have a significant adverse effect on local or regional diesel fuel 

supplies and will not create a significant adverse impact on California’s energy resources. 

 

Air Quality 

Past, present and future development projects contribute to the region’s adverse air quality impacts 

on a cumulative basis.  By its very nature, air pollution is largely a cumulative impact.  No single 

project is sufficient in size to, by itself, result in nonattainment of ambient air quality standards.  

Instead, a project’s individual emissions contribute to existing cumulatively significant adverse air

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quality impacts.  If a project’s contribution to the cumulative impact is considerable, then the 

project’s impact on air quality would be considered significant.  As described in Section 4.3 Air 

Quality, with the incorporation of measures into the project, the total increase in average daily 

emissions of criteria pollutants from operation of the project and cumulative air toxics health hazards 

are estimated to be below the significance thresholds used by BAAQMD and the City of Santa Clara.  

Therefore, with implementation of measures included in the project, the project would not result in a 

cumulative air quality impact. 

 

Greenhouse Gas Emissions  

Similar to regulated air pollutants, GHG emissions and global climate change also represent 

cumulative impacts.  The project’s contribution to global climate change is discussed in Section 4.7 

Greenhouse Gas Emissions in terms of the project’s GHG emissions.  With implementation of the 

efficiency measures included in the project in combination with the power mix utilized by SVP, the 

project would not conflict with plans, policies or regulation adopted for the purpose of reducing the 

emissions of GHGs. 

 

Impact MFS-3: As mitigated, the project does not have environmental effects which will 

cause substantial adverse effects on human beings, either directly or 

indirectly. (Less than Significant Impact with Mitigation) 

 

Consistent with Section 15065(a)(4) of the CEQA Guidelines, a lead agency shall find that a project 

may have a significant effect on the environment where there is substantial evidence that the project 

has the potential to cause substantial adverse effects on human beings, either directly or indirectly. 

Under this standard, a change to the physical environment that might otherwise be minor must be 

treated as significant if people would be significantly affected. This factor relates to adverse changes 

to the environment of human beings generally, and not to effects on particular individuals. While 

changes to the environment that could indirectly affect human beings would be represented by all of 

the designated CEQA issue areas, those that could directly affect human beings include air quality, 

hazardous materials and noise. With the implementation measures included in the project and 

described in the specific sections of this report, the proposed project would not result in substantial 

adverse effects on human beings, individually or cumulatively. 
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A. Adams Broadwell Joseph & Cardozo (dated October 13, 2020) 
 
Comment A.1: On behalf of Santa Clara Citizens for Sensible Industry (“Santa Clara Citizens”), we 
submit these comments on the Initial Study/Mitigated Negative Declaration (“IS/MND”), prepared 
pursuant to the California Environmental Quality Act (“CEQA”) by the City of Santa Clara (“City”) 
for the 1111 Comstock Data Center Project (“Project”), proposed by Prime Data Centers 
(“Applicant”). The Project proposes to demolish an existing 23,765-square-foot industrial building 
and construct a four-story, 121,170-square-foot data center building on the 1.38-acre project site 
(APN 224-08-092). The data center building would house computer servers designed to provide 10 
megawatts (“MW”) of information technology power; backup generators; underground fuel storage 
containers; and mechanical cooling equipment on the building’s roof. The site, zoned as Light 
Industrial with a General Plan designation of Low Intensity Office/R&D, is located north of 
Comstock Street, east of Kenneth Street, south of Bayshore Freeway, and west of Lafayette Street 
within the City of Santa Clara. 
 
The Project seeks from the City the following discretionary approvals: Architectural Review and 
Demolition Permit. The Architectural Review Process, found at Zoning Ordinance Chapter 18.76 of 
the Santa Clara City Code, requires that the Director of Community Development or a designee 
review plans and drawings prior to issuance of a building permit. The review, which takes place at a 
publicly noticed Development Review Hearing, assesses design, aesthetics, and consistency with 
zoning standards. Demolition permits require the following: PCB screening assessment, sewer cap 
permit, air quality permit from the Bay Area Air Quality Management District (“BAAQMD”), and 
planning clearance. All demolition of structures larger than 1,000 square feet must create and submit 
a recycling plan. 
 
Based on our review of the IS/MND, we have concluded that it fails to comply with CEQA. The 
IS/MND fails to accurately describe the existing environmental setting and underestimates and fails 
to adequately mitigate air quality, public health, and greenhouse gas (“GHG”) impacts from the 
Project. 
 
These comments were prepared with the assistance of James J.J. Clark, Ph.D. of Clark & Associates 
Environmental Consulting, Inc. Dr. Clark’s comments and curricula vitae are attached to this letter as 
Attachment A. For the reasons discussed herein, and in the attached expert comments, Santa Clara 
Citizens urges the City to remedy the deficiencies in the IS/MND by preparing a legally adequate 
environmental impact report (“EIR”) pursuant to CEQA.  
 
I. STATEMENT OF INTEREST 
 
Santa Clara Citizens is an unincorporated association of individuals and labor organizations that may 
be adversely affected by the potential health, safety, public service, and environmental impacts of the 
Project. The association includes individuals and organizations, including California Unions for 
Reliable Energy (“CURE”) and its local affiliates, and the affiliates’ members and their families, who 
live, work, recreate and raise their families in the City of Santa Clara and Santa Clara County. 
 
Since its founding in 1997, CURE has been committed to building a strong economy and a healthier 
environment. Its members help solve the State’s energy problems by building, maintaining, and 
operating conventional and renewable energy power plants and transmission facilities. CURE 
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members have an interest in enforcing environmental laws that encourage sustainable development 
and ensure a safe working environment for its members.  Individual members live, work, recreate, 
and raise their families in Santa Clara. They would be directly affected by the Project’s 
environmental and health and safety impacts. Its members may also work on the Project itself. They 
will, therefore, be first in line to be exposed to any hazardous materials, air contaminants or other 
health and safety hazards that exist onsite. 
 
Santa Clara Citizens supports the development of data centers where properly analyzed and carefully 
planned to minimize impacts on the environment. Any proposed project should avoid impacts to 
public health, energy resources, sensitive species and habitats, and should take all feasible steps to 
ensure significant impacts are mitigated to the maximum extent feasible. Only by maintaining the 
highest standards can development truly be sustainable. 
 
Santa Clara Citizens and its members are concerned with projects that can result in serious 
environmental harm without providing countervailing economic benefits such as decent wages and 
benefits. Environmentally detrimental projects can jeopardize future jobs by making it more difficult 
and more expensive for industry to expand in the City and the surrounding region, and by making it 
less desirable for businesses to locate and people to live and recreate in the City, including in the 
vicinity of the Project. Continued degradation can, and has, caused construction moratoriums and 
other restrictions on growth that, in turn, reduces future employment opportunities. Santa Clara 
Citizens’ members therefore have a direct interest in enforcing environmental laws that minimize the 
adverse impacts of projects that would otherwise degrade the environment. CEQA provides a 
balancing process whereby economic benefits are weighted against significant impacts to the 
environment. It is for these purposes that we offer these comments. 
 
II. LEGAL BACKGROUND 
 
A. CEQA 
 
CEQA is intended to provide the fullest possible protection to the environment. CEQA requires that a 
lead agency prepare and certify an EIR for any discretionary project that may have a significant 
adverse effect on the environment. In order to set an accurate foundation for the analysis, an EIR 
must include a description of the “existing physical conditions in the affected area.” CEQA requires 
analysis of the “whole of an action,” including the “direct physical change in the environment, or a 
reasonably foreseeable indirect physical change in the environment.” “Its purpose is to inform the 
public and its responsible officials of the environmental consequences of their decisions before they 
are made. Thus, the EIR protects not only the environment but also informed self-government.” 
 
In addition, public agencies must adopt feasible mitigation measures that will substantially lessen or 
avoid a project’s potentially significant environmental impacts and describe those mitigation 
measures in the EIR. A public agency may not rely on mitigation measures of uncertain efficacy or 
feasibility. “Feasible” means capable of successful accomplishment within a reasonable period of 
time, taking into account economic, environmental, legal, social, and technological factors. 
Mitigation measures must be enforceable through permit conditions, agreements, or other legally 
binding instruments. 
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CEQA prohibits deferring identification of mitigation measures when there is uncertainty about the 
efficacy of those measures or when the deferral transfers authority for approving the measures to 
another entity. An agency may only defer identifying mitigation measures when practical 
considerations prevent formulation of mitigation measures at the usual time in the planning process, 
the agency commits to formulating mitigation measures in the future, and that commitment can be 
measured against specific performance criteria the ultimate mitigation measures must satisfy. 
 
B. An EIR is Required 

 
The EIR is the very heart of CEQA. A negative declaration is improper, and an EIR must be 
prepared, whenever it can be fairly argued on the basis of substantial evidence that the project may 
have a significant environmental impact. “[S]ignificant effect on the environment” is defined as “a 
substantial, or potentially substantial, adverse change in the environment.” An effect on the 
environment need not be “momentous” to meet the CEQA test for significance; it is enough that the 
impacts are “not trivial.” Substantial evidence, for purposes of the fair argument standard, includes 
“fact, a reasonable assumption predicated upon fact, or expert opinion supported by fact.” 
 
Whether a fair argument exists is a question of law that the court reviews de novo, with a preference 
for resolving doubts in favor of environmental review. In reviewing a decision to prepare a negative 
declaration rather than an EIR, courts “do not defer to the agency’s determination.” 
 
The fair argument standard creates a “low threshold” for requiring preparation of an EIR and affords 
no deference to the agency’s determination. Where substantial evidence supporting a fair argument 
of significant impacts is presented, the lead agency must prepare an EIR “even though it may also be 
presented with other substantial evidence that the project will not have a significant effect.” A 
reviewing court must require an EIR if the record contains any “substantial evidence” suggesting that 
a project “may have an adverse environmental effect”—even if contrary evidence exists to support 
the agency’s decision. 
 
Where experts have presented conflicting evidence on the extent of the environmental effects of a 
project, the agency must consider the effects to be significant and prepare an EIR. In short, when 
“expert opinions clash, an EIR should be done.” “It is the function of an EIR, not a negative 
declaration, to resolve conflicting claims, based on substantial evidence, as to the environmental 
effects of a project.” In the context of reviewing a mitigated negative declaration, “neither the lead 
agency nor a court may ‘weigh’ conflicting substantial evidence to determine whether an EIR must 
be prepared in the first instance.” Where such substantial evidence is presented, “evidence to the 
contrary is not sufficient to support a decision to dispense with preparation of an EIR and adopt a 
negative declaration, because it could be ‘fairly argued’ that the project might have a significant 
environmental impact.” 
 
The fair argument test requires the preparation of an EIR whenever “there is substantial evidence that 
any aspect of the project, either individually or cumulatively, may cause a significant effect on the 
environment, regardless of whether the overall effect of the project is adverse or beneficial.” Such 
substantial evidence is present here and requires the preparers of this IS/MND to take a closer look at 
the environmental impacts of the Project in an EIR. 
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Response A.1:  The preceding comment provides an overview of basic CEQA 
requirements and makes no specific claims requiring a detailed substantive response. 
As discussed in the detailed responses below, the comment letter does not present 
substantial evidence supporting a fair argument that the project would result in 
significant unavoidable environmental impacts. Therefore, an EIR is not required for 
the project.   
 

Comment A.2: III. THE CITY FAILED TO PROVIDE THE DOCUMENTS REFERENCED IN 
THE IS/MND FOR THE ENTIRE COMMENT PERIOD 
 
The City violated CEQA and improperly truncated the public comment period when it failed to make 
all documents referenced or relied on in the IS/MND available for public review during the entire 
public comment period. As a result, Santa Clara Citizens and other members of the public were 
unable to complete a meaningful review and analysis of the IS/MND and its supporting evidence. 
The City delayed providing the coalition access to responsive records, while denying the coalition’s 
request to extend the comment period. We therefore provide these initial comments on the IS/MND 
and reserve our right to submit supplemental comments at a future date. 
 
CEQA and the CEQA Guidelines require that “all documents referenced” and “all documents 
incorporated by reference” in a negative declaration shall be “readily accessible to the public during 
the lead agency’s normal working hours” during the entire public comment period. The courts have 
held that the failure to provide even a few pages of a CEQA document for a portion of the review and 
comment period invalidates the entire CEQA process, and that such a failure must be remedied by 
permitting additional public comment. It is also well settled that a CEQA document may not rely on 
hidden studies or documents that are not provided to the public. 
 
On September 23, 2020, we submitted a request to the City for “immediate access to any and all 
documents referenced or incorporated by reference in the Initial Study/Mitigated Negative 
Declaration related to the 1111 Comstock Street Project” (Request No. 20-554). On September 29, 
2020, the City asked for clarification as to what records were sought, even though there was no 
ambiguity in such a basic request. In a follow-up letter to the City on October 1, 2020, we explained 
that our request included “all documents referenced and referred to throughout the MND and used to 
support conclusions reached in the MND, including any documents not made available in the 
Appendices.” 
 
On October 5, the City stated that responsive documents would be provided by October 19, 2020—
six days after the close of the comment period. The City then provided us with documents referenced 
in the IS/MND on October 9, four days before the public review and comment period ended. CURE 
and other members of the public have therefore been denied access to the relevant documents 
referenced and incorporated by reference in the MND during the entire public comment period in 
violation of CEQA. 
 

Response A.2: The comment misrepresents the law and the facts.  CEQA Guidelines 
Section 15072(g)(4) previously required that the City notify the public of the 
following for the review period: 
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“The address or addresses where copies of the proposed negative declaration or 
mitigated negative declaration including the revisions developed under Section 
15070(b) and all documents referenced in the proposed negative declaration or 
mitigated negative declaration are available for review.  This location or locations 
shall be readily accessible to the public during the lead agency’s normal working 
hours.” 
 
But, as revised on December 28, 2018, Guideline 15072(g)(4) reads as follows: 
 
“The address or addresses where copies of the proposed negative declaration or 
mitigated negative declaration including the revisions developed under Section 
15070(b) and all documents incorporated by reference in the proposed negative 
declaration or mitigated negative declaration are available for review. This location or 
locations shall be readily accessible to the public during the lead agency's normal 
working hours.” 
 
Under the prior regulation, the City had to provide the location of all documents 
“referenced” in an MND.  Under the newer (2018) regulation, the City only has to 
provide the location of documents “incorporated by reference”, not all documents 
referenced.  The assertion that all referenced documents must be made available 
“during the entire comment period” is no longer an accurate statement of the law.   
 
For the 1111 Comstock Project, the only documents incorporated by reference are the 
appendices.  Initial Study, page iii (“All appendices are incorporated by this reference 
into this document. No other documents are incorporated by reference.”).  The initial 
study, MND, and all of the appendices were available on the City’s webpage and at 
City Hall for the entire comment period.  In addition, a website address was listed for 
most of the documents referenced in the initial study and MND (see Initial Study, 
pages 146 to 150).  The only two documents “referenced” that were not available on 
the web (two short emails) were emailed to the Commenter.  As the City has been in 
full compliance with CEQA for the entire comment period, no extension of time was 
warranted.   

 
Comment A.3: IV. THE IS/MND FAILS TO PROVIDE A COMPLETE AND ACCURATE 
PROJECT DESCRIPTION 
 
CEQA requires that an EIR “set forth a project description that is sufficient to allow an adequate 
evaluation and review of the environmental impact.” Similarly, an IS/MND must present a complete 
and accurate description of the project under consideration. “The scope of the environmental review 
conducted for the initial study must include the entire project. [A] correct determination of the nature 
and scope of the project is a critical step in complying with the mandates of CEQA.” A negative 
declaration is “inappropriate where the agency has failed either to provide an accurate project 
description or to gather information and undertake an adequate environmental analysis. An accurate 
and complete project description is necessary for an intelligent evaluation of the potential 
environmental impacts of the agency’s action. Only through an accurate view of the project may 
affected outsiders and public decision-makers balance the proposal’s benefit against its 
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environmental cost, consider mitigation measures, assess the advantage of terminating the proposal... 
and weigh other alternatives in the balance.” 
 
The IS/MND fails to provide a complete description of several of the Project’s components, 
including details of the demolition of the existing improvements on the site; specifications of the 
generators and other technology to be employed; and construction processes, schedules and details. 
Moreover, no description of critical processes that will take place throughout the Project’s lifetime—
such as de-energizing of generators for maintenance and testing—is offered. In the absence of this 
crucial information, the public is precluded from meaningful review of the Project’s potential 
impacts. 
 

Response A.3: A thorough project description is included in Section 3.0 of the IS. 
Regarding the specific project components mentioned in the comment, the project 
description discusses the demolition of existing improvements on the site, the 
duration of construction, the number of generators and their power generating 
capacities, and the generator testing schedule. The project description provides 
adequate detail to evaluate the impacts of the project. Where additional project details 
were relied upon for technical analyses (i.e., specific assumptions regarding 
equipment used during demolition and construction activities, rooftop cooling 
equipment, etc.), that information is included in the impact discussions in the IS 
and/or in the appendices to the IS containing technical reports. The comment fails to 
acknowledge the presence of this information in the IS and does not provide 
specificity as to how the information provided in the IS does not satisfy the public’s 
need for a complete description of the project.  
 

Comment A.4: V. SUBSTANTIAL EVIDENCE SUPPORTS A FAIR ARGUMENT THAT THE 
PROJECT MAY RESULT IN SIGNIFICANT IMPACTS 
 
As noted above, under CEQA, a lead agency must prepare an EIR whenever substantial evidence in 
the whole record before the agency supports a fair argument that a project may have a significant 
effect on the environment. The fair argument standard creates a "low threshold" favoring 
environmental review through an EIR, rather than through issuance of a negative declaration. An 
agency’s decision not to require an EIR can be upheld only when there is no credible evidence to the 
contrary. Substantial evidence can be provided by technical experts or members of the public. “If a 
lead agency is presented with a fair argument that a project may have a significant effect on the 
environment, the lead agency shall prepare an EIR even though it may also be presented with other 
substantial evidence that the project will not have a significant effect.” 
 
A. The IS/MND Fails to Adequately Disclose, Analyze and Mitigate the Project’s Potentially 
Significant Air Quality Impacts 
 
The IS/MND concludes that emissions from the Project will not have a significant impact on air 
quality. Dr. Clark reviewed the IS/MND and provided substantial evidence that the City 
underestimated the Project’s criteria pollutant emissions. Thus, substantial evidence demonstrates 
that the Project will have significant impacts beyond what is disclosed, analyzed and mitigated in the 
IS/MND. 
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1. The City Lacks Substantial Evidence that the Project’s Backup Generators Will Run Only 50 
Hours Each Year 
 
The Project includes six 3,000-kW and one 500-kW backup diesel generators that the City assumed 
would run 50 hours per year, which is the Bay Area Air Quality Management District’s 
(“BAAQMD”) stationary source rule’s maximum allowable run time. The IS/MND notes that 
emergency situations, including power failures, as well as private utility work to restore services and 
protect property from damage, are exempt from the limits in BAAQMD’s rules and that the City did 
not calculate or analyze emissions beyond the 50 hours. 
 
The IS/MND also notes that data centers consume more energy than other land uses and require an 
uninterrupted power supply, thereby admitting that there will be significant emissions of criteria 
pollutants beyond what is modeled. For example, public safety power shut offs are conducted by 
Pacific Gas & Electric, which are expected to cause power outages of 24 to 48 hours each. Nearby 
San Jose Clean Energy estimates that these outages may last several days a year, far beyond the 50 
hours modeled in the IS/MND. The IS/MND must be withdrawn, and an EIR must be prepared that 
considers the emissions associated with running the backup diesel generators beyond 50 hours. 
 

Response A.4: The comment’s reference to PG&E and San Jose Clean Energy is 
misguided, neither would serve the project and therefore are irrelevant. CEQA does 
not require evaluation of emergency conditions, as that involves substantial 
speculation. The IS appropriately focused on the reasonably foreseeable operations of 
the proposed facility, and CEQA does not require lead agencies to attempt to evaluate 
conditions under future emergency situations, including power outages. As described 
in project description in the IS, the proposed emergency backup generators would 
each be tested once per month for up to one hour, or 12 hours per generator per year. 
Per direction from BAAQMD, only emissions from routine testing and maintenance, 
not emissions from potential emergency operations, were considered in the analysis. 
The procedure is in accordance with BAAQMD Regulation 2, Rule 5 and the number 
of non-emergency operation hours per year is limited to 50 hours per the Airborne 
Toxic Control Measure for Stationary Toxic Compression Ignition Engines (Section 
93115, Title 17 CCR). The District’s procedure for permitting emergency generators 
is to consider operation of the generators for up to 50 hours per year. For purposes of 
estimating emissions and potential air quality impacts from the engines in the IS, it 
was assumed that each engine could be operated for 50 hours per year (maximum 
operation hours allowed by the State’s Air Toxic Control Measure and BAAQMD for 
testing and maintenance). By evaluating emissions of the maximum allowed 50 hours 
of operation per year instead of the 12 hours per year proposed by the project, the IS 
overestimates the project’s emissions. This represents a conservative maximum 
impact scenario based on the allowed operation per CARB and BAAQMD permit 
conditions.  
 
To date, Public Safety Power Shutoff (PSPS) events have not resulted in outages 
within Silicon Valley Power’s (SVP) service area. Based on SVP data, over the last 
10 years there were 31 outages on its 60kV system (to which the proposed data center 
would connect), only four of which resulted in customers being without power. This 
means that in 27 of these outages the redundant design of the system prevented 
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customers from being without power, meaning data centers would not have isolated 
from the grid and would not have relied on their back-up generators. Only two 
outages from 2009 to 2019 affected data centers in the SVP service territory. One 
approximately 7.5-hour outage on May 28, 2016, which was the result of two 
contingencies (a balloon and a breaker failure), affected two data centers. Another 12-
minute outage on December 2, 2016 affected four data centers. SVP’s root cause 
analysis of this outage resulted in changes in maintenance procedures to ensure that 
breakers are reset before power is restored to a portion of the system that was down 
for maintenance. Outages have been extremely rare, and the consequences or effects 
on data centers, almost negligible.1  

 
Even if an outage were to occur at the project site, the longest recorded outage in the 
last 10 years lasted roughly 7.5 hours. As described previously, each generator would 
operate 12 hours per year for routine testing and maintenance. An additional 7.5 
hours of operation per generator, such as would occur if the project experienced an 
outage equivalent to the worst outage in the last 10 years, would still be below the 50 
hours of operation analyzed in the IS. For these reasons, evaluation of up to 50 hours 
of annual operation is a reasonable, conservative approach that tends to overestimate 
the project’s actual operation, and to assume more than 50 hours of annual operation 
requires speculation. Therefore Dr. Clark’s contention that more than 50 hours of 
annual operation should be the basis for the IS’s analysis is not based on any 
substantial evidence about the actual history of outages within the SVP service area, 
and does not constitute a fair argument that requires preparation of an EIR. Expert 
opinion that is not based on facts is not substantial evidence supporting a fair 
argument. Additionally, CEQA does not require analysis of emergency events, nor 
worst-case events that may never occur, or very rarely over a project’s lifespan. The 
focus on emissions generated by typical project operations under normal conditions 
in the IS is, therefore, appropriate for the analysis of air quality impacts.  

 
Comment A.5: B. The IS/MND Fails to Adequately Disclose, Analyze, and Mitigate the Project's 
Potentially Significant Public Health Impacts  
 
The IS/MND concludes that the Project would not expose sensitive receptors to substantial pollutant 
concentrations. This conclusion suffers from two errors: 1) the failure of the Air Quality and 
Greenhouse Gas Emissions Assessment (Appendix A) to include the most sensitive receptors in 
emissions modeling, and 2) the failure to model emissions beyond 50 hours of operation of the 
backup generators, noted above. 
 
The IS/MND's Air Quality Assessment erroneously states that the "closest sensitive receptors to the 
proposed project site are existing residences about 3,315 feet north of the project site …” The 
Granada Islamic School is much closer— 1,700 feet—to the Project site.

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Response A.5: The IS states on pages 30 and 36 that the Granada Islamic School is 
the closest sensitive receptor to the project site, and so this comment is incorrect. 
Further, as discussed in prior Response A.4, the IS was not required to evaluate the 
use of generators beyond 50 hours per year, which is already a conservative 
overestimation of the generators’ expected annual usage. Therefore, the IS did 
adequately disclose, analyze, and mitigate the project’s health risk impacts. 

 
Comment A.6: Potential health impacts from operation of the Project’s generators were evaluated 
using air quality dispersion modeling and applying BAAQMD recommended health impact 
calculation methods. Though the IS/MND states that “[t]he maximum increased cancer risk at the 
closest sensitive receptor, Granada Islamic School, would be 0.02 in one million, and the maximum 
increased cancer risk at the closest residence would be 0.1 in one million,” it is unclear where those 
numbers came from. Nothing in the Assessment indicates whether the evaluations of health impacts 
were actually performed at the Granada Islamic School or at the residences further away. The 
Assessment’s initial erroneous assumption that the closest sensitive receptors were the residences 
more than 3,000 feet from the Project site does not appear to have been corrected during calculations 
of health risks, as Figure 2 in the Assessment does not include the Granada Islamic School in its 
display of sensitive receptors. As asserted by Dr. Clark, such an oversight would significantly alter 
the assumptions and conclusions of the IS/MND. The City must re-analyze the Project’s impacts in 
an EIR. 
 

Response A.6: This comment contradicts the prior Comment A.5 by acknowledging 
the IS correctly identifies the Granada Islamic School is the closest sensitive receptor. 
BAAQMD recommends calculating health risks for sensitive receptors within 1,000 
feet of a proposed project site. As stated in the BAAQMD Guidelines: “For assessing 
community risks and hazards, a 1,000 foot radius is recommended around the project 
property boundary. BAAQMD recommends that any proposed project that includes 
the siting of a new source or receptor assess associated impacts within 1,000 feet...”2 
To be conservative, the Air Quality technical report included as Appendix A to the IS 
calculated health risks at the nearest residences, even though they are well over 1,000 
feet from the site. The results showed health risks well below relevant thresholds. 
Subsequent to completion of the Air Quality technical analysis, the air quality 
consultant completed additional calculations of health risks at the Granada Public 
School even though it is also located over 1,000 feet from the site. Using the same 
modeling methodology as was used for the residential receptors, the cancer risk for a 
nine-year school child exposure assuming 12 hours/day for 250 days per year was 
calculated and determined to be 0.02 per million, which is well below (by a factor of 
500 times) the residential risk of 10 cases per million. The conclusion in the IS that 
the project would not result in significant health risks is valid and supported by 
substantial evidence.3 Nothing in the comment or in Dr. Clark’s assertions provides 
substantial evidence that the project’s health risk impacts would be 500 times higher

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than forecast in the IS and, therefore, exceed the BAAQMD health risk thresholds 
used in the IS.  

 
Comment A.7: As required by CEQA, the City must prepare a site-specific baseline health risk 
assessment (“HRA”) that calculates the excess incremental lifetime risk for all of the nearby 
receptors. As Dr. Clark points out, “[t]he City’s emissions estimates for criteria pollutants do not 
substitute for a health risk analysis of the cancer risk posed by exposure to toxic air contaminants 
(TACs), in particular diesel particulate matter (DPM), released during Project construction and 
operation.” 
 
Diesel exhaust contains nearly 40 toxic substances, including TACs and may pose a serious public 
health risk for residents in the vicinity of the facility. It has been linked to a range of serious health 
problems, including an increase in respiratory disease, lung damage, cancer, and premature death. Dr. 
Clark asserts that, given the Project’s proximity to sensitive receptors and the nature of the TACs 
emitted, an HRA, prepared in accordance with the Office of Environmental Health and Hazard 
Assessment and analyzing the Project’s potentially significant public health impacts from TACs 
emitted from the diesel particulate matter, is essential. 
 

Response A.7: An HRA was completed for the project and is included in Appendix 
A to the IS. The results of the HRA are summarized on pages 36-37 of the IS. The 
HRA used the 2015 Office of Environmental Health and Hazard Assessment 
(OEHHA) risk assessment guidelines and California Air Resources Board (CARB) 
guidance. Additionally, BAAQMD has adopted recommended procedures for 
applying the newest OEHHA guidelines as part of Regulation 2, Rule 5: New Source 
Review of Toxic Air Contaminants. Exposure parameters from the OEHHA 
guidelines and the recent BAAQMD HRA Guidelines were used in HRA.  Therefore, 
the IS has appropriately modeled and disclosed the health risk presented by the 
project to surrounding sensitive receptors, and the conclusion that the project would 
not result in significant health impacts is adequately supported by substantial 
evidence and no substantial evidence is provided in this comment supporting a fair 
argument the project would have significant health effects according to OEHHA and 
CARB guidance. 
 

Comment A.8: C. The IS/MND Fails to Adequately Disclose, Analyze and Mitigate the Project's 
Potentially Significant Greenhouse Gas Impacts 
 
The CEQA Guidelines require a lead agency to compare a project's GHG emissions against a 
threshold of significance that the agency determines applies to the Project, or to otherwise determine 
the extent to which the project complies with local regulations and requirements adopted to reduce 
GHG emissions, provided there is no evidence that GHG emissions would be cumulatively 
considerable. Here, the City chose to use a qualitative approach when considering GHG emissions. 
Rather than measure the Project's emissions against a numerical threshold, the IS/MND instead 
evaluated them based on whether they conflict with a plan, policy, or regulation adopted for the 
purpose of reducing GHG. Substantial evidence, however, supports a fair argument that the Project's 
emissions are significant. 
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1. Substantial Evidence Does Not Support the Conclusion that GHG Emissions Will Not Be 
Significant 
 
Though BAAQMD provides clear thresholds to which emissions from both stationary and 
nonstationary sources can be compared, the IS/MND fails to measure any of the Project’s emissions 
against a numerical threshold, and fails, therefore, to demonstrate that Project impacts are less than 
significant. 
 
The IS/MND indicates that total Project emissions are calculated as 10,323 MTCO2e/year. The 
BAAQMD CEQA Guidelines, meanwhile, provide the following thresholds of significance for 
operational-related GHG emissions for land use development projects: “Compliance with a qualified 
GHG Reduction Strategy; or annual emissions less than 1,100 MTCO2e/yr; or 4.6 MTCO2e/SP/yr 
(residents + employees).” 
 
Even subtracting from the total emissions the 522 MTCO2e/year attributed to generators (since 
stationary sources are subject to different thresholds than nonstationary sources), Project emissions 
are significant. As stated in BAAQMD’s CEQA Guidelines, “[i]f annual emissions of operational-
related GHGs exceed [threshold] levels, the proposed project would result in a cumulatively 
considerable contribution of GHG emissions and a cumulatively significant impact to global climate 
change.” 
 

Response A.8: The analysis of GHG impacts in the IS was completed consistent with 
the requirements of Section 15064.4(a) of the CEQA Guidelines, which gives the 
lead agency discretion to determine, in the context of a particular project, whether to: 
(1) Quantify greenhouse gas emissions resulting from a project; and/or  
(2) Rely on a qualitative analysis or performance based standards. 
 
Case law has consistently confirmed that when CEQA provides a lead agency with 
discretion, a fair argument cannot then be made by arguing the opposite or alternate 
from what approach or method the lead agency has selected, otherwise the discretion 
would be meaningless. Therefore, given the City had discretion whether to 
quantitatively or qualitatively address the project’s GHG emissions, and chose the 
latter, a fair argument cannot now be made on the basis of the failure to apply a 
quantitative threshold, given that would render moot the City’s discretion to not 
quantify GHG emissions at all. The IS quantified the project’s estimated GHG 
emissions to disclose the overall magnitude of emissions for the public and decision-
makers benefit, and yet ultimately relied on a qualitative analysis, as permitted by 
15064.4(a)(2), to determine that the project would not result in a significant GHG 
impact. As discussed in the IS, because i) the project would receive electricity from a 
utility on track to meet the SB 32 2030 GHG emission reduction target, ii) would 
result in lower emissions (43.5 percent) than the statewide average for an equivalent 
facility due to SVP’s power mix, iii) would include energy efficiency measures to 
reduce emissions to the extent feasible, and iv) would be consistent with applicable 
plans and policies adopted to reduce GHG emissions, the project would not generate 
greenhouse gas emissions, either directly or indirectly, that may have a significant 
impact on the environment.   
 



 
1111 Comstock Data Center 13 Responses to Comments on the IS/MND 
City of Santa Clara  October 2020 

The comment suggests that the IS should have used the BAAQMD thresholds of 
1,100 MTCO2e/yr or 4.6 MTCO2e/SP/yr. These thresholds, however, were 
established to achieve the State’s 2020 GHG reduction goal under AB 32 and are no 
longer applicable to development projects that would become operational after 2020. 
BAAQMD recently confirmed that these thresholds should no longer be used to 
determine CEQA impacts for development projects.4Additionally, as explained 
above, the City has discretion whether to apply a quantitative GHG threshold at all, 
and in this case, determined a qualitative approach was the most appropriate basis to 
evaluate the project’s GHG emissions. 
 

Comment A.9: 2. Compliance with Plans and Policies Does Not Establish that the Project's GHG 
Emissions Would Be Less Than Significant 
 
The IS/MND concludes that the Project's GHG emissions would not have a significant impact on the 
environment because the Project is consistent with the City of Santa Clara Climate Action Plan 
("CAP"), as well as other plans, policies, and regulations adopted for the purpose of reducing GHG 
emissions. Substantial evidence, however, supports a fair argument that the Project's GHG emissions 
are significant notwithstanding their consistency with local, regional, and state plans. 
 
As stated above, the Project's total operational emissions amount to 10,323 MTCO2e annually-
significantly higher than the 1,100 MTCO2e/year threshold established by BAAQMD. The IS/MND 
fails to describe how this might be abated through the Project's compliance with GHG reduction 
strategies. 
 

Response A.9: Please refer to Response A.8. The BAAQMD threshold referenced in 
the comment is no longer relevant or recommended for use by BAAQMD. Further, as 
noted above in Response A.8, a fair argument cannot be made based on a numeric 
threshold when CEQA allows a lead agency discretion whether to employ a 
quantitative threshold or qualitative analysis, and in this case the City elected the 
latter approach. 

 
Comment A.10: Furthermore, the IS/MND relies on obtaining the status of less-than- significant for 
the Project's emissions from a plan that is set to expire before the Project is implemented. The City's 
Climate Action Plan, adopted in 2013, contains projected emissions and measures designed to help 
the City meet statewide 2020 goals established by AB 32. As acknowledged in the IS/MND, 
“consistency with the CAP cannot be used to determine significance under CEQA.” 
 

Response A.10: Although the IS discusses the project’s consistency with the City’s 
Climate Action Plan (CAP), it does not rely on the project’s consistency with the 
CAP to determine the project’s GHG impact under CEQA. As stated on page 67 of 
the IS: “Because the project would not become operational prior to the end of 2020, 
consistency with the CAP cannot be used to determine significance under CEQA.

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The project, however, would still be required to be consistent with the requirements 
of the CAP, and implementation of required Climate Action Plan measures would 
reduce GHG emissions from the project.” As stated in Response A.8, and discussed 
in detail in the IS, because i) the project would receive electricity from a utility on 
track to meet the SB 32 2030 GHG emission reduction target, ii) would result in 
lower emissions (43.5 percent) than the statewide average for an equivalent facility 
due to SVP’s power mix, iii) would include energy efficiency measures to reduce 
emissions to the extent feasible, and iv) would be consistent with applicable plans 
and policies adopted to reduce GHG emissions, the project would not generate 
greenhouse gas emissions, either directly or indirectly, that may have a significant 
impact on the environment.   

 
Comment A.11: The IS/MND argues that because electricity—by far the biggest source of the 
Project’s emissions—is provided by Silicon Valley Power, “a utility on track to meet the 2030 GHG 
emissions reductions target established by SB 32,” the Project would generate lower emissions than 
the statewide average for an equivalent facility. Additionally, because the Project would allegedly 
comply with several applicable City and state plans, including green building and energy efficiency 
measures, and policies adopted to reduce GHG emissions, the IS/MND concludes that “the project 
would not generate greenhouse gas emissions, either directly or indirectly, that may have a 
significant impact on the environment.” 
 
The IS/MND fails, however, to establish that the Project’s consistency with these plans and programs 
will ensure that the Project’s contribution to global climate change is not significant. Despite 
compliance with these plans, Dr. Clark reiterates that calculations of the Project’s total emissions 
provided in the IS/MND nevertheless surpass BAAQMD’s thresholds, demonstrating that emissions 
would be significant. The City must prepare an EIR that analyzes and mitigates these significant 
GHG emissions. 
 

Response A.11: As described in the IS, the project would be consistent with plans 
and policies adopted to achieve the State’s GHG reduction targets. The State’s targets 
were established to ensure the State’s GHG emissions would not contribute 
substantially global climate change. The project’s consistency with these plans and 
policies, therefore, would ensure its contribution to global climate change would not 
be significant.  
 
As described in Response A.8, the analyses in the IS was completed consistent with 
the requirements of Section 15064.4 of the CEQA Guidelines, which gives the lead 
agency discretion to rely on a qualitative analysis to determine a project’s GHG 
impacts. Additionally, the BAAQMD thresholds referenced in the comment are no 
longer relevant or recommended for use by BAAQMD. A fair argument cannot be 
made based on a numeric threshold when CEQA allows a lead agency discretion 
whether to employ a quantitative threshold or qualitative analysis, and in this case the 
City elected the latter approach. 

 
Comment A.12: V. CONCLUSION 
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CEQA requires that an EIR be prepared if there is substantial evidence that a project, either 
individually or cumulatively, may have a significant impact on the environment. As discussed above, 
there is substantial evidence supporting a fair argument that the Project would result in significant 
adverse impacts that were not identified or adequately analyzed in the IS/MND. 
 
We urge the City to fulfill its responsibilities under CEQA by withdrawing the IS/MND and 
preparing a legally adequate EIR to address the potentially significant impacts described in this 
comment letter. Only by complying with all applicable laws will the City and the public be able to 
ensure that the Project’s environmental impacts are mitigated to less than significant levels. 
 

Response A.12: As discussed in Responses A.1 through A.12, the comment letter 
does not present substantial evidence supporting a fair argument that the project 
would result in significant unavoidable environmental impacts. Rather, the various 
comments rely on speculation or fail to acknowledge the discretion afforded to the 
City in determining whether to apply a quantitative or qualitative approach to 
determining the significance of the project’s effects. Therefore, an EIR is not required 
for the project.    



 

 

B. Clark & Associates (dated October 12, 2020) 
 
Comment B.1: On At the request of Adams Broadwell Joseph & Cardozo (ABJC), Clark and 
Associates (Clark) has reviewed materials related to the IS/MND for the above referenced project. 
The IS/MND was prepared by David J. Powers and Associates, Inc. for the City of Santa Clara 
Community Development Department. 
 
Clark’s review of the materials in no way constitutes a validation of the conclusions or materials 
contained within the project record. If we do not comment on a specific item this does not constitute 
acceptance of the item. 
 
General Comments: 
 
The City’s analysis of the air quality impacts of emissions from the construction and operational 
phases of the project are unsupported and flawed. The analysis in the IS/MND fails to quantify the 
total emissions in a meaningful manner in which yearly and daily emissions may be compared to 
relevant and appropriate standards, fails to address necessary mitigation measures to reduce 
significant impacts, and makes assertions about the impacts to the surrounding communities without 
a clear and reproducible methodology. Several mitigation measures outlined in the DEIR are merely 
aspirational and may not effectively reduce emissions from the project. These flaws are detailed 
below, making the conclusions in the IS/MND unsupported. The City must update their analysis as 
an Environmental Impact Report (EIR) to correct the unsupported conclusions presented in the 
IS/MND.  
 

Response B.1: As discussed in the detailed responses below, the comment letter does 
not present substantial evidence supporting a fair argument that the project would 
result in significant unavoidable environmental impacts. Therefore, an EIR is not 
required for the project.   

 
Comment B.2: Project Description 
 
According to the IS/MND, the approximately 1.38-acre project site, located at 1111 Comstock Street 
(APN 224-08-092) in Santa Clara, is currently developed with a one-story, 23,765 square foot (sf) 
industrial building and a paved parking lot. The site is zoned as Light Industrial, and has a General 
Plan designation of Low Intensity Office/R&D. The project proposes to demolish the existing 
improvements on the site to construct a four-story, 121,170 sf data center building. The data center 
building would house computer servers for private clients in a secure and environmentally controlled 
structure and would be designed to provide 10 megawatts (MW) of information technology (IT) 
power. Mechanical equipment for building cooling would be located on the roof. Standby backup 
emergency electrical generators would be installed to provide for an uninterrupted power supply. Six 
3,000-KW diesel-fueled engine generators and one 500-kW diesel-fueled engine generator would be 
located within a generator room on the first floor of the building. Fuel for the generators would be 
stored in two 30,000-gallon underground storage tanks which would feed individual 160-gallon 
daytanks located adjacent to each generator. 
 
The data center building would be approximately 80 feet in height, with parapets extending to a 
height of 87.5 feet. A metal roof screen would extend to a height of 98 feet to shield mechanical 
equipment. The building would be located in the southern, central portion of the site and set back 
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approximately 15 feet from the southern property line on Comstock Street, 45 feet from the northern 
property line, 50 feet from the western property line, and 25 feet from the eastern property line. 
 
Access to the site would be provided by a primary driveway on Comstock Street. The primary 
driveway would be approximately 26 feet wide and would be located in the southwestern portion of 
the site in the same location as the existing driveway entrance. A secondary driveway entrance for 
emergency access would be constructed on Comstock Street in the southeastern portion of the site 
and would be approximately 22 feet wide. The emergency driveway would wrap around the 
perimeter of the building and would include a curb and handicap ramp. The project would provide 
approximately 24 parking spaces, including one accessible space and two clean air/vanpool/EV 
spaces, located along the western side of the building. 
 
Generator Testing Schedule 
 
The seven emergency backup generators would each be tested once per month for up to one hour. 
Tests would be conducted with no load for 11 months out of the year, and at with full load one month 
out of the year. 
 
Existing Project Site 
 
The existing improvements on the site would be demolished to allow for construction of the project. 
Demolition and construction activities would last approximately 12 months. Excavation for utilities 
would extend to depths of up to eight feet. Roughly 860 cubic yards of soil would be removed from 
the site as a result of excavation activities. Augered foundation piles would extend to a depth of 80 
1111 Comstock Data Center 7 Initial Study City of Santa Clara September 2020 feet. The site would 
be graded to direct stormwater flows towards the biotreatment area located along the western 
boundary of the site. 
 
The project proposes to remove approximately 24 existing trees on-site and plant five replacement 
trees. New landscaping consisting of trees, shrubs, sedge, perennials, bulbs, annuals and groundcover 
would be installed in the northeastern, northwestern, and southwestern corners of the site, as well as 
the southern perimeter of the site, and the western side of the proposed building. 
 
The project proposes to construct a stormwater treatment area between the west side of the building 
and the parking lot. The existing storm drain line on the site would be removed and a new 12-inch 
storm drain line would connect the treatment area to the existing storm drain line in Comstock Street. 
Pedestrian walkways would be composed of permeable pavers. The site would have a total of 
approximately 28,337 sf of pervious surface, which would be an increase compared to existing 
condition. 
 
Specific Comments: 
 
1. The IS/MND Fails To Model The Diesel Particulate Matter (DPM) Concentration At the 
Closest Sensitive Receptor To The Site 
According to the IS/MND the project will be a source of air pollutant emissions during construction 
and operation, with the main source being backup generator testing and maintenance. The diesel- 
fueled generators emit diesel particulate matter (DPM), which is a known toxic air contaminant 
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(TAC). The generators are also a source of PM2.5, which is also known to induce adverse health 
effects. 
 
Based on the assumption that each of the six 3000-kW generators and one 500-kW generator would 
operate up to 50 hours a year during testing and maintenance, the City calculated that approximately 
49 lbs of DPM per year would be emitted. Dispersion modeling in the IS/MND attempts to define the 
concentration of DPM to which sensitive receptors would be exposed over time. 
 
The IS/MND defines Sensitive Receptors as persons who are most likely to be affected by air 
pollution: infants, children under 18, the elderly over 65, athletes, and people with cardiovascular and 
chronic respiratory diseases. Locations that may contain a high concentration of these sensitive 
population groups include residential areas, hospitals, daycare facilities, elder care facilities, 
elementary schools, churches and places of assembly, and parks. According to the IS/MND the 
closest sensitive receptors to the proposed project site are the Granada Islamic School, located about 
1,700 feet (approximately 536 meters) northwest of the project site; existing residences about 3,315 
feet north of the project site; and additional residences about 4,330 and 4,590 feet south of the project 
site. The maximum average annual off-site DPM concentrations were used to calculate potential 
increased cancer risks from the project. Average annual DPM concentrations were used as being 
representative of long-term (30-year) exposures for calculation of cancer risks.  
 
According to the Proponent, the maximum modeled annual DPM and PM2.5 concentration from 
operation of the generators at the data center was 0.0001 µg/m3 at several residential receptors north 
of the project site on Lafayette Street. Concentrations at all other existing residential locations would 
be lower than the maximum concentration.  
 
Based on the maximum modeled DPM concentrations that assume operation for 50 hours per year 
per generator, maximum increased cancer risks and non-cancer health impacts were calculated using 
BAAQMD recommended methods. The maximum increased cancer risk at the closest sensitive 
receptor, Granada Islamic School, would be 0.02 in one million, and the maximum increased cancer 
risk at the closest residence would be 0.1 in one million. These conclusions are not supported by the 
data presented within the report. 
 
A review of Appendix A to the IS/MND, the Air Quality and GHG Emissions Assessment prepared 
by the Illingworth and Rodkin, Inc., shows that the closest sensitive receptor (Granada Islamic 
School) and all of the closest worker receptors are not included in the AERMOD model of the 
emissions from the site. The report within Appendix A is originally dated November 11, 2019 and 
was updated May 19, 2020. On pages 6 and 15 of the Illingworth and Rodkin report, it states that the 
closest sensitive receptors to the proposed project site and additional residences are about 4,330 and 
4,590 feet south of the project site. DPM and PM2.5 concentrations were calculated at the locations 
of existing residences in the project area. The report does not indicate if any other receptors are 
included in the analysis. Figure 2 of Appendix A clearly indicates the nearest sensitive receptors 
identified by the proponent. What the figure does not identify is the location of the Granada Islamic 
School. 
 
The figure above clearly indicates the location of the Granada Islamic School, which is much closer 
than the residences indicated by the yellow crosses on the figures above. This oversight significantly 
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alters the assumptions and conclusions contained within the IS/MND. The City must re-analyze the 
project impacts and present them in an EIR for the site. 
 

Response B.2: Please refer to Responses A.5 and A.6, above. The Granada Islamic 
School was identified as a sensitive receptor in the IS, and the project’s impacts to the 
School were evaluated and determined to be less than significant. 

 
Comment B.3: 2. The IS/MND’s Analysis of Risk Fails to Meet Its Obligation to Calculate the 
Risk from Emissions to the Maximum Exposed Individual (MEI). 
 
According to the BAAQMD CEQA Guidelines, emissions from a new source or emissions affecting 
a new receptor would be considered significant where ground-level concentrations of carcinogenic 
TACs from any source result in an increased cancer risk greater than 10.0 in one million, assuming a 
70-year lifetime exposure. The Maximum Exposed Individual (MEI) is normally defined as an 
individual who is present at the point of maximum impact (PMI) as outlined in the Office of 
Environmental Health and Hazard Assessment’s (OEHHA’s) Air Toxic Hot Spots Program Risk 
Assessment Guidelines6 (Toxic Hot Spots). Under Section 4.7.1 of the OEHHA Guidance, the 
modeling analysis should contain a network of receptor points with sufficient detail (in number and 
density) to permit the estimation of the maximum concentrations. Locations that must be identified 
include: 
 

• The maximum estimated off-site impact or point of maximum impact (PMI), 
• The maximum exposed individual at an existing residential receptor (MEIR), 
• The maximum exposed individual at an existing occupational worker receptor (MEIW). 

 
The modeling performed for the IS/MND fails to identify the PMI and the MEIW. This oversight 
significantly alters the assumptions and conclusions contained within the IS/MND. The City must re- 
analyze the project impacts and present them in an EIR for the site. 
 

Response B.3: The comment refers to OEHHA Air Toxic Hot Spots Program Risk 
Assessment Guidelines for conducting health risk assessments. BAAQMD, like other 
air districts and CARB, uses these guidelines to develop their procedures for 
conducting health risk assessments (described under Regulation 2, Rule 5). 
BAAQMD’s CEQA Guidelines identify thresholds for health risk assessments. These 
thresholds only apply to sensitive receptors. The City, as the lead agency, uses 
BAAQMD’s guidance for CEQA evaluation. In accordance with the BAAQMD 
CEQA guidelines, the IS evaluated the project’s impact at the MEI, which is the 
nearest residence to the project site.  
 
For the purposes of the CEQA evaluation of the project, the PMI and MEIW 
referenced in the comment are not required to be identified. During the permitting 
process of sources such as the project’s diesel engines, BAAQMD addresses the 
various types of receptors that the OEHHA identifies. BAAQMD will not issue a 
permit to construct or operate these engines if they find that health risks at these 
receptors are unacceptable.  
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Comment B.4: 3. The Proposed Emission Controls Assumes that Testing and Maintenance 
Operations Can Be Performed in Approximately One-Fourth of the Normally Required Time 
 
Emissions from combustion engines for stationary uses, including diesel generators, are generally 
regulated by the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (U.S. EPA) and the California Air Resources 
Board (CARB). Engine emission standards are promulgated in a tiered system that designates 
maximum pollutant emissions. Unlike Off-Road Diesel-Powered Engines for Mobile Sources 
(currently utilizing Tier 4 Interim and Final technology which reduce PM2.5 emissions by 90% and 
more) all new generators have U.S. EPA Tier II rating and need to be outfitted with diesel particulate 
filters. Diesel-powered generator engines should be fueled using ultra-low sulfur diesel fuel with a 
maximum sulfur content of 15 parts per million (ppm). According to the City, all generator engines 
would be equipped with California Air Resources Board (CARB) Level 3 verified diesel particulate 
filters (DPFs) with a minimum control efficiency of 85 percent removal of particulate matter. 
 
In the absence of stricter emission control devices, the City is proposing to reduce the number of 
hours of potential operation for testing and maintenance on an annual basis. Rather than assuming 
testing would occur for up to 50 hours per year for each generator, the City is assuming that the same 
types of maintenance and testing that needs to be performed to ensure the operations of the 
generators can be accomplished in 24% of the time generally assumed to be required (12 hours 
instead of 50 hours). Given the complexity of the equipment, reducing the maintenance and testing 
period by 76% seems like an illogical and unsustainable mitigation measure. The proponents must 
evaluate the emissions again considering the required maintenance period and include all of the 
maintenance for the whole campus in this evaluation. 
 

Response B.4: As described in project description in the IS, the proposed emergency 
backup generators would each be tested once per month for up to one hour, or 12 
hours per generator per year. This is the testing and maintenance schedule proposed 
by the project applicant. For purposes of estimating emissions and potential air 
quality impacts from the engines in the IS, it was assumed that each engine could be 
operated for 50 hours per year (maximum operation hours allowed by the State’s Air 
Toxic Control Measure and BAAQMD for testing and maintenance). By evaluating 
emissions of the maximum allowed 50 hours of operation per year instead of the 12 
hours per year proposed by the project, the IS overestimates the project’s emissions. 
This represents a conservative maximum impact scenario based on the allowed 
operation per CARB and BAAQMD permit conditions.  

 
Comment B.5: 4. The City Must Prepare A Site-Specific Baseline Health Risk Assessment 
Using Methods from the Office of Environmental Health and Hazard Assessment to Analyze Diesel 
Particulate Matter Emissions 
 
The City has failed in its obligation to perform a site-specific health risk assessment (HRA) for the 
project that calculates the excess incremental lifetime risk for all of the nearby receptors , as required 
by CEQA. The City’s emissions estimates for criteria pollutants do not substitute for a health risk 
analysis of the cancer risk posed by exposure to toxic air contaminants (TACs), in particular diesel 
particulate matter (DPM), released during Project construction and operation. Diesel exhaust contains 
nearly 40 toxic substances, including TACs and may pose a serious public health risk for residents in 
the vicinity of the facility. TACs are airborne substances that are capable of causing short-term 
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(acute) and/or long-term (chronic or carcinogenic, i.e., cancer causing) adverse human health effects 
(i.e., injury or illness). TACs include both organic and inorganic chemical substances. The current 
California list of TACs includes approximately 200 compounds, including particulate emissions from 
diesel-fueled engines. 
 
Diesel exhaust has been linked to a range of serious health problems including an increase in 
respiratory disease, lung damage, cancer, and premature death. Fine DPM is deposited deep in the 
lungs in the smallest airways and can result in increased respiratory symptoms and disease; decreased 
lung function, particularly in children and individuals with asthma; alterations in lung tissue and 
respiratory tract defense mechanisms; and premature death. Exposure to DPM increases the risk of 
lung cancer. It also causes non-cancer effects including chronic bronchitis, inflammation of lung 
tissue, thickening of the alveolar walls, immunological allergic reactions, and airway constriction. 
DPM is a TAC that is recognized by state and federal agencies as causing severe health risk because 
it contains toxic materials, unlike PM2.5 and PM10. 
 
The IS/MND fails to include a site-specific analysis of the Project’s construction or operational 
health risk posed by DPM emissions. Given the proximity of sensitive receptors to the site and the 
nature of the TACs emitted, a health risk assessment, prepared in accordance with OEHHA guidance 
for the baseline, construction, and future years of the project, is essential. 
 

Response B.5: An HRA was completed for the project and is included in Appendix 
A to the IS. The results of the HRA are summarized on pages 36-37 of the IS. The 
HRA used the 2015 Office of Environmental Health and Hazard Assessment 
(OEHHA) risk assessment guidelines and California Air Resources Board (CARB) 
guidance. Additionally, BAAQMD has adopted recommended procedures for 
applying the newest OEHHA guidelines as part of Regulation 2, Rule 5: New Source 
Review of Toxic Air Contaminants. Exposure parameters from the OEHHA 
guidelines and the recent BAAQMD HRA Guidelines were used in HRA. Therefore, 
the IS has appropriately modeled and disclosed the health risk presented by the 
project to surrounding sensitive receptors, and the conclusion that the project would 
not result in significant health impacts is adequately supported by substantial 
evidence and no substantial evidence is provided in this comment supporting a fair 
argument the project would have significant health effects according to OEHHA and 
CARB guidance.  

 
Comment B.6: 5. The IS/MND’s Greenhouse Gas Emissions Analysis Is Unsupportable and 
Flawed 
 
In its analysis of the Project’s greenhouse gas (GHG) emissions the City ignores the 1,100 MT 
CO2e- per-year threshold contained in BAAQMD’s CEQA Air Quality Analysis; the IS/MND 
indicates, however, that operational emissions from area sources, water, solid waste and energy 
demand total 10,323 MT CO2e per year— higher than the 10,000 MT CO2e per year threshold for 
new stationary sources. The cumulative estimate of 10,323 MT CO2e per year makes the project a 
significant emitter of GHGs based on BAAQMD’s guideance. Since the City’s Climate Action Plan 
(CAP) does not have quantitative thresholds for GHG emissions, the BAAQMD’s threshold will 
remain the in effect. The City must revise its analysis and present a correct assessment of total GHG 
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emissions from the project as significant. The results should be presented in an EIR along with 
mitigation measures to correct the impacts. 
 

Response B.6: The comment suggests that the IS should have used the BAAQMD 
threshold of 1,100 MTCO2e/yr. This threshold, however, was established to achieve 
the State’s 2020 GHG reduction goal under AB 32 and are no longer applicable to 
development projects that would become operational after 2020. BAAQMD recently 
confirmed that these thresholds should no longer be used to determine CEQA impacts 
for development projects.5 The comment also suggests the IS should have compared 
the project’s overall GHG emissions to BAAQMD’s 10,000 MTCO2e/yr threshold 
for stationary sources. This threshold would only be applicable to stationary sources 
such as the project’s diesel generators (which are estimated to emit 522 MTCO2e/yr), 
not other components of the project that are not defined as stationary sources, such as 
the project’s electricity use.  
 
The analysis of GHG impacts in the IS was completed consistent with the 
requirements of Section 15064.4(a) of the CEQA Guidelines, which gives the lead 
agency discretion to determine, in the context of a particular project, whether to: 
(1) Quantify greenhouse gas emissions resulting from a project; and/or  
(2) Rely on a qualitative analysis or performance based standards. Case law has 
consistently confirmed that when CEQA provides a lead agency with discretion, a 
fair argument cannot then be made by arguing the opposite or alternate from what 
approach or method the lead agency has selected, otherwise the discretion would be 
meaningless. Therefore, given the City had discretion whether to quantitatively or 
qualitatively address the project’s GHG emissions, and chose the latter, a fair 
argument cannot now be made on the basis of the failure to apply a quantitative 
threshold, given that would render moot the City’s discretion to not quantify GHG 
emissions at all. 
 
The IS quantified the project’s estimated GHG emissions to disclose the overall 
magnitude of emissions for the public and decision-makers benefit, and yet ultimately 
relied on a qualitative analysis, as permitted by 15064.4(a)(2), to determine that the 
project would not result in a significant GHG impact. As discussed in the IS, because 
i) the project would receive electricity from a utility on track to meet the SB 32 2030 
GHG emission reduction target, ii) would result in lower emissions (43.5 percent) 
than the statewide average for an equivalent facility due to SVP’s power mix, iii) 
would include energy efficiency measures to reduce emissions to the extent feasible, 
and iv) would be consistent with applicable plans and policies adopted to reduce 
GHG emissions, the project would not generate greenhouse gas emissions, either 
directly or indirectly, that may have a significant impact on the environment.

Response B.7: As discussed in Responses B.1 through B.6, the comment letter does 
not present substantial evidence supporting a fair argument that the project would 
result in significant unavoidable environmental impacts. Therefore, an EIR is not 
required for the project.

Section 21081 of the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) requires a Lead Agency to adopt a Mitigation Monitoring or 

Reporting Program whenever it approves a project for which measures have been required to mitigate or avoid significant effects on the 

environment.  The purpose of the monitoring or reporting program is to ensure compliance with the mitigation measures during project 

implementation. 

 

The Initial Study concluded that the implementation of the 1111 Comstock Data Center Project could result in significant effects on the 

environment and mitigation measures were incorporated into the proposed project or are required as a condition of project approval.  This 

Mitigation Monitoring or Reporting Program addresses those measures in terms of how and when they will be implemented. 

 

This document does not discuss those subjects for which the Initial Study concluded that the impacts from implementation of the project 

would be less than significant.

Background

The project was scheduled for the October 21, 2020 DRH. However, the applicant requested a
continuance to November 4, 2020 to resolve consideration of possible amendments to bird safe
design measures in the conditions of approval, specifically CD21 through CD25. Minor clarifications
were added to conditions of approval CD22, CD24, and CD25 related to bird safe design
requirements, while conditions CD21 and CD23 remain unchanged. The conditions including those
with some clarifying language are consistent with the mitigation measures identified in the Tasman
East Specific Plan EIR. The applicant has concurred that the conditions of approval and will be
implemented with the project.

Points for consideration for the Development Review Hearing

Summary

· The applicant proposes to redevelop the 1.94-acre site within the Tasman East Specific Plan
(TESP) and construct an eight story mid-rise building, comprised of 299 dwelling units, two live
-work units, approximately 650 square feet (sf.) of commercial co-working space, dog spa, and
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a fitness on the ground floor.

· TESP envisions the transformation of a patchwork of industrial parks and single-family
communities into a walkable, transit and trail-oriented, high density area offer an urban
lifestyle alongside regional destinations, with the Tasman East area as the heart of the
transformation. The project is in the Hill District of the TESP, which envisions the District’s park
potentially connecting to the City Place’s proposed Second Street.

· The project includes 13,936 sf. in dedicated park open space, consistent with TESP
requirements. The park land is tangential to the length of the Summerhill park and leads to the
City Place development located north of the TESP. The dedicated park space is comprised of
10,494 sf. park dedicated in fee, 1,985 sf. green space dedicated in easement, and 1,457 sf.
park amenity room that the City would manage. The project includes 23,600 sf. of private open
space comprised of pool space and a games courtyard on the fourth level of the building, a
dog run and side yard areas on the ground floor, and a terrace lounge on the eighth floor.

· The density range for the Transit Neighborhood (TN) designation is 100-350 dwelling units per
acre. Based on the subject 1.76 net acre site, after the park dedications in title, the net density
is 177 du/ac. Density is calculated as net density within the TESP.

· The project includes three levels of parking at the center of the building, 124 spaces of long-
term bike parking inside the building, Vehicular access to the internal parking garage is
achieved from a driveway along Calle del Mundo.

· With the implantation of the TESP and the Related Santa Clara project, the site and its
surroundings are expected to be a neighborhood in transition. Currently, the neighborhood is
characterized by low-intensity industrial buildings and wide two-lane roads that are conducive
to industrial uses.

Building Design

· The project is a wrap structure with three levels of a parking garage located at the center of
the building, and the residential uses encompassing it. Access to the garage is from Calle del
Mundo, but the garage entry is recessed approximately 25 ft. from the property line. As noted,
the fourth floor contains private open space, comprised of a pool and games courtyard, with
an open space terrace on the eighth level.

· The project is consistent with the Building Design Guidelines (building scale and organization,
building fenestration and materials, and rooftops); Bulk and Massing Guidelines (maximum
floor plate area, maximum plan length, apparent face length, required notches and recesses
and tower separation); Building Performance (solar ready roof); and Building Frontages
(ground floor active uses). The overall architecture of the building represents a contemporary
design using corrugated metal, cement plaster, cast in place concrete, and panel siding.
Windows are comprised of vision glass with metal frames. Material finishes are smooth in
texture, and colors are muted, consisting of shades of grey and earth tones in the panel siding

o Building Design. The project expresses scale using balconies, recesses and
projections.

o Bulk and Massing. The project includes a portion of the midrise that is setback
approximately 48 ft. from the front property line, for a length of approximately 121 ft.
This setback facilitates creation of the park and contributes to the design and location of
the podium for the pool deck. The remaining 222 ft. of the building establishes the
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the podium for the pool deck. The remaining 222 ft. of the building establishes the
streetscape. All portions the façade incorporate recesses, notches, and projected
portions of the façade consistent with the TESP. Further, the eighth floor contains
balcony areas along the portion of the building fronting Calle del Mundo. This recesses
portions of the structure, thereby minimizing mass and bulk. The combination of
setbacks, recesses, and changes in plane avoid a monotonous building and are
consistent with the TESP.

o Building Performance. Solar ready areas are proposed on the roof.

o Building Frontages. The building includes the appropriate street wall modulations. Other
architectural elements such as canopies, stoops are provided that meet the standards.
The mid-rise portions of the building provide enough separation and activate the street
level by providing live-work and co-working spaces along street frontages.

· A total of 26.65 of the units are conditioned to be affordable rental prices to extremely low, very
low, low and/or moderate-income household secured through an agreement between the City
and the property owner.

· The proposed development is consistent with the General Plan, and with the TN Zoning
District development standards. The approved TESP provides for a residential yield of up to
4,500 new dwelling units over the next 20 years. A total of 301 units (177 net dwelling units per
acre) is proposed.

· The proposal will support goals, policies and land uses established in the TESP to create a
mix of housing types, affordable housing, open spaces, and supporting linkage to the City
Place project.

Park Space

At least five acres of dedicated park land is required within the TESP upon buildout. A total of 0.85
acres is required within the Hill District of the plan. The project’s pro rata park dedication
requirement is 11,700 sf. The project proposes to dedicate 13,936 sf. of improved park land thereby
satisfying the requirements of the TESP.

Findings supporting the Staff Recommendation
1) That any off-street parking area, screening strips and other facilitates and improvements

necessary to secure the purpose and intent of this title and the general plan of the City area a
part of the proposed development, in that;

· The development provides the required parking spaces under SCCC 18.25.070(a)(3)
and (5). Overall, the project provides 308 parking spaces (248 universal size spaces;
26 tandem spaces; 10 accessible spaces; and 15 guest spaces) with a three-story
structured parking facility providing the podium for the buildings.

2) That the design and location of the proposed development and its relation to neighboring
developments and traffic is such that it will not impair the desirability of investment or
occupation in the neighborhood, will not unreasonably interfere with the use and enjoyment of
neighboring developments, and will not create traffic congestion or hazard, in that;

· The project is consistent with the Tasman East Specific Plan Street Design Guidelines,
Open Space Design Guidelines and Building Design Guidelines. The project
implements the TESP by providing the necessary components such as bike lanes,
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implements the TESP by providing the necessary components such as bike lanes,
sidewalk widths, landscaping for the park in accordance with the TESP. The project
dedicates 0.3205 acres of land for open space in accordance with the TESP for the sub
-district. The building is designed to be consistent with the TESP by providing building
plane changes, balconies, a variety of materials, colors and fenestration patterns.

· The proposed project incorporates high quality sustainable, energy efficient materials
and will meet or exceed all CalGreen requirements.

· On balance, the project is consistent with the City’s General Plan as discussed in Table
2 of Attachment 1.

3) That the design and location of the proposed development is such that it is in keeping with the
character of the neighborhood and is such as not to be detrimental to the harmonious
development contemplated by this title and the general plan of the City, in that;

· The development is consistent with the Transit Neighborhood designation.  The project
is compatible with the planned high-density residential uses in the area.

· The conditions of approval include bird safe design mitigation measures which obligate
the project to implement.

4) That the granting of such approval will not, under the circumstances of the particular case,
materially affect adversely the health, comfort or general welfare of persons residing or
working in the neighborhood of said development, and will not be materially detrimental to the
public welfare or injuries to property or improvements in said neighborhood, in that;

· The project is subject to the California Building Code and City Code requirements,
which serve to regulate new construction to protect public health, safety and general
welfare.

· The use, scale, and design of the development, as conditioned, are consistent with the
Tasman East Specific Plan standards and are compatible with the planned uses in the
surrounding area.

5) That the proposed development, as set forth in the plans and drawings, are consistent with the
set of more detailed policies and criteria for architectural review as approved and updated
from time to time by the City Council, which set shall be maintained in the planning division
office. The policies and criteria so approved shall be fully effective and operative to the same
extent as if written into and made a part of this title, in that;

· The proposed development provides for an attractive, inviting, imaginative and
functional site arrangement of the building, the obscured parking areas, and a high
quality architectural and landscape design. The project also provides for proper
access, visibility and identity, and access to transit within the Tasman East Specific Plan
and adds new rental housing with some affordable housing for various income levels.

ENVIRONMENTAL REVIEW
An Addendum was prepared for the project in accordance with the California Environmental Quality
Act (CEQA). CEQA Guidelines Section 15162 states that when an Environmental Impact Report
(EIR) has been certified or a Negative Declaration adopted for a project, no subsequent EIR shall be
prepared for that project unless the Lead Agency determines on the basis of substantial evidence in
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prepared for that project unless the Lead Agency determines on the basis of substantial evidence in
light of the whole record that substantial changes or new information of substantial importance has
been identified. The City of Santa Clara certified the Tasman East Specific Plan (TESP) EIR
(SCH#2016122027, File Nos. CEQ2016-01026, PLN2016-12400). Based on the proposed project
description and knowledge of the project site (based on the environmental review prepared for the
TESP FEIR), the City has concluded that the proposed project would not result in any new impacts
not previously disclosed in the TESP FEIR and would not result in a substantial increase in the
magnitude of any significant environmental impacts previously identified in the FEIR. For these
reasons, an addendum to the TESP FEIR has been prepared for the proposed project. An addendum
is not required to circulate for public review, but will be attached to the TESP FEIR, pursuant to CEQA
Guidelines Section 15164(c).

FISCAL IMPACT
There is no impact to the City for processing the requested application other than administrative staff
time and expense typically covered by processing fees paid by the applicant.

PUBLIC CONTACT
On October 8, 20202, a notice of public hearing of this item was mailed 1,000 feet of the project site
and mailed to property owners within 1,000 feet of the project site. Planning Staff has not received
public comments for this application.

Public contact was made by posting the Council agenda on the City’s official-notice bulletin board
outside City Hall Council Chambers. A complete agenda packet is available on the City’s website
and in the City Clerk’s Office at least 72 hours prior to a Regular Meeting and 24 hours prior to a
Special Meeting.

employees, officials and representatives free and harmless from and against any 
and all claims, losses, damages, attorneys' fees, injuries, costs, and liabilities 
arising from any suit for damages or for equitable or injunctive relief which is filed 
by a third party against the City by reason of its approval of developer's project. 

 
COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT 
CD1. Based on the Assessment of Avian Collision Risk prepared for the project as part 

of the CEQA review, the project shall reduce the high bird collision risk associated 
with the mid-rise building form through the treatment of its site and building 
features to comply with MM BIO-3.1 and MM BIO-4. of the MMRP. Compliance 
with these mitigation measures shall be subject to independent evaluation by a 
qualified third-party consultant (“Consultant”). The Consultant shall be approved 
by the Community Development Director prior to commencing the evaluation. 

 
The Consultant shall be responsible for verifying that feature-related hazards (e.g., 
free-standing glass railings and transparent glass corners) within 60 feet of 
proposed exterior vegetation and 2) and storefront glazing adjacent to landscape 
vegetation located on the lower floors of the buildings and 3) lighting, illumination 
and resulting reflectivity between these features and vegetation are consistent with 
MM BIO-3.1 and MM BIO-4.1 of the MMRP.  
 

 The Consultant shall submit a report with their findings to the Community 
Development Director verifying that the building permit plans submitted implement 
MM BIO-3.1 and MM BIO-4.1 of the MMRP measures and industry best practices 
such as those identified in Reducing Bird Collisions with Building and Building 
Glass Best Practices issued by the US Fish and Wildlife Service, Division of 
Migratory Bird Management:

Clara. The Consultant’s report shall be submitted concurrent with the submittal of 
a building permit application.

CD2. Obtain required permits and inspections from the Building Official and comply with 

the conditions thereof.  As this project involves land area of one acre or more, the 
Developer shall file a Notice of Intent (NOI) with the State Water Resources Control 
Board prior to issuance of any building permit for grading, or construction; a copy 
of the NOI shall be sent to the City Building Inspection Division. A stormwater 
pollution prevention plan is also required with the NOI. 

CD3. Submit plans containing final architectural details for review and approval to the 
Planning Division as part of the building permit submittal. Said plans to include, but 
not be limited to: site plans, floor plans, elevations, landscaping, lighting, signage, 
and stormwater management plan. Developer must provide third party verification 
of the stormwater management plan for conformance with C3 requirements as part 
of the building permit submittal. 

CD4. Minor changes to the building, landscaping, or other minor plan elements would 
be subject to Planning Division review and approval of a Minor Adjustment to an 
approved project, or through Architectural Review, subject to the discretion of the 
Director of Community Development.  

CD5. Submit complete landscape plans, including irrigation plan and composite utility 
and tree layout overlay plan, for Planning Division review and approval with 
installation of required landscaping prior to the issuance of occupancy and or final 
building permit. Landscape plan to include type and size of proposed trees. 
Coordinate with the City Arborist for the type, location, installation and 
maintenance of large canopy street trees fronting the project site along the public 
right-of-way. Type and size of tree replacement on project site shall be at the 
direction of the City Arborist and require Planning Division review and approval. 
Installation of root barriers and super-soil may be required with the installation of 
trees where electric, water, and sewer utilities are in proximity. 

CD6. Developer is responsible for collection and pick-up of all trash and debris on-site 
and adjacent public right-of-way.  

CD7. The Developer shall submit a truck hauling route for demolition, soil, debris and 
material removal, and construction to the Director of Community Development for 
review and approval prior to the issuance of demolition and building permits. 

CD8. Construction activity not confined within a building shall be limited to the hours of 
7:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m. weekdays and not permitted on Saturdays, Sundays and 
State and federal holidays for projects within 300 feet of a residential use. 
Construction activity confined within a building shall be limited to the hours of 7:00 
a.m. to 6:00 p.m. weekdays and 9:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m. Saturdays for projects 
within 300 feet of a residential use and prohibited on Sundays and State and 
federal holidays. 

CD9. The applicant or designee shall pay the Specific Plan Fee within 60 days of 
adoption of the Specific Plan Fee to defray the cost of the City’s preparation of the 
Tasman East Specific Plan and the Tasman East Environmental Impact Report.  

CD10. The Developer shall comply with the Mitigations Monitoring and Reporting 
Program (MMRP) identified in the Tasman East Specific Plan Environmental 
Impact Report (SCH No. 2016122027). 



CD11. Design the site to limit exposure from sources of TACs and fine particulate matter 
(PM2.5) emissions. The final site layout shall locate operable windows and air 
intakes as reasonably far as possible from the Union Pacific railroad line/Lafayette 
Street and Tasman Drive. 

CD12. Install air filtration at units that have predicted PM2.5 concentrations above 0.3 
µg/m3. Air filtration devices shall be rated MERV13 or higher. Alternately, at the 
approval of the City, equivalent control technology may be used if it is shown by a 
qualified air quality consultant or heating, ventilation, and air conditioning (HVAC) 
engineer that it would reduce risk below significance thresholds. 

CD13. As part of implementing this measure, an ongoing maintenance plan for the 
building’s HVAC air filtration system shall be required. 

CD14. Ensure that any lease agreements and other property documents (1) require 
cleaning, maintenance, and monitoring of the affected units for air flow leaks; (2) 
include assurance that new owners and tenants are provided information on the 
ventilation system; and (3) include provisions that fees associated with owning or 
leasing a unit(s) in the building include funds for cleaning, maintenance, 
monitoring, and replacements of the filters, as needed. 

CD15. Require that, prior to building occupancy, an authorized air pollutant consultant or 
HVAC engineer verify the installation of all necessary measures to reduce cancer 
risk below 10 chances per million from any source and PM2.5 concentrations 
above 0.3 µg/m3 for any source and 0.8 µg/m3 for all sources. 

CD16. For areas of contiguous glazing on the ground floor greater than 99 square feet in 
size as described above, the glazing shall be treated/modified via any of the 
methods described in the TESP FEIR: fritting stenciling, frosting, adding ultraviolet 
patterns, or employing physical screens or grids. (Note: netting is not 
recommended given the high level of maintenance typically required, and the 
potential for unmaintained netting to trap birds.) 

CD17. Prior to issuance of building permit, include a note on project plans that all paving 
control joints shall be saw cut. 

CD18. Prior to issuance of building permit, demonstrate that all pathway and/or open 
space lighting utilizes Dark Sky compliant and efficient lamping. 

CD19. Prior to issuance of building permit, include signage for privately owned, publicly 
accessible open space.   

CD20. No more than 10 percent of the surface area of the façades on the southern and 

western sides of the building shall consist of untreated glazing between the 

ground and 60 feet above ground. The applicant shall include untreated glazing 

in the areas shown in Figures 7 to 9 of Appendix A; or 

CD21. No more than 10 percent of the surface area of façades within the areas 

indicated in red on Figures 7 to 9 of Appendix A. (i.e., heavily glazed areas on 

floors one and two and portions of floor three) on the southern and western sides 

of the building shall consist of untreated glazing. This alternative focuses on the 

areas indicated in red where collision is highest and would provide less flexibility 

regarding where unglazed treatment would occur. 

CD22. All glass railings and transparent glass corners shall be 100 percent treated 

adjacent to open space areas where landscape vegetation is proposed (i.e., 



floors one and four adjacent to the pool deck). Since the vegetated areas on 

floors four and eight are relatively large and could attract birds, all glass railings 

and transparent glass corners within 60 feet above and below these areas shall 

be treated. Glass corners are considered “transparent” when they have extensive 

glazing on either side such that birds are likely to see through the corners to the 

other side of the building. Glass railings and transparent glass corners where 

treatment is required is shown on Figures 7 to 9 of Appendix A. In addition, all 

glass railings and glass corners surrounding the community garden shall be 

treated. Corners at residential dwelling spaces are not considered to be 

“transparent” if they include a minimum of 20 inches or more of opaque materials 

at each corner.   

CD23. The glazing on floor three (below the fourth floor pool deck) shall be treated with 

a bird-safe glazing treatment so that 1) no more than 10 percent of the surface 

area consists of untreated glazing on the southern and western sides of the 

building and 2) any untreated glazed areas (i.e., the 10 percent untreated areas 

on the south and west sides of the building) are broken up into sections no 

greater than 24 square feet in size by mullions or bird-safe glazing treatments. 

The areas that shall be treated are shown on Figures 7 to 9 of Appendix A.  

CD24. No more than 10 percent of the surface area of the building’s combined façades 

within 12 vertical feet above and/or below the fourth floor pool deck and above 

the eighth floor viewing terrace and community garden shall have untreated 

glazing. The façade below the eighth floor terrace and above the fourth floor pool 

deck (residential units) would have opaque wall panels broken up by small 

individual windows which reduces glazing at the top of the building where the 

eighth floor green roof is proposed and above the pool deck. All remaining 

untreated glazed areas within 12 feet above and below the fourth floor pool deck 

and above the eighth floor viewing terrace and community garden shall be 

broken up into sections no greater than 24 square feet in size by mullions or bird-

safe glazing treatments. In addition, any glazing surrounding the terrace (i.e., on 

the eastern and western sides of the terrace) and community garden shall be 

treated.  

CD25. All glazed façades adjacent to landscape vegetation within the public park on the 

ground floor, the pool deck on the fourth floor, and the community garden and 

view terrace on the eighth floor shall be treated with a bird-safe glazing treatment 

such that no more than 10 percent of the surface area consists of untreated 

glazing and all remaining untreated glazed areas shall be broken up into sections 

no greater than 24 square feet in size by mullions or bird-safe glazing treatments. 

The areas that shall be treated are shown on Figures 7 to 12 of Appendix A. In 

addition, landscaped vegetation with flowers and fruits and the Coast live oak 

trees shall be removed from any planted areas located immediately adjacent to 

untreated glazed areas. 



CD26. The project shall comply with the exterior Leadership in Energy and 

Environmental Design (LEED) Pilot Credit 55 lighting requirement as follows: 

 Exterior building fixtures that are not necessary for safety, building 

entrances, and circulation shall be automatically shut off from midnight 

until 6:00 AM. Manual override capability may be provided for occasional 

after-hour use.  

 Exterior up-lighting in the project design shall be avoided.  

 
BUILDING  
BD1. Prior to overall construction permit application, submit to the Santa Clara Building 

Division, 2 copies of an addressing diagram request, to be prepared by a licensed 
architect or engineer. The addressing diagram(s) shall include all proposed streets 
and all building floor plans. The addressing diagram(s) shall conform to Santa 
Clara City Manager Directive #5; Street Name and Building Number Changes, and 
Santa Clara Building Division Address Policy For Residential and Commercial 
Developments. The addressing diagram(s) shall indicate all unit numbers to be 
based off established streets, not alleys nor access-ways to garages. Allow a 
minimum of 10 working days for initial staff review. Please note city staff policy that 
existing site addresses typically are retired. Provide digital pdf printed from design 
software, not scanned from printed paper sheet 

BD2. The construction permit application drawings submitted to the Santa Clara Building 
Division shall include a copy of the latest Federal Emergency Management Agency 
(FEMA) Flood Zone Map: https://msc.fema.gov/portal/home. The project drawings 
shall indicate how the project complies with the Santa Clara Flood Damage 
Prevention Code. 

BD3. The construction permit application drawings submitted to the Santa Clara Building 
Division shall include Santa Clara Valley Urban Runoff Pollution Prevention 
Program Low Impact Development (LID) practices http://www.scvurppp-
w2k.com/nd_wp.shtml. All projects that disturb more than one acre, or projects that 
are part of a larger development that in total disturbs more than one acre, shall 
comply with the Santa Clara Valley Urban Runoff Pollution Prevention Program 
Best Management Practices (BMP): http://www.scvurppp-
w2k.com/construction_bmp.shtml, and shall provide a Storm Water Pollution 
Prevention Plan (SWPPP) by a certified Qualified SWPPP Developer (QSD). All 
site drainage and grading permit applications submitted to the Santa Clara Building 
Division shall include a city of Santa Clara "C3" data form, available on this web 
page: 
https://www.santaclaraca.gov/our-city/departments-g-z/public-
works/environmental-programs/stormwater-pollution-prevention and will be routed 
to a contract consultant for review. 

BD4. Informational: no California construction code review is being done at this time. 
The construction permit application drawings submitted to the Santa Clara Building 
Division shall include an overall California Building Code analysis, including; 
proposed use and occupancy of all spaces (19' CBC Ch. 3), all building heights 
and areas (19' CBC Ch. 5), all proposed types of construction (19' CBC Ch. 6), all

proposed fire and smoke protection features, including all types of all fire rated 
penetrations proposed (19' CBC Ch. 7), all proposed interior finishes fire 
resistance (19' CBC Ch. 8), all fire protection systems proposed (19' CBC Ch. 9), 
and all means of egress proposed (19' CBC Ch. 10). -Noncombustible exterior 
wall, floor, and roof finishes are strongly encouraged. 
-During construction retaining a single company to install all fire rated penetrations 
is highly recommended. 
The grade level lobby shall be min.1 hour rated all sides and above. 
All stair shafts shall be min. 1 hour rated. 
All elevator shafts shall be min. 1 hour rated. 
All trash chute shafts shall be min. 1 hour rated. 
Recommendation: provide a minimum of two trash chutes; one for recyclables, one 
for trash, each trash chute to be routed down to a grade level trash collection room. 
Any trash rooms shall be min. 1 hour rated all sides and above. 

BD5. The overall project construction permit application shall include the geotechnical, 
architectural, structural, energy, electrical, mechanical, and plumbing drawings 
and calculations. Prior to the issuance of the overall project construction permit, a 
conditions of approval review meeting must be held in city hall, which meeting must 
be attended by the on-site field superintendent(s). The meeting will not be held 
without the attendance of the on-site field superintendent(s). The on-site grading 
permit shall be a separate permit application to the Building Division. 

BD6. The construction permit application drawings submitted to the Santa Clara Building 
Division shall include all accessibility requirements of the 19' CBC Ch. 11 as 
applicable.  

BD7. The construction permit application drawings submitted to the Santa Clara Building 
Division shall include checklist(s) indicating compliance with the applicable 
Mandatory Measures of the 19' Cal. Green Building Standards Code (CGBSC). 
Provide Construction Waste Management (CWM) Plan per the 19' CGBSC guides 
on pp 59-63 of the CGBSC. Provide a Phase 1 and/ or Phase 2 Hazardous 
Materials site assessment, as applicable. Note: The Santa Clara Public Works 
Department Environmental Programs Division will require compliance with the 
Santa Clara Construction & Demolition Debris Recycling Program: 
http://santaclaraca.gov/government/departments/public-works/environmental-
programs/commercial-garbage-recycling/construction-demolition-debris-
recycling-program. Note: the Environmental Programs Division may require 
development projects to register with the Green Halo online waste tracking system: 
https://www.greenhalosystems.com.  

BD8. Note: Temporary Certificates of Occupancy will not be routinely issued, and will be 
considered on a very limited basis only when there is a clear and compelling 
reason for city staff to consider a TCO. A TCO will be approved only after all 
applicable City staff have approved in writing; Planning, P.W./ Engineering, Fire 
Prev., Santa Clara Water, Silicon Valley Power, and any other applicable agencies 
such as the Santa Clara County Health Dept., with the Building Division being the 
final approval of all TCO.'s.

ENGINEERING – PROPERTY AND TRAFFIC 
E1. Obtain site clearance through Public Works Department prior to issuance of 

Building Permit. Site clearance will require payment of applicable development 
fees. Other requirements may be identified for compliance during the site 
clearance process. Contact Public Works Department at (408) 615-3000 for further 
information. 

E2. All work within the public right-of-way and/or public easement, which is to be 
performed by the Developer/Owner, the general contractor, and all subcontractors 
shall be included within a single Encroachment Permit issued by the City Public 
Works Department. Issuance of the Encroachment Permit and payment of all 
appropriate fees shall be completed prior to commencement of work, and all work 
under the permit shall be completed prior to issuance of occupancy permit. 

E3. If the Council approves the Tasman East Specific Plan Public Infrastructure Fee 
(Fee), this Project would be subject to the Fee.  The Fee is to be based on a per 
new residential unit basis.  The Fee is subject to annual escalation per the 
Engineering News Record and is due prior to issuance of Building Permits.  The 
City will reimburse the developer for the construction of the Tasman East Specific 
Plan Public Infrastructure improvements included within the scope of the Fee and 
if constructed with the Project.  These improvements are to be included within the 
Encroachment Permit issued for the Project. 

E4. The City-approved Tasman East Focus Area Specific Plan (Specific Plan) requires 
the Primavera Lift Station to be relocated and Calle del Sol extended to Calle del 
Mundo. The Technical Memorandum prepared by the City’s consultant, Woodard 
& Curran, for the “Primavera Lift Station Relocation Siting Study” (Study) dated 
February 6, 2019 identifies an area, fronting Lafayette Street, within this proposed 
development as Alternative 1 for the Primavera Lift Station relocation. The Study 
evaluated five alternatives and Alternative 1 is the top ranked Alternative. The City 
is currently evaluating the possibility of not relocating the Primavera Lift Station. 
However, until the City Council takes action on this matter, the property owners 
within the Specific Plan that have submitted projects through the Project Clearance 
Committee/Subdivision Committee should determine an area within their proposed 
developments for the Primavera Lift Station relocation in compliance with the City-
approved Specific Plan. 

E5. If the developer submits for a Building Permit that causes the total dwelling units 
to equal or exceed the following thresholds for the total Building Permit submittals 
of dwelling units within the entire Tasman East Specific Plan area, the developer 
shall construct the following traffic mitigation improvements:  

 3,150 dwelling units - Lafayette Street and Calle Del Mundo (new traffic 
signal construction) 

 3,600 dwelling units – Great America Parkway and State Route 237 
(configuration of southbound approach to 1 right turn and 1 through right 
lane) 

 3,600 dwelling units – Lafayette Street and Calle De Luna (traffic signal 
modification to convert westbound approach to 1 left turn and 1 right turn 
lane) 



The above traffic mitigation improvements shall be completed and placed into 
service prior to developer submitting any request for occupancy. 

E6. Submit public improvement plans prepared in accordance with City Public Works 
Department procedures which provide for the installation of public improvements. 
Plans shall be prepared by a Registered Civil Engineer and approved by the City 
Engineer prior to approval and recordation of final map and/or issuance of building 
permits. 

E7. Provide root barriers when the drip line of the mature trees covers the sidewalk. 
Root barriers for sidewalk protection shall be 16' long or extend to drip line of the 
mature tree, whichever is greater, and be 1.5' deep, and centered on trees. Root 
barriers for curb and gutter protection shall be 16' long or extend to drip line of the 
mature tree, whichever is greater, and be 2’ deep, and centered on trees. 

E8. Existing non-standard or non-ADA compliant frontage improvements shall be 
replaced with current City standard frontage improvements as directed by the City 
Engineer or his designee. 

E9. Dedicate a sidewalk easement for the sidewalk and driveway portions within 
private property and pay the easement preparation fee. Sidewalk easement shall 
be 1’ behind proposed back-of-walk if there is landscaping behind sidewalk and/or 
at the proposed back-of-walk with a cold joint if there is hardscape concrete behind 
sidewalk. 

E10. Obtain Council approval of a resolution ordering vacation of existing public 
easement(s) proposed to be abandoned, if any, through Public Works Department, 
and pay all appropriate fees, prior to start of construction.  

E11. File a Lot-Line-Adjustment application prepared by a Licensed Land Surveyor or a 
Registered Civil Engineer with Land Surveyor privileges with all required fees to 
combine or reconfigure the subject parcels and record the approved Lot-Line-
Adjustment with the County Recorder, all to the satisfaction of the City Engineer, 
prior to issuance of building permits. Lot-Line-Adjustment planning application 
must be submitted and approved by Planning via Subdivision Committee prior to 
submission to Public Works. 

E12. Sanitary sewer and storm drain mains and laterals shall be outside the drip line of 
mature trees or ten (10) feet clear of the tree trunk, whichever is greater, to the 
satisfaction of the City Engineer.  

E13. Developer shall provide a complete storm drain study for the 10-year and 100-year 
storm events. The grading plans shall include the overland release for the 100-
year storm event and any localized flooding areas. System improvements, if 
needed, will be at developer’s expense 

E14. .On Calle De Mundo, provide 60-foot of right of way (30 feet from existing street 
centerline) consisting of 42-foot curb to curb street width (21 feet from existing 
street centerline) and 9-foot parkway width consisting of 5-foot sidewalk and 4-foot 
landscape strip.  Along the project frontage, install thermoplastic markings for 5-
foot wide Class II bicycle lane westbound, 10-foot wide vehicle lane westbound, 
12-foot two-way left turn lane, 10-foot wide vehicle lane eastbound, 5-foot wide 
Class II bicycle lane eastbound (or 8-foot wide parking lane as an interim 
condition). 



E15. Keep area of proposed Rectangular Rapid Flash Beacon (RRFB) clear for future 
installation including ADA curb ramp. 

E16. Provide ADA walkway connections to the proposed buildings and City Park from 
the sidewalk. 

E17. Construct driveways per City Standard Detail ST-8. 
E18. Structures and landscaping within 10-foot driveway visibility triangles must be less 

than 3 feet or greater than 10 feet tall.  See diagram below. 

 
E19. Provide loading/unloading/trash service zone on-site. 
E20. If the parking garage will be gated, install gate minimum 25 feet from property line. 
E21. All signing and striping shall be thermoplastic. 
E22. Install R26(CA) “No Parking” signs along Calle Del Mundo property frontage. 
E23. For the proposed 301-unit project, provide 100 Class I bicycle spaces and 20 Class 

II bicycle spaces (VTA Bicycle Technical Guidelines). Class I and II are defined in 
SCMC 18.74.075.  Bicycle racks in public right of way shall not be used to satisfy 
bicycle parking requirements 
 

ELECTRICAL 
EL1. 11’ drive-able path through the park on the west side of the site is to be evaluated 

further in the detailed design stage for access to SVP’s 230KV Manhole. A larger 
staging area next to the 230KV manhole may be needed.  

EL2. SVP U/E box next to MH-3. (See attached As-Built “UG-NR_SS_P04-Layout1” for 
approximate location). Box may need to be converted into a traffic rated box during 
detailed design, if it is not a traffic rated box currently.  

EL3. Ductbank/easements through park along the west side of this site will be required 
during detailed design. This duct bank shall connect the frontage improvements to 
the existing pole line.  

EL4. Any encroachments into the UGEE easement is at developers/property owner’s 
risk. Future maintenance on SVP substructure which may result in 
damages/removal of fencing would be the responsibility of the property owner to 
restore bearing any costs associated with that work.  

EL5. 12' & 10’ UGEE along North property line (to remain). All private improvements 
(fencing) encroaching into this easement with foundations must be 5’ away from 
the edge of the existing SVP 230KV manhole/duct bank. Any fencing must start to 
the east side of the existing SVP 230KV Manhole (5’ away from the end of the 
manhole). Fence cannot be in installed on the sides of the manhole.  

EL6. Transformers underneath building overhangs must have 30’ vertical clearance 
above them to operate a crane. Building walls directly above the transformer may 
not have any openings or windows. Reference Standard (UG-1225 Sheet 9).  



EL7. SVP duct bank along Calle Del Mundo Frontage must be 4’ away from a 5’ deep 
root barrier. The tree must be 6’ away from the edge of the SVP Ductbank. All tree 
types should be per SD-1235 or equivalent.  

EL8. Building foundations/pillars must be 3’ away from SVP transformer pads  
EL9. Street lighting systems (along with SVP Secondary and UE systems) shall be 

designed in the detailed design stage. Including all new streetlight foundations and 
associated Streetlight pull boxes.  

EL10. Private Electrical service conduits cannot go into the same SVP Trench. 
EL11. Clearances: 

a. EQUIPMENT 
i. Ten (10) foot minimum clearance is required in front of equipment access 

doors. (UG1000 sheet 11) 
ii. Five (5) foot minimum clearance from pad is required on sides without 

equipment access doors. (UG1000 sheet 11) 
iii. Eighteen (18) foot minimum width, shall be provided and maintained on one 

side of the equipment pad to allow an electric dept. line truck to drive up 
next to the pad for installation and maintenance of equipment.  (UG1000 
Sheet 11). 

iv. Barrier pipes are required only on sides accessible to vehicles. (UG1000 
Sheet 12). 

1. Thirty (30) inches from side of equipment sides. 
2. Forty-Eight (48) inches in front of access doors. 

a. Barrier Pipes in front of access doors shall be removable. 
b. CONDUITS 

i. Five (5) foot minimum longitudinal clearance between new conduits or 
piping systems (open trench installation) and any existing or proposed SVP 
conduit system.  This is for longitudinal. (UG1250 sheet 5) 

ii. Twelve (12) inch minimum vertical clearance between new conduit/pipes 
installed perpendicular to existing SVP conduits for open trench 
installations. (UG1000 sheet 36, UG1250 Sheet 6) 

iii. Three (3) foot six (6) inches clearance is required from poles for open trench 
installation.  Exceptions are for riser conduit. (UG1250 Sheet 7) 

iv. Three (3) foot minimum clearance is required between sign posts, barrier 
pipes or bollards, fence posts, and other similar structures. ( UG1250 sheet 
10). 

v. Five (5) foot minimum from new splice boxes, pull boxes, manholes, vaults, 
or similar subsurface facilities. (UG1000 sheet 8) 

vi. Five (5) foot minimum clearance from walls, footings, retaining wall, 
landscape planter, tree root barrier or other subsurface wall or structure. 
(UG1250 sheet 9). 

vii. Five (5) foot minimum clearance is required between fire hydrant thrust 
block.  The thrust block extends 5’ foot on either side of the fire hydrant in 
line with the radial water pipe connected to the hydrant. 

c. VAULTS/MANHOLES 
i. Ten (10) foot minimum clearance is required between adjacent Vaults or 

Manholes. 



ii. Five (5) foot minimum clearance is required between adjacent conduits. 
iii. Minimum 36” from face of curb, or bollards required. 

d. Poles (Electrolier, Guy Stub poles, service clearance poles, self-supporting 
steel poles and lighting poles.) 
i. Three (3) foot six (6) inches clearance is required from poles for open 

trench installation.  Exceptions are for riser conduit. (UG1250 Sheet 7) 
e. Guy Anchors 

i. Five (5) foot minimum clearance is required between center of anchor line 
and any excavation area.  (UG1250 sheet 15). 

f. Trees 
i. OH 1230 for Overhead Lines 
ii. SD 1235 for Tree Planting Requirements near UG Electric Facilities 

 
EL12. Reference listed SVP standards for clearances. 

a. Installation of Underground Substructures by Developers 
b. UG1250 – Encroachment Permit Clearances from Electric Facilities 
c. UG0339 – Remote Switch Pad 
d. OH1230 – Tree Clearances From Overhead Electric Lines 
e. SD1235 – Tree Planting Requirements Near Underground Electric Facilities 

EL13. Prior to submitting any project for Electric Department review, applicant shall 
provide a site plan showing all existing utilities, structures, easements and trees.  
Applicant shall also include a “Load Survey” form showing all current and proposed 
electric loads.  A new customer with a load of 500KVA or greater or 100 residential 
units will have to fill out a “Service Investigation Form” and submit this form to the 
Electric Planning Department for review by the Electric Planning Engineer.  Silicon 
Valley Power will do exact design of required substructures after plans are 
submitted for building permits. 

EL14. The Developer shall provide and install electric facilities per Santa Clara City Code 
chapter 17.15.210. 

EL15. Electric service shall be underground.  See Electric Department Rules and 
Regulations for available services. 

EL16. Installation of underground facilities shall be in accordance with City of Santa Clara 
Electric Department standard UG-1000, latest version, and Santa Clara City Code 
chapter 17.15.050. 

EL17. Underground service entrance conduits and conductors shall be “privately” owned, 
maintained, and installed per City Building Inspection Division Codes.  Electric 
meters and main disconnects shall be installed per Silicon Valley Power Standard 
MS-G7, Rev. 2. 

EL18. The developer shall grant to the City, without cost, all easements and/or right of 
way necessary for serving the property of the developer and for the installation of 
utilities (Santa Clara City Code chapter 17.15.110). 

EL19. If the “legal description” (not “marketing description”) of the units is condominium 
or apartment, then all electric meters and services disconnects shall be grouped 
at one location, outside of the building or in a utility room accessible directly from 
the outside.  If they are townhomes or single-family residences, then each unit 
shall have it’s own meter, located on the structure. A double hasp locking 



arrangement shall be provided on the main switchboard door(s).  Utility room 
door(s) shall have a double hasp locking arrangement or a lock box shall be 
provided.  Utility room door(s) shall not be alarmed. 

EL20. If transformer pads are required, City Electric Department requires an area of 17’ 
x 16’-2”, which is clear of all utilities, trees, walls, etc.  This area includes a 5’-0” 
area away from the actual transformer pad.  This area in front of the transformer 
may be reduced from a 8’-0” apron to a 3’-0”, providing the apron is back of a 5’-
0” min. wide sidewalk.  Transformer pad must be a minimum of 10’-0 from all doors 
and windows, and shall be located next to a level, drivable area that will support a 
large crane or truck. 

EL21. All trees, existing and proposed, shall be a minimum of five (5) feet from any 
existing or proposed Electric Department facilities.  Existing trees in conflict will 
have to be removed.  Trees shall not be planted in PUE’s or electric easements 

EL22. Any relocation of existing electric facilities shall be at Developer’s expense. 
EL23. Electric Load Increase fees may be applicable. 
EL24. The developer shall provide the City, in accordance with current City standards 

and specifications, all trenching, backfill, resurfacing, landscaping, conduit, 
junction boxes, vaults, street light foundations, equipment pads and subsurface 
housings required for power distribution, street lighting, and signal communication 
systems, as required by the City in the development of frontage and on-site 
property.  Upon completion of improvements satisfactory to the City, the City shall 
accept the work.  Developer shall further install at his cost the service facilities, 
consisting of service wires, cables, conductors, and associated equipment 
necessary to connect a customer to the electrical supply system of and by the City.  
After completion of the facilities installed by developer, the City shall furnish and 
install all cable, switches, street lighting poles, luminaries, transformers, meters, 
and other equipment that it deems necessary for the betterment of the system 
(Santa Clara City Code chapter 17.15.210 (2)). 

EL25. Electrical improvements (including underground electrical conduits along frontage 
of properties) may be required if any single non-residential private improvement 
valued at $200,000 or more or any series of non-residential private improvements 
made within a three-year period valued at $200,000 or more (Santa Clara City 
Code Title 17 Appendix A (Table III)). 

EL26. Non-Utility Generator equipment shall not operate in parallel with the electric utility, 
unless approved and reviewed by the Electric Engineering Division.  All switching 
operations shall be “Open-Transition-Mode”, unless specifically authorized by SVP 
Electric Engineering Division.  A Generating Facility Interconnection Application 
must be submitted with building permit plans.  Review process may take several 
months depending on size and type of generator.  No interconnection of a 
generation facility with SVP is allowed without written authorization from SVP 
Electric Engineering Division. 

EL27. Encroachment permits will not be signed off by Silicon Valley Power until 
Developers Work substructure construction drawing has been completed. 

EL28. All SVP-owned equipment is to be covered by an Underground Electric Easement 
(U.G.E.E.) This is different than a PUE. Only publically-owned dry utilities can be 
in a UGEE. Other facilities can be in a joint trench configuration with SVP, 



separated by a 1’ clearance, providing that they are constructed simultaneously 
with SVP facilities. See UG 1000 for details. 

EL29. Proper clearance must be maintained from all SVP facilities, including a 5’ 
clearance from the outer wall of all conduits. This is in addition to any UGEE 
specified for the facilities. Contact SVP before making assumptions on any 
clearances for electric facilities. 

EL30. Transformers and Switch devices can only be located outdoors. Reference 

Standard UG-1225 for all working and clearance requirements.  

EL31. All existing SVP facilities, onsite or offsite, are to remain unless specifically 
addressed by SVP personnel by separate document. It is the Developers 
responsibility to maintain all clearances from equipment and easements. 
Developer to contact SVP outside of the PCC process for clear definitions of these 
clearance requirements. Developer should not assume that SVP will be removing 
any existing facilities without detailed design drawings from SVP indicating 
potential removals. Simply indicating that SVP facilities are to be removed or 
relocated on conceptual plans does not imply that this action has been approved 
by SVP. 

EL32. SVP does not utilize any sub-surface (below grade) devices in it’s system. This 
includes transformers, switches, etc. 

EL33. All interior meter rooms at ground level are to have direct, outside access through 
only ONE door. Interior electric rooms must be enclosed in a dedicated electric 
room and cannot be in an open warehouse or office space.  

EL34. High Rise Metering and Multi-Floor Infrastructure Requirements 
a. Refer to: High Density Residential Metering Requirements - DRAFT 

04.24.2020 
b. Refer to: SVP Fiber 0403 - Fiber Optic Cable and Splice Testing 

EL35. In residential buildings where multiple 120/208V transformers are required a 
subtractive metering scheme may be used. A 277/480V transformer may be placed 
and private step down transformers in the building may be used to step down the 
voltage to 120/208V. In this scheme a minimum of two transformers/services are 
need. One transformer/service is needed for residential loads. One 
transformer/service is needed for any house loads/commercial spaces.  

EL36. High Rise Metering and Multi-Floor Infrastructure Design Package (email to 
kpatel@svpower.com) 
a. If meter rooms are placed above grade a design package with the following 

must be submitted to SVP for review and approval during the design stage. 
i. Clear descriptions indicated the “Main building electric room”, “Main floor 

electric room(s)”, & the “sub floor electric room(s)”. 
ii. For each meter room the dimensions of the room, location of SVP 

communication equipment & meters, working spaces around the meters & 
communication equipment, and number of meters must be detailed.  

iii. Step Down transformer rooms with 480V to 120/208V conversions must be 
shown 

iv. Exhibits showing communication infrastructure design and wiring diagrams 
per SVP requirements. Reach out to SVP for draft copy of these standards.  



v. Exhibits showing access routes and locations to each meter room inside the 
building. All points of entry shall be shown. Meter rooms shall be within 100’ 
of an elevator.  

vi. Drive up location next to the ground floor main building electric room, 
parking stalls for loading/unloading equipment (for example meters, etc.). 

EL37. SVP’s largest 120/208V transformer is 750KVA. 
EL38. SVP’s largest 277/480V transformer is 2000KVA. 
EL39. In the case of podium-style construction, all SVP facilities and conduit systems 

must be located on solid ground (aka “real dirt”) and cannot be supported on 
parking garage ceilings or placed on top of structures. 

EL40. Applicant is advised to contact SVP (CSC Electric Department) to obtain specific 
design and utility requirements that are required for building permit review/approval 
submittal.  Please provide a site plan to Leonard Buttitta at 408-615-6620 to 
facilitate plan review. 

 
WATER AND SEWER 
W1. If the applicant would like to inquire about recycled water use, the applicant shall 

coordinate with Water & Sewer Utilities – Compliance Division at (408)-615-2006. 
W2. Prior to issuance of Building Permits, the applicant shall submit design plans for 

construction of water utilities that comply with the latest edition of the Water & Sewer 
Utilities Water Service and Use Rules and Regulations, Water System Notes, and Water 
Standard Details and Specifications.  In addition, prior to the City's issuance of Occupancy, 
the applicant shall construct all public water utilities per the approved plans.  The Water & 
Sewer Utilities will inspect all public water utility installations and all other improvements 
encroaching public water utilities. 

W3. Prior to the issuance of Building Permits, the applicant shall provide documentation of 
water usage so the Water Division can verify the appropriate size of all proposed water 
meters. Please note that if the existing water services are incapable of supplying the water 
needs to the site, the existing services shall be abandoned and new separate dedicated 
water services shall be provided for each use (domestic and irrigation). 

W4. The applicant shall submit a composite utility plan showing all utilities (including electrical) 
and landscaping (trees/shrubbery) so that the Water Department can verify conflicts for 
proposed water services. Note that all new water meters and backflow prevention devices 
shall be located behind the sidewalk in a landscape area. 

W5. Applicant shall adhere to and provide a note indicating all horizontal and vertical 
clearances. The applicant shall maintain a minimum 12” of vertical clearance at water 
service crossing with other utilities, and all required minimum horizontal clearances from 
water services: 10' from sanitary sewer utilities, 10’ from recycled water utilities, 8' from 
storm drain utilities, 5' from fire and other water utilities, 3' from abandoned water services, 
5' from gas utilities, and 5’ from the edge of the propose or existing driveway. For sanitary 
sewer, water, and recycled water utilities, the applicant shall maintain a minimum 
horizontal clearance of 10' from existing and proposed trees. If applicant installs tree root 
barriers, clearance from tree reduces to 5' (clearance must be from the edge of tree root 
barrier to edge of water facilities). 

W6. Applicant shall submit plans showing proposed water, sanitary sewer, and fire service 
connected to a public main in the public right-of-way to the satisfaction of the Director of 
Water & Sewer Utilities. Different types of water use (domestic, irrigation, fire) shall be 
served by separate water services, each separately tapped at the water main. Tapping on 
existing fire service line(s) is prohibited.  



W7. Individual buildings within a parcel must have their own dedicated service (fire, water, and 
irrigation). Different types of building use (retail, residential, commercial, etc.) shall be 
served by separate water meters. 

W8. No structures (fencing, foundation, biofiltration swales, etc.) allowed over sanitary sewer 
and/or water utilities and easements. 

W9. The applicant shall submit plans showing any onsite storm water treatment system. The 
plan shall include a section detail of the treatment system. No water, sewer, or recycled 
water facilities shall be located within 5-feet of any storm water treatment system. 

W10. Approved backflow prevention device(s) are required on all potable water services.  The 
applicant shall submit plans showing the location of the approved backflow prevention 
device(s). Note that all new water meters and backflow prevention devices shall be located 
behind the sidewalk in a landscape area. 

W11. The applicant shall bear the cost of any relocation or abandonment of existing Water 
Department facilities required for project construction to the satisfaction of the Director of 
Water and Sewer Utilities.  

W12. Utility infrastructure (water, recycled water, and sewer) improvements are needed for the 
whole Tasman East development. Mechanism for payment and construction is still being 
assessed. Applicant to indicate new water and recycled water utilities along property 
frontage on the plans. 

W13. The applicant must indicate the disposition of all existing water and sewer services and 
mains on the plans.  If the existing services will not be used, then the applicant shall 
properly abandon these services to the main per Water & Sewer Utilities standards and 
install a new service to accommodate the water needs of the project.  

W14. Prior to issuance of Building Permits, the applicant shall provide the profile section details 
for utilities crossing water, sewer, or reclaimed water mains to ensure a 12’’ minimum 
vertical clearance is maintained.  

W15. If fire flow information is needed, applicant shall coordinate with Water and Sewer Utilities 
Department, for fire flow information at (408) 615-2000. 

W16. A dedicated fire service line, with an approved backflow prevention device, shall be used 
for on-site fire hydrants. 

W17. Prior to issuance of Building Permits, the applicant shall submit plan details for all water 
features (including but not limited to fountains and ponds) designed to include provisions 
for operating the system without City potable water supply and capable of being physically 
disconnected from source of potable water supply during City declared water conservation 
periods, to the satisfaction of the Director of the Water & Sewer Utilities.  Decorative water 
features may be permanently connected to the City’s recycled water supply. 

W18. Prior to City’s issuance of Building or Grading Permits, the applicant shall provide a 
dedicated water utility easement around the backflow prevention device onsite. The water 
utility easement for the water services and all other public water appurtenances shall be 
a minimum 15 feet wide and be adjacent to the public right-of-way without overlapping any 
public utility easement. Additionally, the applicant shall submit plans defining existing 
easements so Water Division can verify if there are any conflicts with proposed easements 
and water utilities.  

W19. Upon completion of construction and prior to the City’s issuance of a Certificate of 
Occupancy, the applicant shall provide "as-built" drawings of the on-site public water utility 
infrastructure prepared by a registered civil engineer to the satisfaction of the Director of 
Water & Sewer Utilities. 

 
POLICE 



PD1. Applicant shall install signage to prevent theft from vehicles in the parking lots. In addition, 
the use of quality lighting, installation of high-quality video cameras/recorders, and license 
plate readers are highly encouraged to prevent thefts from vehicles. 

 
FIRE 
F1. The Fire Department’s review was limited to verifying compliance per the 2016 California 

Fire Code (CFC), Section 503 (Fire Apparatus Access Roads), Section 507 (Fire 
Protection Water Supplies), Appendix B (Fire-Flow Requirements for Buildings) and 
Appendix C (Fire Hydrant Locations and Distribution) and City of Santa Clara 
Requirements. 

F2. At time of Building Permit application an AMMA shall be submitted to mitigate the lack of 
Fire Department access, fire hydrant spacing, and hose reach.  The Design Team shall 
commit to the following mitigations: 

a. Provide an automatic wet standpipe system. 
b. Provide three rated stairwells to the roof with penthouse.  All stairwells to be 

pressurized in accordance with CBC/CFC 909. 
c. Proved a fire sprinkler density increase of 0.05-gpm per square foot above the 

NFPA base design to include attic spaces.  The fire sprinkler design shall utilize 
the Density/Area method outlined in NFPA 13 to include the residential portions 
(no 4- head calculation allowed).   

d. Provide a full voice-evacuation.  The reduced factors cannot be used for the means 
of egress sizing. 

e. Maximum allowable reduction in Fire-Flow (due to fire sprinklers) is limited to 50% 
of the value in CFC Appendix B, Table B105.1(2). 

f. Provide a 200 square foot fire command center (separate from the fire pump room) 
located on the ground floor.  The room shall have access from the exterior and the 
location will be approved by the SCFD.  

g. Provide Class 1 standpipes for the interior court. 

F3. At time of Building Permit application, provide documentation to show the minimum 
required fire-flow for the building based on the construction type and square footage in 
accordance with the California Fire Code, Appendix B, Table B105.1 can be met. A 75% 
reduction in fire-flow is allowed with the installation of an automatic fire sprinkler system 
designed in accordance with California Fire Code § B105.2.  The resulting fire-flow shall 
not be less than 1,500 gallons per minute (or 1,000 gallons per minute for NFPA 13 fire 
sprinkler systems) minute for the prescribed duration. 

F4. At time of Building Permit application, the required number, location and distribution of fire 
hydrants for the building based on the California Fire Code, Appendix C, Table C102.1 
shall be incorporated into the construction documents.  The required number of fire 
hydrants shall be based on the fire-flow before the reduction. 

F5. Prior to the Start of Construction, fire protection water supplies shall be installed and made 
serviceable prior to the time of construction or prior to combustible materials being moved 
onsite, unless an approved alternative method of protection is approved by the Fire 
Prevention and Hazardous Materials Division. 

F6. Provisions shall be made for Emergency Responder Radio Coverage System (ERRCS) 
equipment, including but not limited to pathway survivability in accordance with Santa 
Clara Emergency Responder Radio Coverage System Standard. 

F7. Prior to issuance of a Building Demo Permit, Steps 1 through 3 summarized below must 
be addressed during the planning phase of the project.  Submit Phase II environmental 
documents: 



a. Step 1 – Hazardous Materials Closure (HMCP):  This is a permit is issued 
by the Santa Clara Fire Department, Fire Prevention & Hazardous Materials 
Division.  Hazardous materials closure plans are required for businesses 
that used, handled or stored hazardous materials.  While required prior to 
closing a business this is not always done by the business owner, and 
therefore should be part of the developer’s due diligence.  The hazardous 
materials closure plans demonstrate that hazardous materials which were 
stored, dispensed, handled or used in the facility/business are safely 
transported, disposed of or reused in a manner that eliminates any threat to 
public health and environment.   

b. Step 2 – Site Mitigation:  Site mitigation is the cleanup or management of 
chemical contaminants in soil, soil vapor or groundwater.  The type and 
extent of contamination on site(s) governs which of the regulatory agencies 
noted below will supervise the cleanup. 

 Santa Clara Fire Department, Fire Prevention & Hazardous Materials 
Division (CUPA) 

 Department of Toxic Substances Control (DTSC) 

 State Water Resources Control Board 

 Santa Clara County, Department of Environmental Health.   
c. Step 3 – Community Development, Building Division Demolition 

Application:  For the majority of projects within the City of Santa Clara, 
Steps 1 and/or 2 described above need to be completed prior to proceeding 
to demolition application in order to avoid permit approval delays.  The 
purpose of a demolition permit is to ensure that the parcel is clear of debris 
and other health hazard material (lead, asbestos, etc.) and that the utility 
connections have been plugged and sealed.”   

F8.  Nothing in this review is binding. Final configurations will be reviewed upon the 
Building Permit application. 

 
STREETS 
STORMWATER 

ST1. Prior to City’s issuance of Building or Grading Permits, the applicant shall develop a Final 
Stormwater Management Plan, update the C.3 Data Form, prepare and submit for 
approval an Erosion and Sediment Control Plan. During the construction phase, all 
stormwater control measures shall be inspected for conformance to approved plans by a 
qualified 3rd party consultant from the SCVURPPP List of Qualified Consultants, and a 3rd 
party concurrence letter shall be submitted to the Dept. of Public Works. Insert the C.3 
Construction Checklist to the improvement plans. 

ST2. The Final Stormwater Management Plan, the Landscape Planting Plan, Special Project 
narratives and worksheet (if appropriate) and all associated calculations shall be reviewed 
and certified by a qualified 3rd party consultant from the SCVURPPP List of Qualified 
Consultants, and a 3rd party review letter shall be submitted with the Plan. 

ST3. Porous Pavement, Vaults, Interceptor Trees and Trash Full Capture Devices shall be 
inspected by the third-party reviewer and/or manufacturer representative for conformance 
with the details and specifications. If necessary, percolation test shall be performed to 
ensure proper installation. The number, location and species of the interceptor trees shall 
be confirmed during the construction.

ST4. For projects that disturb a land area of one acre or more, the applicant shall file a Notice 
of Intent (NOI) with the State Water Resources Control Board for coverage under the State 
Construction General Permit (Order No. 2009-0009-DWQ) prior to issuance of any 
building permit for grading or construction. A copy of the NOI shall be submitted to the City 
Building Inspection Division, along with a stormwater pollution prevention plan (SWPPP). 
Active projects covered under the Construction General Permit will be inspected by the 
City once per month during the wet season (October – April). 

ST5. This project shall comply with the City’s Storm Drains and Discharges Ordinance 
(Chapter13.20 of the Municipal Codes) which requires the implementation of Best 
Management Practices (BMPs) during and post-construction through site design 
measures, source controls and stormwater treatment controls to minimize stormwater 
pollutant discharges. Insert the SCVURPPP Countywide Construction BMPs Plan into 
construction plans and details in accordance with the City’s municipal codes prior to the 
issuance of a Building or Grading permit.  

ST6. As-Built drawing shall be submitted to the Public Works Department. Building occupancy 
will not be issued until all stormwater treatment measures have been adequately inspected 
and O&M Agreement is approved. For more information contact Rinta Perkins at (408) 
615-3081 or rperkins@santaclaraca.gov 

ST7. Stormwater treatment facilities must be designed and installed to achieve the site design 
measures throughout their life in accordance to the SCVRUPPP C.3 Stormwater 
Handbook (Chapter 6 and Appendix C). They shall be installed using biotreatment soil 
media that meet the minimum specifications as set forth in this Handbook. Select 
appropriate plant materials to promote stormwater treatment measure while implementing 
integrated pest management and water conservation practices in accordance to the 
SCVRUPPP C.3 Stormwater Handbook (Appendix D).  

ST8. The property owner shall enter into an Operation and Maintenance (O&M) Agreement with 
the City for all installed stormwater treatment measures in perpetuity and maintenance 
information on the post-construction treatment control measures shall be provided prior to 
the issuance of a Public Works clearance. Applicants should contact Karin Hickey at (408) 
615-3097 or KaHickey@santaclaraca.gov or download the most recent version of the 
O&M Agreement, visit the City’s stormwater resources website at 
http://santaclaraca.gov/stormwater. 

ST9. Developer shall install an appropriate stormwater pollution prevention message such as 
“No Dumping – Flows to Bay” on any storm drains located on private property prior to the 
issuance of a Public Works clearance. 

ST10. Interior floor drains shall be plumbed to the sanitary sewer system and not connected to 
the City’s storm drain system. Floor drains within trash enclosures shall be plumbed to the 
sanitary sewer system and not connected to the City’s storm drain system. 

ST11. Any site design measures used to reduce the size of stormwater treatment measures shall 
not be removed from the project without the corresponding resizing of the stormwater 
treatment measures and an amendment of the property’s O&M Agreement. 

ST12. Developer shall purchase and install full trash capture devices for all storm drain inlets 
downstream of a trash staging area, which must be maintained by the property owner in 
perpetuity. Maintenance and inspection of full trash capture devices shall be addressed in 
the O&M Agreement. 

ST13. All outdoor equipment and materials storage areas shall be covered and/or bermed, or 
otherwise designed to limit the potential for runoff to contact pollutants. 

SOLID WASTE 

ST14. The applicant shall complete and provide the Solid Waste Management Report, 
which includes the estimation of trash and recycling materials generated from the

project. Use the City’s Solid Waste Guidelines for New and Redevelopment 
Projects as specified by the development type. Contact the Public Works 
Department at Environment@santaclaraca.gov or (408) 615-3080 for more 
information. 

ST15. For projects that involve construction, demolition or renovation of 5,000 square feet or 
more, the applicant shall comply with City Code Section 8.25.285 and recycle or divert at 
least sixty five percent (65%) of materials generated for discard by the project during 
demolition and construction activities. No building, demolition, or site development permit 
shall be issued unless and until applicant has submitted a construction and demolition 
debris materials check-off list. Applicant shall create a Waste Management Plan and 
submit, for approval, a Construction and Demolition Debris Recycling Report through the 
City’s online tracking tool at http://santaclara.wastetracking.com/. 

ST16. This project is subject to the City’s Accumulation, Transportation and Disposal of Solid 
Waste Ordinance (Chapter 8.25 of the Municipal Codes), which requires the handling and 
disposal of waste by authorized service haulers. Insert the General Notes for the 
Construction & Demolition (C&D) Waste Management into construction plans in 
accordance with the City’s municipal codes prior to the issuance of a Building or Grading 
permit. Provide the Green Halo waste online tracking number to Building staff prior to the 
issuance of a demolition or building permit. 

ST17. Project applicant shall contact the Public Works Department, Street Maintenance Division 
at (408) 615-3080 to verify if the property falls within the City’s exclusive franchise hauling 
area. If so, the applicant may be required to use the City’s exclusive franchise hauler and 
rate structure for solid waste services. Prior to the issuance of a Public Works clearance, 
the project applicant shall complete and sign the Acknowledgement portion of the Solid 
Waste Management Plan for New Development and Redevelopment form noting the 
service haulers used for this project. 

ST18. Prior to obtaining a Temporary or Final Certificate of Occupancy, weight tickets for all 
materials generated for discard or reuse by the project during demolition and construction 
activities shall be uploaded to Green Halo and submitted for review and approval by 
Environmental Services. At a minimum two (2) weeks review time is required.  

ST19. Building must have enclosures for garbage, recycling and organic waste containers. The 
size and shape of the enclosure(s) must be adequate to serve the estimated needs and 
size of the building(s) onsite and should be designed and located on the property to allow 
ease of access by collection vehicles. Roofed enclosures with masonry walls and solid 
metal gates are the preferred design. Any required enclosure fencing (trash area, utility 
equipment, etc.) if not see-thru, shall have a six (6) inch opening along the bottom for clear 
visibility. Any gates or access doors to these enclosures shall be locked. 

ST20. Pre-treatment devices and tallow bins shall be installed at all food establishments. Tallow 
bins shall be placed within a trash enclosure when possible. If enclosure is not sized to 
accommodate the tallow bin(s), a separate dedicated enclosure with drainage to the 
sanitary sewer system shall be provided. 

ST21. All refuse from all residential, commercial, industrial and institutional properties within the 
city shall be collected at least once a week, unless otherwise approved in writing (SCCC 
8.25.120). Garbage service level required for residential developments (single-family and 
multi-family) as well as motels and hotels shall be no less than twenty (20) gallons per 
unit. All project shall submit to the Public Works Department the preliminary refuse service 
level assessment for approval. 
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PARKS AND RECREATION  
PR1. This memo assumes the Project is not a subdivision and the Mitigation Fee Act (MFA) 

provisions will apply. The project will generate an estimated 722 residents (2.4 
persons/household x 301 units).  Based on the MFA standard of 2.6 acres/1000 residents, 
the amount of public parkland required for this Project to mitigate the impact of the new 
resident demand is approximately 1.8782 acres.  The equivalent fee due in lieu of parkland 
dedication is therefore $9,306,318.  Final calculations will depend upon the actual number 
and type of units and the mix of parkland dedicated and remaining fee due, at the 
discretion of the City. 

PR2. Stormwater management for the park shall be the required size and not larger.  It should 
also be in an area that would not take away from recreational uses and occupy the least 
amount of recreation space, generally shown in Area ‘A’ below.  

 
 

PR3. Final park design shall include more natural grass than in the entitlement plan set, 
increasing the grass areain a northerly direction towards the gold area shown in the picture 
above at the top of the picture (the gold area between the grass and the building). 

PR4. Private stormwater management shall not be in the public park parcel. 
PR5. Private utilities shall not be in the public park parcel. 
PR6. Transformers shall not be in the public park parcel. 
PR7. Reduce the amount of hardscape, or soften the hardscape, in the plaza between the 

natural grass, the public sidewalk, and the neighboring pathway that goes around the off-
leash dog area (the bottom left area of the picture above).  

PR8. Tables on the community room patio, described as café seating on the plans, should be 
combination dining/game tables. 

PR9. The area along the building which is included in the Great Lawn calculations (Sheet L5.1 
– plan set date 7.27.2020) shall be at least 4’ from the building using the portion of the 
building that jets out the farthest as the point to measure from and the park parcel property 
line shall be a straight line.  It is okay if there is no setback along the community room. 

PR10. Park plans as submitted are considered a “conceptual design” and developer will present 
public park schematic design plans to the Parks Department for review and approval. 

PR11. Schematic design plans to be presented by developer to the Parks & Recreation 
Commission for their review and recommendation(s). 

PR12. Submit soil reports for proposed public park areas. 
PR13. Developer to submit park construction plans to the City for review and approval after 

review, comments and approvals received from the Parks and Recreation Department 
and the Parks and Recreation Commission, and prior to starting park construction. 

PR14. Developer to enter into a Park Improvement Agreement and a Park Maintenance 
Agreement which will be submitted to Council for approval before park construction 
begins. 

PR15. Developer will maintain park in perpetuity at sole cost to Developer. 
PR16. Developer will provide City with as-built plans (PDF and CAD files) and GIS/Enterprise 

Asset Management System (EAMS) data for the public park facilities.  The base map and 
design elements/assets should meet the City data dictionary definitions for each asset. 



PR17. The enclosed off-leash dog area shall be extended to replace/include the area currently 
labeled as the accent paved patio with table seating and removing the accent paved patio 
and table seating.  You may include a couple of benches inside the dog area, but not table 
seating.  This area shall be devoted to the dogs.  There should be a “double door” entry 
(i.e. enter through one door, close that door, then enter the second door before entering 
the off-leash dog area). 

PR18. The ground floor lounge breakout plaza is not eligible for credit against the parkland 
dedication requirement. 

PR19. The ground floor BBQs should be separated so different groups can BBQ at the same 
time without feeling like they are in each other’s space. 

PR20. The 4th floor BBQs near the pool should be separated so different groups can BBQ at the 
same time without feeling like they are in each other’s space.  It appears as if there is 
another BBQ location near the firepit with overhead lights.  If so, that would satisfy this 
condition. 

PR21. The 4th floor BBQs on the community room patio should be separated so different groups 
can BBQ at the same time without feeling like they are in each other’s space.   

PR22. A dwelling unit tax (DUT) is also due based on the number of units and additional 
bedrooms per City Code Chapter 3.15.  The Project mix includes 57 studio units, 160 one-
bedroom units, 80 two-bedroom units, and 4 three-bedroom units for a total DUT of 
$4,955. 

PR23. Calculations may change if the number of units change, if any areas do not conform to the 
Ordinance and City Code Chapter 17.35, and/or if the fee schedule for new residential 
development fees due in lieu of parkland dedication changes before this Project is deemed 
complete by Planning. 

PR24. Prior to issuance of building permit, the final park plans shall include an ADA compliant 
pathway from Calle Del Mundo to the designated public community room on the first floor, 
adjacent to the western property line, to the satisfaction of the Parks and Recreation 
Department Director, or designee.

1.1   PURPOSE OF ADDENDUM 

The California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) recognizes that between the date an 
environmental document is certified and the date the project is fully implemented, one or more of the 
following changes may occur: 1) the project may change; 2) the environmental setting in which the 
project is located may change; 3) laws, regulations, or policies may change in ways that impact the 
environment; and/or 4) previously unknown information can arise. Before proceeding with a project, 
CEQA requires the Lead Agency to evaluate these changes to determine whether or not they affect 
the conclusions in the environmental document. 
 
On September 13, 2018, the City of Santa Clara certified the Tasman East Specific Plan Final 
Environmental Impact Report (TESP FEIR) and approved the Tasman East Specific Plan (TESP) 
project. The TESP was envisioned by the City to create a Transit-Oriented Development Mixed-Use 
Neighborhood. The TESP supports existing and planned land uses in the project area. The FEIR 
analyzed the development of up to 4,500 dwelling units, approximately 106,000 square feet of retail 
space (including a 25,000 square foot grocery store) and a 600-student school in the City of Santa 
Clara.  
                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                                     
The intent and purpose of the TESP FEIR was to provide program-level environmental review for the 
TESP. This addendum tiers from the TESP FEIR and provides site-specific analysis for the proposed 
project and assesses consistency of the project with the TESP. 
 
CEQA Guidelines Section 15162 states that when an Environmental Impact Report (EIR) has been 
certified or a Negative Declaration adopted for a project, no subsequent EIR shall be prepared for 
that project unless the Lead Agency determined, on the basis of substantial evidence in light of the 
whole record, one or more of the following: 
 
1. Substantial changes are proposed in the project which will require major revisions of the previous 

EIR or Negative Declaration due to the involvement of new significant environmental effects or a 
substantial increase in the severity of previously identified significant effects; 
 

2. Substantial changes occur with respect to the circumstances under which the project is 
undertaken which will require major revisions of the previous EIR or Negative Declaration due 
to the involvement of new significant environmental effects or a substantial increase in the 
severity of previously identified significant effects; or 
 

3. New information of substantial importance, which was not known and could not have been 
known with the exercise of reasonable diligence at the time the previous EIR was certified or the 
Negative Declaration was adopted, shows any of the following: 
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a. The project will have one or more significant effects not discussed in the previous EIR or 
Negative Declaration; 

b. Significant effects previously examined will be substantially more severe than shown in the 
previous EIR; 

c. Mitigation measures or alternatives previously found not to be feasible would in fact be 
feasible and would substantially reduce one or more significant effects of the project, but 
the project proponents decline to adopt the mitigation measure or alternative; or 

d. Mitigation measures or alternatives which are considerably different from those analyzed in 
the previous EIR would substantially reduce one or more significant effects on the 
environment, but the project proponents decline to adopt the mitigation measure or 
alternative. 
 

CEQA Guidelines Section 15164 states that the Lead Agency (City of Santa Clara) or a Responsible 
Agency shall prepare an addendum to a previously certified EIR if some changes or additions are 
necessary, but none of the conditions described in Section 15162 (see above) calling for preparation 
of a subsequent EIR have occurred. 
 
This addendum analyzes the Tasman East – The Hill (Parcels 60 & 61) Project under Section 15162. 
The proposed project would redevelop approximately 1.94 acres located along the northern portion 
of the TESP area which is currently developed with two light industrial buildings and associated 
surface parking lots. The project would construct an eight-story building with up to 301 residential 
units (including two-live work units) and approximately 650 square feet of commercial co-working 
space. 
 
Based on the proposed project description and knowledge of the project site (based on the 
environmental review prepared for the TESP FEIR), the City has concluded that the proposed project 
would not result in any new impacts not previously disclosed in the TESP FEIR and would not result 
in a substantial increase in the magnitude of any significant environmental impacts previously 
identified in the FEIR. For these reasons, an addendum to the TESP FEIR has been prepared for the 
proposed project.  
 
This addendum will not circulate for public review, but will be attached to the TESP FEIR, pursuant 
to CEQA Guidelines Section 15164(c).

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SECTION 2.0   PROJECT DESCRIPTION  

2.1   PROJECT OVERVIEW 

The project would redevelop approximately 1.94 acres (assessor’s parcel numbers 097-05-060 and -
061) along the northern portion of the TESP area. The TESP area is approximately 46.0 acres of land 
in the City of Santa Clara that is developed with approximately 708,000 square feet of light 
industrial/commercial/office space in an existing industrial neighborhood. The TESP area is bounded 
by the recently-closed Santa Clara Golf & Tennis Club to the north, Tasman Drive to the south, the 
Guadalupe River to the east, and Lafayette Street to the west. Refer to Figure 2.1-1 for an aerial 
photograph of the project site and surrounding land uses.  
   
2.2    PROPOSED PROJECT 

2.2.1   Proposed Development 

The project site consists of two light industrial buildings (totaling approximately 33,960 square feet) 
and associated surface parking on the northern portion of the TESP. The following addresses are 
associated with the project site: 2263-2275, 2303, 2307, 2311, 2315, and 2319 Calle Del Mundo.  
 
As proposed, the project would demolish the existing buildings and construct an eight-story 
residential building as described below. Refer to Figures 2.2-1 and 2.2-2 for the site plan and 
elevations. Pursuant to the TESP, the project would be required to provide at least 10,575 square feet 
of fixed and flexible open space. The project proposes 10,494 square feet of dedicated parkland 
which would be located on the southern and western portion of the site. A combined total of 23,600 
square feet of privately owned publicly accessible open space and private open space would be 
located on the northern, eastern, western, and southern portions of the site.  
 
The mid-rise building would consist of 301 residential units (including two-live work units) and 
approximately 650 square feet of commercial co-working space with three levels of above-grade 
parking. The project would have a residential density of 155 dwelling units per acre (du/ac).1 The 
proposed building would have a maximum height of 84 feet to the roofline and a floor area ratio 
(FAR) of 3.62. 
 
The project proposes seating areas, a dog run, a dog spa, an outdoor fitness area, a gym, a community 
room, and a bicycle repair station on the ground floor. The project proposes residential amenities 
including a community room, pool courtyard, cabanas, fire pit with lounge seating, and outdoor game 
space which would be located on the fourth floor. The project proposes a community garden and a 
terrace lounge on the eighth floor. Floor levels one to three would consist of garage parking 
surrounded by residential units and/or proposed amenities for the residences. The remaining floors 
would consist of residential units.  
 
Currently, the project site can be accessed via four existing driveways along Calle Del Mundo. The 
project would remove the two driveways located at the center along Calle Del Mundo and the 
westernmost driveway. The project proposes to retain the easternmost driveway for residents and

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proposes a new driveway to the east of the retained driveway that would be used as a loading zone. A 
total of 308 vehicular parking spaces (289 for residences and 19 additional parking spaces) and 151 
bicycle parking spaces are proposed. 
 
2.2.2   Green Building Measures 

The proposed project would be required to be built in accordance to the California Green Building 
Standards Code (CALGreen), which includes design provisions intended to minimize wasteful 
energy consumption. The project would be designed to achieve the minimum Leadership in Energy 
and Environmental Design (LEED) Silver certification or equivalent, such as Build It Green.  
 
As proposed, the project would include the following green building design features: 

 
• Stormwater treatment on-site 
• Provide 100 percent electric-vehicle (EV) enabled parking spaces 
• Provide 151 bicycle parking spaces on-site 
• Provide unbundled parking 
• Utilize materials on roof and all hardscapes that would reduce heat island effect 
• Provide thermal comfort controls for all residential units 
• Fifty percent construction and demolition debris recycling waste management 
• Energy Star appliances 

 
2.2.3   Transportation Demand Management Plan 

Transportation Demand Management (TDM) programs are intended to reduce vehicle trips and 
parking demand by promoting the use of multimodal transportation options. As discussed in the 
TESP FEIR, the City’s Climate Action Plan requires that all residential development within the 
TESP develop and implement a plan for a minimum 20 percent reduction in Vehicle Miles Traveled 
(VMT) with a minimum of 10 percent being achieved through a TDM Plan. Consistent with this 
mandate, the project would include the following TDM Measures.

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2.2.4   General Plan and Zoning Designations 

The project site is designated as Transit Neighborhood (100-350 du/ac), which allows multi-family 
residential uses and supportive commercial and public/quasi-public uses. This density range is 
intended to take advantage of proximity to transit, offering an urban feel, including a positive public 
realm within a right-of-way accommodating all modes of transportation. Building forms are typically 
mid- to high-rise buildings featuring structured or below-grade parking, as well as shared outdoor 
space. The TESP allows a minimum of 100 du/ac for all sites greater than one acre in size and a 
minimum of 60 du/ac for sites of less than one acre. 
 
The site is zoned Transit Neighborhood, which allows for development of a high-density residential 
neighborhood with a mix of uses at the ground floor. As described above, residential densities within 
the TESP area would range from a minimum of 60 du/ac on sites less than one acre in size to a 
minimum of 100 du/ac for sites of one acre or larger in size with no maximum density for individual 
parcels, all the while maintaining an overall unit cap of 4,500 units.  
 
The proposed residential development would have a density of 155 du/ac, consistent with the Transit 
Neighborhood General Plan and zoning designations.   
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SECTION 3.0   ENVIRONMENTAL IMPACTS OF THE PROPOSED 
PROJECT 

The discussion below describes the environmental impacts of the proposed project compared to the 
impacts of the approved TESP FEIR Project. Also noted are any changes that have occurred in the 
environmental setting that would result in new impacts or impacts of greater severity than those 
identified in the previously certified FEIR. This Addendum only addresses those resource areas 
which could potentially have new impacts or impacts of greater severity (specific to the project site) 
than were addressed in the TESP FEIR. Based on the project’s consistency with the development 
assumptions and General Plan and zoning designations, the proposed project would have the same 
impacts with regard to the following environmental issues: 
 

• Aesthetics • Mineral Resources 
• Agricultural Resources • Population and Housing 
• Cultural Resources/Tribal Cultural Resources • Public Services 
• Geology and Soils • Recreation 
• Greenhouse Gas Emissions • Transportation  
• Land Use • Utilities and Service Systems 

 
All relevant best management practices, conditions of approval, and mitigation measures identified in 
the TESP FEIR for these resource areas are incorporated by reference and would be required by the 
project.  
 
The proposed project includes the construction of 301 residential units and approximately 650 square 
feet of commercial co-working space in one building. This Addendum analyzes the impacts of the 
proposed project and consistency with the TESP FEIR regarding the following environmental issues: 
 

• Air Quality • Hydrology and Water Quality  
• Biological Resources • Noise 
• Hazards and Hazardous Materials  
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3.1   EXISTING SETTING 

The project site is developed with two light industrial buildings and associated surface parking. 
Landscaping on-site consists of shrubs and trees. The project proposes to remove 20 trees from the 
site. The project site is bounded by Santa Clara Golf & Tennis Club to the north, light industrial 
buildings to the east and west, and Calle Del Mundo to the south. There has been no development or 
other changes to the existing environmental setting since approval of the TESP project in 2018.  
 
3.2   AIR QUALITY 

The following analysis addresses the potential air quality impacts that would result from operation of 
the proposed project. Since the proposed project is consistent with the development assumptions in 
the TESP FEIR, construction emissions would be consistent with the conclusions of the FEIR and all 
identified mitigation measures would be required and are incorporated by reference. No further 
discussion of construction emissions is provided. 
 
3.2.1   Findings of the Previously Certified FEIR 

 Operational Emissions 

The TESP FEIR concluded that full build out of the TESP would result in long-term area and mobile 
source emissions from operation of subsequent development. Build out of the TESP would exceed 
the BAAQMD significance threshold for reactive organic gases (ROGs) and nitrogen oxides (NOx). 
 
The following mitigation measures were included in the approved project to reduce operational ROG 
and NOx emissions impacts: 
 
MM AQ-2.1:   Proposed residential development within the TESP shall implement 

Transportation Demand Management (TDM) programs to reduce residential 
vehicle miles traveled as required by the City’s Climate Action Plan. The 
TDM programs would be reviewed and approved by the Community 
Development Director prior to issuance of building permits. An annual TDM 
monitoring report shall be submitted to the Community Development 
Director to document each development is meeting the required TDM 
program reductions. 

 
MM AQ-2.2: Proposed development within the TESP shall incorporate additional green 

building measures such as rooftop solar photovoltaic (PV) systems, rough-ins 
for electric vehicle charging, use of efficient lighting and irrigation, and 
recycled water, as feasible, to the satisfaction of the Community 
Development Director.  

 
MM AQ-2.3: Developed parcels shall require within their covenants, conditions, and 

restrictions (CC&Rs) and/or ground leases requirements for all future interior 
spaces to be repainted only with architectural coatings that meet the “Low-
VOC” or “Super-Compliant” requirements. “Low-VOC” refers to paints that 
meet the more stringent regulatory limits in South Coast Air Quality 
Management District (AQMD) Rule 1113; however, many manufacturers 
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have reformulated to levels well below these limits. These are referred to as 
“Super-Compliant” Architectural Coatings. 

 
Even with implementation of the identified mitigation measures, operational ROG and NOx 
emissions from operation of the project would remain significant and unavoidable.  
 
3.2.2   Air Quality Impacts Resulting from the Proposed Project 

 Operational Emissions – Criteria Pollutants 

As proposed, the project would construct 301 residential units and approximately 650 square feet of 
commercial co-working space in one building. Based on the conclusions of the TESP FEIR, all 
residential development proposed would be required to implement a TDM program and incorporate 
green building measures into the project. Consistent with mitigation measure AQ-2.1, the proposed 
project includes project specific TDM measures to reduce residential vehicle miles traveled (VMT) 
as required by the City’s Climate Action Plan (CAP). The CAP requires a minimum 20 percent 
reduction in VMT with a minimum 10 percent being achieved through a TDM plan. The project 
applicant proposes the following TDM measures as shown in Table 3.2-4 below.

Consistent with mitigation measure AQ-2.1, a TDM monitoring report shall be submitted to the 
Community Development Director to ensure that the VMT reduction requirements are being met. 
Additionally, consistent with mitigation measure AQ-2.2, the project would include the following 
green building measures. 
 

• Stormwater treatment on-site 
• Provide 100 percent EV enabled parking spaces 
• Provide 151 bicycle parking spaces on-site 
• Provide unbundled parking 
• Utilize materials on roof and all hardscapes that would reduce heat island effect 
• Provide thermal comfort controls for all residential units 
• Fifty percent construction and demolition debris recycling waste management 
• Energy Star appliances 
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In addition, all future interior spaces shall be painted only with architectural coatings that meet the 
“Low-VOC” or “Super-Compliant” requirements, consistent with mitigation measure AQ-2.3. While 
full build out of the TESP would have a significant and unavoidable criteria pollutant emissions 
impact, the proposed project would not result in any new impacts or substantially increase the 
severity of the previously identified air quality impacts.  
 
3.3   BIOLOGICAL RESOURCES 

The following analysis addresses the potential biological resources impacts that would result from 
implementation of the proposed project. Specifically, the analysis addresses impacts to birds (bird 
strikes) and loss of trees.  
 
The project site is classified as developed land with no sensitive habitats or special-status species 
present and, as a result, implementation of the proposed project would not contribute to any 
identified impacts to protected habitats and special-status species and no further analysis is required.  
 
Construction impacts on nesting birds would be the same on all project sites within the TESP area. 
The TESP FEIR identified mitigation measures required of all projects under the TESP to reduce 
impacts to nesting birds to less than significant. These mitigation measures are incorporated by 
reference and no further analysis is required. 
 
3.3.1   Findings of the Previously Certified FEIR 

 Bird Strikes 

Based on the approved project, numerous resident and migratory songbirds are known to occur at the 
Ulistac Natural Area, south of Tasman Drive, and a number of songbirds, waterbirds, and wetland-
associated birds also occur along the Guadalupe River. Development proposed within the TESP area 
would be a maximum height of 220 feet. Some of the birds using habitats within the TESP, 
Guadalupe River, and Ulistac Natural Area are expected to strike the buildings, resulting in injury or 
death.  
 
The following mitigation measures were included in the approved project to reduce impacts to the 
migratory birds.  
 
MM BIO-3.1:   Due to the potential for buildings in the TESP area to result in high numbers 

of bird collisions, particularly if extensive glass facades are used, all new 
construction and building additions within the TESP area will implement the 
following bird-safe building design considerations: 

 
• Reduce the extent of glass on the facades of new buildings and additions 

to the extent feasible. 
• Reduce or eliminate the visibility of landscaped areas behind glass. 
• No more than 10 percent of the surface area of a building’s total exterior 

façade shall have untreated glazing between the ground and 60 feet above 
ground, unless located within 300 feet of the top of bank of the 
Guadalupe River within such boundary this requirement would extend to

the entirety of the structure. Bird-safe glazing treatments may include 
fritting, netting, permanent stencils, frosted glass, exterior screens, 
physical grids placed on the exterior of glazing or ultraviolet patterns 
visible to birds. Vertical elements of the window patterns should be at 
least 0.25 inches wide at a maximum spacing of four inches or have 
horizontal elements at least 0.125 inches wide at a maximum spacing of 
two inches. Any remaining untreated glazed areas will be broken up into 
sections no greater than 24 square feet in size by mullions or bird-safe 
glazing treatments.  

• Avoid free-standing clear glass walls, skywalks, transparent building 
corners, glass enclosures (e.g., greenhouses) on rooftops, and balconies 
with unbroken glazed segments 24 square feet and larger where feasible. 
If any such features are included in building designs, all glazing used in 
any such features will be 100 percent treated. 

• Reduce glass at tops of buildings, especially when incorporating a green 
roof into the building design. 

• If a green roof or green wall is incorporated into the building design, no 
more than 10 percent of the surface area of the building's combined 
facades within 12 vertical feet above and/or below the green roof or green 
wall shall have untreated glazing. Any remaining untreated glazed areas 
will be broken up into sections no greater than 24 square feet in size by 
mullions or bird-safe glazing treatments.  

• Avoid the funneling of flight paths between buildings or trees towards a 
glazed building façade. 

• Landscaping, including planted vegetation and water features, shall be 
designed to minimize the potential for collisions. For example, vegetation 
providing particularly valuable resources to birds (such as fruits) will be 
planted away from buildings with extensive glazing, and vegetation in 
general will be planted in such a way that it is not clearly reflected in 
windows. Water features would be located away from building exteriors 
to reduce the attraction of birds toward glazed facades. 

• Minimize exterior lighting to the extent feasible, except as needed for 
safety. All exterior lights shall be directed toward facilities in the Plan 
Area (e.g., rather than directed upward or outward) and shielded to ensure 
that light is not directed outward toward the Guadalupe River or Ulistac 
Natural Area. 

• Occupancy sensors or other switch control devices shall be installed on 
interior lights, with the exception of emergency lights or lights needed for 
safety purposes. On commercial buildings, these lights shall be 
programmed to shut off during non-work hours and between 10:00 p.m. 
and sunrise. 

 
The City may waive or reduce any of the above-listed bird-safe design 
requirements based on analysis by a qualified biologist indicating that 
proposed construction will not pose a collision hazard to birds. Such a waiver 
will generally not be appropriate for façades adjacent to well-vegetated areas, 
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but a waiver may be appropriate, for example, for façades that face developed 
areas lacking vegetation, water features, or other features that would be 
particularly attractive to birds. 

 
Mitigation measure BIO-3.1 incorporates bird-safe design elements into future building designs and 
reduces impacts to birds to the extent feasible. The TESP FEIR determined that with implementation 
of the identified mitigation measure, future development under the TESP would continue to result in 
a significant unavoidable avian collision impact.  
 

 Increased Lighting 
 
Build out of the TESP would increase lighting compared to existing conditions. Wildlife species 
using the Guadalupe River and/or Ulistac Natural Area would be subject to increased predation, 
decreased habitat availability, and alterations of physiological processes if development under the 
TESP produces greater illuminance than the existing conditions. The approved project included the 
following mitigation measure to reduce lighting impacts to wildlife species. 

MM BIO-4.1:  To the extent consistent with the normal and expected operations of 
commercial and/or residential uses under the TESP, take appropriate 
measures to avoid use of unnecessary lighting at night, especially during the 
bird migration season (February through May and August through 
November). Such measures may include the installation of motion-sensor 
lighting, automatic light shut-off mechanisms, downward-facing exterior light 
fixtures, and others. Exterior lighting within the Specific Plan area will be 
shielded as needed to block illumination from shining upward, or outward 
into the Guadalupe River to the east or Ulistac Natural Area to the south. 
Lighting plans for each development site shall be reviewed and approved by 
the Community Development Director prior to the issuance of building 
permits.  

 
Based on the TESP FEIR, implementation of the identified mitigation measure would minimize 
lighting and reduce lighting impacts to a less than significant level. 
 

 Trees 

Implementation of the TESP would result in the removal of numerous trees within the TESP area. 
Existing trees throughout the TESP area include a mixture of non-native or not naturally-occurring, 
planted, ornamental species including eucalyptus, acacias, and London planes. The General Plan 
requires replacement of any trees proposed to be removed as part of a project at a 2:1 ratio.  
 
The TESP FEIR concluded that removal of trees within the TESP area would not have a significant 
impact on wildlife because the trees are mostly landscape and non-native species that are not 
regionally limited. Nevertheless, given the substantial number of trees that would be removed by 
development proposed under the TESP, impacts to mature trees from future development under the 
TESP would be considered significant. The TESP FEIR includes the following mitigation. 
 
MM BIO-10.1:  Projects proposing or required to retain trees on-site shall implement 

precautionary measures during site construction to limit adverse 
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environmental effects on ordinance-protected trees that are to be retained. A 
tree protection plan shall be prepared by a qualified arborist that, at a 
minimum, requires installation of an open material (e.g., chain link) fence six 
feet in height around the drip line and maintenance of the existing grade level 
around a tree and out to its drip line. 

 
MM BIO-10.2:  Project proponents under the TESP will comply with the City Code and 

submit permit applications for removal of all trees covered by the City’s tree 
ordinance. Any street trees or heritage trees to be removed would require 
replacement on-site or off-site at a minimum 2:1 ratio per General Plan Policy 
5.3.1-P10. To the extent feasible, the replacement trees will be planted on-
site, and the project proponent will comply with all other tree removal 
requirements imposed by the City. 

 
With implementation of the identified mitigation measures, development under the TESP area would 
have a less than significant impact related to trees. 
 
3.3.2   Biological Resources Impacts Resulting from the Proposed Project 

 Bird Strikes 

The project would construct an eight-story building with a maximum height of 84 feet to the roofline. 
The proposed project is located approximately 765 feet west of the Guadalupe River and 
approximately 1,200 northwest of the Ulistac Natural Area. The project would be surrounded by 
urban development in the future and would not be located adjacent to any natural open space. 
Nevertheless, the TESP FEIR concluded that all new buildings proposed within the TESP area would 
have the potential for bird strikes and are required to incorporate bird safe design features.  
 
In July 2020, H.T. Harvey & Associates prepared an Avian Collision Risk Assessment for the 
proposed project. A copy of this report is provided in Appendix A. The analysis outlines the project’s 
design elements and its compliance with Mitigation Measure BIO-3.1, which are listed below.  
 
Reduce the extent of glass on the façades of new buildings to the extent feasible. 
 
The northern and eastern building façades would be composed of opaque panels broken up by 
decorative screens and small windows. Most of the building façades on floors one to three would 
have no windows, which helps reduce glazing on the building. The southern and western façades of 
the building would be composed of opaque wall panels that would reduce the extent of glazing on the 
building. The first, second, and portions of the third floor would, however, be predominantly glazed. 
Additionally, glazing would be present around the public amenity space on floors one through eight 
of the southern façade. Per Mitigation Measure BIO-3.1, all new construction and building additions 
within the TESP area shall reduce the extent of glass on the facades to the extent feasible. The project 
applicant has indicated that the design minimizes glazing on the building to the extent feasible. As a 
result, the project design would comply with this requirement.  
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Prohibit the visibility of interior landscaped areas behind glass 
 
No interior landscaped areas are proposed behind glass and, as a result, the project design would 
comply with this requirement. 
 
No more than 10 percent of the surface area of a building’s total exterior façade shall have 
untreated glazing between the ground and 60 feet above ground. Bird-safe glazing treatments may 
include fritting, netting, permanent stencils, frosted glass, exterior screens, physical grids placed 
on the exterior of glazing or ultraviolet patterns visible to birds. Vertical elements of the window 
patterns should be at least 0.25 inches wide at a maximum spacing of four inches or have 
horizontal elements at least 0.125 inches wide at a maximum spacing of two inches. Any 
remaining untreated glazed areas will be broken up into sections no greater than 24 square feet in 
size by mullions or bird-safe glazing treatments. 
 
Based on the Avian Collision Risk Assessment prepared for the project, the frequency of avian 
collisions to the proposed building on-site would be lower compared to other sites within the TESP 
area due to its distance to the Ulistac Natural Area (approximately 1,200 feet southeast) and to the 
Guadalupe River (approximately 765 feet east). 
 
The assessment identified the following areas of high collision risk: 1) extensive glazing on floors 
one, two, and portions of three at the southern and western building façades and 2) feature-related 
hazards3 (e.g., free-standing glass railings and transparent glass corners) within 60 feet of proposed 
exterior vegetation. Consistent with Mitigation Measure BIO-3.1, the project shall be required to 
include one of the following measures as a Condition of Project Approval.  
 
Condition of Project Approval: 
 

• No more than 10 percent of the surface area of the façades on the southern and western sides 
of the building shall consist of untreated glazing between the ground and 60 feet above 
ground. The applicant shall include untreated glazing in the areas shown in Figures 7 to 9 of 
Appendix A; or 

• No more than 10 percent of the surface area of façades within the areas indicated in red on 
Figures 7 to 9 of Appendix A. (i.e., heavily glazed areas on floors one and two and portions 
of floor three) on the southern and western sides of the building shall consist of untreated 
glazing. This alternative focuses on the areas indicated in red where collision if highest and 
would provide less flexibility regarding where unglazed treatment would occur. 

 
Nevertheless, any untreated glazed areas (i.e., 10 percent untreated areas) on the southern and 
western sides of the building shall be broken up into sections no greater than 24 square feet in size by 
mullions and bird-safe treatments to comply with this measure.  
 
 
 
 

 
3 A feature-related hazard is defined as a potential bird collision hazard that should be treated regardless of whether 
a building is located near a high-quality bird habitat area.  
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Avoid free-standing clear glass walks, skywalks, transparent building corners, glass enclosures 
(e.g., greenhouses) on rooftops, and balconies with unbroken glazed segments 24 square feet and 
larger where feasible. If any such structures are included in building designs, all glazing used in 
any such features will be 100 percent treated.  
 
The project design would include glass railings and transparent glass corners. Consistent with 
Mitigation Measure BIO-3.1, the project shall be required to include the following measures as a 
Condition of Project Approval.  
 
Conditions of Project Approval: 
 

• All glass railings and transparent glass corners shall be 100 percent treated adjacent to open 
space areas where landscape vegetation is proposed (i.e., floors one and four adjacent to the 
pool deck). Since the vegetated areas on floors four and eight are relatively large and could 
attract birds, all glass railings and transparent glass corners within 60 feet above and below 
these areas shall be treated. Glass corners are considered “transparent” when they have 
extensive glazing on either side such that birds are likely to see through the corners to the 
other side of the building. Glass railings and transparent glass corners where treatment is 
required is shown on Figures 7 to 9 of Appendix A. In addition, all glass railings and glass 
corners surrounding the community garden shall be treated.  

 
Reduce glass at tops of buildings, especially when incorporating a green roof into the building 
design.  
 
The façade below the eighth-floor terrace would have opaque wall panels broken up by small 
individual windows which reduces glazing at the top of the building where the eighth-floor green 
roof is proposed. Based on a review of the project design, the façades below the fourth-floor pool 
deck would be predominately glazed. Consistent with Mitigation Measure BIO-3.1, the project shall 
be required to include the following measures as a Condition of Project Approval. 
 
Condition of Project Approval: 
 

• The glazing on floor three (below the fourth floor pool deck) shall be treated with a bird-safe 
glazing treatment so that 1) no more than 10 percent of the surface area consists of untreated 
glazing on the southern and western sides of the building and 2) any untreated glazed areas 
(i.e., the 10 percent untreated areas on the south and west sides of the building) are broken up 
into sections no greater than 24 square feet in size by mullions or bird-safe glazing 
treatments. The areas that shall be treated are shown on Figures 7 to 9 of Appendix A.  

 
If a green roof or green wall is incorporated into the building design, no more than 10 percent of 
the surface area of the building’s combined façades within 12 vertical feet above and/or below the 
green roof or green wall shall have untreated glazing. Any remaining untreated glazed areas will 
be broken up into sections no greater than 24 square feet in size by mullions or bird-safe glazing 
treatments.  
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Based on a review of the plans, no green walls are proposed as part of the project. The project 
proposes green roofs on the fourth and eighth floor. Consistent with Mitigation Measure BIO-3.1, the 
project shall be required to include the following measures as a Condition of Project Approval.  
 
Condition of Project Approval: 
 

• No more than 10 percent of the surface area of the building’s combined façades within 12 
vertical feet above and/or below the fourth floor pool deck and above the eighth floor 
viewing terrace and community garden shall have untreated glazing. The façade below the 
eighth floor terrace would have opaque wall panels broken up by small individual windows 
which reduces glazing at the top of the building where the eighth floor green roof is 
proposed. All remaining untreated glazed areas within 12 feet above and below the fourth 
floor pool deck and above the eighth floor viewing terrace and community garden shall be 
broken up into sections no greater than 24 square feet in size by mullions or bird-safe glazing 
treatments. In addition, any glazing surrounding the terrace (i.e., on the eastern and western 
sides of the terrace) and community garden shall be treated.  

 
Avoid the funneling of flight paths between buildings or trees towards a glazed building façade.  
 
The building would not include any features that would funnel birds toward a glazed surface and, as 
a result, the project design would comply with this requirement.  
 
Landscaping, including planted vegetation and water features, shall be designed to minimize the 
potential for collisions. For example, vegetation providing particularly valuable resources to birds 
(such as fruits) will be planted away from buildings with extensive glazing, and vegetation in 
general will be planted in such a way that it is not clearly reflected in windows. Water features 
would be located away from building exteriors to reduce the attraction of birds towards glazed 
façades. 
 
No water features are proposed. Non-native trees would be located adjacent to glazed façades on the 
south side of the building along Calle Del Mundo and along the west side of the building. None of 
the non-native trees proposed would provide valuable resources to birds and would not increase the 
potential for bird collisions. The project does, however, propose four native trees (Coast live oaks) 
which would be planted in 96-inch boxes adjacent to the southern building façade. The native trees 
would provide high-quality resources for birds. 
 
The project would plant a mix of native and non-native species on-site; some of which would 
produce berries and flowers that would attract birds. The planted areas would be located immediately 
adjacent to the building and increase the potential for bird collisions with glazed façades. Consistent 
with Mitigation Measure BIO-3.1, the project shall be required to include the following measures as 
a Condition of Project Approval. 
 
Condition of Project Approval: 
 

• All glazed façades adjacent to landscape vegetation within the public park on the ground 
floor, the pool deck on the fourth floor, and the community garden and view terrace on the 
eighth floor shall be treated with a bird-safe glazing treatment such that no more than 10 
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percent of the surface area consists of untreated and all remaining untreated glazed areas shall 
be broken up into sections no greater than 24 square feet in size by mullions or bird-safe 
glazing treatments. The areas that shall be treated are shown on Figures 7 to 12 of Appendix 
A. In addition, landscaped vegetation with flowers and fruits and the Coast live oak trees 
shall be removed from any planted areas located immediately adjacent to untreated glazed 
areas. 

 
Minimize exterior lighting to the extent feasible, except as needed for safety. All exterior lights 
shall be directed toward facilities in the Plan Area (e.g., rather than directed upward or outward) 
and shielded to ensure that light is not directed outward toward the Guadalupe River or Ulistac 
Natural Area. 
  
No exterior lighting plan was provided for the project. To ensure that the project minimizes exterior 
lighting to the extent feasible, the project shall comply with the exterior Leadership in Energy and 
Environmental Design (LEED) Pilot Credit 55 lighting requirement as follows: 
 

• Exterior building fixtures that are not necessary for safety, building entrances, and circulation 
shall be automatically shut off from midnight until 6:00 AM. Manual override capability may 
be provided for occasional after-hour use.  

• Exterior up-lighting in the project design shall be avoided.  
 
Due to the project site’s distance to the Ulistac Natural Area (approximately 1,200 feet) and to the 
Guadalupe River (approximately 765 feet), the Avian Collision Risk Assessment concluded that 
unshielded exterior lighting in public areas would not spill outwards into these natural areas. As a 
result, shielding and direct lighting on-site would not be needed to comply with this requirement. 
 
Occupancy sensors or other switch control devices shall be installed on interior lights, with the 
exception of emergency lights or lights needed for safety purposes. Exterior shades shall also be 
considered to reduce light pollution. On commercial buildings, these lights shall be programmed 
to shut off during non-work hours and between 10:00 PM and sunrise. 
 
No interior lighting plan was provided for the project. Since the proposed residential project would 
not use extensive night lighting and would be located approximately 765 feet west of the Guadalupe 
River and approximately 1,200 northwest of the Ulistac Natural Area, the building’s interior lighting 
would not result in substantial impacts to birds. To ensure that the project minimizes exterior lighting 
to the extent feasible, the project shall comply with the exterior LEED Pilot Credit 55 lighting 
requirement as described above. 
 
Additionally, the proposed project would be subject to the following Condition of Project Approval: 
 
Condition of Project Approval: 
 

• Based on the Assessment of Avian Collision Risk prepared for the project as part of the 
CEQA review, the project shall reduce the high bird collision risk associated with the mid-
rise building form through the treatment of its site and building features to comply with MM 
BIO-3.1 and MM BIO-4.1 of the TESP Mitigation Monitoring and Reporting Program 
(MMRP). Compliance with these mitigation measures shall be subject to independent 
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evaluation by a qualified third-party consultant (“Consultant”). The Consultant shall be 
approved by the Community Development Director prior to commencing the evaluation. 

 
The Consultant shall be responsible for verifying that feature-related hazards (e.g., free-
standing glass railings and transparent glass corners) within 60 feet of proposed exterior 
vegetation and 2) and storefront glazing adjacent to landscape vegetation located on the 
lower floors of the buildings and 3) lighting, illumination and resulting reflectivity between 
these features and vegetation are consistent with MM BIO-3.1 and MM BIO-4.1 of the 
MMRP.  

 
The Consultant shall submit a report with their findings to the Community Development 
Director verifying that the building permit plans submitted implement MM BIO-3.1 and MM 
BIO-4.1 of the MMRP measures and industry best practices such as those identified in 
Reducing Bird Collisions with Building and Building Glass Best Practices issued by the US 
Fish and Wildlife Service, Division of Migratory Bird Management:

or other equivalent best management practices acceptable to the City of Santa Clara. The 
Consultant’s report shall be submitted concurrent with the submittal of a building permit 
application. 

 
With implementation of the Conditions of Project Approvals, the project, by itself, would have a less 
than significant impact on birds. While full build out of the TESP would have a significant and 
unavoidable bird strike impact, the proposed project, by itself, would not result in any new impacts or 
substantially increase the severity of the previously identified impact.  
 

 Increased Lighting 

The proposed project would include internal building lights, parking garage lights, security lights, 
and external building lights. While the TESP FEIR identified increased lighting on-site as an impact 
on bird species in the high value habitat areas on and adjacent to the TESP area, the project site is not 
located near these habitat areas and is already developed. Exterior lighting shall be directed 
downward (not upward into the sky) and reviewed as part of the building permit plan review as 
required by mitigation measure BIO-4.1. Furthermore, the project will undergo architectural and site 
design review by the City prior to issuance of building permits, consistent with Mitigation Measure 
BIO-4.1, to ensure that the project would not adversely impact bird species. As a result, the proposed 
project would not result in any new impacts or substantially increase the severity of the previously 
identified impact.  
 

 Trees 

As proposed, the project would remove all existing trees on the project site. A Tree Survey was 
prepared by Arbor Resources in April 2019. A copy of this report is provided in Appendix B of this 
document. The trees are listed in Table 3.3-1 below. Please refer to Figure 3.3-1 for a tree location 
map.

Consistent with mitigation measure BIO-10.2 and General Plan Policy 5.3.1-P10, any tree removed 
would be required to be replaced at a 2:1 ratio on-site. The proposed project would not result in any 
new impacts or substantially increase the severity of the previously identified impact because the 
project is consistent with the development assumptions in the TESP FEIR and would provide at least 
40 replacement trees in compliance with General Plan Policy 5.3.1-P10.  
 
3.4   HAZARDS AND HAZARDOUS MATERIALS  

The following analysis addresses the potential for soil and groundwater contamination on the project 
site. Given the age of the buildings in the TESP area, the TESP FEIR concluded that the buildings 
would likely contain asbestos and/or lead-based paint. Remediation of asbestos and lead-based paint 
must be in accordance with national regulatory guidelines and Cal/OSHA standards. The regulatory 
requirements are incorporated by reference and no further analysis is required. 
 
Impacts on airport safety, schools, and emergency operation plans would be the same on all project 
sites within the TESP area given that the projects would have to be designed consistent with the 
development standards established by the TESP. The TESP FEIR found impacts to airport safety, 
schools, and emergency operation plans to be less than significant. 
 
3.4.1   Findings of the Previously Certified FEIR 

Based on the TESP FEIR, the project site historically consisted of agricultural land including row 
crops and orchards. A leaking underground storage tank (LUST) case located at 2200 Calle De Luna 
was discussed in the TESP FEIR. In addition, four facilities within the TESP area have been 
identified in the Regional Water Quality Control Board’s (RWQCB) Spills, Leaks, Investigations, 
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and Cleanup (SLIC) database. Of the four on-site facilities, three are currently identified as open 
cases as discussed below. 
 

Spills, Leaks, Investigations, and Cleanup (SLIC) Sites 

In 1997, RWQCB closed the SLIC case at 2339 Calle Del Mundo, however, residual concentrations 
of volatile organic compounds (VOCs) remained in the soil and groundwater that pose a potential 
vapor intrusion concern. The VOC impacted groundwater appears to have migrated below the 
northerly adjacent landfill property.  
 
VOCs were identified in the groundwater at 2301 Calle De Luna and have migrated below the 
easterly adjacent parcel at 2281 Calle De Luna. This open SLIC case is currently being overseen by 
the RWQCB.  
 
The two remaining SLIC cases at 2278 Calle De Luna (Coatek, Inc.) and 2200 & 2222 Calle De 
Luna (Air Flight Service) are being overseen by the Santa Clara County Department of 
Environmental Health (SCCDEH). The Air Flight Service property was found to have elevated levels 
of total petroleum hydrocarbon as diesel (TPH-d) that are unrelated to the prior film processing done 
on the property. The Coatek, Inc. property was found to have elevated nickel and copper 
concentrations related to the industrial land use activities on the southern portion of the TESP area. 
Oil, grease, trichloroethene (TCE), total petroleum hydrocarbon as motor oil (TPH-mo), hexavalent 
chromium, and benzene concentrations were also found to be elevated above residential screening 
levels. Both facilities have entered into Voluntary Cleanup Agreements with SCCDEH. 
 

All Purpose Landfill 

The former Santa Clara All Purpose Landfill (landfill) is a closed municipal landfill with a footprint 
of approximately 136 acres located adjacent to the TESP area. Portions of the landfill have been 
converted into a public golf course, and the remainder is open space. The landfill consists of four 
parcels: 1, 2, 3/6, and 4. Parcel 2 is located adjacent to the north of the TESP area and Parcel 4 is 
across Lafayette Street to the west. Parcels 1 and 3/6 are located further to the north and northwest. 
Groundwater beneath the landfill, primarily on Parcel 4, is impacted with VOCs. The primary VOCs 
detected in groundwater samples collected during the first quarter of 2016 were 1,1 dicholorethene, 
cis-1,2-dicholoroetehene (cis-1,2-DCE), trans-1,2-dicholoroethene, TCE, and vinyl chloride (VC). 
The area of VOC impacted on parcel 4 is located cross-gradient from the site with respect to 
groundwater flow direction (northeast) and did not migrate below the Plan Area. Two groundwater 
monitoring wells are located on the southern border of the landfill (Parcel 2) and immediately north 
of the Plan Area. Low concentrations of VOCs have been detected in ground water from both 
monitoring wells, one of which is located down-gradient of 2339 Calle Del Mundo, an identified 
SLIC site discussed above. Landfill gas investigations were conducted at the landfill and identified 
several VOCs in landfill gas. Benzene, ethylbenzene, and VC were reported in landfill gas at 
concentrations exceeding residential and commercial Environmental Screening Levels (ESLs). 
 
Given the industrial use of the site and prior agricultural uses and LUST case, residual hazardous 
materials contamination is anticipated to be present on-site and could impact construction workers 
and adjacent land uses if disturbed during demolition or construction. The following mitigation 
measures are included in the TESP. 
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MM HAZ-1.1:  Prior to the start of any demolition or construction activity, a property-
specific Phase I Environmental Site Assessment (ESA) shall be completed in 
accordance with American Society for Testing and Materials (ASTM) 
Standard Designation E 1527-13 (or most recent version) to identify 
Recognized Environmental Conditions, evaluate the property history, and 
establish if the property is likely to have been impacted by chemical releases. 
Soil, soil vapor and/or groundwater quality studies shall subsequently be 
conducted, if warranted based on the findings on the property-specific Phase I 
ESAs to evaluate if mitigation measures are needed to protect the health and 
safety of site occupants. All site mitigation measures identified in the 
property-specific Phase I and II ESAs shall be completed under the oversight 
of an appropriate regulatory agency, such as the Department of 
Environmental Health (DEH), Department of Toxic Substances Control 
(DTSC), or RWQCB. Any required cleanup/remediation of the site during 
development activities shall meet all applicable federal, state and local laws, 
regulations, and requirements. The project applicant shall provide the 
appropriate oversight agency’s written approval of the site mitigation 
measures to the City of Santa Clara prior to the issuance of a demolition 
and/or grading permit.  

 
MM HAZ-1.2:  At properties where VOCs are identified as contaminants of concern (COC), 

the potential for vapor intrusion shall be evaluated. A Vapor Intrusion 
Investigation Work Plan shall be submitted to the overseeing regulatory 
agency for review and approval. The plan shall include soil vapor sampling 
for VOCs in areas of concern. The soil vapor sampling shall be conducted in 
conformance with DTSC’s July 2015 advisory titled Active Soil Gas 
Investigations. A minimum of two soil vapor sampling events (with soil 
vapor concentrations less than the most conservative residential or 
commercial screening levels – as appropriate) is required to document that 
mitigation measures are not required; additional sampling events may be 
required by the overseeing regulatory agency. 

 
MM HAZ-1.3:   The need for vapor intrusion mitigation measures will be dependent upon the 

planned building design and the results of the Vapor Intrusion Investigation. 
Prior to redevelopment of the site, a report assessing the potential for vapor 
intrusion shall be submitted to and approved by the overseeing regulatory 
agency. The assessment shall be conducted in general conformance with 
DTSC’s Guidance for the Evaluation and Mitigation of Subsurface Vapor 
Intrusion to Indoor Air (Vapor Intrusion Guidance) dated October 2011.  

 
MM HAZ-1.4:   Prior to the start of any construction activity on properties with known COC 

exceeding the lower of the then-current DTSC, the RWQCB or 
Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) residential screening levels, the 
project proponent shall submit the following plans to the overseeing 
regulatory agency for review and approval: 
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• Corrective Action Plan. An appropriate corrective action plan (e.g. 
remedial action plan, removal action workplace, etc.) shall be prepared 
that reflects the results of the above investigations. Site cleanup levels 
presented in the plan shall be based on a target cancer risk of 0.00001 or, 
for non-carcinogens, a target hazard quotient (THQ) of 1.0. The lower of 
the then-current DTSC, RWQCB, or EPA residential screening levels 
shall be used to interpret the TR and THQ levels or, alternatively, a site-
specific human health risk assessment shall be prepared and approved by 
the overseeing regulatory agency. Higher cleanup goals may be 
acceptable, if approved in writing by the oversight agency. The project 
applicant shall provide an oversight agency’s written approval of the 
corrective action plan to the City of Santa Clara prior to issuance of a 
demolition and/or grading permit. Leaving contaminated soil (above 
residential screening levels and, for metals, above background 
concentrations) in-place or re-using contaminated soil shall require the 
oversight agency’s written approval. At a minimum, if contaminated soil 
is left in-place, a deed restriction or land use covenant shall detail the 
location of the soil. This document shall include a surveyed map of the 
location of the impacted soil and shall restrict future excavation in the 
impacted area unless approved in writing by an oversight agency.  
 

• Air Monitoring Plan. This plan shall assess the potential for exposure of 
construction workers and neighboring occupants adjoining the property to 
COCs during construction activities; this plan shall specify measures to 
be implemented if COC concentrations exceed threshold values.  
 

• Vapor Intrusion Mitigation Plan and Associated Documents. If the Vapor 
Instruction Investigation identifies the need for mitigation measures, a 
Vapor Intrusion Mitigation Plan shall be prepared that describes the 
measures to be a result of vapor intrusion. The Vapor Intrusion Mitigation 
Plan will require the project applicant to design the proposed occupied 
spaces with appropriate structural and engineering features to reduce risk 
of vapor intrusion into buildings. At a minimum, this design shall include: 
1) passive sub-slab ventilation with a spray applied vapor barrier (and 
with the ability to convert the system from passive to active ventilation), 
2) monitoring to ensure the long-term effectiveness of the remedy, and 3) 
the implementation of institutional controls. Other designs would be 
acceptable is approved in writing by the overseeing regulatory agency. 
The Vapor Intrusion Mitigation Plan shall be submitted for agency review 
and approval. DTSC’s October 2011 Vapor Intrusion Mitigation Advisory 
provides useful guidance in selecting, designing, and implementing 
appropriate response actions for sites where a potential vapor intrusion 
risk has been identified. A completed report shall be submitted to the 
overseeing regulatory agency upon completion of construction of the 
mitigation system. The report shall document installation of the vapor 
control measures identified in the Vapor Intrusion Mitigation Plan and 
present final as-built design drawings. A Long-Term Operations, 
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Maintenance, and Monitoring Plan (OMMP) also shall be submitted for 
agency approval that presents the actions to be taken following 
construction to maintain and monitor the vapor intrusion mitigation 
system, and a contingency plan should the vapor mitigation system fail. A 
financial assurance mechanism shall additionally be established (i.e. proof 
that adequate funds are available for long-term maintenance and 
monitoring of the vapor intrusion mitigation system) and described in the 
OMMP.  

 
 MM HAZ-1.5:   A Site Management Plan (SMP) and Health and Safety Plan (HSP) shall be 

developed to establish appropriate management practices for handling and 
monitoring of impacted soil, soil vapor, and groundwater that potentially may 
be encountered during construction activities. The SMP shall be prepared by 
an Environmental Professional and be submitted to the overseeing regulatory 
agency (e.g. RWQCB, DTSC and/or DEH) for review and approval prior to 
commencing construction activities. The SMP also shall be provided to the 
City of Santa Clara. Prior to the start of any construction activity that involves 
below ground work (i.e. mass grading, foundation construction, excavating or 
utility trenching), information regarding site risk management procedures, 
including copies of the HSP and SMP, shall be provided to the contractors for 
their review, and each contractor shall provide such information to its 
subcontractors. The SMP and HSP measures shall be incorporated into the 
project design documents: 

 
• Site control procedures to control the flow of personnel, vehicles and 

materials in and out of the site; 
• Measures to minimize dust generation, stormwater runoff and tracking of 

soil off-site; 
• Protocols for conducting earthwork activities in areas where impacted 

soil, soil vapor and/or groundwater are present or suspected. Worker 
training requirements, health and safety measures and material handling 
procedures shall be described; 

• Perimeter air monitoring for dust during any activity that significantly 
disturbs impacted site soil (i.e. mass grading, foundation construction, 
excavating or utility trenching) to document the effectiveness of dust 
control measures; 

• Protocols to be implemented if buried structures, wells, debris, or 
unidentified areas of impacted soil are encountered during site 
development activities; 

• Protocols to characterize/profile soil suspected of being contaminated so 
appropriate mitigation, disposal or reuse alternatives, if necessary, can be 
implemented. Soil in contact with impacted groundwater shall be 
assumed contaminated. All soil excavated and transported from this site 
shall be appropriately disposed of at a permitted facility; 

• Stockpiling protocols for “clean” and “impacted” soil; 
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• Decontamination procedures to reduce the potential for construction 
equipment and vehicles to release contaminated soil onto public roadways 
or other off-site transfer; 

• Procedures to evaluate and document the quality of any soil imported to 
the site. Soil containing chemicals exceeding residential (unrestricted use) 
screening levels or typical background concentrations of metals shall not 
be accepted. The DTSC’s Clean Fill Advisory (October 2001 or latest 
version) provides useful guidance on evaluating imported fill; 

• Methods to monitor excavations and trenches for the potential presence of 
VOC impacted vapors. Mitigation protocols shall be developed and 
implemented in the event elevated VOC vapors are released during 
excavation activities that may pose a risk to construction worker health 
and/or risk to the health of occupants of neighboring properties; 

• Protocols to evaluate if the residual contaminants will adversely impact 
the integrity of below ground utility lines and/or structures (i.e. the 
potential for corrosion due to subsurface contamination) 

• Measures to reduce soil vapor and groundwater migration through trench 
backfill and utility conduits. Such measures shall include placement of 
low-permeability backfill “plugs” at specified intervals on-site and at all 
locations where the utility trenches (within impacted soil or groundwater) 
extend off-site. In addition, utility conduits that are placed below 
groundwater shall be installed with water-tight fittings to reduce the 
potential for groundwater to migrate into the conduits.  

• Measures to help reduce the potential for the downward migration of 
contaminated groundwater if deep foundation systems are proposed. 
These measures shall be identified in the geotechnical investigation report 
and implemented as part of the development plans. 

 
MM HAZ-1.6:  The project applicant’s environmental professional shall assist in the 

implementation of the SMP and shall, at a minimum, perform part-time 
observation services during demolition, excavation, grading and trenching 
activities. Upon completion of construction activities, the environmental 
professional shall prepare a report documenting compliance with the SMP; 
this report shall be submitted to the oversight regulatory agency and the City 
of Santa Clara. 

 
With implementation of the identified measures, development under the TESP would have a less than 
significant impact related to soil and groundwater contamination.  
 
3.4.2   Hazards and Hazardous Materials Impacts Resulting from the Proposed Project 

The project would construct a residential building with up to 301 residential units and approximately 
650 square feet of commercial co-working space on the northern portion of the TESP area. The 
project site is currently developed with two industrial buildings. Groundwater on-site is estimated at 
a depth ranging from five to eight feet below the ground surface (bgs) and would flow in the 
southeastern direction. Fluctuations in the groundwater level may occur due to seasonal changes, 
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variations in rainfall, and underground drainage patterns. 
 

 2263 Calle Del Mundo – Project Site  

Phase I Environmental Site Assessment 

Consistent with mitigation measures HAZ-1.1 and HAZ-1.2, a Phase I Environmental Site 
Assessment (ESA) dated July 2018 was completed by AllWest Environmental for 2263 Calle Del 
Mundo. A copy of this report is provided in Appendix C.  
 
On-Site Sources of Contamination 

Based on a review of the project site, the site is listed within the HAZNET, Resource Conservation 
and Recovery Act-Small Quantity Generator (RCRA-SQG), Facility Index System (FINDS), 
Enforcement and Compliance History Online (ECHO), and California Environmental Reporting 
System (CA CERS) databases for using and generating small quantities of materials containing 
halogenated organic compounds and oil-containing wastes.  
 
Off-Site Sources of Contamination  

The Phase I ESA identified 56 off-site facilities within one-mile of the project site. Of the 56 
facilities, three sites were identified with documented VOCs from on-site or undocumented off-site 
sources as discussed below. 
 
The off-site facility located at 2272 Calle Del Mundo, approximately 0.1-mile cross- to down-
gradient, was listed in the DTSC database as having a tiered permit4 and as an inactive site needing 
evaluation. Concentrations of nickel, copper, oil and grease, and TCE were found in groundwater at 
this site exceeding RWQCB ESLs for groundwater in 1995.  
  
The facility at 2301 Calle de Luna, approximately 0.1 mile down- to cross-gradient, is listed in the 
Cleanup Program Sites – Spills Leaks Investigations Cleanups (CPS-SLIC) database as having TCA 
and PCE in groundwater. Due to the lack of a clear source for the detected contaminants and 
proximity to the site, the Phase I ESA concluded that the project site may be impacted by 
groundwater contamination.  
 
Additionally, the facility located at 2278 Calle de Luna (approximately 0.1 mile cross- to down-
gradient) is documented as having ground water contamination. The Phase I concluded that the site 
may be impacted with low concentrations of solvents from the identified off-site facilities; therefore, 
a Phase II ESA was prepared. 
 

Phase II Environmental Site Assessment 

A Phase II ESA dated August 2018 was prepared by AllWest Environmental for the project site. A 
copy of this report is provided in Appendix D. Nine soil borings (SB-1 to SB-9) were advanced in 
July 2018. Thirty soil samples were collected from the borings while four groundwater samples from 

 
4 A tiered permit is a corrective action cleanup project on a hazardous waste facility that was either eligible to treat 
or permitted to treat waste under the Tiered Permitting system.  
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SB-2, SB-3, SB-8, and SB-9 were collected. The following soil samples exceeded applicable Tier 1 
ESLs: 
 

• Approximately 0.016 milligrams per kilogram (mg/kg) of organochlorine pesticides (OCPs) 
hexachlorocyclohexane (b-BHC) detected in SB-1 and approximately 0.0012 mg/kg of 
dieldrin in SB-8, exceeding their respective ESLs of 0.0098 mg/kg and 0.00017 mg/kg. 

• Arsenic was detected in all soil samples ranging from 4.9 to 22 mg/kg, exceeding its ESL of 
0.067 mg/kg. The amount of arsenic found is within naturally occurring background levels. 

• Hexavalent chromium (Cr6) was detected in SB-8 at 0.66 mg/kg, exceeding its ESL of 0.30 
mg/kg.  

• Nickel was found at concentrations ranging from 87 to 160 mg/kg in SB-1, SB-2, SB-5, SB-
6, SB-7, and SB-8, exceeding its ESL of 86 mg/kg.  

 
As for groundwater, the following groundwater samples were found exceeding the respective ESLs: 
 

• TPH-d and TPH-mo from SB-2 was detected at concentrations of 190 micrograms per liter 
(μg/L) and 4,100 μg/L, respectively, exceeding the TPH-d ESL of 100 μg/L.  

• Benzo perylene was detected from SB-2, SB-3, and SB-8 at concentrations ranging from 0.61 
to 0.91 μg/L, exceeding its respective ESL of 0.10 μg/L.  

• Cobalt was detected in SB-2 and SB-8 at concentrations of 22 and 3.1 μg/L, exceeding its 
ESL of 3.0 μg/L.  

• Copper from SB-3 and SB-8 were detected at concentrations of 4.3 and 5.5 μg/L, exceeding 
its ESL of 3.1 μg/L.  

• Molybdenum was found in SB-2 and SB-8 at concentrations of 160 and 110 μg/L, 
respectively, exceeding its ESL of 100 μg/L.  

• Nickel was found at a concentration of 8.7 μg/L at SB-8 which exceeds its respective ESL of 
8.2 μg/L. 

• Selenium from SB-2 was detected at a concentration of 7.3 μg/L exceeding its ESL of 5.0 
μg/L. 

 
Based on the conclusions of the Phase II ESA, although low concentrations of contaminates were 
found in soil and groundwater, the metal concentrations detected in soil and groundwater are within 
the naturally occurring background levels and the COCs detected in groundwater originated from off-
site sources. Nevertheless, the project would implement mitigation measure HAZ-1.4 to HAZ-1.6. 
Therefore, the proposed project would not result in a new significant impact or an impact of greater 
severity than was previously identified.   
 

 2303, 2307, 2311, 2315, and 2319 Calle Del Mundo  

Previous On-Site Environmental Investigations 

1989 Site Assessment 

In May 1989, two groundwater monitoring wells were installed and sampled for soil and 
groundwater contamination. Based on the soil samples collected, arsenic was identified exceeding its 
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current commercial/industrial ESLs and lead and thallium were found above their respective 
residential ESLs. Arsenic was, however, detected below background levels. Elevated levels of metals 
were detected in the groundwater.  
 
Based on the assessment, the site may have been impacted by the facilities located at 2262 Calle Del 
Mundo, 2335 Calle Del Mundo, and 2325 Calle de Luna. Additionally, an underground sump was 
identified at 2335 Calle Del Mundo.  
 
1989 Additional Field Investigation 

In July 1989, an additional groundwater monitoring well was installed on-site and sampled for soil 
and groundwater contamination. Based on the soil samples collected, arsenic was identified 
exceeding its current commercial/industrial ESLs and thallium was detected above the residential 
ESL. Antimony, arsenic, barium, beryllium, cadmium, cobalt, chromium, copper, mercury, nickel, 
lead, thallium, vanadium, and zinc were found in groundwater above their respective maximum 
contaminant levels (MCLs). 
 
1990 G&K Metal Finishing Facility 

In 1990, closure activities associated with the former tenant at 2307 Calle Del Mundo were 
completed on-site. Closure activities included removal of a sump, pressure-washing concrete surfaces 
and the sump, disposing of water from the pressure-washing, collecting soil samples from beneath 
the sump (after removal) and adjacent sewer line, characterization of wash water, and collection of 
building materials. The soil samples collected were analyzed for one or more of the following: 
copper, nickel, lead, chromium, hexavalent chromium, cadmium, and zinc. The Santa Clara County 
Fire Department determined that no residual contamination was left from the sump and the 
excavation was backfilled. During the facility closure, only hexavalent chromium was found in soil 
along the sewer line which exceeds the current residential cancer risk ESL of 0.30 mg/kg.  
 
December 1990 Review of Site Activities 

A memo summarizing previous environmental investigations was prepared in December 1990. The 
groundwater beneath the site were compared to the aquatic protection standard. The 1990 memo 
concluded that nickel, chromium, copper, and zinc all exceed the aquatic protection standard. The 
off-site facility at 2309 Calle de Luna may have impacted the project site.  
 
1990 Drywall Sample Memo  

A drywall sample was collected during closure activities in 1990 and analyzed for total hexavalent 
chromium. The sample detected 44 mg/kg of total hexavalent chromium which is below the 
hazardous material limit.  
 
1993 Groundwater Sampling and Analysis 

In July 1993, additional groundwater samples were collected from the monitoring wells and were 
analyzed for chromium, copper, lead, nickel, and zinc. When compared to the findings in 1989, the 
metal concentrations were significantly lower and below the laboratory reporting limit. Copper and 
nickel were the only chemicals found in the groundwater.  
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1998 Well Abandonment Letter Report 

In 1998, the three groundwater monitoring wells were abandoned after the RWQCB issued a No 
Further Action (NFA). The metal concentrations detected in groundwater were below their respective 
MCLs.    
 
2009 and 2010 Phase I ESA 

No RECs were identified during the 2009 and 2010 Phase I ESAs.  
 
2014 Phase I ESA 

Two RECS were identified in a 2014 Phase I ESA which include: 1) the close proximity of the site to 
the All-Purpose Landfill and 2) the possible migration of an off-site VOC-impacted groundwater 
plume from 2301 Calle de Luna. 
 
2015 Environmental Site Characterization   

In 2015, an Environmental Site Characterization (ESC) was prepared to address the RECs identified 
in the 2014 Phase I ESA. During the ESC, two borings were advanced for soil and groundwater 
sampling, one boring was advanced for soil vapor sampling, and one sub-slab soil vapor probe was 
installed. Due to the stiff clays in the subsurface, no sub-slab soil vapor sample was collected. The 
soil samples were analyzed for total petroleum hydrocarbon (TPHs), TPHd, total petroleum 
hydrocarbon as gas (TPHg), TPHmo, VOCs, semi-volatile organic hydrocarbons (SVOCs), OCPs, 
polychlorinated biphenyls (PCBs), chlorinated herbicides, and metals. Both groundwater samples and 
sub-slab soil vapor samples were analyzed for VOCs. Concentrations of TPHs, VOCs, SVOCs, 
OCPs, PCBs, and chlorinated herbicides detected in the soil were below their respective residential 
ESLs.  
 
In both groundwater samples, the concentrations of VOCs were below the method detection limit. 
All samples were found below the ESL for groundwater. The sub-slab soil vapor sample was 
compared to calculated screening levels (SLs). Benzene was detected at 110 micrograms per meter 
cubed (μg/m3) which exceeds the calculated residential SL and commercial/industrial SL. The 2015 
ESC concluded that removal of the soils, the installation of a waterproofing system, and a garage 
ventilation system would be sufficient to address any potential vapor intrusion at the site.  
 
2015 Limited ESA 

Another Phase I ESA was completed for the site in 2015 and no RECs were identified.  
 
Off-Site Sources of Contamination  

The Phase I ESA identified 56 off-site facilities within one-mile of the project site. Of the 56 
facilities, two sites could result in a potential environmental concern.  
 
The off-site facility, located at 2301 Calle de Luna, was previously used to produce metal parts for 
semiconductors and is currently an open site under the oversight of RWQCB. Groundwater 
monitoring has been analyzed since 2002. The primary COCs in groundwater are PCE and 1,1,1-
trichloroethane (1,1,1-TCE).  
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Concentrations of tetrachloroethylene (PCE) and TCE were detected in groundwater at the facility 
located at 2339 Calle Del Mundo historically. In July 1997, the facility received an NFA from the 
RWQCB since the VOCs detected in the subsurface were from off-site sources. At the time this 
facility received the NFA, concentrations of TCE in groundwater ranged from 250 parts per billion 
(ppb) to 395 ppb. In November 2018, groundwater samples collected in the northeastern corner of the 
off-site facility detected TCE, cis-1,2-DCE, and VC at 33 μg/L, 8.0 μg/L, and 0.4 μg/L, respectively. 
The TCE and VC groundwater concentrations exceed both their respective MCLs and residential 
ESLs for vapor intrusion health risk. Although VOCs in groundwater have not been detected at the 
site and minimal VOCs have been observed in the sub-slab on-site, the Phase I ESA concluded that 
VOCs at this off-site facility may have migrated and impacted the northwestern corner of the project 
site. No subsurface investigations had been prepared for the northwestern corner; therefore, the 
VOC-impacted groundwater was considered a REC and a Phase II ESA was prepared.   
 

Phase I Environmental Site Assessment 

Consistent with mitigation measures HAZ-1.1 and HAZ-1.2, a Phase I ESA dated February 2019 was 
completed by Roux Associates, Inc. for 2303, 2307, 2311, 2315, and 2319 Calle Del Mundo. A copy 
of this report is provided in Appendix E.  
 
On-Site Sources of Contamination 

Based on a review of the project site, the site is listed within the Emissions Inventory Data (EMI), 
Certified Unified Program Agency (CUPA), MANIFEST, FINDS, RCRA-SQG, ECHO, and 
HAZNET databases for generating and/or disposing hazardous waste. Most of the former tenants do 
not pose an environmental concern to the property since no violations or release associated with the 
site have been identified. The only tenant with a potential environmental concern is located at Calle 
Del Mundo and is further discussed below.  
 
In 2015, an Environmental Site Characterization (ESC) was prepared which sampled soil, sub-slab 
vapor, and groundwater. Benzene was the only contaminant found in the sub-slab vapor sample that 
exceeded calculated SLs. No soil samples were collected in the vicinity of the former sewer line 
where hexavalent chromium was found exceeding the residential cancer risk ESL. Lead and thallium 
were found exceeding their respective residential ESLs.  
 

Phase II Environmental Site Assessment 

A Phase II ESA was prepared in February 2019 by Roux Associates, Inc. to access the RECs 
identified in the Phase I ESA. A copy of this report is provided in Appendix F. 
 
Two sub-slab soil vapor samples (RSS-1 and RSS-2) were collected and compared to RWQCB 
ESLs. Petroleum-related and chlorofluorocarbon VOCs were detected in both samples below 
residential ESLs. Chloroform, and methylene chloride exceeded their respective residential ESLs at 
RSS-2. Benzene exceeded its respective residential and commercial/industrial ESL.  
 
The project shall comply with Mitigation Measures HAZ-1.2 to HAZ-1.6 and would not result in 
new or more substantive hazardous materials impacts than were previously identified in the TESP 
FEIR.    
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3.5   HYDROLOGY AND WATER QUALITY 

The following analysis addresses the potential hydrology and water quality impacts that would result 
from implementation of the proposed project. Specifically, the following discussion addresses the 
potential for off-site flooding resulting from development of the project site. In addition, the analysis 
addresses the projects consistency with the Municipal Regional Stormwater NPDES Permit (MRP). 
Because the proposed project is consistent with the development assumptions in the TESP FEIR, 
water quality impacts from construction would be consistent with the conclusions of the FEIR. 
Furthermore, the project would be consistent with the findings of the FEIR regarding groundwater, 
drainage, and inundation hazards. No further discussion of these issues is provided. 
 
3.5.1   Findings of the Previously Certified FEIR 

 Post-Construction Stormwater Treatment 

The TESP FEIR states that all projects within the TESP area are required to comply with the MRP 
and C.3 stormwater treatment regulations. The TESP FEIR concluded that compliance with 
regulatory requirements would result in a less than significant water quality impact.  
 
3.5.2   Hydrology and Water Quality Impacts Resulting from the Proposed Project 

 Post-Construction Stormwater Treatment 

The MRP requires all post-construction stormwater runoff to be treated by numerically sized low-
impact development (LID) treatment controls unless the project is granted Special Project LID 
Reduction Credits, which would allow the project to implement non-LID measures for all or a 
portion of the site depending on the project characteristics.  
 
Consistent with the TESP FEIR, the project would be required to comply with the MRP and proposes 
flow-through planters, bioretention basin, and media filters to treat stormwater runoff. The final 
stormwater control plan will be reviewed and approved by the City at the development permit stage. 
Therefore, the proposed project would not result in any new impacts or substantially increase the 
severity of the previously identified hydrology and water quality impacts. 
    
3.6   NOISE  

The following analysis addresses the potential operational noise impacts that would result from the 
proposed project. Because the project is consistent with the development assumptions in the TESP 
FEIR, construction noise and vibration would be consistent with the conclusions of the FEIR and all 
identified mitigation measures would be required and are incorporated by reference. No further 
discussion of construction noise and vibration is provided.  
 
Operational noise issues pertaining to interior noise, mechanical equipment, traffic noise, and aircraft 
noise was found to be less than significant in the TESP FEIR. Since the project site is not within 50 
feet of the southern and western border of the TESP area (where interior noise levels would exceed 
the City’s interior noise standards) and future residences would not border Lafayette Street or 
Tasman Drive, no further discussion of interior noise is required. Because the project is consistent 
with the development assumptions in the TESP FEIR, the proposed project would also have a less 
than significant impact. No further analysis is required.    
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3.6.1   Findings of the Previously Certified FEIR 

CEQA does not address the effects of existing environmental conditions on a project. Nevertheless, 
the City of Santa Clara addressed the effect of existing noise sources on future residents in the TESP 
area as a planning consideration.  
 
The predominant sources of noise that affect the noise environment within the TESP area and at 
nearby land uses are primarily vehicular traffic along Lafayette Street and Tasman Drive. Traffic 
along the local streets within the TESP area, which include Calle Del Mundo and Calle De Luna, 
affect the ambient noise environment. Aircraft associated with Norman Y. Mineta San José 
International Airport and trains passing along the Lick Mill Light Rail Transit Station and Great 
America Station also contribute to the noise environment in the area. Levi’s Stadium, approximately 
1,175 feet away from the project area, periodically contributes to the noise environment during large 
events such as NFL games and concerts. Based on findings from the 2009 Stadium FEIR5, residences 
within 2,000 feet of the stadium would experience elevated exterior noise levels during events which 
would result in a significant unavoidable impact.  
 
In mid/high density residential developments, private terraces or balconies are not typically 
considered sensitive to exterior noise levels. Aircraft noise exposure throughout the TESP area 
exceeds 55 dBA CNEL, and it is not normally feasible to reduce aircraft noise in outdoor activity 
areas. The following Conditions of Approval were included in the TESP FEIR to reduce exterior 
noise levels at common outdoor activity areas consistent with the City’s General Plan:  
 

• Do not locate common outdoor activity areas immediately adjacent to Tasman Drive, 
Lafayette Street, or the future Lick Mill Boulevard extension. 

 
• Utilize site planning by placing outdoor activity areas in courtyards, on shielded podium 

levels (sky gardens) or rooftops, or behind buildings adjoining Tasman Drive, Lafayette 
Street, and Lick Mill Boulevard. Development adjacent to existing and planned open space 
shall be designed to provide shielding of the open space from Tasman Drive, Lafayette 
Street, and Lick Mill Boulevard. 

 
3.6.2   Noise Impacts Resulting from the Proposed Project 

 Exterior Noise Levels 

Private open space would be located on the fourth floor and would consist of a cabana/BBQ area, a 
pool deck, and a games/BBQ courtyard. Additionally, an approximately 2,815 square foot terrace 
lounge/community garden would be located on the eighth floor, facing Calle Del Mundo. The project 
proposes approximately 10,494 square feet of dedicated parkland along Calle Del Mundo. Consistent 
with the TESP FEIR, none of the common outdoor areas would be immediately adjacent to Tasman 
Drive, Lafayette Street, or the future Lick Mill Boulevard extension. Several private balconies are 
proposed on the floors three to eight. Based on the approved TESP FEIR, private terraces or 
balconies within mid/high density residential developments are not typically considered sensitive to 
exterior noise levels. Therefore, the project would meet the City’s noise standards and would be 
consistent with the findings of the TESP FEIR.

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3.7   CONCLUSION 

Based on the above analysis and discussion, no substantive revisions are needed to the TESP FEIR, 
because no new significant impacts or impacts of substantially greater severity would result from the 
proposed project. There have been no changes in circumstance in the project area that would result in 
new significant environmental impacts or substantially more severe impacts, and no new information 
has come to light that would indicate the potential for new significant impacts or substantially more 
severe impacts than were discussed in the TSEP FEIR. Therefore, no further evaluation is required, 
and no Subsequent EIR is needed pursuant to State CEQA Guidelines Section 15162, and an EIR 
Addendum has therefore appropriately been prepared, pursuant to Section 15164.

Per your request, H. T. Harvey & Associates has assessed avian collision risk for the proposed new building to 
be constructed at 2263 Calle del Mundo in Santa Clara, California. The approximately 1.9-acre project site is 
bounded by Calle del Mundo to the south, the Santa Clara Golf and Tennis Club (slated for development as an 
office campus as part of the City of Santa Clara’s Related Santa Clara project) to the north, and commercial 
development to the east and west. It is our understanding that, as part of the Tasman East Specific Plan, the 
project is subject to the bird-safe design requirements described in Mitigation Measure BIO-3.1 of the Specific 
Plan’s final Environmental Impact Report (EIR). We further understand that David J. Powers & Associates 
has requested our assistance with an analysis of bird-safe design measures proposed by the project applicant to 
determine whether the design complies with Mitigation Measure Bio-3.1. This report summarizes our analysis 
and describes the measures that, in our opinion, need to be incorporated into the project design to comply with 
bird-safe and lighting design requirements of the EIR.  

Statement of Qualifications 

This assessment was prepared by Steve Rottenborn and me. Briefly, our qualifications are as follows (résumés 
attached):  

• I am a wildlife ecologist with a B.S. in Ecology from the University of California, San Diego and an M.S. 
in Fish and Wildlife Management from Montana State University, where my Master's thesis focused on 
factors affecting the nest survival of yellow warblers (Setophaga petechia), dusky flycatchers (Empidonax 
oberholseri), and warbling vireos (Vireo gilvus). Trained as an ornithologist, I specialize in the nesting ecology 
of passerine birds, with a broad range of avian field experience from across the United States. I am an avid 
birder, and I volunteer as a bird bander for the San Francisco Bay Bird Observatory, where I have been 
banding, sexing, and aging resident and migrant passerine species since 2010. I have spent hundreds of 
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hours in the field conducting nesting bird surveys for H. T. Harvey & Associates projects over the past 13 
years, and have found hundreds of passerine nests as well as many nests of raptors.  

• Steve Rottenborn has a Ph.D. in biological sciences from Stanford University, where his doctoral 
dissertation focused on the effects of urbanization on riparian bird communities in the South San Francisco 
Bay area. He has been an active birder for more than 35 years and has conducted or assisted with research 
on birds since 1990. He has served for 9 years as an elected member of the California Bird Records 
Committee (including 3 years as chair) and for 13 years as a Regional Editor for the Northern California 
region of the journal North American Birds. He is a member of the Scientific Advisory Board for the San 
Francisco Bay Bird Observatory, the Technical Advisory Committee for the South Bay Salt Ponds 
Restoration Project, and the Board of Directors of the Western Field Ornithologists.  

Although the subject of bird-friendly design is relatively new to the West Coast, we have performed avian 
collision risk assessments and identified measures to reduce collision risk for several projects in the Bay Area, 
including projects in the cities of San Francisco, Oakland, South San Francisco, Redwood City, Menlo Park, 
Palo Alto, Mountain View, Sunnyvale, Santa Clara, and San José.  

Assessment of Collision Risk 

It has been well documented that glass windows and building facades can result in injury or mortality of birds 
due to birds’ collisions with these surfaces1. Because birds do not perceive glass as an obstruction the way 
humans do, they may collide with glass when the sky or vegetation is reflected in glass (e.g., they see the glass 
as sky or vegetated areas); when transparent windows allow birds to perceive an unobstructed flight route 
through the glass (such as at corners); and when the combination of transparent glass and interior vegetation 
(such as in planted atria) results in attempts by birds to fly through glass to reach that vegetation. The greatest 
risk of avian collisions with buildings occurs in the area within 60 feet of the ground, because this is the area in 
which most bird activity occurs2.  
 
The potential for birds to collide with buildings in the Plan area was previously assessed in the Specific Plan 
EIR. A number of factors contribute to the potential for bird collisions with Plan area buildings, including the 
design and location of the buildings, and no site plan or specific project design was available when the EIR was 
prepared. Mitigation Measure 3.1 allows the City to waive or reduce bird-safe design requirements based on an 
analysis by a qualified biologist indicating that proposed construction will not pose a collision hazard to birds. 
Per the EIR, such a waiver is generally not appropriate for façades adjacent to well-vegetated areas, but a waiver 
may be appropriate, for example, for façades that face developed areas lacking vegetation, water features, or 
other features that would be particularly attractive to birds. Thus, in the context of the EIR, we considered the 
potential for birds to collide with the proposed building at 2263 Calle del Mundo based on the project design

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information provided by David J. Powers & Associates through July 2020 in order to determine if a waiver of 
any bird-safe design requirements in Mitigation Measure 3.1 is appropriate. 
 
The project design includes the construction of an 8-story, 85-foot tall mid-rise residential building with 299 
residential dwelling units, two live-work units, a 650 square-foot commercial space, a 14,300 square-foot public 
park, privately owned publicly accessible open space, and associated garage parking (Figure 1). Proposed 
exterior open space areas where birds can potentially occur are an approximately 0.6-acre area of public park 
and adjacent privately owned open space on Level 1, a 7,450 square-foot pool deck on Level 4 that is open to 
Calle del Mundo to the south, a 3,815 square-foot games/barbecue courtyard on Level 4 that is enclosed by 
five stories of residential dwellings, and a community garden and view terrace on Level 8 that are 2,560 square 
feet together and open to Calle del Mundo to the south (Figure 1).

The design of the building’s façades includes overhangs, opaque wall panels, and mullions; we expect these 
features to increase the visibility of the building to birds and reduce the potential for birds to collide with the 
building (Figure 2 and 3). Nevertheless, the predominantly glazed facades of the building, coupled with the 
abundance of birds in the vicinity of the Plan area, will result in some bird collisions. The risk of bird collisions 
is expected to be highest where birds can see vegetation on the other side of glass, and where birds see 
vegetation or blue sky reflected in the glass; in these cases, birds may collide with glass when trying to reach 
vegetation. For example, transparent glass corners are present on several corners of the building (Figure 3), and 
free-standing glass railings are present on the Level 4 pool deck (Figures 2 and 3). In addition, landscape 
vegetation will be planted near or adjacent to building facades (Figure 1). Although the project plans indicate 
that this vegetation incorporates few locally native plants and trees, and therefore will not provide high-quality 
bird habitat, this vegetation is expected to attract some birds towards the buildings where they are more 
vulnerable to collisions. Vegetation planted within the Level 4 pool deck and Level 8 view terrace/community 
garden is also expected to attract birds towards glazed facades, thus increasing the potential for bird collisions. 
Relatively few birds are expected to collide with glazing around the Level 4 games/barbecue courtyard because 
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the courtyard is surrounded by five stories of residences and it is unlikely that birds will find and make use of 
the vegetation in this courtyard.

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Assessment of Project Design Compliance with Bird-Safe Design 
Requirements of the EIR 

We have reviewed the design of the proposed buildings with respect to Mitigation Measure BIO-3.1 of the 
project’s EIR. The following section provides our assessment of the compliance of the project design with 
these requirements and describes design modifications that, in our opinion, would be necessary for compliance 
with Mitigation Measure BIO-3.1. 

1. Reduce the extent of glass on the façades of new buildings to the extent feasible. 

The north and east façades of the building are composed primarily of opaque panels broken up by decorative 
screens and relatively small individual windows (compared to the extent of the opaque wall panels), and the 
majority of Levels 1–3 of these facades have no windows (Figures 4 and 5). This design effectively reduces 
glazing on the building. The south and west facades of the building also incorporate opaque wall panels that 
somewhat reduce the extent of glazing on the building (Figures 2, 3, and 6). However, Levels 1–2 and portions 
of Level 3 of these facades as well as the glazing around the public amenity spaces on Levels 1–8 of the south 
facade (i.e., in the central portion of the façade, above the lobby) are predominantly glazed. It is our 
understanding that the project proponent has indicated that the design minimizes glazing on the building to the 
extent feasible. Whether it is “feasible” to reduce glazing further is a matter that should be resolved between 
the applicant and the City. Thus, if the City agrees that glazing on these facades is minimized to the extent 
feasible, then the project is in compliance with this measure.

2. Prohibit the visibility of interior landscaped areas behind glass. 

It is our understanding that no interior landscape areas are proposed behind glass as part of the project. Based 
on this information, it is our opinion that the project design is in compliance with this requirement. 

3. No more than 10% of the surface area of a building’s total exterior façade shall have 
untreated glazing between the ground and 60 feet above ground. Bird-safe 
glazing treatments may include fritting, netting, permanent stencils, frosted glass, 
exterior screens, physical grids placed on the exterior of glazing or ultraviolet 
patterns visible to birds. Vertical elements of the window patterns should be at 
least 0.25 inches wide at a maximum spacing of four inches or have horizontal 
elements at least 0.125 inches wide at a maximum spacing of 2 inches. Any 
remaining untreated glazed areas will be broken up into sections no greater than 
24 square feet in size by mullions or bird-safe glazing treatments. 

It is our understanding that no bird-safe glazing is currently proposed on the building. Mitigation Measure 3.1 
allows the City to waive or reduce bird-safe design requirements based on an analysis by a qualified biologist 
indicating that proposed construction will not pose a collision hazard to birds. Because (1) it is known that 
portions of the current project design (e.g., the lack of bird-safe glazing below 60 feet) do not comply with the 
EIR requirements for bird-safe glazing, and (2) the applicant has requested exceptions to the EIR requirements, 
this section provides our opinions regarding design changes that are necessary for compliance with bird-safe 
glazing requirements based on the plan details available rather than an assessment of project design compliance. 
As biologists qualified to provide a professional opinion regarding the issue of bird-safe design, we offer the 
conclusions below to indicate where exceptions apply to the proposed buildings related to the extent of treated 
glazing, and where additional design changes are, in our opinion, necessary for compliance.  
 
It is our professional opinion that the frequency of collisions between native birds and the building on the 
project site will be lower compared to sites within the Plan area that are located in closer proximity to Ulistac 
Natural Area approximately 1,200 feet southeast of the site and to the Guadalupe River approximately 765 feet 
to the east. The vegetation to be planted on the site is primarily nonnative, the extent of this vegetation will be 
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limited, and the proposed 0.6-acre open space area (which represents the largest area where landscape 
vegetation is proposed) will be surrounded by development; therefore, the proposed vegetation will provide 
relatively limited resources for native birds. Therefore, in our opinion, substantial impacts on birds from 
collisions with the majority of the building façades are not expected to occur simply because bird abundance in 
the immediate vicinity of these facades will be relatively low, and the proposed buildings may qualify for 
exceptions to the EIR requirements for bird-safe glazing. Nevertheless, as discussed in the EIR, due to the 
proximity of the Guadalupe River and Ulistac Natural Area to the Specific Plan area, relatively large numbers 
of birds compared to other areas of Santa Clara and most of the remainder of the urban Santa Clara Valley 
floor are expected to at least fly through or past the site over the long term. Thus, in our opinion, bird-safe 
treatments are appropriate in areas where the architectural features of the buildings pose high collision risk to 
whatever birds are present in surrounding areas. We identified areas of high collision risk to include (1) the 
extensive glazing on Levels 1–2 and portions of Level 3 of the south and west facades, and (2) “feature-related 
hazards” within 60 feet of proposed exterior vegetation. A “feature-related hazard” is a potential bird collision 
hazard that should be treated (i.e., ameliorated) regardless of whether a building is located near a high-quality 
bird habitat area due to its high potential to result in bird collisions. Based on our understanding of the proposed 
project, feature-related hazards would include free-standing glass railings and transparent glass corners. 
 
In our opinion, the following design modifications are necessary to incorporate bird-safe measures to comply 
with EIR requirement #3 related to bird-safe glazing:  

There is some potential for bird collisions with large areas of glazing on Levels 1–2 and portions of Level 3 of 
the south and west facades of the building (Figures 7–9), which will be located adjacent to landscape vegetation 
(Figure 1); the potential for bird collisions with portions of these facades above these areas is lower due to the 
much lower proportion of the upper floors’ facades that is glazed. As a result, some reduction in the extent of 
glazing, or some treatment of glazing (with bird-safe treatments), is necessary for Levels 1–2 and portions of 
Level 3 of the south and west facades of the building, as indicated on Figures 7–9. In our opinion, one of the 
following two alternatives for glazing treatment needs to be implemented to meet the intent of this measure: 

o As specified in this mitigation measure, no more than 10% of the surface area of the facades on the 
south and west sides of the building shall have untreated glazing between the ground and 60 feet above 
ground. The applicant can determine which areas have untreated glazing, though because the majority 
of collisions with these facades are expected to occur within the areas indicated in red on Figures 7–9 
(due to the extent of glazing and proximity to vegetation), untreated glazing shall be minimized within 
these areas. 

or 

o No more than 10% of the surface area of facades within the areas indicated in red on Figures 7–9 (i.e., 
heavily glazed areas on Levels 1–2 and portions of Level 3) on the south and west sides of the building 
shall consist of untreated glazing (this alternative focuses explicitly on the areas indicated in red on 
Figures 7–9, where collision risk is highest, but provides less flexibility to the applicant regarding where 
unglazed treatment will occur).  
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Regardless of which alternative is implemented, any untreated glazed areas (i.e., the 10% untreated areas) 
on the south and west sides of the building need to be broken up into sections no greater than 24 square 
feet in size by mullions and bird-safe treatments to comply with this measure.

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4. Avoid free-standing clear glass walls, skywalks, transparent building corners, glass 
enclosures (e.g., greenhouses) on rooftops, and balconies with unbroken glazed 
segments 24 square feet and larger where feasible. If any such structures are 
included in building designs, all glazing used in any such features will be 100% 
treated. 

Glass railings and transparent glass corners are included in the project design. It is our understanding that no 
glass enclosures (e.g., greenhouses) are proposed.  
 
As discussed under requirement #3 above, Mitigation Measure 3.1 allows the City to waive or reduce bird-safe 
design requirements based on analysis by a qualified biologist indicating that proposed construction will not 
pose a collision hazard to birds. It is our opinion that bird-safe treatments are necessary in areas where the 
architectural features of the buildings pose high collision risk to whatever birds are present in surrounding areas. 
For feature-related hazards (i.e., glass railings and transparent glass corners), we identified areas of high collision 
risk to include those hazards within 60 feet above and below proposed exterior vegetation. In our opinion, 
bird-safe measures need to be implemented as follows to comply with EIR requirement #4 related to feature-
related hazards: 

o All glass railings and transparent glass corners shall be 100% treated adjacent to open space areas where 
landscape vegetation is proposed (i.e., on Level 1 and on Level 4 adjacent to the pool deck). In addition, 
because the vegetated areas may be relatively large (7,480 and 3,815 square feet on Level 4 and 2,560 on 
Level 8), and therefore may attract birds, all glass railings and transparent glass corners within 60 feet above 
and below these areas shall be treated. Glass corners are considered “transparent” when they have extensive 
glazing on either side such that birds are likely to see through the corners to the other side of the building. 
For this assessment, we did not consider building corners at residential dwelling spaces to be “transparent” 
because these corners are not extensively glazed on both sides and the glazing will be broken up by large 
opaque panels. Glass railings and transparent glass corners that shall be treated are outlined in blue on 
Figures 7–9; in addition, all glass railings and glass corners surrounding the community garden, for which 
no images are available, shall also be treated. 

o Where no vegetation is proposed (e.g., behind railings or on roofs) and glass railings or transparent glass 
corners are present more than 60 feet above or below large areas of landscape vegetation, few (if any) birds 
are anticipated to be present, and it is our opinion that treatment of these features is not needed to minimize 
bird collisions with the building (Figures 7–8). 

Reducing the extent of transparent corners and glass railings would be more consistent with the EIR’s 
mitigation measure. Nevertheless, if the measures listed above are incorporated into the design, it is our opinion 
that the project would adequately reduce the potential for bird collisions due to feature-related hazards such as 
free-standing glass walls and transparent glass corners. 
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5. Reduce glass at tops of buildings, especially when incorporating a green roof into the 
building design. 

The façade below the Level 8 viewing terrace consists of opaque wall panels broken up by relatively small 
individual windows (i.e., relative to the extent of the opaque wall panels on this façade) and effectively reduces 
glazing at the top of the building where the Level 8 green roof is present (Figures 2 and 3). However, the project 
plans indicate that the facades below the Level 4 pool deck are predominantly glazed (Figures 2 and 3). 
 
In order to comply with this measure, the project design needs to be modified so that the glazing on Level 3 
below the Level 4 pool deck is treated with a bird-safe glazing treatment so that (1) no more than 10% of the 
surface area of facades within the areas indicated in red on Figures 7–9 on the south and west sides of the 
building consists of untreated glazing, and (2) any untreated glazed areas (i.e., the 10% untreated areas on the 
south and west sides of the building) are broken up into sections no greater than 24 square feet in size by 
mullions or bird-safe glazing treatments to comply with EIR requirement #5. The areas that shall be treated 
are located within the red-outlined areas on Figures 7 and 9. With the implementation of this measure, it is our 
opinion that the project would effectively reduce glass at the tops of buildings adjacent to green roofs and 
would be in compliance with this requirement.  

6. If a green roof or green wall is incorporated into the building design, no more than 
10% of the surface area of the building’s combined façades within 12 vertical 
feet above and/or below the green roof or green wall shall have untreated 
glazing. Any remaining untreated glazed areas will be broken up into sections no 
greater than 24 square feet in size by mullions or bird-safe glazing treatments. 

It is our understanding that no green walls are proposed as part of the project. Green roofs are proposed on 
the Level 4 pool deck and Level 8 viewing terrace and community garden (Figure 1); these areas create potential 
bird collision issues because they contain vegetation that will attract birds, which can then collide either with 
glass railings or other glazing near the green roof. The Level 4 games/barbecue courtyard is not considered a 
“green roof” for purposes of assessing compliance with this requirement because it not adjacent to the tops of 
any building facades such that a bird collision hazard would be present. 
 
To comply with this requirement, the project design needs to be modified so that no more than 10% of the 
surface area of the building’s combined façades within 12 vertical feet above and/or below the Level 4 pool 
deck and above the Level 8 viewing terrace and community garden has untreated glazing. The façade below the 
Level 8 viewing terrace consists of opaque wall panels broken up by relatively small individual windows (i.e., 
relative to the extent of the opaque wall panels on this façade) and effectively reduces glazing at the top of the 
building where the Level 8 green roof is present; in our opinion, bird-safe treatment of this glazing is not needed 
to minimize bird collisions All remaining untreated glazed areas within 12 feet above and below the Level 4 
pool deck and above the Level 8 viewing terrace and community garden shall be broken up into sections no 
greater than 24 square feet in size by mullions or bird-safe glazing treatments in order to comply with this 
measure.  
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Comprehensive views of all facades adjacent to the Level 4 pool deck and Level 8 viewing terrace and 
community garden were not available for illustrative purposes. Figures 10 and 11 outline visible glazing within 
12 feet above and below the Level 4 pool deck as viewed from the south and west; however, all glazing within 
12 feet above the pool deck (i.e., including glazing on the east and west sides of the pool deck) also needs to be 
treated to comply with this measure. Figure 12 outlines visible glazing within 12 feet above the Level 8 viewing 
terrace as viewed from the south; however, any additional glazing surrounding this terrace (i.e., on the east and 
west sides of the terrace) as well as around the community garden shall also be treated.

7. Avoid the funneling of flight paths between buildings or trees towards a glazed 
building façade. 

The building, as planned, does not include any features that would funnel birds toward a glazed surface.  It is 
our opinion that the project complies with this requirement. 

8. Landscaping, including planted vegetation and water features, shall be designed to 
minimize the potential for collisions. For example, vegetation providing 
particularly valuable resources to birds (such as fruits) will be planted away from 
buildings with extensive glazing, and vegetation in general will be planted in 
such a way that it is not clearly reflected in windows. Water features would be 
located away from building exteriors to reduce the attraction of birds toward 
glazed façades. 

It is our understanding that no water features are proposed as part of the project, apart from the Level 4 
swimming pool, which will not attract birds to the project area. The landscape plans show several nonnative 
London planes (Platanus acerifolia) and crepe myrtles (Lagerstroemia indica) proposed adjacent to glazed facades 
on the south side of the building (i.e., along Calle del Mundo) and several nonnative lacebark elms (Ulmus 
parvifolia) proposed adjacent to glazed facades on the west side of the building. None of these trees are expected 
to provide particularly valuable resources to birds, and it is our opinion that they are not expected to increase 
the potential for bird collisions. However, four coast live oaks (Quercus agrifolia) will be planted in 96-inch boxes 
adjacent to the south façade of the building. These trees provide high-quality resources for birds, although the 
small number of trees that will be planted on the site and their isolation from natural areas at Ulistac Natural 
Area and along the Guadalupe River by development limits the value of these trees to birds. 
 
Shrubs and ground cover proposed to be planted on the site consist of a mix of native and nonnative species 
including toyon (Heteromeles arbutifolia), agave (Agave spp.), ornamental strawberry (Fragaria sp.), flax (Phormium 
sp.), juniper (Juniperus virginiana), and bamboo (Bambusa multiplex). Several of these species will produce berries 
that are attractive to birds, and a number of flowering species will also produce flowers that are attractive to 
Anna’s hummingbirds (Calypte anna). Planted areas with berries and flowers will be located immediately adjacent 
to the buildings, and may attract birds to these areas and increase the potential for bird collisions with glazed 
facades.  
 
As discussed above, all glazed facades adjacent to landscape vegetation within the public park on Level 1, the 
pool deck on Level 4, and the community garden and view terrace on Level 8 need to be treated with a bird-
safe glazing treatment such that no more than 10% of the surface area of these façades have untreated glazing, 
and all remaining untreated glazed areas shall be broken up into sections no greater than 24 square feet in size 
by mullions or bird-safe glazing treatments. The areas where a bird-safe treatment needs to be implemented are 
shown on Figures 7–12. This bird-safe treatment is expected to reduce the potential for birds to collide with 
building facades, even if vegetation is planted in adjacent areas. In addition, however, the planting plan needs 
to be prepared/modified so that (1) landscape vegetation with flowers and fruits, and (2) coast live oak trees 
are not included in any planted areas located immediately adjacent to (i.e., with no unvegetated areas, such as a 
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pedestrian pathway, between the vegetation and the glazing) untreated glazed areas (i.e., the 10% areas with 
untreated glazing). With the implementation of these measures, it is our opinion that the project would be in 
compliance with this requirement. 

9. Minimize exterior lighting to the extent feasible, except as needed for safety. All 
exterior lights shall be directed toward facilities in the Plan Area (e.g., rather than 
directed upward or outward) and shielded to ensure that light is not directed 
outward toward the Guadalupe River or Ulistac Natural Area. 

It is our understanding that the project’s lighting plan is not yet available. To ensure that the project effectively 
minimizes exterior lighting to reduce bird collisions, the project shall comply with the exterior lighting 
requirements of LEED Pilot Credit 55 for bird-safe buildings. These requirements are as follows: 

• Exterior building fixtures that are not necessary for safety, building entrances, and circulation shall be 
automatically shut off from midnight until 6:00 a.m. Manual override capability may be provided for 
occasional after-hours use. 

• Exterior uplighting shall be avoided in the project design. 

The following exterior lighting is exempt from these requirements, provided it is controlled separately from the 
nonexempt lighting: 

• Specialized signal, directional, and marker lighting for transportation 

• Government-mandated roadway lighting 

• Hospital emergency departments, including associated helipads 

• Lighting for the national flag 

Because the project site is located 1,200 feet from Ulistac Natural Area and 765 feet from the Guadalupe River, 
we do not anticipate that unshielded exterior lighting in public areas will spill outwards into these natural areas. 
As a result, shielding of lighting on the site is not needed to comply with this requirement. 

10. Occupancy sensors or other switch control devices shall be installed on interior 
lights, with the exception of emergency lights or lights needed for safety 
purposes. Exterior shades shall also be considered to reduce light pollution. On 
commercial buildings, these lights shall be programmed to shut off during non-
work hours and between 10:00 p.m. and sunrise. 

It is our understanding that the project’s lighting plan is not yet available. To ensure that the project effectively 
minimizes lighting to reduce bird collisions, the project comply shall with the exterior lighting requirements of 
LEED Pilot Credit 55 for bird-safe buildings, listed under requirement #9 above.   
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Because (1) the proposed building is entirely residential, (2) we do not expect residents to use extensive night 
lighting, and (3) the proposed building will be located 1,200 feet from Ulistac Natural Area and 765 feet from 
the Guadalupe River, we do not anticipate the building’s interior lighting to result in substantial impacts on 
birds in the site vicinity. Thus, in our opinion, compliance with the exterior lighting requirements listed under 
requirement #9 will be adequate to minimize bird collisions with the building due to lighting. 

Summary  

Because birds are present in the vicinity of the proposed buildings, and the glass façades of the buildings may 
not always be perceived by birds as physical impediments to flight, we expect some avian collisions with the 
proposed buildings to occur. Among the project components, we expect collision risk to be highest where birds 
can see through the buildings (e.g. at transparent corners), adjacent to the building’s green roofs, and at free-
standing glass railings.   
 
Plan details were not available to indicate whether the project will comply with all requirements of Mitigation 
Measure BIO-3.1 of the EIR. Thus, we were unable to determine if the exterior and interior lighting plans are 
in compliance with requirements of Mitigation Measure BIO-3.1 of the EIR, or if the lighting design may be 
eligible for exceptions. For the remaining project components, we have provided an assessment of project 
design compliance with the EIR where feasible, and where the design is not in compliance, we have indicated 
the changes that need to be made to bring the design into compliance. Based on our assessment, it is our 
opinion that the project would comply with Mitigation Measure BIO-3.1 of the EIR with the implementation 
of the following measures: 

• There is some potential for bird collisions with large areas of glazing on Levels 1–2 and portions of Level 
3 of the south and west facades of the building (Figures 7–9), which will be located adjacent to landscape 
vegetation (Figure 1); the potential for bird collisions with portions of these facades above these areas is 
lower due to the much lower proportion of the upper floors’ facades that is glazed. As a result, some 
reduction in the extent of glazing, or treatment of glazing (with bird-safe treatments), is necessary for Levels 
1–2 and portions of Level 3 of the south and west facades of the building, as indicated on Figures 7–9. In 
our opinion, one of the following two alternatives for glazing treatment needs to be implemented to meet 
the intent of this measure: 

o As specified in this mitigation measure, no more than 10% of the surface area of the facades on the 
south and west sides of the building shall have untreated glazing between the ground and 60 feet above 
ground. The applicant can determine which areas have untreated glazing, though because the majority 
of collisions with these facades are expected to occur within the areas indicated in red on Figures 7–9 
(due to the extent of glazing and proximity to vegetation), untreated shall glazing be minimized within 
these areas. 

or 
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o No more than 10% of the surface area of facades within the areas indicated in red on Figures 7–9 (i.e., 
heavily glazed areas on Levels 1–2 and portions of Level 3) on the south and west sides of the building 
shall consist of untreated glazing (this alternative focuses explicitly on the areas indicated in red on 
Figures 7–9, where collision risk is highest, but provides less flexibility to the applicant regarding where 
unglazed treatment will occur).  

Regardless of which alternative is implemented, any untreated glazed areas (i.e., the 10% untreated areas) 
on the south and west sides of the building need to be broken up into sections no greater than 24 square 
feet in size by mullions and bird-safe treatments.  

• All glass railings and transparent glass corners need to be 100% treated adjacent to open space areas where 
landscape vegetation is proposed (i.e., on Level 1 and on Level 4 adjacent to the pool deck). In addition, 
because the vegetated areas may be relatively large (6,030 and 4,710 square feet on Level 4 and 2,815 on 
Level 8), and therefore may attract birds, feature-related hazards within 60 feet above and below these areas 
shall be treated. The areas where treatment needs be implemented are outlined in blue on Figures 7–9; in 
addition, all glass railings and glass corners surrounding the community garden, for which no images are 
available, shall be treated. 

• Where no vegetation is proposed and glass railings or transparent glass corners are present more than 60 
feet above or below large areas of landscape vegetation, few (if any) birds are anticipated to be present and 
it is our opinion that treatment of these features is not needed to minimize bird collisions with the building 
(Figures 7–8). 

• No more than 10% of the surface area of the building’s combined façades within 12 vertical feet above 
and/or below the Level 4 pool deck and above the Level 8 viewing terrace and community garden shall 
have untreated glazing (Figures 10–12). All remaining untreated glazed areas within 12 feet above and below 
the Level 4 pool deck and above the Level 8 viewing terrace and community garden shall be broken up 
into sections no greater than 24 square feet in size by mullions or bird-safe glazing treatments. 

• The planting plan needs to be prepared/modified so that (1) landscape vegetation with flowers and fruits, 
and (2) coast live oak trees are not included in any planted areas located immediately adjacent to (i.e., such 
that there is no pedestrian pathway between the vegetation and the glazing) untreated glazed areas (i.e., the 
10% areas with untreated glazing). 

• Exterior building fixtures that are not necessary for safety, building entrances, and circulation shall be 
automatically shut off from midnight until 6:00 a.m. Manual override capability may be provided for 
occasional after-hours use. 

• Exterior uplighting shall be avoided in the project design. 

In our professional opinion, with the implementation of this subset of measures from the EIR, substantial 
impacts on birds from collisions with the façades of the proposed building are not expected to occur, and the 
proposed building may qualify for exceptions to the EIR’s requirements as indicated herein.

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1.0  INTRODUCTION 
 

Redevelopment of the following three properties located in Santa Clara is being planned 

for the project titled "Tasman East - The Hill:" 2302-2314 Calle Del Mundo (APN 097-46-

024), aka Parcel 24; 2263 Calle Del Mundo (APN 097-05-060), aka Parcel 60; and 2303 

Calle Del Mundo (APN 097-05-061), aka Parcel 61.  Parcels 60 and 61 are immediately 

adjacent to another, and Parcel 24 is directly across the street from 61. As part of the 

environmental review and project submittal, I have been retained by my client Calle Del 

Mundo, LLC and Ensemble Real Estate Investments to prepare this Tree Survey Report, 

and specific tasks assigned to execute are as follows:  

 Visit the site, performed on 4/9/19, to identify 21 trees located either within the 

subject properties or along the adjoining street frontages.  

 Determine each tree’s trunk diameter at 54 inches above grade or where appropriate 

to best represent trunk size; all diameters are rounded to the nearest inch.  

 Estimate each tree's height and average canopy spread (rounded to the nearest fifth). 

 Ascertain each tree's health and structural integrity, and assign an overall condition 

rating (e.g. good, fair, poor or dead). 

 Assign a suitability for preservation to each tree (e.g. high, moderate or low). 

 Document any observed health, structural and/or surrounding hardscape issues. 

 Obtain photographs; see Exhibit C. 

 Identify trees which originate from the public right-of-way, and as such, are defined 

and regulated as street trees by Chapter 12.35 of the Santa Clara Municipal Code. 

 Assign numbers in a sequential pattern from #76 thru 96, and affix round silver tags 

with corresponding engraved numbers to each accessible tree, to include all but #85 

(and should not be confused with other tags, affixed by others, found on the trees).  

 Show the trees' numbers and approximate trunk locations on copies of the A.L.T.A. 

N.S.P.S. Land Title Survey for each property. The surveys are dated 7/10/18 for Parcel 

60, and 1/21/19 for Parcels 24 and 61 (all prepared by AllWest); see Exhibit B.   

 Prepare this report containing the above information, and submit via email as a PDF 

document. 
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2.0  TREE COUNT AND COMPOSITION 

 

Twenty-one (21) trees of nine various species were inventoried for this report.  They are 
sequentially numbered as 76 thru 96, and their names, assigned numbers, counts and 
percentages are presented in the table below.

Specific information regarding each tree is presented within the table in Exhibit A.  The 

trees’ numbers and approximate locations can be viewed on the three site maps in Exhibit 

B, and photographs are presented in Exhibit C.    

 

As illustrated in the above table, the project site is populated predominantly by Shamel 

ash, most all of which (except #84) are situated along the front of Parcels 60 and 61.  
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The trees' locations relative to each parcel are as follows: 

 Parcel 24: #76. 

 Parcel 60: #77 thru 85. 

 Parcel 61: #86 thru 96. 

 

Five (5) trees originate from within the public right-of-way and are defined and regulated 

as street trees pursuant to the Santa Clara City Code Chapter 12.35; they include #81, 87, 

89, 91 and 93. 

 

Two trees shown on the map for Parcel 61, near #91 and 92, are no longer there and should 

be omitted from the plan; see map in Exhibit B for their locations.  I suspect those trees 

died or were removed for other reasons, and the three small Chinese pistache #90 thru 92 

represent their mitigation replacements. 

 

Trees #83, 90-92 and 95 are not shown on surveys provided to me.  I have added their 

trunk locations to the respective site maps in Exhibit B, and note they represent only 

roughly approximate locations (versus surveyed ones). 
 

All trees were planted, and can be regarded as non-native to the site.   
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3.0  SUITABILITY FOR TREE PRESERVATION 

 

Each tree has been assigned either a “high,” “moderate” or “low” suitability for 

preservation rating as a means to cumulatively measure its health; structural integrity; 

anticipated life span; remaining life expectancy; location; size; particular species; tolerance 

to construction impacts; growing space; and safety to property and persons within striking 

distance. Descriptions of these ratings are presented below, and the high category is 

comprised of no trees (or 0%), the moderate category 10 (or 48%), and the low category 11 

(or 52%). 

 

High:  Applies to none. 

These trees appear relatively healthy and structurally stable; have no apparent, significant 

health issues or structural defects; present a good potential for contributing long-term to the 

site; and seemingly require only periodic or regular care and monitoring to maintain their 

longevity and structural integrity.   

 

Moderate:  Applies to #76-78, 80, 82-85, 91 and 92. 

These trees contribute to the site, but at levels less than those assigned a high suitability; 

might have health and/or structural issues which may or may not be reasonably addressed 

and properly mitigated; and frequent care is typically required for their remaining lifespan.   

 

Low:  Applies to #79, 81, 86-90 and 93-96.  

These trees have significant health and/or structural issues expected to worsen regardless 

of tree care measures employed (i.e. beyond likely recovery).  As a general guideline, they 

should be removed regardless of future redevelopment, and until such time occurs, should 

be proactively pruned and monitored to minimize their risk to targets below.  Note, of 

these, the following eight should be immediately removed due to being dead or mostly 

dead, and overhanging or within striking distance of the street and/or parking lot: #87, 88 

and 93.

I. EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 
               

 
AllWest Environmental, Inc. has completed a Phase II subsurface investigation to characterize soil and groundwater 
quality at the subject property referenced above (Figures 1 and 2). The investigation addressed environmental 
conditions identified in our Phase I Environmental Site Assessment (ESA) report dated July 10, 2018.  The proposed 
investigation scope of work was described in the AllWest proposal dated July 19, 2018.   
 
This executive summary is provided solely for the purpose of overview. Any party who relies on this report must read 
the full report. The executive summary may omit details, any one of which could be crucial to the proper 
understanding and risk assessment of the subject matter. 
 
AllWest conducted a Phase II subsurface investigation at the subject property on July 25, 2018, consisting of the 
advancement of nine soil borings (SB-1 through SB-9), and the collection of soil and groundwater samples. The 
borings were advanced by track-mounted Geoprobe® direct push technology (DPT) methods to total depths of 8 to 14 
feet below ground surface (bgs). Five borings (SB-1, SB-4, SB-5, SB-6 and SB-7) were located inside the subject site 
building.  Four borings (SB-2, SB-3, SB-8 and SB-9) were located in the outside parking areas and driveways.  
Groundwater was encountered in four borings (SB-2, SB-3, SB-8 and SB-9) at approximately 12 to 13 feet bgs and 
rose to a static level of approximately 6.3 to 9.0 feet bgs. Boring locations are shown on Figure 2. 
 
Thirty soil samples were collected from the borings. Four grab groundwater samples were collected from borings SB-
2, SB-3, SB-8 and SB-9. Nine soil samples collected from 1-1.5 feet bgs in each boring (except from 2-2.5 feet in SB-
4) were analyzed for total petroleum hydrocarbons as diesel and motor oil (TPH-d and TPH-mo) with silica gel 
cleanup, total petroleum hydrocarbons as gasoline (TPH-g) and full-list volatile organic compound (VOCs) including 
fuel oxygenates and naphthalene, polynuclear aromatics and polyaromatic hydrocarbons (PNAs/PAHs), 
organochlorine pesticides (OCPs), CAM 17 metals and hexavalent chromium (Cr6).  Nine soil samples collected from 
4-4.5 feet bgs in all borings were analyzed for total chromium, three samples from 4-4.5 feet bgs in SB-6, SB-7 and 
SB-8 were analyzed for total arsenic, and two soil samples from 1-1.5 feet bgs in SB-7 and SB-8 were analyzed for 
Soluble Threshold Limit Concentration (STLC) chromium. 
 
Four grab groundwater samples were analyzed for TPH-d and TPH-mo with silica gel cleanup, TPH-g and full-list 
VOCs including fuel oxygenates and naphthalene, PNAs/PAHs, CAM 17 metals and Cr6.   
 
The only concentrations of constituents of concern (COCs) in soil samples to exceed applicable San Francisco 
Regional Water Quality Control Board (SFRWQCB) Tier 1 Environmental Screening Levels (ELSs) were:  
 

 The OCPs b-BHC at 0.016 milligrams per kilogram (mg/Kg) in SB-1 at 1-1.5 feet bgs, and dieldrin at 0.0012 
mg/kg in SB-8 at 1-1.5 feet bgs, exceeding their respective ESLs of 0.0098 mg/kg and 0.00017 mg/Kg. 
  

 Arsenic in all analyzed soil samples at concentrations of 4.9 to 22 mg/Kg, exceeding its ESL of 0.067 mg/Kg, 
but generally within naturally occurring background levels. 
 

 Cr6 in the sample from SB-8 at 1-1.5 feet bgs, at 0.66 mg/Kg, exceeding its ESL of 0.30 mg/Kg. 
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 Nickel at concentrations of 87 to 160 mg/Kg in soil samples from SB-1, SB-2, SB-5, SB-6, SB-7 and SB-8 at 
1-1.5 feet bgs, exceeding its ESL of 86 mg/Kg.  

 
Low concentrations of TPHg and TPHd, and various PNAs/PAHs, OCPs and metals were detected in soil samples 
below their applicable ESLs. Soil sample analytical results are included in Tables 1, 2 and 3.   
 
The only COCs detected in groundwater samples at concentrations exceeding applicable ESLs were:  
 

 TPH-d and TPH-mo in the sample from boring SB-2 at respective concentrations of 190 micrograms per liter 
(µg/L) and 4,100 µg/L, exceeding the TPH-d ESL of 100 µg/L.  Since TPH-mo is not soluble, dissolved TPH-
mo range hydrocarbons are presumed to be petroleum degradates; and the  TPH-d ESL is used according 
to the SFRWQCB Tier 1ESLs summary table (SFRWQCB, 2016).  
 

 Benzo (g,h,i) perylene in the samples from borings SB-2, SB-3 and SB-8 at concentrations of 0.62 to 0.91 
µg/L, exceeding its ESL of 0.10 µg/L. 
 

 Cobalt in the samples from borings SB-2 and SB-8 at concentrations of 22 and 3.1 µg/L, exceeding its ESL 
of 3.0 µg/L. 
 

 Copper in the samples from borings SB-3 and SB-8 at concentrations of 4.3 and 5.5 µg/L, exceeding its ESL 
of 3.1 µg/L. 
 

 Molybdenum in the samples from borings SB-2 and SB-8 at concentrations of 160 and 110 µg/L, exceeding 
its ESL of 100 µg/L.  
 

 Nickel in the sample from boring SB-8 at a concentration of 8.7 µg/L, exceeding its ESL of 8.2 µg/L. 
 

 Selenium in the sample from boring SB-2 at a concentration of 7.3 µg/L, exceeding its ESL of 5.0 µg/L. 
 
Low concentrations of bromomethane, chloromethane, and various metals were detected in groundwater samples 
below their applicable ESLs. Groundwater sample analytical results are included in Table 4. 
 
In conclusion, AllWest’s subsurface assessment identified relatively low concentrations of petroleum hydrocarbons, 
OCPs, PNAs/PAHs and various metals in soil and groundwater at the subject property marginally exceeding 
applicable regulatory agency screening levels. It is likely that metals concentrations detected in soil and groundwater 
samples are within naturally occurring background levels, and that other COCs detected in groundwater samples 
originate from offsite sources such as the adjacent landfill and other industrial properties.  In AllWest’s opinion, the 
relatively low concentrations of various COCs marginally exceeding the most conservative Tier 1 ESLs for residential 
land use do not represent a significant human health or environmental risk to occupants of the subject property.   
 
AllWest recommends no further investigation. In the event of subject property redevelopment, AllWest recommends 
excavating to a depth of 2 feet bgs in the vicinity of borings SB-1 and SB-8 to remove shallow soils containing 
elevated levels of OCPs. 
 
 

II. PROJECT BACKGROUND 
               

  
A. Site Location and Description 
 

The street addresses associated with the subject property include 2263, 2265, 2273 and 2275 Calle del Mundo, 
Santa Clara, Santa Clara County, California 95054.  Although 2263 Calle del Mundo is the primary address 
associated with the property, there is no tenant suite addressed as such. A site vicinity map is included as 
Figure 1. 
 
The subject property is a rectangular parcel comprising 0.95 acre (41,382 square feet).  The parcel is located on 
the north side of Calle del Mundo with approximately 208 feet of street frontage.  The parcel extends 
approximately 200 feet to the west from the street frontage.

The parcel is developed with a single-story, light-industrial building totaling 16,600 square feet.  The building 
footprint occupies approximately 40 percent of the subject property.  The remainder of the property includes 
surface parking and yard areas, driveways and landscaping. A site plan is included as Figure 2. 
 
The building on the subject property is occupied for light-industrial purposes by three tenants.  Centerline 
Precision is a machine shop located in the 2265 Calle del Mundo suite, Global Manufacturing is an electronic 
cable assembly contract manufacturer located in the 2273 Calle del Mundo suite, and Real Pack is a crate 
assembly/packaging company located in the 2275 Calle del Mundo suite. 

 
B. Site Geology and Hydrogeology 
 

The subject property is generally level and gently descends towards the north-northwest, at an elevation of 
approximately 9 feet above mean seal level (msl).    
 
Based on a review of the USGS Note 36 California Geomorphic Provinces map, the property is located in the 
Coast Ranges geomorphic province of California. The coastline is uplifted, terraced and wave-cut. The Coast 
Ranges are composed of thick Mesozoic and Cenozoic sedimentary strata. The northern and southern ranges 
are separated by a depression containing the San Francisco Bay. 
 
The northern Coast Ranges are dominated by the irregular, knobby landslide-topography of the Franciscan 
Complex. The eastern border is characterized by strike-ridges and valleys in Upper Mesozoic strata.  In several 
areas, Franciscan rocks are overlain by volcanic cones and flows of the Quien Sabe, Sonoma and Clear Lake 
volcanic fields.  The Coast Ranges is subparallel to the active San Andreas Fault.  The San Andreas is more 
than 600 miles long, extending from Point Arena to the Gulf of California.  West of the San Andreas is the 
Salinian Block, a granitic core extending from the southern extremity of the Coast Ranges to north of the Farallon 
Islands.  Geologically, the area of the subject property is underlain by Mesozoic era Eugeosynclinal Deposits.  
 
According to California’s Groundwater Bulletin 118, the subject property is located in the San Francisco Bay 
Hydrologic Region and lies in the Santa Clara Valley Groundwater Basin, Santa Clara Subbasin (Basin No. 2-
9.02).  The Santa Clara Subbasin occurs within a structural trough running generally parallel to the northwest-
trending Coast Range Mountains, extending from northern Santa Clara County southwards to the groundwater 
divide near Morgan Hill.  The water-bearing formations of the Santa Clara Sub basin are comprised of the Plio-
Pleistocene and Holocene-age continental deposits of the Santa Clara Formation and Pleistocene-Holocene 
Alluvium.   
 
According to the SFRWQCB Water Quality Control Plan (Basin Plan) Table 2.2: Existing and Potential Beneficial 
Uses in Groundwater in Identified Basins, dated May 4, 2017, the Santa Clara Valley Groundwater Basin, Santa 
Clara Sub-Basin (2-9.02) has existing beneficial uses for municipal, process, industrial and agricultural uses 
(SFRWQCB, 2017). 
 
Based on hydrological data available on the Geotracker database, shallow ground water was expected to be 5 to 
8 feet beneath ground surface.  Ground water flow direction has been documented as variable on vicinity 
properties, but predominantly towards the southeast.   
 
The nearest significant surface water to the subject property is the Guadalupe River, located approximately 0.15 
mile east-northeast.  Wetlands of the San Francisco Bay are present just over a mile northwest.  
 
No water wells, aboveground water tanks or water reservoirs are present at the subject property.  The property 
does not fall under requirements of the National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) and storm 
water runoff is directed to drains in the parking lots and adjoining street. 
 
Soils encountered during the AllWest subsurface investigation of July 2018 below asphalt and concrete 
pavement and subgrade fill consisted primarily of clay and sandy clay to a depth of approximately 13 feet bgs, 
underlain by silt to the maximum explored depth of 14 feet bgs.   
 
Groundwater was encountered during the AllWest subsurface investigation of July 2018 at depths of 
approximately 12 to 13 feet bgs, and rose to a static level of approximately 6.3 to 9.0 feet bgs.  
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C. Previous Site Investigations 
 

AllWest conducted a Phase I ESA at the subject property in July 2018.  Conclusions were presented in the 
AllWest Phase I Environmental Site Assessment (ESA) report dated July 10, 2018 (AllWest, 2018). AllWest 
assessed the site’s land use history by reviewing aerial photographs, city directories and other relevant 
documents. Our review documented agricultural cultivation from as early as 1939 through the late-1940s/early-
1950s.  Following cessation of agricultural use, the property was undeveloped through 1979.  The existing 
building was constructed on the subject property in 1980. Since construction, tenants have included a variety of 
machine shops, plumbing and mechanical contractors, electronic component contact manufacturers and an 
optical/coating company. 
   
Existing property tenants utilize small quantities of hazardous materials, which are stored both inside the building 
and in exterior storage areas.  Materials were limited to approximately 5-gallons each or less of lubricant/coolant, 
janitorial cleaners, spray paint, alcohol, flux remover and cutting fluid.  Propane for forklifts and hot glue for a hot 
melt sprayer also were present at the property.  Evidence of spills or releases of the stored materials was not 
observed.  Based on hazardous materials information obtained from the Santa Clara Fire Department (SCFD), 
current tenant Centerline Precision previously stored up to 110-gallons of oils, 55 gallons of coolant and 55 
gallons of solvent refined light paraffin distillate.  Former building tenants were documented as utilizing similar 
types and quantities of hazardous materials, as well as compressed argon and helium. 
 
Hazardous waste, four 55-gallon drums of used oil/water and one 55-gallon drum of oily debris and absorbent, is 
generated by existing tenant Centerline Precision. Drums are located within secondary containment in a shed on 
the northeastern corner of the property.  Evidence of significant spills or releases of the stored wastes was not 
observed. Centerline Precision previously generated small quantities of liquids with halogenated organic 
compounds/waste solvents.  Former building tenants also generated small quantities of liquids with halogenated 
organic compounds and halogenated solvents, as well as small quantities of waste oil.   
 
Two compressors located adjoining north of the building in the Centerline Precision (2265) yard area appeared to 
have leaked oil onto the adjoining asphalt surface.  Oil staining of the asphalt extended from the compressors 
across the asphalt to the soil/dry vegetation adjoining north of the property perimeter fence line.  Limited surficial 
staining of soil/dry vegetation adjoining the northern fence line was observed.  No information indicated the 
current or historical presence of underground storage tanks (USTs) at the subject property.  
 
An Environmental Data Resources, Inc. (EDR) agency database search identified no current or historical releases 
at the subject property appearing likely to have significantly impacted the underlying soil or ground water.  The 
database listings for use and disposal of small quantities of hazardous materials and hazardous waste by one 
current and two former building tenants are not of significant concern to the environmental condition of the 
subject property as the listings are not indicative of a hazardous materials release. 
 
The agency database search identified three surrounding/adjoining sites with groundwater impacted by volatile 
organic compounds from on-site or undocumented off-site sources.  Coatek Inc. at 2272 Calle del Mundo, 
adjoining the subject property, Richard and Donna Wills Revocable Trust at 2301 Calle de Luna, approximately 
0.10 mile from the subject property, and the site at 2278 Calle de Luna, approximately 0.12 mile from the subject 
property, all are located in an anticipated cross- to down-gradient location. Since the source of the solvents in 
ground water is unknown subject property ground water may also be impacted. Based on the available 
information, off-site solvent concentrations are likely beneath Regional Water Quality Control Board (RWQCB) 
Environmental Screening Levels (ESLs) for evaluation of potential vapor intrusion concerns.     
 
The site adjoining north of the subject property formerly was part of two Santa Clara landfills (All Purpose Landfill 
at 5400 Lafayette Street and Santa Clara Landfill Disposal at 5410 Lafayette Street).  Ground water flow 
direction at the former landfills was documented to the north-northeast, away from the subject property.  
Available ground water monitoring data indicated solvent concentrations in ground water in landfill wells near the 
subject property to be beneath ESLs for evaluation of potential vapor intrusion concerns.  Based on the available 
information, the former landfill sites appear unlikely to have significantly impacted ground water beneath the 
subject property. 
 
AllWest did not identify a Recognized Environmental Condition (REC), Controlled REC (CREC) or Historical REC 
(HREC) at the subject property from its current or historical land use activities.  Although not considered RECs, 
the following environmental conditions are identified:

Limited surficial staining of soil/dry vegetation adjoining the northern fence line, appearing associated with 
leakage from compressors located in the Centerline Precision (2265) storage area, was observed.  Compressor 
leaks should be repaired and leaking fluid cleaned up.  Stained soils should be removed followed by verification 
soil sampling. 
 
Existing and former tenants were documented as utilizing/generating small quantities of materials containing 
halogenated organic compounds, as well as oil-containing wastes. Based on the use/generation of these 
materials over the past several decades, residually impacted soil and groundwater should be anticipated. Prior to 
site redevelopment activities AllWest recommended a subsurface assessment to further reduce environmental 
uncertainty. 
 
Considering the property is covered by the subject building, asphalt parking area and driveways, and 
landscaping, AllWest assessed the potential for soil contamination from historical land use activities as low. We 
assessed potential impact of the site’s historical land use activities on human health as very low.  Prior to site 
redevelopment we recommended a subsurface assessment that would include analysis for pesticides (AllWest, 
2018). 
 

 
III. PURPOSE AND SCOPE OF WORK 
               

 
The purpose of this investigation was to address environmental conditions identified in the AllWest Phase I ESA 
report dated July 10, 2018.  The proposed investigation scope of work was described in the AllWest proposal dated 
July 19, 2018. 
 
The scope of work as performed consisted of the following tasks:  
 
1) Obtain site access and conduct a preliminary site visit to determine boring locations;  
 
2) Prepared a site-specific health and safety plan;  
 
3) Engaged the service of Underground Service Alert (USA) and a private underground utility locator Ground 

Penetrating Radar Services (GPRS) of San Jose, California, to locate and clear underground utilities within the 
proposed investigation area so that the potential of accidental damage to underground utilities was reduced 
during subsurface investigation activities. 

 
4) Retained the services of a C-57 licensed drilling contractor for the advancement by Geoprobe® Direct Push 

Technology (DPT) methods of nine borings (SB-1 through SB-5). Five borings (SB-1, SB-4, SB-5, SB-6 and SB-
7) were located inside the subject site building. Four borings (SB-2, SB-3, SB-8 and SB-9) were located in the 
outside parking areas and driveways. Advanced five interior borings (SB-1, SB-4, SB-5, SB-6 and SB-7) to 
depths of approximately 8 feet bgs. Advanced four exterior borings (SB-2, SB-3, SB-8 and SB-9) to depths of 
approximately 12 to 14 feet bgs, below first encountered groundwater.   

 
 Collected soil samples at continuous intervals from each of the nine DPT borings.  Retained three soil samples 

each from interior borings SB-1, SB-4, SB-5, SB-6 and SB-7 at depths of approximately 1-1.5, 4-4.5 and 7.5-8 
feet bgs, three soil samples from exterior boring SB-2 at 1-1.5, 4-4.5 and 8-8.5 feet bgs, and four soil samples 
each from exterior borings SB-3, SB-8 and SB-9 at approximately 1-1.5, 4-4.5, 8-8.5 and 11.5-12 feet bgs, for 
potential chemical analysis. Sample depth intervals varied slightly between borings based on recovered soil core, 
or observed evidence of contamination or photo-ionization detector (PID) readings.  Installed temporary PVC well 
casing in the four deeper exterior borings (SB-2, SB-3, SB-8 and SB-9) and allowed groundwater levels to 
recover before collecting and retaining one “grab” groundwater sample from each boring; 

  
5) Maintained thirty soil and four groundwater samples under chain-of-custody and transported to a State Water 

Resources Control Board (SWRCB) Environmental Laboratory Accreditation Program (ELAP) certified analytical 
laboratory (McCampbell Analytical of Pittsburg, California) for chemical analyses.   

 
 Nine soil samples collected from 1-1.5 feet bgs in each boring (except from 2-2.5 feet in SB-4) were analyzed for 

total petroleum hydrocarbons as diesel and motor oil (TPH-d and TPH-mo) with silica gel cleanup, total 
petroleum hydrocarbons as gasoline (TPH-g) and full-list volatile organic compound (VOCs) including fuel 
oxygenates and naphthalene, polynuclear aromatics and polyaromatic hydrocarbons (PNAs/PAHs), 
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organochlorine pesticides (OCPs), CAM 17 metals and hexavalent chromium (Cr6).  Nine additional soil samples 
collected from 4-4.5 feet bgs in all borings were analyzed for total chromium, three samples from 4-4.5 feet bgs 
in SB-6, SB-7 and SB-8 were analyzed for total arsenic, and two soil samples from 1-1.5 feet bgs in SB-7 and 
SB-8 were analyzed for Soluble Threshold Limit Concentration (STLC) chromium. 

 
 Four grab groundwater samples were analyzed for TPH-d and TPH-mo with silica gel cleanup, TPH-g and full-list 

VOCs including fuel oxygenates and naphthalene, PNAs/PAHs, CAM 17 metals and Cr6;  
 
6) At the completion of drilling and sampling activities, removed Geoprobe® drive casings and temporary PVC well 

screen and casings and backfilled each boring with a “neat” cement grout slurry and restored concrete floor slabs 
and parking lane surfaces as appropriate. Stored all soil spoils generated during the assessment in 5-gallon 
buckets onsite pending profiling for disposal at an appropriate offsite facility; 

 
8) Prepared a written Phase II Subsurface Investigation Report describing the field activities, summarizing the 

laboratory data, presenting investigation findings, and providing conclusions and recommendations.  Uploaded 
the report and associated electronic data deliverable files to the GeoTracker database.  

 
 

IV. INVESTIGATIVE ACTIVITIES 
               

 
A. Health and Safety Plan 

 
AllWest prepared a site specific health and safety plan prior to mobilizing to the site. A tailgate safety meeting 
was held prior to commencing work. All site personnel were required to review the health and safety plan.  
 

B. Drilling Permit Applications 
 
No exploratory soil boring permits are required by the Santa Clara Valley Water District (SCVWD) for borings 
less than 45 feet bgs. 
 

C. Underground Utility Inspection 
 
To avoid damage to underground utility installations during the course of the subsurface investigation, AllWest 
contacted USA, an organization for public utility information, on the pending subsurface investigation. USA then 
notified public and private entities that maintain underground utilities within the site vicinity to locate and marked 
their installations for field identification. An underground utility locator, Ground Penetrating Radar Systems, Inc., 
of San Jose, California, was retained by AllWest on July 23, 2018, to conduct a magnetometer and ground 
penetrating radar (GPR) sweep investigation to locate marked and unmarked underground utilities in the vicinity 
of the proposed boring locations. 
 

D. Geoprobe® DPT Boring Advancement and Soil Sampling 
 

On July 25, 2018, a State of California C-57 licensed drilling contractor (Environmental Control Associates, Inc. 
of Aptos, California) advanced nine soil borings (SB-1 through SB-9) to depths of approximately 8 to 14 feet bgs 
at the subject property with a track-mounted rig utilizing Geoprobe® direct push technology (DPT) methods. Five 
borings (SB-1, SB-4, SB-5, SB-6 and SB-7) were located inside the subject site building.  Four borings (SB-2, 
SB-3, SB-8 and SB-9) were located in the outside parking areas and driveways.  Static groundwater was 
measured at approximately 6.3 to 9.0 feet bgs in four borings (SB-2, SB-3, SB-8 and SB-9). Boring locations are 
shown on Figure 2. 
 
Groundwater was encountered in borings SB-2, SB-3, SB-8 and SB-9 during drilling activities at depths of 
approximately 12 to 13 feet bgs, and rose to a static level of 6.3 to 9.0 feet bgs. 
 
Continuous DPT soil coring and sampling methods were conducted in general accordance with standard 
Geoprobe® DPT soil boring advancement and sampling procedures included in Appendix B, except as noted 
below.    
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Thirty soil samples were collected by an AllWest geologist for potential laboratory analysis from the borings, 
including three soil samples each from borings SB-1, SB-5, SB-6 and SB-7 at depths of 1-1.5, 4-4.5 and 7.5-8 
feet bgs; three samples from boring SB-2 at 1-1.5, 4-4.5 and 8-8.5 feet bgs; three samples from boring SB-4 at 
2-2.5, 4-4.5 and 7.5-8 feet bgs; four soil samples each from borings SB-3 and SB-9 at 1-1.5, 4-4.5, 8-8.5 and 
11.5-12 feet bgs; and four soil samples from boring SB-8 at 1-1.5, 4-4.5, 8-8.5 and 11-11.5 feet bgs. Sample 
depth intervals varied slightly between borings based on recovered soil core, or observed evidence of 
contamination or photo-ionization detector (PID) readings – the sample depth interval in. Boring logs with sample 
interval locations and PID measurement data are included in Appendix C. 

 
E. Groundwater Sampling 
 

Four grab groundwater samples were collected by AllWest from borings SB-2, SB-3, SB-8 and SB-9 on July 25, 
2018.  After the advancement of the borings to their total depth, temporary PVC solid casing and perforated well 
screen was placed into the boreholes, and the water level allowed to recover.  Depth to groundwater was 
measured at approximately 6.3 to 9.0 feet bgs feet bgs prior to sampling. Groundwater samples were collected 
using a peristaltic pump with disposable 0.25-inch outside diameter (OD) polyethylene (PE) tubing. Groundwater 
samples were contained in laboratory provided containers, consisting of two 40-milliliter (ml) volatile organic 
analysis (VOA) glass vials preserved with hydrochloric acid (HCl)  and two 40-ml amber VOAs, one 1-liter (L) 
non-preserved amber glass bottle, one 250-ml PE bottle preserved with nitric acid (HNO3), and one non-
preserved 125-ml PE bottle. Groundwater sampling methods were performed in general accordance with 
standard Geoprobe® DPT groundwater sampling procedures included in Appendix B. 

 
F. Borehole Backfilling 
 

At the completion of drilling and sampling activities and removal of all rods, probes, samplers, sleeves and other 
equipment, the borings were backfilled with a “neat” Portland Type I or II cement grout slurry to ground surface 
level. The asphalt area over the exterior parking strip borings, and concrete floor slab over the interior borings, 
were restored to match their previous condition as closely as possible.  
 

G. Investigative Derived Waste Containment and Disposal 
 
All investigative derived wastes, consisting of soil (unused sample intervals) were stored at the property in 5-
gallon buckets awaiting test results to determine the proper disposal method. 

 
H. Sample Preservation, Storage, Handling and Chain-Of-Custody Procedures 
 

To prevent the loss of constituents of interest, all soil and groundwater samples were preserved by storing in an 
ice chest cooled to 4ºC with crushed ice immediately after their collection and during transportation to the 
laboratory.  The groundwater sample was contained in appropriate laboratory-supplied pre-preserved containers.  
The standard chain-of-custody protocols will be followed through all stages of sample handling. 
 
All samples collected for this project were transported under chain-of-custody protocol. The chain-of-custody 
program allows for the tracing of possession and handling of individual samples from the time of field collection 
through laboratory analysis. The document includes the signature of the collector, date and time of collection, 
sample number, number and type of sample containers including preservatives, parameters requested for 
analysis, signatures of persons and inclusive dates involved in the chain of possession. Upon delivery to the 
laboratory the document will also include the name of person receiving the samples, and date and time samples 
were received.  Chain of custody documents are included in Appendix D. 

 
 

V. ASSESSMENT FINDINGS AND DISCUSSION 
               

 
A. Subsurface Conditions 
 

Soils encountered during the advancement of the borings below asphalt and concrete pavement and subgrade 
fill consisted primarily of clay and sandy clay with minor gravel to a depth of approximately 13 feet bgs, underlain 
by silt to the maximum explored depth of 14 feet bgs. 
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Groundwater was encountered in a saturated silt layer at depths of approximately 12 to 13 feet bgs in borings 
SB-2, SB-3, SB-8 and SB-9, and rose to a static level of approximately 6.3 to 9.0 feet bgs.  Boring logs are 
included in Appendix C. 

 
B. Environmental Screening Levels 
 

To assess if the identified COCs in soil pose a risk to human health and the environment, AllWest compared 
analytical data generated during this investigation to Tier 1 Environmental Screening Levels (ESLs) for 
residential land use where groundwater is a potential drinking water resource. The residential land use ESLs are 
applicable to the planned future uses of the subject property.  Planned redevelopment of the subject property is 
to be residential.  According to the SFRWQCB Basin Plan Table 2.2: Existing and Potential Beneficial Uses in 
Groundwater in Identified Basins, dated May 4, 2017, groundwater at the subject site located within the Santa 
Clara Valley Groundwater Basin, Santa Clara Sub-Basin (2-9.02) has existing beneficial uses for municipal, 
process, industrial and agricultural uses, and therefore is a potential drinking water resource (SFRWQCB, 2017). 
 
The ESLs are compiled by the Regional Water Quality Control Board, San Francisco Bay Region (SFRWQCB) in 
User’s Guide: Derivation and Application of Environmental Screening Levels (ESLs), Interim Final – February 
2016 (Rev. 3, May 23, 2016).  ESLs used in this investigation were established using the Tier 1ESLs summary 
table (SFRWQCB, 2016). 
 
Under most circumstances, the presence of a chemical at a concentration below the corresponding ESL is 
presumed to not pose a significant risk to human health or the environment. The Tier 1 ESLs for the subject suite 
were established with the following assumptions: residential property use, a 'sand scenario' soil type, shallow 
groundwater (≤10 feet bgs) which is a potential drinking water resource, and shallow direct exposure, soil depths 
≤10 feet bgs).  
 
To determine suitability for disposal facility acceptance, AllWest compared soil sample analytical data for metals 
generated during this assessment to State of California Code of Regulations (CCR) Title 22 Chapter 11, Article 
3, Tables I, II and II hazardous waste criteria, including Title 22 Total Threshold Limit Concentration (TTLC), 
Soluble Threshold Limit Concentration (STLC), and Toxic Characteristic Leaching Procedure (TCLP). 
 
AllWest also compared soil sample analytical data for metals with background concentrations for the San 
Francisco Bay Area as summarized by Lawrence Berkeley National Laboratory (LBNL), Analysis of Background 
Distributions of Metals in the Soil at Lawrence Berkeley National Laboratory, Table 3: Summary Statistics for 
Background Data Sets After Removal of Outliers, April, 2009 (LBNL, 2009); and Duverge, Dylan Jacques, San 
Francisco State University, Establishing Background Arsenic in Soil of the Urbanized San Francisco Bay Region, 
December 2011 (Duverge, 2011). 

 
C. Soil Sample Analytical Data and Screening Levels 

 
All soil samples selected for analysis were analyzed by a State of California certified independent analytical 
laboratory, McCampbell Analytical, Inc. of Pittsburg, California.  All samples were analyzed on standard 5-day 
turn-around time.   

 
 Nine soil samples collected from 1-1.5 feet bgs in each boring (except from 2-2.5 feet in SB-4) were 

analyzed for TPH-d and TPH-mo by EPA Method 8015B with silica gel cleanup, TPH-g and full-list 
VOCs including fuel oxygenates and naphthalene by EPA Method 8260B, PNAs/PAHs by EPA Method 
8270C, OCPs by EPA Method 8081A, CAM 17 metals by EPA Method 6020 and Cr6 by EPA Method 
7199.  
 

 Nine additional soil samples collected from 4-4.5 feet bgs in all borings were analyzed for total 
chromium by EPA Method 6020. 
 

 Three samples from 4-4.5 feet bgs in SB-6, SB-7 and SB-8 were analyzed for total arsenic by EPA 
Method 6020. 
 

 Two soil samples from 1-1.5 feet bgs in SB-7 and SB-8 were analyzed for STLC chromium by CA Title 
22 / EPA Method 6020.

The following COCs were detected in soil sample analyses at concentrations exceeding the applicable Tier 1 ESLs: 
 

 The OCPs b-BHC at 0.016 milligrams per kilogram (mg/Kg) in SB-1 at 1-1.5 feet bgs, and dieldrin at 
0.0012 mg/kg in SB-8 at 1-1.5 feet bgs, exceeding their respective ESLs of 0.0098 mg/kg and 0.00017 
mg/Kg. 

 
 Arsenic in all analyzed soil samples at concentrations of 4.9 to 22 mg/Kg, exceeding its ESL of 0.067 

mg/Kg. Most of the detected arsenic concentrations were above regional mean background levels of 
approximately 4.61 mg/kg (Duverge, 2011) to 5.5 mg/kg (LBNL, 2009) However, all but three sample 
concentrations were within the Duverge study upper 99th percentile level of 11 mg/Kg (Duverge, 2011); 
and all sample concentrations were within the LBNL study upper 99th percentile level of 28 mg/Kg 
(LBNL, 2009). 
 

 Cr6 in the sample from SB-8 at 1-1.5 feet bgs, at 0.66 mg/Kg, exceeding its ESL of 0.30 mg/Kg. 
 

 Nickel at concentrations of 87 to 160 mg/Kg in soil samples from SB-1, SB-2, SB-5, SB-6, SB-7 and SB-
8 at 1-1.5 feet bgs, exceeding its ESL of 86 mg/Kg. Although most of the detected nickel concentrations 
were above the regional mean background level of approximately 68 mg/kg (LBNL, 2009); all of the 
sample concentrations were within the LBNL study upper 95th percentile level of 164 mg/Kg and 99th 
percentile level of 272 mg/Kg (LBNL, 2009). 

 
No detected COC concentrations exceeded applicable Title 22 TTLC or STLC levels. Low concentrations of 
TPHg and TPHd, and various PNAs/PAHs, OCPs and metals were detected in soil samples below their 
applicable ESLs. No other COCs were detected in soil samples. Soil sample analytical results are summarized in 
Tables 1, 2 and 3.  Laboratory analytical reports are included in Appendix D. 

 
D. Groundwater Analytical Data and Screening Levels 
 

Four groundwater samples were analyzed by a State of California certified independent analytical laboratory, 
McCampbell Analytical, Inc. of Pittsburg, California.  The sample was analyzed on standard 5-day turn-around 
time.  Analytical methods were in general accordance with those specified in SFHC Article 22A. 

 
 The groundwater samples were analyzed for TPH-d and TPH-mo by EPA Method 8015B with silica gel 

cleanup, TPH-g and full-list VOCs including fuel oxygenates and naphthalene by EPA Method 8260B, 
PNAs/PAHs by EPA Method 8270C, dissolved CAM 17 metals by EPA Method 200.8 and dissolved Cr6 
by EPA Method 218.6.  
 

The following COCs were detected in groundwater sample analyses at concentrations exceeding the applicable 
Tier 1 ESLs: 

 
 TPH-d and TPH-mo in the sample from boring SB-2 at respective concentrations of 190 micrograms per 

liter (µg/L) and 4,100 µg/L, exceeding the TPH-d ESL of 100 µg/L.  Since TPH-mo is not soluble, 
dissolved TPH-mo range hydrocarbons are presumed to be petroleum degradates; and the  TPH-d ESL 
is used according to the SFRWQCB Tier 1ESLs summary table (SFRWQCB, 2016). 

 
 Benzo (g,h,i) perylene in the samples from borings SB-2, SB-3 and SB-8 at concentrations of 0.62 to 

0.91 µg/L, exceeding its ESL of 0.10 µg/L. 
 

 Cobalt in the samples from borings SB-2 and SB-8 at concentrations of 22 and 3.1 µg/L, exceeding its 
ESL of 3.0 µg/L.  
 

 Copper in the samples from borings SB-3 and SB-8 at concentrations of 4.3 and 5.5 µg/L, exceeding its 
ESL of 3.1 µg/L. 
 

 Molybdenum in the samples from borings SB-2 and SB-8 at concentrations of 160 and 110 µg/L, 
exceeding its ESL of 100 µg/L. 
 

 Nickel in the sample from boring SB-8 at a concentration of 8.7 µg/L, exceeding its ESL of 8.2 µg/L. 
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 Selenium in the sample from boring SB-2 at a concentration of 7.3 µg/L, exceeding its ESL of 5.0 µg/L. 
 

Low concentrations of bromomethane, chloromethane, and various metals were detected in groundwater 
samples below their applicable ESLs. No other COCs were detected in any groundwater samples. Groundwater 
sample analytical results are summarized in Table 4. Laboratory analytical reports are included in Appendix D. 

 
E. Analytical Laboratory QA/QC 
 

A review of laboratory internal quality assurance/quality control (QA/QC) report indicates the method blank and 
sample spike data for all analyses were within the laboratory recovery limits. The samples were also analyzed 
within the acceptable EPA holding times. The data from McCampbell Analytical is considered to be of good 
quality. Laboratory QA/QC reports and chain-of-custody records are included in Appendix D. 

 
 

VI. CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS 
               

 
AllWest’s subsurface assessment identified relatively low concentrations of petroleum hydrocarbons, OCPs, 
PNAs/PAHs and various metals in soil and groundwater at the subject property marginally exceeding applicable 
regulatory agency screening levels. It is likely that metals concentrations detected in soil and groundwater samples 
are within naturally occurring background levels, and that other COCs detected in groundwater samples originate 
from offsite sources such as the adjacent landfill and other industrial properties.  In AllWest’s opinion, the relatively 
low concentrations of various COCs marginally exceeding the most conservative Tier 1 ESLs for residential land use 
do not represent a significant human health or environmental risk to occupants of the subject property.   
 
AllWest recommends no further investigation. In the event of subject property redevelopment, AllWest recommends 
excavating to a depth of 2 feet bgs in the vicinity of borings SB-1 and SB-8 to remove shallow soils containing 
elevated levels of OCPs. 
 
 

VII. LIMITATIONS 
               

 
The work described in this report was performed in accordance with the Environmental Consulting Agreement 
between Ensemble Investments, Inc. (Client) and AllWest Environmental, Inc, dated July 2018. AllWest has prepared 
this report for the exclusive use of the Client for this particular project and in accordance with generally accepted 
practices at the time of the work. No other warranties, certifications or representations, either expressed or implied 
are made as to the professional advice offered. The services provided for the Client were limited to their specific 
requirements; the limited scope allows for AllWest to form no more than an opinion of the actual site conditions. No 
matter how much research and sampling may be performed, the only way to know about the actual composition and 
condition of the subsurface of a site is through excavation. 
 
The conclusions and recommendations contained in this report are made based on observed conditions existing at 
the site, laboratory test results of the submitted samples, and interpretation of a limited data set. It must be 
recognized that changes can occur in subsurface conditions due to site use or other reasons. Furthermore, the 
distribution of chemical concentrations in the subsurface can vary spatially and over time. The results of chemical 
analysis are valid as of the date and at the sampling location only. AllWest is not responsible for the accuracy of the 
test data from an independent laboratory, or for any analyte quantities falling below the recognized standard detection 
limits or for the method utilized by the independent laboratories.

STANDARD GEOPROBE™ DPT SAMPLING PROCEDURES 

 
Soil Sampling 
 
Direct push technology (DPT) soil core sampling using Geoprobe™ or similar methods is 
accomplished using a nominal 4-foot long, 2-inch outside diameter (OD) stainless steel core 
barrel drive probe and extension rods. The drive probe is equipped with nominal 1 ½-inch inside 
diameter (ID) clear PVC plastic tubes that line the interior of the probe. The probe and insert 
tubes are together hydraulically driven using a percussion hammer in 4-foot intervals to the 
specified depth. After each drive interval the drive probe and rods are retrieved to the surface. 
The PVC tube containing subsurface soil is then removed.  Selected soil sample intervals can be 
cut from the 4-foot PVC tube for possible analytical or geotechnical testing, or other purposes. 
 
The drive probe is then cleaned, equipped with a new PVC tube and reinserted into the boring 
with extension rods as required. The apparatus is then driven following the above procedure until 
the desired depth is obtained. The PVC tubes and recovered soil are inspected after each drive 
interval with lithologic and relevant drilling observations recorded. Soil samples are screened for 
organic vapors using an organic vapor meter (OVM), photo-ionization detector (PID) or other 
appropriate device. OVM/PID readings, soil staining and other relevant observations are 
recorded. The soils contained in the sample liners are then classified according to the Uniform 
Soil Classification System and recorded on the soil boring logs. 
 
Sample liners selected for laboratory analyses are sealed with Teflon™ sheets, plastic end caps, 
and silicon tape. Samples can also be collected from inside the liner using an EnCore™ type 
sampler per EPA Method 5035. The sealed sample liner is then labeled, sealed in a plastic bag, 
and placed in an ice chest cooled to 4°C with crushed ice for temporary field storage and 
transportation. The standard chain-of-custody protocol is maintained for all soil samples from the 
time of collection to arrival at the laboratory. 
 
Groundwater Sampling 
 
Groundwater sampling is performed after the completion of soil sampling and when the boring 
has reached its desired depth. The steel probe and rods are then removed from the boring and 
new, nominal 1-inch diameter PVC solid and perforated temporary casing is lowered into the 
borehole. Alternatively, a retractable screen sampling device such as a Hydropunch™ can be 
driven to the desired depth and pulled back to expose the screened interval. Depth to water is 
then measured using an electronic groundwater sounding probe. Groundwater samples are 
collected using a stainless steel bailer, disposable polyethylene bailer, or check valve or 
peristaltic pump with disposable Teflon™ or polyethylene sample tubing.   
 
After the retrieval of the bailer, groundwater contained in the bailer (or discharged from sample 
tubing) is decanted into laboratory provided containers. The containers are then sealed with 
Teflon™ coated caps with no headspace, labeled, and placed in an ice chest for field storage and 
transportation to a state certified analytical laboratory. The standard chain-of-custody protocols 
are followed from sample collection to delivery to the laboratory. A new bailer (or sample 
tubing) is used for each groundwater sampling location to avoid cross contamination.

It is hereby agreed that the Client retains AllWest to provide services as set forth in the Work Authorization attached hereto (the "Work").  This contract shall be 
controlled by the following terms and conditions, and these terms and conditions shall also control any further assignments performed pursuant to this Work 
Authorization.  Client’s signature on this Work Authorization constitutes Client’s agreement to the all terms to this contract, including these General Conditions. 

 
FEES AND COSTS 

 
1. AllWest shall charge for work performed by its personnel at the rates identified in the Work Authorization.  These rates are subject to reasonable increases by 
AllWest upon giving Client 30 days advance notice.  Reimbursable Costs will be charged to the Client in addition to the fees for the basic services under this 
Agreement and all Additional Services (defined below) under the Agreement.  Reimbursable Costs include, but are not limited to, expenses for travel, including 
transportation, meals, lodging, long distance telephone and other related expenses, as well as the costs of reproduction of all drawings for the Client's use, costs for 
specifications and type-written reports, permit and approval fees, automobile travel reimbursement, costs and fees of subcontractors, and soil and other materials testing.  
No overtime is accrued for time spent in travel.  All costs incurred which relate to the services or materials provided by a contractor or subcontractor to AllWest shall be 
invoiced by AllWest on the basis of cost plus twenty percent (20%).  Automobile travel reimbursement shall be at the rate of fifty- eight cents ($0.58) per mile.  All 
other reimbursable costs shall be invoiced and billed by AllWest at the rate of 1.1 times the direct cost to AllWest.

STANDARD OF CARE 

 
2. AllWest will perform its work in accordance with the standard of care of its industry, as it is at the time of the work being performed, and applicable in the locale 
of the work being performed.  AllWest makes no other warranties, express or implied regarding its work.   

 
LIMITATION OF REMEDIES 

 
3. Client expressly agrees that to the fullest extent permitted by law, Client’s remedies for any liability incurred by AllWest, and/or its employees or agents, for any 
and all claims arising from AllWest’s services, shall be $50,000 or its fees, whichever is greater.   
 
Client may request a higher limitation of remedies, but must do so in writing.  Upon such written request, AllWest may agree to increase this limit in exchange for a 
mutually negotiated higher fee commensurate with the increased risk to AllWest.  Any such agreed increase in fee and limitation of remedies amount must be 
memorialized by written agreement which expressly amends the terms of this clause.

5. In an effort to resolve any conflicts or disputes that arise regarding the performance of this agreement, the Client & AllWest agree that all such disputes shall be 
submitted to non-binding mediation, using a mutually agreed upon mediation service experienced in the resolution of construction disputes.  Unless the parties mutually 
agree otherwise, such mediation shall be a condition precedent to the initiation of any other adjudicative proceedings.  It is further agreed that any dispute that is not 
settled pursuant to such mediation shall be adjudicated by a court appointed referee in accordance with the Judicial Reference procedures as set forth in California Code 
of Civil Procedure Section 638 et seq.

The cost of said Mediation shall be split equally between 
the parties.  This agreement to mediate shall be specifically enforceable under the prevailing law of the jurisdiction in which this agreement was signed. 

 
HAZARDOUS WASTE 

 
6. Client acknowledges that AllWest and its sub-contractors have played no part in the creation of any hazardous waste, pollution sources, nuisance, or chemical or 
industrial disposal problem, which may exist, and that AllWest has been retained for the sole purpose of performing the services set out in the scope of work within this 
Agreement, which may include, but is not necessarily limited to such services as assisting the Client in assessing any problem which may exist and in assisting the 
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Client in formulating a remedial program.  Client acknowledges that while necessary for investigations, commonly used exploration methods employed by AllWest 
may penetrate through contaminated materials and serve as a connecting passageway between the contaminated material and an uncontaminated aquifer or 
groundwater, possibly inducing cross contamination. While back-filling with grout or other means, according to a state of practice design is intended to provide a seal 
against such passageway, it is recognized that such a seal may be imperfect and that there is an inherent risk in drilling borings of performing other exploration methods 
in a hazardous waste site. 
 
AllWest will not sign or execute hazardous waste manifests or other waste tracking documents on behalf of Client unless Client specifically establishes AllWest as an 
express agent of Client under a written agency agreement approved by AllWest.  In addition, Client agrees that AllWest shall not be required to sign any documents, no 
matter requested by whom, that would have the effect of AllWest providing any form of certification, guarantee, or warranty as to any matter or to opine on conditions 
for which the existence AllWest cannot ascertain.

AllWest's responsibilities shall be limited to recommendations regarding such matters and 
assistance with appropriate arrangements if authorized by Client. 

 
FORCE MAJUERE 

 
7. Neither party shall be responsible for damages or delays in performance under this Agreement caused by acts of God, strikes, lockouts, accidents or other events 
or condition (other than financial inability ) beyond the other Party’s reasonable control. 

 
TERMINATION 

 
8. This Agreement may be terminated by either party upon ten  (10) days' written notice should the other party substantially fail to perform in accordance with its 
duties and responsibilities as set forth in this Agreement and such failure to perform is through no fault of the party initiating the termination.  Client agrees that if it 
chooses to terminate AllWest for convenience, and AllWest has otherwise satisfactorily performed its obligations under this Agreement to that point, AllWest shall be 
paid no less than eighty percent (80%) of the contract price, provided, however, that if AllWest shall have completed more than eighty percent of the Work at the time 
of said termination, AllWest shall be compensated as provided in the Work Authorization for all services performed prior to the termination date which fall within the 
scope of work described in the Work Authorization and may as well, at its sole discretion and in accordance with said Schedule of Fees, charge Client, and Client 
agrees to pay AllWest’s reasonable costs and labor in winding up its files and removing equipment and other materials from the Project.

Client’s 
failure to provide such timely access and permission shall constitute a material breach of this Agreement excusing AllWest from performance of its duties under this 
Agreement. 

 
CONFIDENTIAL INFORMATION 

 
11. Both Client and AllWest understand that in conjunction with AllWest's performance of the Work on the project, both Client and AllWest may receive or be 
exposed to Proprietary Information of the other.  As used herein, the term "Proprietary Information" refers to any and all information of a confidential, proprietary or 
secret nature which may be either applicable to, or relate in any way to: (a) the personal, financial or other affairs of the business of each of the Parties, or (b) the 
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research and development or investigations of each of the Parties.  Proprietary Information includes, for example and without limitation, trade secrets, processes, 
formulas, data, know-how, improvements, inventions, techniques, software technical data, developments, research projects, plans for future development, marketing 
plans and strategies.  Each of the Parties agrees that all Proprietary Information of the other party is and shall remain exclusively the property of that other party.  The 
parties further acknowledge that the Proprietary Information of the other party is a special, valuable and unique asset of that party, and each of the Parties agrees that at 
all times during the terms of this Agreement and thereafter to keep in confidence and trust all Proprietary Information of the other party, whether such Proprietary 
Information was obtained or developed by the other party before, during or after the term of this Agreement.  Each of the Parties agrees not to sell, distribute, disclose 
or use in any other unauthorized manner the Proprietary Information of the other party.  AllWest further agrees that it will not sell, distribute or disclose information or 
the results of any testing obtained by AllWest during the performance of the Work without the prior written approval of Client unless required to do so by federal, state 
or local statute, ordinance or regulation. 

 
INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR 

 
12. Both Client and AllWest agree that AllWest is an independent contractor in the performance of the Work under this Agreement.  All persons or parties employed 
by AllWest in connection with the Work are the agents, employees or subcontractors of AllWest and not of Client.  Accordingly, AllWest shall be responsible for 
payment of all taxes arising out of AllWest's activities in performing the Work under this Agreement. 

 
ENTIRE AGREEMENT 

 
13. This Agreement contains the entire agreement between the Parties pertaining to the subject matter contained in it and supersedes and replaces in its entirety all 
prior and contemporaneous proposals, agreements, representations and understandings of the Parties.

Roux Associates, Inc. (Roux) has prepared this Letter Report to summarize the findings of the Limited 
Phase II Subsurface Environmental Investigation (Investigation) conducted at 2303, 2307, 2311, 2315, 
& 2319 Calle Del Mundo in Santa Clara, California (Site). This Investigation was performed on behalf of 
Ensemble Real Estate Investments (Client) for the prospective purchase of the Site. The Site location 
is provided on Figure 1 and the sample locations from the Investigation activities are provided on Figure 
2. 

The purpose of the Investigation was to assess shallow subsurface conditions below the Site based on 
the recognized environmental conditions (RECs) identified in Roux’s February 2019 Phase I 
Environmental Site Assessment (Phase I ESA)1.  

Investigation Rationale 

The draft Phase I ESA identified the following three recognized environmental conditions (RECs) 
associated with the Site: 

1. G&K operated at the Site from approximately 1977 to 1991. During their years of operation, they

used a sump to collect electroplating rinsewater from their operational activities. In 1990, the

sump was removed with oversight from the Santa Clara County Fire Department. However,

during the excavation activities, soil impacted with hexavalent chromium above the current

Residential cancer-risk Environmental Screening Level (ESL) of 0.30 milligrams per kilogram

(mg/kg) was left in place. Additionally, other investigations at the Site detected lead and thallium

in soil above their current Residential ESLs. Langan Treadwell Rollo (Langan) conducted a soil

and groundwater investigation at the Site in September 2014 which further evaluated the extent

of the metals release. The Site investigations identified that contamination appears to be limited

to below the sewer line, but the full extent of metal-impacted soil in the subsurface at the Site is

unknown. the presence of metal-impacted soil in the subsurface at the Site is considered a REC.

2. Watts Machining Inc. (Watts)2 is located adjacent to the west of the Site. In November 2018,

groundwater samples collected from a well (G-2R) in the north-eastern corner of Watts detected

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concentrations of trichloroethene (TCE), cis-1,2-dichloroethene (cis-1,2-DCE), and vinyl 

chloride (VC). TCE was detected at 33 micrograms per liter (µg/L), cis-1,2-DCE was detected 

at 8.0 µg/L, and VC was detected at 0.40 µg/L. These TCE and VC groundwater concentrations 

exceed both their respective Maximum Containment Levels (MCLs) and the Residential ESLs 

for a vapor intrusion health risk. These VOCs were detected approximately 70 feet west of the 

Site. Although VOCs in groundwater have not been detected in samples collected in the central 

and eastern portions of the Site, no sampling has been performed near the in the western portion 

of the Site near identified groundwater impacts.  It is possible that the VOCs observed in 

groundwater beneath the Watts site has migrated and impacted groundwater or soil vapor to 

the north-western side of the Site. The VOC-impacted groundwater present immediately 

adjacent to the Site is considered a REC. 

3. Langan’s   September 2014 included soil vapor sampling. While the results for the soil and 

groundwater were less than environmental screening levels, the subslab vapor had one 

concentration of benzene at 110 ug/m3, which exceed the environmental screening levels for 

residential and commercial use. The benzene in soil vapor present at the Site is considered a 

REC. 

At the Request of Ensemble, Roux completed a limited Phase II soil vapor investigation at the Site to 
better evaluate the potential extent of RECs 2 and 3 described above. This investigation included two 
subslab soil vapor samples collected below the slab of the existing building for analysis of volatile organic 
compounds (VOCs). The previous 2014 investigation by Langan was considered sufficient for 
determining the level of magnitude of the metals impacted soil at the Site, so additional investigation for 
metals was not evaluated.  

Methods of Investigation 

Pre-Field Activities 

Roux prepared a Site-specific Health and Safety Plan which was available on-Site during field activities. 
The Roux site supervisor held a tailgate safety meeting to discuss the relevant safety aspects for the 
day. Underground Service Alert (USA) was notified prior to subsurface activities and nearby utilities 
were marked appropriately.  

Subslab Vapor Sampling 

Two subslab soil vapor samples (RSS-1 and RSS-2) were collected by drilling a 5/8-inch hole through 
the concrete slab and then installing a Vapor Pin ®.  After installing the sampling pin, the area was left 
to equilibrate for two hours prior to collecting the sample in general accordance with California 
Environmental Protection Agency’s Department of Toxic Substances Control’s (DTSC’s) and the San 
Francisco Regional Water Quality Control Board 2015 Guidance titled Advisory, Active Soil Gas 
Investigations.  

Prior to collecting the subslab vapor sample, a closed-circuit sampling train was created by attaching 
the sample Summa® canister via a laboratory supplied and cleaned stainless steel sampling manifold. 
A “shut-in” test was performed prior to connecting the sampling equipment to the vapor probe tubing. 
This test was performed by applying a vacuum (approximately -30 inches of mercury [in. HG]) to the 
manifold then noting the pressure on the manifold gauge. The vacuum was held for a duration of one 
minute to ensure that there was no pressure drop on the manifold which would indicate a leak.  
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Once the sampling train passed the “shut in” test, it was connected to the probe tubing. The sampling 
train was placed within a helium shroud and was subjected to a 20% helium environment. A leak test 
was performed by testing the concentration of helium within the sample line during the purge of the 
vapor pin. During the leak test, Roux purged approximately 150 mL from the subslab vapor pin location 
using a 6-Liter purge Summa® canister at approximately the same flow rate as is used during vapor 
sampling (approximately 150 milliliters per minute [ml/min]). While conducting subslab vapor sampling, 
the vacuum of the sample Summa® canister was used to draw the vapor through the flow controller until 
a negative pressure of approximately ˗5 inHg was observed on the vacuum gauge while the vapor pin, 
probe tubing, and entire sampling train were enclosed in a helium shroud. The helium concentration 
inside the shroud was maintained above 20% helium and quantified using a helium meter throughout 
the duration of the sampling. 

The soil vapor samples were labeled, logged on a chain-of-custody form, and delivered to Enthalpy 
Analytical, a California-certified laboratory in Berkeley, California. The samples were analyzed for 
volatile organic compounds (VOCs) by the United States Environmental Protection Agency Method TO-
15 and helium by the American Society for Testing and Materials (ASTM) Method D1946-90. The 
laboratory analytical reports are included as Attachment A. 

Vapor Pin Abandonment 

Both soil vapor pins were extracted from the sample locations after sampling and the slab was restored 
with neat cement grout to the surface to match the surrounding grade.  

Investigation Results 

Subslab Vapor Analytical Results 

Analytical results were compared to San Francisco Regional Water Quality Control Board (RWQCB) 
Environmental Screening Levels (ESLs)3. According to the RWQCB, under most circumstances, “the 
presence of a chemical in soil, soil gas, or groundwater at concentrations below the corresponding ESL 
can be assumed to not pose a significant threat to human health, water resources, or the environment” 
within the limitations of the ESL User’s Guide. The concentrations of constituents in subslab soil gas 
were compared to their respective ESLs for residential as well as commercial/industrial land use (ESL 
Table SG-1).  

Subslab vapor analytical results are summarized in Table 1. Analytical reports are included as 
Attachment A. The following is a summary of the analytical results:  

• Several petroleum-related and chlorofluorocarbon VOCs were detected in RSS-1 and RSS-2 
below residential ESLs, including 1,1,2-trichlorotrifluoroethane, 1,2,4-trimethylbenzene, 1,3,5-
trimethylbenzene, 4-ethyltoluene, acetone, carbon disulphide, cyclohexane, 
dichlorodifluoromethane, ethylbenzene, heptane, hexane, isopropyl alcohol, m and p-xylene, o-
xylene, toluene, trans-1,2-dichloroethene, and xylenes (total).  

• No ESL exceedances were detected in sample location RSS-1.  

• ESL exceedances of benzene, chloroform, and methylene chloride were observed in RSS-2. 

Chloroform and methylene chloride exceeded the residential ESLs. Benzene exceeded the 

commercial/industrial ESL.

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• No helium was detected in either of the two subslab vapor samples; therefore, the manifold and

sampling line were free of leaks during the sampling procedures which occurred within a helium

shroud.

Conclusions 

Subslab vapor samples were collected to investigate and characterize the subslab soil gas below the 
existing Site for prospective purchase of the Site. Sample results from this Investigation were compared 
to the residential ESLs and commercial/industrial ESLs for sub-slab soil gas. ESL exceedances were 
observed only within sample RSS-2. These exceedances include residential ESL exceedances for 
chloroform and methylene chloride as well as a commercial/industrial ESL exceedance of benzene. 

• No chlorinated VOCs associated with the nearby groundwater plume were detected in soil gas

below the building above laboratory reporting limits.

• Of the VOC concentrations that were detected above Residential ESLs in soil vapor samples

collected from RSS-2, only benzene was previously detected at the Property during the Langan

2014 Phase II investigation. Based on the benzene analysis conducted in soil gas and in soil

and groundwater in this and past investigations, it appears that the benzene source could have

originated from the Site.

• Of the detected concentrations, at RSS-2 chloroform, and methylene chloride were detected

above the residential ESL and benzene was detected above the residential and commercial

ESLs.

I. EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 
        

 
AllWest has completed an environmental site 
assessment of the real property referenced above. 
This assessment was performed in accordance with 
the scope and limitations of 40 CFR Part 312 
Standards and Practices for All Appropriate Inquiry; 
Final Rule and ASTM E 1527-13 Standard Practice 
for Environmental Site Assessments: Phase I 
Environmental Site Assessment Process for the 
subject property. Any data gaps, exceptions to or 
deletions from these practices are described in 
Section IV of this report. AllWest conducted a site visit 
of the subject property on Thursday, June 28, 2018. 
 
This executive summary is provided solely for the 
purpose of overview. Any party who relies on this 
report must read the full report. The executive 
summary may omit details, any one of which could be 
crucial to the proper understanding and risk 
assessment of the subject matter. 
 
The subject property is a rectangular parcel 
comprising 0.95 acre (41,382 square feet) identified 
by the assessor’s parcel number (APN) 097-05-060. 
Located on the street’s north side the parcel is 
addressed 2263, 2265, 2273 and 2275 Calle del 
Mundo, Santa Clara, Santa Clara County, California. 
The property has approximately 208 feet of street 
frontage along Calle del Mundo and extends 
approximately 200 feet to the west from the street 
frontage.   
  
The subject site is developed with a single-story, light-
industrial building totaling 16,600 square feet which  
occupies approximately 40 percent of the subject 
property.  The remainder of the property includes 
surface parking and yard areas, driveways and 
landscaping. The building is occupied for light-
industrial purposes by three tenants, Centerline 
Precision (2265), Global Manufacturing (2273) and 
Real Pack (2275).  
 
The zoning designation for the subject property is B-
Public or Quasi Public; the general plan designation is 
Light Industrial. The property is located in a generally 

light-industrial area of Santa Clara.  Adjoining sites 
include a golf course to the north and light-industrial 
buildings to the west, east and south of Calle del 
Mundo.   
 
Subject site topography is generally level, at an 
elevation of approximately 9 feet above mean sea 
level (msl). Vicinity topography vicinities is also 
relatively level, with a very gentle slope towards the 
north-northwest.  Depth to ground water is expected 
to be 5 to 8 feet below ground surface. Ground water 
flow direction in the immediate vicinity has been 
documented as variable, but predominantly towards 
the southeast.   
  
AllWest assessed the site’s land use history by 
reviewing aerial photographs, city directories and 
other relevant documents. Our review documented 
agricultural cultivation from as early as 1939 through 
the late-1940s/early-1950s.  Following cessation of 
agricultural use, the property was undeveloped 
through 1979.  The existing building was constructed 
on the subject property in 1980. Since construction, 
tenants have included a variety of machine shops, 
plumbing and mechanical contractors, electronic 
component contact manufacturers and an 
optical/coating company. 
   
Existing property tenants utilize small quantities of 
hazardous materials, which are stored both inside the 
building and in exterior storage areas.  Materials were 
limited to approximately 5-gallons each or less of 
lubricant/coolant, janitorial cleaners, spray paint, 
alcohol, flux remover and cutting fluid.  Propane for 
forklifts and hot glue for a hot melt sprayer also were 
present at the property.  Evidence of spills or releases 
of the stored materials was not observed.  Based on 
hazardous materials information obtained from the 
Santa Clara Fire Department (SCFD), current tenant 
Centerline Precision previously stored up to 110-
gallons of oils, 55 gallons of coolant and 55 gallons of 
solvent refined light paraffin distillate.  Former building 
tenants were documented as utilizing similar types 
and quantities of hazardous materials, as well as 
compressed argon and helium. 
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Hazardous waste, four 55-gallon drums of used 
oil/water and one 55-gallon drum of oily debris and 
absorbent, is generated by existing tenant Centerline 
Precision. Drums are located within secondary 
containment in a shed on the northeastern corner of 
the property.  Evidence of significant spills or releases 
of the stored wastes was not observed. Centerline 
Precision previously generated small quantities of 
liquids with halogenated organic compounds/waste 
solvents.  Former building tenants also generated 
small quantities of liquids with halogenated organic 
compounds and halogenated solvents, as well as 
small quantities of waste oil.   
 
Two compressors located adjoining north of the 
building in the Centerline Precision (2265) yard area 
appeared to have leaked oil onto the adjoining asphalt 
surface.  Oil staining of the asphalt extended from the 
compressors across the asphalt to the soil/dry 
vegetation adjoining north of the property perimeter 
fence line.  Limited surficial staining of soil/dry 
vegetation adjoining the northern fence line was 
observed.   
 
No information indicated the current or historical 
presence of underground storage tanks (USTs) at the 
subject property.  
 
Based on the age of the building, constructed in 1980, 
the presence of asbestos-containing materials (ACM) 
is presumed.  Materials observed generally were in 
good condition.  As the building was constructed after 
the 1978 ban on lead-based paint (LBP), the 
presence of LBP is not anticipated. 
   
To identify the subject property’s potential inclusion 
on environmental databases and evaluate off-site 
environmental concerns, AllWest reviewed a site-
specific radius report provided by Environmental Data 
Resources, Inc. (EDR) which searched regulatory 
agency lists/databases for recorded sites within the 
industry standard search radii.  For small-quantity use 
of hazardous materials and small-quantity generation 
of hazardous waste, current and former subject 
property tenants were included on the HAZNET, 
RCRIS Small Quantity Generator (SQG), CERS, 
FINDS and ECHO databases. 
 
EDR’s agency database search identified no current or 
historical releases at the subject property appearing 
likely to have significantly impacted the underlying soil 
or ground water.  The database listings for use and 
disposal of small quantities of hazardous materials 
and hazardous waste by one current and two former 
building tenants are not of significant concern to the 
environmental condition of the subject property as the 
listings are not indicative of a hazardous materials 
release.   
 

The agency database search identified three 
surrounding/adjoining sites with groundwater 
impacted by volatile organic compounds from on-site 
or undocumented off-site sources.  Coatek Inc. at 
2272 Calle del Mundo, adjoining the subject property, 
Richard and Donna Wills Revocable Trust at 2301 
Calle de Luna, approximately 0.10 mile from the 
subject property, and the site at 2278 Calle de Luna, 
approximately 0.12 mile from the subject property, all 
are located in an anticipated cross- to down-gradient 
location. Since the source of the solvents in ground 
water is unknown subject property ground water may 
also be impacted. Based on the available information, 
off-site solvent concentrations are likely  beneath 
Regional Water Quality Control Board (RWQCB) 
Environmental Screening Levels (ESLs) for evaluation 
of potential vapor intrusion concerns.     
 
The site adjoining north of the subject property 
formerly was part of two Santa Clara landfills (All 
Purpose Landfill at 5400 Lafayette Street and Santa 
Clara Landfill Disposal at 5410 Lafayette Street).  
Ground water flow direction at the former landfills was 
documented to the north-northeast, away from the 
subject property.  Available ground water monitoring 
data indicated solvent concentrations in ground water 
in landfill wells near the subject property to be 
beneath ESLs for evaluation of potential vapor 
intrusion concerns.  Based on the available 
information, the former landfill sites appear unlikely to 
have significantly impacted ground water beneath the 
subject property. 
 
 

II. CONCLUSIONS & 
RECOMMENDATIONS 

        
 

AllWest has conducted an environmental assessment 
for the subject property in general accordance with 40 
CFR Part 312 Standards and Practices for All 
Appropriate Inquiry; Final Rule and ASTM E 1527-13 
Standard Practice for Environmental Site 
Assessments: Phase I Environmental Site 
Assessment Process.   
 
We have not identified a Recognized Environmental 
Condition (REC), Controlled REC (CREC) or 
Historical REC (HREC) at the subject property from 
its current or historical land use activities.   
 
Although not considered RECs, the following 
environmental conditions are identified.   
 
Limited surficial staining of soil/dry vegetation 
adjoining the northern fence line, appearing 
associated with leakage from compressors located in 
the Centerline Precision (2265) storage area, was 
observed.  Compressor leaks should be repaired and 
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leaking fluid cleaned up.  Stained soils should be 
removed followed by verification soil sampling. 
 
Existing and former tenants were documented as 
utilizing/generating small quantities of materials 
containing halogenated organic compounds, as well 
as oil-containing wastes. Based on the use/generation 
of these materials over the past several decades, 
residually impacted soil and groundwater should be 
anticipated. Prior to site redevelopment activities 
AllWest recommends a subsurface assessment to 
further reduce environmental uncertainty.  
 
It does not appear that hazardous wastes generated 
and stored by Centerline Precision are included on 
the most recent SCFD inventory. Centerline Precision 
should confirm their inventory is complete. 
 
Based on the construction date for the building, ACM 
is presumed to be present.  Prior to significant 
renovation or demolition of the building, if planned, an 
asbestos survey must be conducted.  An ACM 
Operation and Maintenance (O&M) plan should be 
prepared to manage remaining ACM in place. 
 
The subject property was formerly cultivated with field 
crops prior to its current improvements.  As such, 
AllWest cannot discount the potential for residual 
agriculturally-applied compounds, including 
organochlorine pesticides and metals, to remain 
present in near-surface soils. We note, however, that 
if present, residual concentrations were likely reduced 
during development of the property to levels below 
regulatory guidelines. Considering the property is 
covered by the subject building, asphalt parking area 
and driveways, and landscaping, AllWest assesses 
the potential for soil contamination from historical land 
use activities as low. We assess potential impact of 
the site’s historical land use activities on human 
health as very low.  Prior to site redevelopment we 
recommend a subsurface assessment that would 
include analysis for pesticides.

IV. SCOPE OF WORK AND 
 LIMITATIONS 
        

 
This Phase I Environmental Site Assessment (ESA) 
was prepared in accordance with AllWest’s June 2018 
proposal with respect to the 2263 Calle del Mundo 
property located in Santa Clara, California. This 
assessment was performed in general accordance 
with industry standard 40 CFR Part 312, except as set 
forth in the proposal. The work conducted by AllWest 
is limited to the services agreed to with Ensemble 
Investments Inc. No other services beyond those 
explicitly stated should be inferred or are implied. 
 
The objective of this ESA was to evaluate the subject 
property for conditions indicative of a release or 
threatened release of hazardous substances on, at, in 
or to the property. AllWest’s professional services 
were performed using that degree of care and skill 
ordinarily exercised, under similar circumstances, by 
reputable environmental consultants practicing in the 
location of the subject site at the time of our 
investigation. This warranty is in lieu of all other 
warranties, expressed or implied. 
 
Our professional judgment regarding the potential for 
environmental impacts is based on limited data and 
our investigation was not intended to be a definitive 
investigation of contamination at the site. Unless 
specifically set forth in our proposal, the scope of 
work did not include ground water or soil sampling, or 
other subsurface investigations, a strict compliance 
audit of the site, or a review of the procedures for 
hazardous material use, waste storage or handling 
prior to disposal, or for personnel safety and health 
training and monitoring procedures, analyses of 
radon, formaldehyde, lead paint, asbestos and other 
hazardous materials or indoor air quality, occupational 
health and safety or wetlands surveys. 
 
The purpose of conducting a Phase I ESA is to 
assess the subject site for conditions indicative of 
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releases or threatened releases of hazardous 
substances on, at, in or to the property resulting from 
its current, historical and surrounding land use 
activities. As noted in 40 CFR Part 312, 
Environmental Assessments are purely qualitative 
with conclusions drawn from a multitude of sources as 
evaluated by the environmental professional using 
professional judgment. Since soil and ground water 
data are typically not generated during assessment 
activities, report conclusions such as “the site is 
clean” or alternatively “the site is contaminated” 
cannot be provided. 
 
Recognizing the limitations of the Phase I 
methodology, AllWest assesses the potential for site 
contamination using a four-tier probability scale 
designated as: 
 
Very Low: 1–5% chance of discovering contamination 
at the site which would result in regulatory mandated 
remedial investigation and clean-up; 
 
Low: 10% chance of discovering contamination at the 
site which would result in regulatory mandated 
remedial investigation and clean-up; 
 
Moderately Low: 20–30% chance of discovering 
contamination at the site which would result in 
regulatory mandated remedial investigation and 
clean-up; and 
 
Moderate: greater than 30% chance of discovering 
contamination at the site which would result in 
regulatory mandated remedial investigation and 
clean-up. 
 
As defined above, these terms are used throughout 
the report. 
 
Entities relying on the report should realize that 
uncertainty of site environmental conditions can be 
further reduced via soil and ground water sampling. 
While this option certainly costs additional monies and 
extends the assessment’s time frame, it also 
quantitatively documents site conditions which can 
facilitate future disposition or refinance activities. 
 
Regarding any subsurface investigation, sampling 
undertaken or subsurface reports reviewed, our 
opinions are limited to only specific areas and 
analytes evaluated and AllWest is not accountable for 
analyte quantities falling below recognized standard 
detection limits for the laboratory method utilized. 
AllWest does not warrant or guarantee the subject 
property suitable for any particular purpose, or certify 
the subject site as clean or free on contamination. As 
with any assessment, it is possible that past or 
existing contamination remains undiscovered. 
 

The professional opinions set forth in this report are 
based solely upon and limited to AllWest’s visual 
observations of the site and the immediate site 
vicinity, and upon AllWest’s interpretations of the 
readily available historical information, interviews with 
personnel knowledgeable about the site, and other 
readily available information. Consequently, this 
report is complete and accurate only to the extent that 
cited reports, agency information and recollections of 
persons interviewed are complete and accurate.

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VI. ASSESSMENT FINDINGS 
        

 
A. GENERAL INFORMATION  
 
1. PURPOSE: This ESA was conducted for 

Ensemble Investments Inc., which is considering 
acquisition of the subject property.   

 
Ensemble Investments Inc. provided no 
information regarding the relationship of the 
purchase price to the fair market value, or the 
potential for a reduction in the property value due 
to environmental issues. 

 
2. PROPERTY ADDRESS: The street addresses 

associated with the subject property include 
2263, 2265, 2273 and 2275 Calle del Mundo, 
Santa Clara, Santa Clara County, California 
95054.  Although 2263 Calle del Mundo is the 
primary address associated with the property, 
there is no tenant suite addressed as such. 

   
For the purposes of this report, Calle del Mundo 
will be considered south of the subject property.   
 
The site location is shown on the included figures 
and within the EDR report contained in Appendix 
A. 
 

3. ASSESSOR’S PARCEL NUMBERS: According 
to the Santa Clara County Assessor’s office 
parcel map, the property is identified with 
Assessor’s Parcel Number (APN) 097-05-060.   
 

4. ZONING: The subject property is zoned B – 
Public or Quasi Public, based on information 
available through the City of Santa Clara 
Planning Department (SCPD) website.  The 
general plan designation is Light Industrial.  
Properties adjoining north, west and east also are 
zoned B – Public or Quasi Public; property 
adjoining south is zoned ML – Light Industrial.     

 
The subject property is located within the 
Tasman East Area specific plan, per the City of 
Santa Clara website.   
 

5. FACILITY/SITE DESCRIPTION: AllWest visited 
the subject property on Thursday, June 28, 2018, 
and was unaccompanied. Access to the interior 
of the three tenant suites and associated exterior 
yard and parking areas was comprehensive.  The 
building roof was not accessed.  Adjoining 
properties were observed from public right-of-
ways.   

 
The subject property is a rectangular parcel 
comprising 0.95 acre (41,382 square feet).  The 

parcel is located on the north side of Calle del 
Mundo with approximately 208 feet of street 
frontage.  The parcel extends approximately 200 
feet to the west from the street frontage. 
 
The parcel is developed with a single-story, light-
industrial building totaling 16,600 square feet.  
The building footprint occupies approximately 40 
percent of the subject property.  The remainder of 
the property includes surface parking and yard 
areas, driveways and landscaping.      
 
Site photographs are included with this report.   

 
6. CURRENT USE OF PROPERTY BY TENANT(S):  

The building on the subject property is occupied for 
light-industrial purposes by three tenants.  
Centerline Precision is a machine shop located in 
the 2265 Calle del Mundo suite, Global 
Manufacturing is an electronic cable assembly 
contract manufacturer located in the 2273 Calle del 
Mundo suite, and Real Pack is a crate 
assembly/packaging company located in the 2275 
Calle del Mundo suite. 
 
AllWest’s assessment of the site’s current use did 
not encounter data gaps that diminish our ability 
to provide an opinion on a release or potential 
release of hazardous substances at the subject 
property.   
 

7. INTERVIEWS WITH PRESENT PROPERTY 
OWNER(S): Prior to AllWest’s site inspection, we 
forwarded an environmental questionnaire to 
Ensemble Investments Inc., the User of this ESA.  
The questionnaire is used to collect information 
on past uses and ownerships of the property, and 
to identify potential conditions that may indicate 
the presence of releases or threatened releases 
of hazardous substances at the subject property.  
The completed questionnaire had not been 
returned at the time this study was completed.   
 

8. HISTORICAL USE OF THE PROPERTY: 
Historical documents in the form of aerial 
photographs, Sanborn maps, topographic maps, 
city directories and municipal records were 
reviewed by AllWest.  The historical sources 
were reviewed to evaluate past land use of the 
site. AllWest attempted to review historical 
documents as far back in time as the property 
contained structures or was used for agricultural, 
residential, commercial, industrial or 
governmental purposes, and used professional 
judgment to determine the extent of historical 
research.  
 
Aerial photographs covering the years 1939, 
1948, 1950, 1956, 1963, 1968, 1974, 1979, 1982, 
1993, 1998, 2009, 2012 and 2016 were 
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reviewed.  USGS topographic maps dated 1889, 
1897 and 1899 (San Jose, California 15-minute 
quadrangles) and 1953, 1961, 1968, 1973, 1980, 
and 2012 (Milpitas, California 7.5-minute 
quadrangles) were reviewed.  A summary of city 
directories dated from 1922 to 2014 also was 
reviewed.  Historical documents were obtained 
from EDR of Shelton, Connecticut and are 
provided in Appendix A.  EDR indicated that 
Sanborn map coverage of the subject property 
and immediate vicinity was unavailable.   
 
Inspection and environmental records available 
from City of Santa Clara and Santa Clara County 
municipal agencies, including the Assessor’s 
Office, Building Department, Planning 
Department, Fire Department and Environmental 
Health Department, and other regulatory 
agencies, were reviewed. A chain-of-title search 
was not performed for the subject property.  
 
Aerial Photographs  
 
1939:  The subject property was cultivated with 
field crops.  Exact property boundaries were 
difficult to discern due to the lack of current 
landmarks.  
 
1948:  There were no significant changes from 
the 1939 photograph. 
 
1950:  The subject property was either 
agriculturally cultivated or undeveloped/fallow. 
 
1956:  The subject property appeared 
undeveloped/fallow. 
 
1963:  The subject property appeared 
undeveloped.   
 
1968:  There were no significant changes from 
the 1963 photograph. 
 
1974:  The subject property remained 
undeveloped, with what appeared to be a trail 
traversing the southern portion.  
 
1979:  The subject property was undeveloped 
with the trail no longer present. 
 
1982:  The existing building was present on the 
subject property. 
 
1993:  There were no significant changes from 
the 1982 photograph. 
 
1998:  There were no significant changes from 
the 1993 photograph. 
 

2006:  There were no significant changes from 
the 1998 photograph. 
 
2010: There were no significant changes from the 
2006 photograph.   
 
2016:  There were no significant changes from 
the 2010 photograph.

SCCEHD: Hazardous materials-related file 
information was requested from the Santa Clara 
County Environmental Health Department 
(SCCEHD).  According to their representative, 
the SCCEHD has no files for the subject 
property. 
 
EnviroStor and Geotracker Databases: The 
California Department of Toxic Substances 
Control (DTSC) EnviroStor and State Water 
Resources Control Board (SWRCB) Geotracker 
databases were reviewed online.  The subject 
property was not included on the databases. 
 
Summary of Historical Land Use  
 
AllWest’s land use history review for the subject 
property indicated it was agriculturally cultivated 
from as early as 1939 through the late-
1940s/early-1950s.  Following cessation of 
agricultural use, the property appeared 
undeveloped through 1979.   
 
The existing building, designated as industrial, 
was constructed on the subject property in 1980.  
Since construction, tenants have included a 
variety of machine shops, plumbing and 
mechanical contractors, electronic component 
contact manufacturers and an optical/coating 
company. 
 

Small quantities of hazardous materials and 
wastes have been stored/generated by tenants of 
the existing building since construction in 1980.   
    
AllWest’s assessment of the subject property’s 
historical land use activities did not encounter 
any data gaps that diminish our ability to provide 
an opinion on a release or potential release of 
hazardous substances at the subject property.   
 

9. CURRENT USE OF THE SURROUNDING  
PROPERTY: Surrounding land use is primarily 
light-industrial and public use. Neighboring 
facilities to the subject property include the 
following. 
 
North: Santa Clara Golf and Tennis Club 
 
South:  Calle del Mundo followed by two light-
industrial buildings with no visible business 
names (2262 and 2272 Calle del Mundo); 2262 
likely occupied by EC Plating 
 
West: PSC Electronics (2307 Calle del Mundo) 
 
East:  TMK Manufacturing Inc. (2233 Calle del 
Mundo) 
 
The building adjoining south at 2262 Calle del 
Mundo had visible hazardous materials 
placarding.  Based on business names, adjoining 
properties to the west and east also may utilize 
hazardous materials in their operations. 
 

10. HISTORICAL USE OF THE SURROUNDING 
PROPERTY: AllWest reviewed the previously-
referenced historical documents to assess the 
historical land use in the immediate site area. 
 
Aerial Photographs   
 
1939: The vicinity was agriculturally cultivated, 
primarily with field crops west of the Guadalupe 
River and orchards east of the river. 
 
1948: There were no significant changes from the 
1939 photograph, with the exception of a few 
structures present, primarily along Lafayette 
Street. 
 
1950:  There were no significant changes from 
the 1948 photograph, with the exception of 
orchards increased in the vicinity west of the 
Guadalupe River and additional structures visible 
a short distance southwest of the subject 
property along a long driveway off Lafayette 
Street. 
 
1956:  There were no significant changes from 
the 1950 photograph. 
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1963:  Property adjoining west and south was 
undeveloped and continuous with the subject 
property.  An increased number of orchards had 
been planted in the adjoining and immediate 
vicinity to the east.  What appeared to be a 
landfill adjoined the subject property to the north. 
 
1968:  There were no significant changes from 
the 1963 photograph, with the exception of some 
of the orchards having been removed to the 
northeast and landfilling activities less visible to 
the north. 
 
1974:  Calle del Mundo and Calle de Luna had 
been constructed in the existing locations.  
Properties along the streets were undeveloped.  
The Guadalupe River had been channelized a 
short distance east.  Multi-family residential 
buildings had been constructed a short distance 
south.  The property adjoining north included a 
series of winding dirt trails/roads with a few 
ponds present.  A dirt driveway adjoined the 
subject property to the north. 
 
1979:  Existing light-industrial buildings had been 
constructed adjoining west, southwest and 
southeast.  Property adjoining north appeared 
undeveloped with a berm present adjoining north 
of the northern property line. 
 
1982:  Additional light-industrial buildings had 
been constructed along Calle del Mundo and 
Calle de Luna.  Property adjoining north 
appeared utilized for landfilling; the berm 
adjoining north remained present. 
 
1993:  All adjoining properties were developed 
with the existing structures, including the golf 
course present adjoining north. 
 
1998: There were no significant changes from the 
1993 photograph. 
 
2006:  There were no significant changes from 
the 1998 photograph. 
 
2010:  There were no significant changes from 
the 2006 photograph. 
 
2016:  There were no significant changes from 
the 2010 photograph. 
 
Topographic Maps  
 
No features of environmental concern in the 
vicinity of the subject property were depicted on 
the topographic maps. 
 
 
 

City Directories  
 
Light industrial occupants were listed on vicinity 
properties in city directory listings for Calle del 
Mundo and Calle de Luna, including sheet metal 
shops, machine shops, high tech companies and 
others.  Nu Metal Finishing was listed at the 
property adjoining south, 2262 Calle del Mundo, 
from 1986 through 2014.  A metal finishing 
company also was listed at the property adjoining 
west in 1986 and 1991. 
 
On-Line Sources and AllWest 
Archives  
 
Based on information obtained from AllWest’s 
archives and utilizing the Google on-line search 
engine, former use of the site adjoining north of 
the subject property, currently developed with the 
Santa Clara Golf and Tennis Club and a BMX 
racetrack further north, was confirmed to be the 
All Purpose Landfill (5400 Lafayette Street) and 
Santa Clara Landfill Disposal (5410 Lafayette 
Street) (SJMN 2017).  Further discussion of 
landfill-related impact to vicinity ground water is 
included in Section G.2.     
 
Summary of Historical Adjoining 
Land Use 
 
AllWest’s land use history review for the adjoining 
and surrounding properties indicated they were 
largely agriculturally cultivated with field crops 
and orchards through the late-1960s.  Calle del 
Mundo and Calle de Luna were constructed by 
1974, with the existing light-industrial facilities 
subsequently developed between that time and 
the early-1990s.   
 
Two landfills were documented on the property 
adjoining north, with landfilling first visible in the 
early-1960s and again in the early-1980s.  Other 
property occupants in the vicinity largely 
include/have included sheet metal shops, 
machine shops, high tech companies and metal 
plating facilities, among others.     
 

11. PREVIOUS REPORTS:  A preliminary title report 
for the subject property was provided by the User 
for AllWest’s review. 

 
Preliminary Report, 2263 Calle Del Mundo, Santa 
Clara, CA.  First American Title Insurance 
Company, National Commercial Services.  May 
24, 2018. 
 
Based on information included in the report, the 
property owner is Lafayette Development No. 5.  
The property is within an industrial park area 
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known as Lafayette Industrial Park.  Covenants 
and restrictions on development type and 
operations within the Lafayette Industrial Park 
were specified in the report.  None of the 
covenants and restrictions were related to 
contamination issues or environmental concerns.  
Utility easements were documented on the 
parcel. 
 

B. PHYSICAL CHARACTERISTICS  
 
1. TOPOGRAPHY: The topography of the subject 

property is generally level, at an elevation of 
approximately 9 feet above mean sea level (msl). 
Topography in the vicinity also is generally level, 
with a gentle slope towards the north-northwest.   

 
2. VEGETATION:  Professional landscaping was 

located along the Calle del Mundo frontage; trees 
were planted along the eastern property line.  
Stressed vegetation was not observed. 

 
3. SOILS: Soils at the subject property are classified 

by the U.S. Department of Agriculture Soil 
Conservation Service as the Reyes series.  The 
Reyes series consists of clay soils with very slow 
infiltration rates and a high water table.  The soils 
generally are poorly drained.  Exposed soil was 
not present on the subject property, with the 
exception of that observed within landscaped 
areas.   Stained or otherwise discolored soil was 
not observed on the subject property, although 
staining on the asphalt adjoining north of the 
Centerline Precision (2265) compressor area 
may have extended onto exposed/weed-covered 
soil adjoining north of the property fence line.    
 

4. GEOLOGY:  Based on a review of the USGS 
Note 36 California Geomorphic Provinces map, 
the property is located in the Coast Ranges 
geomorphic province of California.  The coastline 
is uplifted, terraced and wave-cut.  The Coast 
Ranges are composed of thick Mesozoic and 
Cenozoic sedimentary strata.  The northern and 
southern ranges are separated by a depression 
containing the San Francisco Bay. 
 
The northern Coast Ranges are dominated by 
the irregular, knobby landslide-topography of the 
Franciscan Complex.  The eastern border is 
characterized by strike-ridges and valleys in 
Upper Mesozoic strata.  In several areas, 
Franciscan rocks are overlain by volcanic cones 
and flows of the Quien Sabe, Sonoma and Clear 
Lake volcanic fields.  The Coast Ranges is 
subparallel to the active San Andreas Fault.  The 
San Andreas is more than 600 miles long, 
extending from Point Arena to the Gulf of 
California.  West of the San Andreas is the 
Salinian Block, a granitic core extending from the 

southern extremity of the Coast Ranges to north 
of the Farallon Islands.  Geologically, the area of 
the subject property is underlain by Mesozoic era 
Eugeosynclinal Deposits. 
 

5. HYDROLOGY: According to California’s 
Groundwater Bulletin 118, the subject property is 
located in the San Francisco Bay Hydrologic 
Region and lies in the Santa Clara Valley 
Groundwater Basin, Santa Clara Subbasin (Basin 
No. 2-9.02).  The Santa Clara Subbasin occurs 
within a structural trough running generally 
parallel to the northwest-trending Coast Range 
Mountains, extending from northern Santa Clara 
County southwards to the groundwater divide 
near Morgan Hill.   
 
The water-bearing formations of the Santa Clara 
Sub basin are comprised of the Plio-Pleistocene 
and Holocene-age continental deposits of the 
Santa Clara Formation and Pleistocene-
Holocene Alluvium.   
 
Based on hydrological data available on the 
Geotracker database, shallow ground water is 
expected to be 5 to 8 feet beneath ground 
surface.  Ground water flow direction has been 
documented as variable on vicinity properties, but 
predominantly towards the southeast.   
 
The nearest significant surface water to the 
subject property is the Guadalupe River, located 
approximately 0.15 mile east-northeast.  
Wetlands of the San Francisco Bay are present 
just over a mile northwest.   
 
No water wells, aboveground water tanks or 
water reservoirs are present at the subject 
property.  The property does not fall under 
requirements of the National Pollutant Discharge 
Elimination System (NPDES) and storm water 
runoff is directed to drains in the parking lots and 
adjoining street. 
 

C. NATURAL HAZARDS  
 
1. SEISMICITY: The State of California is 

considered seismically active, and earthquakes 
are an unavoidable geologic hazard in Santa 
Clara County.  Based on available geologic 
literature, no active fault traces traverse the 
property. The property is not located within an 
Alquist-Priolo Special Study Zone for fault rupture 
hazard.  The Hayward Fault is located 
approximately 7 miles east of the subject 
property; the San Andreas Fault is located 
approximately 12 miles southwest. 
 

2. RADON: Out-gassing of radon has not been 
identified as a problem in Santa Clara County.  
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The U.S. EPA has prepared a map to assist 
national, state and local organizations to target 
their resources, and to implement radon-resistant 
building codes.  The map divides the country into 
three Radon Zones, Zone 1 being those areas 
with the average predicted indoor radon 
concentration in residential dwellings exceeding 
the EPA Action Limit of 4.0 picoCuries per Liter 
(pCi/L) and Zone 3 being those areas with the 
average predicted indoor radon concentration in 
residential dwellings less than 2 pCi/L. 
 
It is important to note that the California 
Department of Health Services (DHS), in its 
California Statewide Radon Survey of 1990, has 
found homes with elevated levels of radon in all 
three zones, and both EPA and DHS recommend 
property-specific testing in order to determine 
radon levels at a specific location.  However, the 
DHS Radon Survey does give a valuable 
indication of the propensity of radon gas 
accumulation in structures. 
 
Review of the DHS Radon Survey places the 
property in Zone 2, where average predicted 
radon levels are between 2.0 and 4.0 pCi/L.  Nine 
state radon tests were conducted in the site zip 
code of 95054; radon reportedly did not exceed 
4pCi/L in any of the tests.  Federal radon testing 
in the property zip code also did not detect radon 
concentrations above 4 pCi/L in the 1st floor living 
area. 
 
Based on the radon zone classification and test 
data, radon does not appear to be a significant 
environmental concern. 

 
3. SENSITIVE ECOLOGICAL AREAS:  Sensitive 

ecological areas include wetlands, rivers or 
creeks, marsh areas and land dedicated for open 
space.  The U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service 
National Wetlands Inventory database depicted 
designated wetlands along the Guadalupe River 
approximately 0.15 mile east-northeast.  
Additional wetlands were located around several 
vicinity ponds as well as along the San Francisco 
Bay wetlands just over a mile northwest. 

 
4. FLOODING: FEMA Flood Insurance Map 

Community Panel No. 06085C0062J, dated 
February 19, 2014, depicts the subject property 
within flood zone AH.  FEMA defines Flood Zone 
AH as a special flood hazard area subject to 
inundation by the 1% annual chance flood to 
depths of 1 to 3 feet with the base flood elevation 
determined at 8 feet.   

 
5. MASS WASTING: No physical evidence of mass 

wasting, such as landslides or ground 
subsidence, was observed at the property. 

6. OIL AND GAS WELLS: The California 
Department of Conservation, Department of Oil, 
Gas and Geothermal Resources (DOGGR) map 
shows oil and natural gas production wells 
located in the State of California. According to the 
map, no oil or gas wells are located on the 
subject or adjoining properties. 

 
D. SITE CHARACTERISTICS 
 
1. PARKING: Surface parking lots are located along 

the western and eastern property perimeters. 
 
2. ROADWAYS: Calle del Mundo borders the 

subject property to the south.  There are no 
roadways on the subject property.  

 
3. FENCES: Chain-link and slatted chain-link 

fencing is located along the northern and eastern 
property lines, as well as along the northern 
portion of the western property line.  Chain link 
fencing divides the exterior yard areas of the 
different tenants and segregates the yard areas 
from the parking areas.   

 
4. OUTSIDE STORAGE:  Outside storage areas 

are present adjoining north and east of the 
building, occupied by Centerline Precision (2265) 
and north and west of the building, occupied by 
Real Pack (2275). 
 
Centerline storage areas include a corrugated 
metal awning-covered area where drums of metal 
shavings, assorted equipment and other debris 
and a flammable materials storage cabinet were 
observed.  Also beneath the awning was a pre-
fabricated wood shed within which were stored 
paper files and other non-hazardous items.  At 
the northeastern corner of the property was a 
second pre-fabricated wood shed with an 
elevated wooden floor utilized for hazardous 
materials and waste storage.  Materials stored 
within the shed, primarily oil and oil/water waste, 
are discussed in Sections F.2 and F.3. 
 
Real Pack storage areas include a similar 
awning-covered area at the northern end of the 
building.  A propane cylinder storage cage and 
small flammable materials storage cabinet were 
observed (Section F.2), as was a significant 
quantity of foam packing material.  Storage by 
Real Pack in the side yard included a roofed 
overhang covering lumber and wooden packing 
crates.  Additional lumber and crate storage was 
observed outside of the overhang within the side 
yard.   
 

5. BASEMENTS: No basements are present on the 
subject property. 
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6. EASEMENTS: No known easements are located 
on the subject property, except for those 
associated with utilities.  

 
7. WELLS:  The Santa Clara Valley Water District 

(SCVWD) reported no wells on the subject 
property. No evidence of monitoring, production, 
dry, domestic water, irrigation or injection wells 
was observed. 
 

8. SUMPS:  No sumps were observed on the 
subject property.  
 

9. CATCH BASINS: Catch basins were not 
observed on the subject property. 

 
10. PONDS: No ponds or other bodies of water were 

observed on the subject property. 
 
11. SEWAGE SYSTEM: The subject property is 

connected to the municipal sanitary sewer 
system operated by the City of Santa Clara 
Water and Sewer Utilities Department, with 
wastewater treatment through the San Jose-
Santa Clara Water Pollution Control Plant 
(WPCP).     

   
12. POTABLE WATER SYSTEM: There are 

underground water lines at the property. Potable 
water is supplied by the City of Santa Clara 
Water and Sewer Utilities Department.  The 
agency’s 2018 Annual Water Quality Report was 
available on-line, and documented compliance of 
the water provided with all applicable water 
quality standards.  

 
13. WASTEWATER SYSTEMS:  No wastewater 

treatment systems are located on the subject 
property.  The City of Santa Clara had not 
responded to a request for information regarding 
industrial wastewater discharge permits 
associated with the subject property at the time 
this study was completed. 

 
14. POWER DISTRIBUTION SYSTEMS: Electricity 

is provided to the subject property by City of 
Santa Clara Electric and natural gas is provided 
by Pacific Gas & Electric Company (PG&E). 
Overhead power lines traversed the northern 
property perimeter.  No transformers were 
observed.   

 
E. HAZARDOUS MATERIALS IN 

FACILITY AND OPERATIONAL 
SYSTEMS  

 
1. BUILDING STRUCTURE: The building on the 

subject property is of concrete tilt-up construction 
on a concrete slab foundation. 

2. BUILDING MATERIALS: The exterior of the 
building is painted concrete.  Although access to 
the roof was unavailable, based on review of 
aerial photographs it appears covered by a 
membrane material. 

 
Interior wall and ceiling finishes include painted 
and textured gypsum board, painted and 
unpainted concrete, wallpaper, drop-in acoustic 
ceiling tile and exposed ceilings.  Floor finishes 
include unfinished concrete and carpet.   
 
ASBESTOS  

 
As part of this environmental assessment, 
AllWest evaluated the building premises for 
potential ACM.  Based on the age of the building 
on the subject property, constructed in 1980, 
ACM is presumed present.  Presumed ACM 
identified in the building included wallboard, 
ceiling materials, carpet mastic, caulking, 
insulation and roofing materials.  The condition of 
the building materials was generally good.   
 
If renovation or demolition of the building is under 
consideration, the presumed ACM, as well as any 
additional suspect materials encountered during 
demolition/renovation activities, should be 
analyzed for asbestos content and appropriately 
abated.  An O&M plan should be prepared to 
manage presumed materials in-place prior to 
abatement. 
    
LEAD BASED PAINT  
 
As part of this environmental assessment, 
AllWest also evaluated the building premises for 
potential LBP coatings.  Due to the age of the 
structure on the subject property, constructed 
after 1978, painted surfaces are not suspected to 
include LBP.   
 

3. MECHANICAL AND HVAC SYSTEMS: HVAC 
units were observed on the building roof through 
review of aerial photographs.  Individual ceiling-
mounted heaters were observed within 
warehouse/assembly areas. 

 
4. BUILDING EQUIPMENT:  Building equipment 

was not observed at the subject property. 
 

5. INDUSTRIAL EQUIPMENT:  Process-specific 
industrial equipment was observed within each 
tenant space as well as in the exterior yard 
areas.   

 
Machining equipment, including self-contained 
machining units, saws and grinders, was 
observed within the Centerline Precision suite 
(2265).  In the Centerline Precision yard area 
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north of the building, two compressors were 
observed.  One compressor with associated 
pressure tank was located beneath a wood 
awning; the second compressor was located 
within a wooden shed.  Significant oil staining of 
the asphalt was observed, appearing to originate 
from the compressors and extend across the 
northern asphalt-paved portion of the property to 
and beneath the chain-link fence at the property 
line (Section G.2). 
 
Building equipment observed within the Global 
Manufacturing suite (2273) was limited to a 
ventilation hood over a soldering station. 

 
Table saws, hand-held tools and a hot melt 
sprayer were observed within the Real Pack 
crate assembly/warehouse area (2275).  In the 
Real Pack yard area at the northwestern corner 
of the property, a tarp covered structure housed 
two compressors.  In a slatted chain-link fence 
enclosure north of the building, an additional 
compressor was observed.  A propane forklift 
also was operating within the Real Pack 
warehouse and yard area.   

 
F. TOXIC AND FLAMMABLE 

MATERIALS, COMPRESSED 
GASES AND PETROCHEMICALS 

 
1. MANUFACTURE/USE: Manufacturing is not 

conducted on the subject property and was not 
reported historically.  Current tenants conduct 
metal machining and wooden packing crate and 
electronic cable assembly.  
 
Initially, the subject property was agriculturally 
cultivated.  Previous tenants of the existing 
building utilized the suites for similar activities, as 
well as plumbing and mechanical contracting and 
activities associated with an optical/coating 
company. 
 

2. STORAGE:  Small quantities of hazardous 
materials were observed in each of the three 
tenant suites, as well as in exterior yard areas.   
 
Within the Centerline Precision machine shop 
area (2265) were observed very small containers 
of lubricants stored adjoining/on the machines, a 
few cans of spray paint on shelves, two 5-gallon 
containers of Blasocut (lubricant/coolant) on the 
concrete floor and a few 1-quart to 1-gallon 
containers of assorted cleaners in a sink area.   
 
A flammable materials storage cabinet in the 
Centerline Precision storage area north of the 
building housed multiple 1-quart or less 
containers of paints, lubricants, alcohols, etc.  

Within the hazardous materials/waste storage 
shed were observed eight 5-gallon pails of oil 
stored within secondary containment.  Empty 5-
gallon pails of Blasocut were observed on a 
concrete pad adjoining the storage shed. 
 
Hazardous materials observed within the Global 
Manufacturing assembly area (2273) included a 
few 1-quart containers of assorted cleaning 
solutions in work areas.  One flammable 
materials storage cabinet in the suite housed 
approximately eight 1-gallon containers of 
soldering flux, as well as a few cans of spray 
paint, aerosol flux remover and cutting fluid. 
 
Hazardous materials storage within the Real 
Pack assembly/warehouse area (2275) was 
limited to hot glue within the hot melt sprayer unit 
and a few cans of spray paint.  A propane 
storage cage in the Real Pack yard area north of 
the building housed 12 cylinders of propane for 
the facility forklift.  Within the compressor 
enclosure were observed one 1-gallon can of 
thinner and 1 quart of paint. 
 
Evidence of spills or releases of the stored 
materials was not observed during our site visit. 
 
Centerline Precision (2265) was included on the 
CERS database in the regulatory agency 
database report (Section H).  The listing was as a 
chemical storage facility.  Documentation for 
Centerline Precision provided by the SCFD 
included a 2005 hazardous materials inventory 
documenting one 55-gallon drum hydraulic oil 
and one 55-gallon drum Way Lube.  A 2006 
inventory documented two 55-gallon drums of 
coolant, one 55-gallon drum of hydraulic oil and 
one 55-gallon drum of solvent refined light 
paraffin distillate.  2008 and 2012 inventories 
were limited to two 55-gallon drums of the 
distillate and a 2018 inventory documented only 
one 55-gallon drum of oil water (likely a waste).   
 
Previous hazardous materials storage at the 
subject property was documented through the 
regulatory agency database report and SCFD. 
Previous building tenant Clark Precision Sheet 
Metal (2275) was included on the CERS 
database as a chemical storage facility.  
Hazardous materials information for Clark 
Precision Sheetmetal obtained from the SCFD 
included 2009 and 2011 hazardous materials 
inventories documenting 1,344 cubic feet 
compressed argon and 291 cubic feet helium.  
 
Based on the business types and hazardous 
waste generator listings (Section F.3) for other 
previous property occupants, these tenants also 
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likely utilized small quantities of hazardous 
materials at the site.    
 

3. GENERATION & DISPOSAL: Hazardous waste 
is generated at the property by Centerline 
Precision (2265).  Wastes were stored in the 
storage shed on the northeastern corner of the 
property.  Observed within the shed were four 55-
gallon drums of used oil/water labeled as 
hazardous waste and stored on a secondary 
containment pallet or within a secondary 
containment trough.  One additional 55-gallon 
drum was labeled as RCRA hazardous waste 
solid oily debris and absorbent.  Evidence of 
significant spills or releases of the stored wastes 
was not observed.  The shed interior appeared 
very clean and orderly. 
 
Centerline Precision was included on the CERS 
Haz Waste, HAZNET and FINDS databases in 
the regulatory agency database report (Section 
H).  Inclusion on the HAZNET database is the 
result of manifested off-site (appropriate) disposal 
of hazardous materials.  Based on the 
information included in the HAZNET listing, 
approximately 2 tons of unspecified oil-containing 
waste were disposed in 2009, and very small 
quantities of liquids with halogenated organic 
compounds were disposed in 2000.  The FINDS 
listing provided no additional information. 
 
Documentation for Centerline Precision provided 
by the SCFD included a 2006 hazardous waste 
inventory documenting 15 pounds of used 
absorbent and 30 gallons of waste solvents. 
Hazardous waste generator inspection reports 
dated 2000, 2003, 2005, 2008 and 2011 
documented storage of twelve 5-gallon used oil 
containers and up to four 55-gallons drums of 
used oil/coolant.  The 2003 inspection report 
documented storage of a waste oil/coolant drum 
outside without secondary containment.  
Violations in the reports included the need to 
provide secondary containment for stored 
materials and subsequently to clean out the 
secondary containment areas.  It does not 
appear that the hazardous wastes currently 
stored at the facility are included in the 2018 
inventory for the facility. 
 
Former property tenant Veco Custom Optics 
(2273) also was included on the HAZNET 
database in the regulatory agency database 
report (Section H).  Disposal of small quantities of 
liquids with halogenated organic compounds and 
halogenated solvents was documented annually 
between 1994 and 1998.  The SCFD reported no 
documentation for this facility. 
 

Former property tenant Clark Precision 
Sheetmetal (2275) was included on the RCRA 
small quantity generator (SQG), FINDS and 
ECHO databases in the regulatory agency 
database report (Section H).  The SQG listing, 
dated 1986, provided no information on the 
wastes generated, but noted that no violations 
were found; the ECHO listing also documented 
no violations.  No significant information was 
included in the FINDS database.  Clark also was 
included on the CERS Haz Waste database.   
 
Information available for Clark from the SCFD 
included a RCRA registration form from 2008 
noting that the facility generated less than 220 
pounds/month of non-acute hazardous waste 
(conditionally-exempt SQG).  2008 and 2011 
inspection reports documented generation of less 
than 10 gallons per year of used oils.  2009 and 
2011 hazardous waste inventories documented 5 
gallons of used oil. 
 

4. UNDERGROUND STORAGE TANKS:  
No information indicating the current or former 
presence of USTs at the site was encountered in 
information sources available for this study. 
Evidence of current USTs was not observed.   
 

5. ABOVEGROUND STORAGE TANKS:  ASTs 
were not observed or documented at the subject 
property. 
 

G. POLLUTION SOURCES, 
CONTROLS  
AND TREATMENT  

 
1. AIR EMISSIONS: The subject property is not 

included on the Emissions Inventory (EMI) 
database in the EDR radius report (Section H).  
The Bay Area Air Quality Management District 
(BAAQMD) reported no emissions permits for 
current or previous building tenants.  No air 
emissions were observed or otherwise noted at 
the time of the reconnaissance.   
 

2. SOIL AND GROUND WATER:   
 

On-Site - The subject property is not a recorded 
source of soil or ground water contamination. 
Aside from limited surficial staining of soil/dry 
vegetation adjoining the northern fence line, 
appearing associated with leakage from 
compressors located in the Centerline Precision 
storage area, there is no visual or documentary 
evidence the soil and ground water of the 
property have been contaminated by on-site 
activities.  Stained surficial soils adjoining the 
northern property line should be removed 
followed by verification soil sampling.

Occupancy of the subject property by metal 
machining, plumbing and mechanical contracting 
and activities associated with an optical/coating 
company since 1980 is documented.  Existing 
and former tenants were documented as 
utilizing/generating small quantities of materials 
containing halogenated organic compounds, as 
well as oil-containing wastes.  Based on the 
use/generation of these materials over the past 
several decades, residually impacted soil and/or 
ground water may be present at the site. Prior to 
site redevelopment AllWest recommends a 
subsurface assessment to further reduce 
environmental uncertainty.   
 
Application of agricultural chemicals at the site 
may have occurred during the period of 
cultivation before the subject property was 
developed with the existing building. As such, 
AllWest cannot discount the potential for residual 
agricultural chemicals, such as pesticides, 
herbicides and related metals, to remain present 
in near-surface soils.  Pesticides and metals 
should be evaluated prior to any land use 
changes. 
 
Off-Site - There are several cross- to down-
gradient surrounding and/or adjoining sites with 
documented ground water impact by volatile 
organic compounds.  As the source of the ground 
water impact at these sites is undocumented, 
subject site ground water may also be impacted 
with low concentrations of solvents. The vicinity 
sites are discussed in Section H. 
 
As discussed in Section A.10, former use of the 
site adjoining north of the subject property, 
currently developed with the Santa Clara Golf 
and Tennis Club and a BMX racetrack further 
north, was confirmed to be the All Purpose 
Landfill (5400 Lafayette Street) and Santa Clara 
Landfill Disposal (5410 Lafayette Street) (SJMN 
2017).  Both landfills were included on the 
CERCLIS-No Further Remedial Action Planned 
(NFRAP) database in 2015.  At that time, ground 
water flow direction at the former landfills was 
documented to the north-northeast, away from 
the subject property.  Ground water monitoring 
data available on the Geotracker database in 
2015 indicated VOC concentrations in ground 
water in landfill wells near the subject property to 
be beneath RWQCB ESLs for evaluation of 
potential vapor intrusion concern (AllWest 2015).   
 
The two landfills no longer are included on the 
NFRAP database or the Geotracker database; All 
Purpose Landfill remains on the EnviroStor 
database as an historical site (Section H).  Based 
on the available information, the former landfill 
sites appear unlikely to have significantly 

impacted ground water beneath the subject 
property. 
 

3. VAPOR INTRUSION: As part of our assessment, 
AllWest evaluated the potential for vapor 
intrusion into the proposed structure following the 
general methodology outlined in ASTM E-2600-
15, utilizing professional judgment. 
 
The Tier 1 screening assessment was employed 
to determine if a potential vapor intrusion 
condition (VIC) exists at the site. The subject 
property, adjoining properties, and hydraulically 
up-gradient properties were assessed to 
determine known or suspect contaminated sites 
within approximate minimum search distances.  
 
A Tier 1 screening assessment consists of a 
search distance test to identify if there are any 
known or suspected contaminated sites within 
the primary and secondary areas of concern; a 
chemicals of concern test to determine if 
chemicals of concern exist at the known or 
suspected contaminates sites; and a plume test 
to determine whether or not chemicals of concern 
in the contaminated plume may be within the 
critical distance.   
 
The critical distance is defined as the linear 
distance in any direction from the nearest edge of 
the plume to the site.  If the distance from the site 
to the nearest edge of a petroleum hydrocarbon 
plume is less than 30 feet or less than 100 feet 
for non-petroleum chemicals of concern, then it is 
presumed that a potential vapor intrusion 
condition (pVIC) exists and additional screening 
may be necessary.  
 
The potential for a VIC from current and historical 
land use activities is considered low due to the 
available documentation which suggests no 
significant visual or olfactory evidence of 
petroleum hydrocarbon or volatile organic 
compound (VOC) contamination that has 
migrated to the ground water or which has 
significantly impacted the soil from current or 
historical activities at the site.  
 
The potential for a VIC from surrounding land use 
is considered low due to the absence of suspect 
sites impacted with significant concentrations of 
petroleum hydrocarbons or VOCs within 30/100 
linear feet of the subject property.   
  
METHANE: The subject property is not located 
within 1,000 feet of an active landfill, an active oil 
well or an abandoned/inactive oil well.  Therefore, 
methane is not expected to be a concern.   
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4. SOLID WASTE: Municipal trash and recycling 
dumpsters were staged at various locations 
within the facility parking lots/yard areas.  Mission 
Trail Waste Systems provides waste disposal 
service for the property.  A debris box was staged 
in the Real Pack (2275) yard area, appearing 
utilized for disposal of wood debris. 
 

5. MEDICAL WASTE: Current or previous 
generation of medical waste was not documented 
or observed on the subject property.   

 
H. REGULATORY DATABASE 

SEARCH 
 

To identify the site's potential listing in 
environmental databases and evaluate off-site 
environmental concerns, AllWest reviewed a site-
specific radius report provided by EDR, which 
searched regulatory agency lists/ databases for 
recorded sites within the industry standard search 
radii.  The purpose of the records search was to 
assess the potential presence of hazardous 
substance contamination at the subject site as a 
result of activities conducted on properties within 
the ASTM-designated search distances.  A list of 
the state and federal regulatory databases 
searched, summary of findings and detailed 
records are presented in Appendix A.   
 
Regulatory-listed sites and high-risk historical 
facilities identified by EDR as being within their 
approximate minimum search distances from the 
subject property on the ASTM-required databases 
are listed in Table 1 as well as being summarized 
in Appendix A and their respective locations 
identified by number in Appendix A’s figures. The 
number of sites shown in Table 1 may not exactly 
reflect what is provided in the EDR report due to 
multiple (duplicate) listings, outdated (historical 
databases), and differing minimum search radii as 
specified in ASTM E 1527-13. Additionally, some 
map locations shown on the EDR figures refer to 
more than one site, some sites are listed multiple 
times in the EDR report and some map locations 
shown on the EDR figures were determined by 
AllWest to be incorrect. 
 
The EDR report listed one orphan site (sites which 
addresses are as inadequate or incomplete as to 
render locating the site on a map ineffective) that 
could be within the approximate minimum search 
distances on the ASTM-required databases. By 
using other sources of information to locate and 
evaluate the orphan site listed by EDR, it is not 
believed to be associated with the subject or 
adjoining properties, or to be a significant concern 
to the subject property. 
 

When reviewing the EDR report, AllWest was 
particularly interested in the regulatory status of 
sites within the search radius that were adjoining 
or hydraulically up-gradient to the subject site. In 
general, only up-gradient hazardous materials 
release sites represent a potential environmental 
impact to the subject property. Chemical release 
sites located hydraulically down-gradient or cross-
gradient (perpendicular) are considered unlikely to 
impact the subject property. Ground water flow 
direction in the vicinity of the subject property, 
although appearing variable, has been 
documented predominantly towards the 
southeast, making properties located northwest 
up-gradient.   
 
For small-quantity use of hazardous materials 
and small-quantity generation of hazardous 
waste, current tenant Centerline Precision and 
former tenants Veco Custom Optics and Clark 
Precision Sheetmetal were included on one or 
more of the following databases. 

 
HAZNET   The California Environmental 

Protection Agency (DTSC) “Haznet” 
list includes information on sites 
which submit hazardous wastes 
manifests for off-site transportation 
and disposal of hazardous waste.  
The listings are discussed in 
Section F.3, as well as in the 
following discussion. 

 
RCRIS SQG The Federal EPA's RCRIS "Small 

Quantity Generator" (SQG) list 
includes information on sites which 
generate, transport, store, treat 
and/or dispose of hazardous waste 
as defined by the RCRA.  The 
listing is discussed in Section F.3, 
as well as in the following 
discussion. 

 
CERS   The California Environmental 

Protection Agency (DTSC) 
Regulated Site Portal database 
information is included on the CERS 
database, including a variety of 
information from state and federal 
databases regarding an overview of 
regulated activities.  The site listings 
are discussed in Sections F.2 and 
F.3. 

 
FINDS The Federal EPA's Facility Index 

System (FINDS) database contains 
facility information and "pointers" to 
other sources that contain more 
information on the storage and 
transportation of hazardous 
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materials or waste.  No significant 
information was included in the 
database listing. 

 
ECHO The EPA’s Enforcement & 

Compliance History Information 
(ECHO) list is an integrated 

compliance and enforcement 
information database for regulated 
facilities nationwide. The site listing 
is summarized in Section F.3. 

 
A summary of the on- and off-site database listings 
is included in Table 1.

1. U.S. Environmental Protection Agency: National 
Priority List (NPL) 
 
The NPL is an U.S. Environmental Protection Agency 
(USEPA) database listing of the United States’ worst 
uncontrolled or abandoned hazardous waste sites. NPL 

sites are targeted for possible long-term remedial 
action under the Comprehensive Environmental 
Response, Compensation, and Liability Act (CERCLA) 
of 1980. In addition, the NPL Report includes 
information concerning cleanup agreements between 
the U.S. EPA and Potentially Responsible Parties 
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(commonly called Records of Decision or RODS), any 
liens filed against contaminated properties, as well as 
the past and current U.S. EPA budget expenditures 
tracked within the Superfund Consolidated 
Accomplishments Plan (SCAP). The list publication 
date is December 2017. The search radius for NPL is 
one mile. 
 
The subject property is not listed on the NPL.  
 
There is one NPL site within one mile of the subject 
property, South Bay Asbestos Area at the foot of 
Liberty Street and the Guadalupe River.  The South 
Bay Asbestos Area site is located approximately 0.64 
mile north-northwest from the subject property.  
Although up-gradient based on the ground water flow 
direction in the immediate vicinity of the subject 
property, the South Bay Asbestos Area likely is down-
gradient based on proximity to the San Francisco 
Bay.  The South Bay Asbestos area is included on the 
NPL for the presence of asbestos-containing fill in the 
area.  As remedial measures have been taken and 
the contamination issue is not one which would be 
spread through ground water migration, the NPL site 
is not of significant concern to the subject property. 
 

2. California Department of Toxic Substance 
Control: Equivalent National Priority List 
(RESPONSE) 
 
The RESPONSE database is a California Department 
of Toxic Substances Control (DTSC) database listing 
of the State of California’s NPL-equivalent sites. 
These confirmed release sites are generally high-
priority and have a high potential risk. They are those 
where the DTSC is involved in remediation of the site. 
The list publication date is January 2018. The search 
radius for RESPONSE is one mile. 
 
The subject property is not listed on RESPONSE. 
 
There is one RESPONSE site within one mile of the 
subject property. SVTC Technologies at 3901 N. First 
Street is located more than ½ mile cross-gradient of 
the subject property and therefore is unlikely to be of 
significant concern.     
 

3. U.S. Environmental Protection Agency: Resource 
Conservation and Recovery Information System 
(RCRIS) Corrective Action (CORRACTS) Facilities 
 
The RCRIS CORRACTS database contains 
information pertaining to hazardous waste treatment, 
storage, and disposal facilities (RCRA TSDFs) which 
have conducted, or are currently conducting, a 
corrective action(s) as regulated under the Resource 
Conservation and Recovery Act (RCRA). The list 
publication date is December 2017.  The search 
radius for CORRACTS is one mile.  The following 

information is included within the CORRACTS 
database: 

 
 Information pertaining to the status of facilities 

tracked by the RCRA Administrative Action 
Tracking System (RAATS); 

 Inspections & evaluations conducted by 
Federal and state agencies; all reported 
facility violations, the environmental statute(s) 
violated, and any proposed & actual penalties; 
and 

 Information pertaining to corrective actions 
undertaken by the facility or U.S. EPA. 

 
The subject property is not listed on CORRACTS.  
There are no CORRACTS sites within 1 mile of the 
subject property.    
 

4. U.S. Environmental Protection Agency: Superfund 
Enterprise Management System (SEMS) – 
Formerly CERCLIS 
 
The U.S. EPA’s SEMS database is a newly-
implemented application that integrates the former 
CERLIS database, the Superfund Document 
Management System (SDMS) and a few additional 
internal EPA applications.  The SEMS database is a 
listing of hazardous waste sites, potentially hazardous 
waste sites and remedial activities performed in 
support of the Superfund Program pursuant to 
Section 103 of the Comprehensive Environmental 
Response, Compensation and Liability Act 
(CERCLA). SEMS sites have either been 
investigated, or are currently under investigation, by 
the U.S. EPA for the release or threatened release of 
hazardous substances. The SEMS list also includes 
sites which are either proposed for listing or are listed 
on the NPL, or which are in the screening and 
assessment phase for possible NPL inclusion. The list 
publication date is December 2017.  The search 
radius for SEMS is ½ mile. 
 
The subject property is not listed on SEMS.  There 
are no SEMS site within ½ mile of the subject 
property.  
 

5. U.S. Environmental Protection Agency: SEMS-
Archive – Formerly CERCLIS NFRAP 
 
The U.S. ESA has replaced the CERCLIS No Further 
Remedial Action Planned (NFRAP) database with the 
SEMS-Archive database.  SEMS-Archive tracks sites 
that have no further interest to the EPA under the 
Superfund Program based on available information.   
Listing on the Archive database indicates that to the 
best of EPAs’ knowledge, no further steps will be 
taken to list the site on the NPL. The U.S. EPA may 
perform a minimal level of assessment at a SEMS-
Archive site if new information becomes available, 
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however.  Listing on the SEMS-Archive database 
does not necessarily indicate there is no hazard 
associated with the site, only that the site is not 
judged to be a potential NPL site.  The list publication 
date is December 2017.  The search radius for 
SEMS-Archive is ½ mile. 
 
The subject property is not listed on SEMS-ARCHIVE.  
There are no SEMS-ARCHIVE sites within ½ mile of 
the subject property.      
 

6. U.S. Environmental Protection Agency: Resource 
Conservation and Recovery Act Information 
System (RCRIS) Treatment, Storage, and Disposal 
(TSD) Facilities 
 
The RCRIS-TSDF is a U.S. EPA listing of facilities 
that were permitted under RCRA to perform on-site 
treatment, storage, or disposal of hazardous wastes. 
The sites listed in RCRIS-TSDF do not necessarily 
pose an environmental threat to the surrounding 
properties because the TSDF permit imposes 
stringent monitoring and reporting requirements. The 
list publication date is December 2017.  The search 
radius for RCRIS-TSDF is ½ mile.  The following 
information is also included in the RCRIS TSDF 
database: 
 

 Information pertaining to the status of 
facilities tracked by the RCRA Administrative 
Action Tracking System (RAATS); 

 
 Inspections & evaluations conducted by 

federal and state agencies; and 
 
 All reported facility violations, the 

environmental statute(s) violated, and any 
proposed & actual penalties. 

 
The subject property is not listed as a RCRIS TSDF 
facility.  There are no RCRIS TSDF facilities within ½ 
mile of the subject property.   

 
7. U.S. Environmental Protection Agency: Resource 

Conservation and Recovery Information System 
(RCRIS) Generators List 
 
The RCRIS generators list is a US EPA listing of 
facilities that generate hazardous wastes or meet 
other applicable waste generating requirements under 
RCRA. The sites listed in the RCRIS Generator List 
have not necessarily released hazardous waste into 
the environment and may not necessarily pose an 
environmental threat to the surrounding properties. 
These listed sites are required to properly contain the 
wastes generated and remove their wastes from the 
site within 90 days. Furthermore, the facilities that 
report waste generation activities are more inclined to 
perform the required monitoring.  The list publication 
date is December 2017. The search radius for the 

RCRIS Generator List is the Site and adjoining 
properties. 
 
The subject property is listed on the RCRIS SQG 
database for former property occupant Clark 
Precision Sheetmetal (2275).  Details of the type of 
waste generated were not provided; no violations 
were noted.  The listing was further discussed in 
Section F.3. 
 
There are two additional RCRIS Generators listed on 
adjoining properties, but neither appears to be current 
occupants at the reported locations.  EPZ at 2262 
Calle del Mundo was a large-quantity generator 
(LQG) listed in 2011; G&K Metal Finishing at 2307 
Calle del Mundo was a SQG listed in 1996.  As the 
facilities are not also included on databases indicative 
of releases, the Generators listings are not of 
significant concern. 
 

8. U.S. Environmental Protection Agency: 
Emergency Response Notification System (ERNS) 
List 

 
The Emergency Response Notification System 
(ERNS) list is a USEPA-maintained list of reported 
incidents that concerning the sudden and/or 
accidental release of hazardous substances, including 
petroleum, into the environment.  The list publication 
date is January 2018. The search radius for ERNS is 
the subject property. 
 
The subject property is not listed on the ERNS list. 
 

9. California Department of Toxic Substances 
Control (DTSC): EnviroStor Sites 
 
The EnviroStor database is a DTSC listing of sites 
under investigation that could be actually or 
potentially contaminated and that may present a 
possible threat to human health and the environment.  
The list publication date is January 2018. The search 
radius for EnviroStor is one mile. 
 
The subject property is not included on the EnviroStor 
database. 
 
There are 22 EnviroStor sites located within one mile 
of the subject property.  Two of the EnviroStor sites 
adjoin the subject property and one additional site is 
located within 1/8 mile.  One additional site is located 
within 1/3 mile in the anticipated up-gradient direction.   
 
Nu-Metal Finishing at 2262 Calle del Mundo, 
adjoining south, and Italix Company at 2232 Calle del 
Mundo, 0.04 mile down-gradient, are listed as having 
tiered permits and being inactive sites needing 
evaluation as related to the permitting.  Both Nu-Metal 
Finishing and Italix Company have wastewater 
treatment systems.  Based on the rationale for listing 
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on the EnviroStor database, these facilities are 
unlikely to be of significant concern to the subject 
property. 
 
Coatek Inc. at 2272 Calle del Mundo, adjoining south 
and generally cross- to down-gradient, also was listed 
as having a tiered permit and as an inactive site 
needing evaluation.  The listing likely is related to 
operation of a wastewater treatment system.  Based on 
information available in the AllWest archives from 
previous assessments, there was documentation in 
1995 of nickel, copper, oil & grease, and 
trichloroethylene (TCE) in ground water at the Coatek 
site at concentrations exceeding RWQCB ESLs for 
ground water that is a current or potential drinking 
water resource; the TCE concentration did not exceed 
the ESL for evaluation of potential vapor intrusion 
concerns however.  The source of the contaminants 
reportedly was unclear as use of significant quantities 
of the detected materials was not reported at the site 
(AllWest 2015).  Based on the proximity of this site 
and the lack of a clear source for the detected 
contaminants, AllWest assesses the potential for 
similar ground water impact to exist beneath the 
subject property to be moderately low. 
 
All Purpose Landfill at 5401 Lafayette Street, 
approximately 0.24 mile down-gradient per flow 
determination on the former landfill, was listed as an 
historical site for the presence of asbestos-containing 
materials and impacted soil.  Based on the distance 
and reported impact to soil, this site is unlikely to be of 
significant concern to the subject property. 
 
Based on the distance and/or direction of the other 
EnviroStor sites from the subject property, they are 
unlikely to be of significant concern. 

 
10. California Department of Toxic Substances 

Control: Toxic Pits Cleanup Act Sites (Toxic Pits) 
 
The TPCA is a California Department of Toxic 
Substances Control (DTSC) listing of hazardous waste 
cleanup sites regulated pursuant to the California Toxic 
Pits Cleanup Act (Toxic Pits). The list publication date 
is July 1995.The search radius for TPCA is one mile. 
 
The subject property is not listed on the TPCA Sites 
list. There are no TPCA sites within one mile of the 
subject property. 
 

11. California Regional Water Quality Control Board: 
Cleanup Program Sites (CPS)-Spills, Leaks, 
Investigations and Cleanup (SLIC) 
 
The CPS-SLIC is a California Regional Water Quality 
Control Board (RWQCB) listing of sites that have 
reported spills, leaks, investigative activities and/or 
cleanup actions.  The list publication date is March 
2018. The search radius for CPS-SLIC is ½ mile. 

The subject property is not listed on the CPS-SLIC 
database. 
 
There are five CPS-SLIC sites within ½ mile of the 
subject property, all located in anticipated cross- to 
down-gradient locations.   
 
The Richard and Donna Wills Revocable Trust site at 
2301 Calle de Luna, approximately 0.10 mile cross- to 
down-gradient, is documented as having 1,1,1-
trichloroethane (TCA) and tetrachloroethylene (PCE) 
in ground water.  Additionally, the property at 2278 
Calle de Luna, approximately 0.12 mile cross- to 
down-gradient also is documented as having ground 
water impact by chlorinated hydrocarbons.  Although 
the sites are located in anticipated cross- to down-
gradient locations, based on the proximity, regulatory 
status of Open and contaminants and media of 
impact, AllWest assesses the potential for similar 
ground water impact to exist beneath the subject 
property to be moderately low.   
 
Based on the distance, direction and/or regulatory 
status of the remaining SLIC sites, they appear 
unlikely to be of significant concern.   
 

12. California Integrated Waste Management Board: 
Solid Waste Information System (SWF/LF) Facilities 

 
The SWF/LF is a California Integrated Waste 
Management Board (CIWMB) listing of all permitted 
active, inactive, or closed landfills.  The list publication 
date is February 2018. The search radius for SWF/LF 
is ½ mile. 
 
The subject property is not listed on the SWF/LF list.  
There are no SWF/LF sites within ½ mile of the subject 
property. 

 
13. California Regional Water Quality Control Board: 

Leaking Underground Storage Tanks (LUST) 
 

The LUST list is a California RWQCB listing of sites 
that have reported leaking underground storage 
tanks.  A site may be listed on LUST by reporting the 
tank system(s) failed tank testing, that routine 
monitoring of tank system(s) showed evidence of 
leakage, or that verification sampling during tank 
removal showed subsurface contamination.  The list 
publication date is March 2018. The search radius for 
the LUST list is ½ mile. 
 
Fuel leak case research conducted at the Lawrence 
Livermore National Laboratory (LLNL) indicates that 
attenuation and degradation play major roles in 
reducing hydrocarbon in ground water to non-
detectable levels within several hundred feet of the 
contaminant source.  Research findings indicate that 
in over 90 percent of the petroleum hydrocarbon 
cases, ground water contaminant plumes do not 
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extend more than 250 feet from the source.  The 
mobility of a gasoline additive called Methyl tertiary-
Butyl Ether (MTBE) is currently being researched.  
Preliminary findings indicate that MTBE is highly 
soluble in water and moves easily through soil 
particles and into ground water where it may spread 
over a distance greater than 250 feet. MTBE will 
transfer to ground water from gasoline leaking from 
USTs, pipelines, car emissions into the atmosphere 
and other components of gasoline vapor distribution.  
MTBE has been an additive to gasoline since 
approximately 1985, but banned in California since 
2004. 
 
The subject property is not listed on the LUST 
database.    
 
There are two LUST listings for one site within ½ mile 
of the subject property.  Bill Doran Co. at 2200 Calle 
de Luna, approximately 0.06 mile cross-gradient, has 
a status of Case Closed.  Based on the cross-gradient 
location and regulatory status, it is unlikely to be of 
significant concern to the subject property. 
  

14. California Water Resources Control Board: 
Registered Underground Storage Tank (RUST) 
and Aboveground Storage Tank (RAST) Lists 

 
The California Water Resources Control Board 
Underground Storage Tank Program maintains a list of 
registered underground storage tanks (RUSTs) and 
registered aboveground storage tanks (RASTs) in the 
site area.  The RUST list publication date is March 
2018 and the RAST list publication date is July 2016.  
The sites listed on the RAST and RUST lists have not 
necessarily released hazardous substances into the 
environment and may not necessarily pose an 
environmental threat to the surrounding properties.  
Since Federal and California UST regulations require 
periodic monitoring for UST leakage and the immediate 
reporting of evidence of UST leakage, only those sites 
listed on the leaking underground storage tank (LUST) 
list typically have the potential of environmental impact.  
The search radius for the RUST and RAST lists is the 
site and adjoining properties. 
 
The subject property is not listed on the RUST or 
RAST databases.  There are no RUST or RAST 
listings on properties adjoining the subject property.     
 

15. California Department of Toxic Substances 
Control: Hazardous Waste Information System 
(HAZNET) List 

 
The data on the HAZNET list is extracted from the 
copies of hazardous waste manifests received each 
year by the DTSC. The annual volume of manifests is 
typically 700,000 - 1,000,000 annually, representing 
approximately 350,000 - 500,000 shipments. Data are 
from the manifests are submitted without correction, 

and therefore many contain some invalid values for 
data elements such as generator ID, TSD ID, waste 
category, and disposal method. The list publication 
date is December 2016. The search radius for 
HAZNET is the site.

1. AllWest shall charge for work performed by its personnel at the rates identified in the Work Authorization.  These rates are subject to reasonable increases by 
AllWest upon giving Client 30 days advance notice.  Reimbursable Costs will be charged to the Client in addition to the fees for the basic services under this 
Agreement and all Additional Services (defined below) under the Agreement.  Reimbursable Costs include, but are not limited to, expenses for travel, including 
transportation, meals, lodging, long distance telephone and other related expenses, as well as the costs of reproduction of all drawings for the Client's use, costs for 
specifications and type-written reports, permit and approval fees, automobile travel reimbursement, costs and fees of subcontractors, and soil and other materials testing.  
No overtime is accrued for time spent in travel.  All costs incurred which relate to the services or materials provided by a contractor or subcontractor to AllWest shall be 
invoiced by AllWest on the basis of cost plus twenty percent (20%).  Automobile travel reimbursement shall be at the rate of fifty- eight cents ($0.58) per mile.  All 
other reimbursable costs shall be invoiced and billed by AllWest at the rate of 1.1 times the direct cost to AllWest.  Reimbursable costs will be charged to the client only 
as outlined in the Work Authorization if the scope of work is for Phase I Environmental Site Assessment, Property Condition Assessment, Seismic Assessment or 
ALTA survey.  Invoices for work performed shall be submitted monthly.  Payment will be due upon receipt of invoice.  Client shall pay interest on the balance of 
unpaid invoices which are overdue by more than 30 days, at a rate of 18% per annum as well as all attorney fees and costs incurred by AllWest to secure payment of 
unpaid invoices.  AllWest may waive such fees at its sole discretion.  

 
STANDARD OF CARE 

 
2. AllWest will perform its work in accordance with the standard of care of its industry, as it is at the time of the work being performed, and applicable in the locale 
of the work being performed.  AllWest makes no other warranties, express or implied regarding its work.   

 
LIMITATION OF REMEDIES 

 
3. Client expressly agrees that to the fullest extent permitted by law, Client’s remedies for any liability incurred by AllWest, and/or its employees or agents, for any 
and all claims arising from AllWest’s services, shall be $50,000 or its fees, whichever is greater.   
 
Client may request a higher limitation of remedies, but must do so in writing.  Upon such written request, AllWest may agree to increase this limit in exchange for a 
mutually negotiated higher fee commensurate with the increased risk to AllWest.  Any such agreed increase in fee and limitation of remedies amount must be 
memorialized by written agreement which expressly amends the terms of this clause.   
 
As used in this section, the term "limitation of remedies" shall apply to claims of any kind, including, but not limited to, claims brought in contract, tort, strict liability, 
or otherwise, for any and all injuries, claims, losses, expenses, or damages whatsoever arising out of or in any way related to AllWest’s services or the services of 
AllWest’s subcontractors, consultants, agents, officers, directors, and employees from any cause(s).  AllWest shall not be liable for any claims of loss of profits or any 
other indirect, incidental, or consequential damages of any nature whatsoever.  Client & AllWest have specifically negotiated this limitation.   

 
INDEMNIFICATION 

 
4. Notwithstanding any other provision of this Agreement, Client agrees, to the fullest extent permitted by law, to waive any claim against, release from any liability 
or responsibility for, and , indemnify and hold harmless AllWest, its employees, agents and sub-consultants (collectively, Consultant) from and against any and all 
damages, liabilities, claims, actions or costs of any kind, including reasonable attorney’s fees and defense costs, arising or alleged to arise out of or to be in any way 
connected with the Project or the performance or non-performance of Consultant of any services under this Agreement, excepting only any such liabilities determined 
by a court or other forum of competent jurisdiction to have been caused by the negligence or willful misconduct of Consultant.  This provision shall be in addition to 
any rights of indemnity that Consultant may have under the law and shall survive and remain in effect following the termination of this Agreement for any reason.  
Should any part of this provision be determined to be unenforceable, AllWest and Client agree that the rest of the provision shall apply to the maximum extent 
permitted by law.  The Client’s duty to defend AllWest shall arise immediately upon tender of any matter potentially covered by the above obligations to indemnify and 
hold harmless. 

 
MEDIATION & JUDICIAL REFERENCE 

 
5. In an effort to resolve any conflicts or disputes that arise regarding the performance of this agreement, the Client & AllWest agree that all such disputes shall be 
submitted to non-binding mediation, using a mutually agreed upon mediation service experienced in the resolution of construction disputes.  Unless the parties mutually 
agree otherwise, such mediation shall be a condition precedent to the initiation of any other adjudicative proceedings.  It is further agreed that any dispute that is not 
settled pursuant to such mediation shall be adjudicated by a court appointed referee in accordance with the Judicial Reference procedures as set forth in California Code 
of Civil Procedure Section 638 et seq.  The parties hereby mutually agree to waive any right to a trial by jury regarding any dispute arising out of this agreement. 
 
The parties further agree to include a similar mediation, Judicial Reference & waiver of jury trial provision in their agreements with other independent contractors & 
consultants retained for the project and require them to similarly agree to these dispute resolution procedures.  The cost of said Mediation shall be split equally between 
the parties.  This agreement to mediate shall be specifically enforceable under the prevailing law of the jurisdiction in which this agreement was signed. 

 
HAZARDOUS WASTE 

 
6. Client acknowledges that AllWest and its sub-contractors have played no part in the creation of any hazardous waste, pollution sources, nuisance, or chemical or 
industrial disposal problem, which may exist, and that AllWest has been retained for the sole purpose of performing the services set out in the scope of work within this 
Agreement, which may include, but is not necessarily limited to such services as assisting the Client in assessing any problem which may exist and in assisting the 
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Client in formulating a remedial program.  Client acknowledges that while necessary for investigations, commonly used exploration methods employed by AllWest 
may penetrate through contaminated materials and serve as a connecting passageway between the contaminated material and an uncontaminated aquifer or 
groundwater, possibly inducing cross contamination. While back-filling with grout or other means, according to a state of practice design is intended to provide a seal 
against such passageway, it is recognized that such a seal may be imperfect and that there is an inherent risk in drilling borings of performing other exploration methods 
in a hazardous waste site. 
 
AllWest will not sign or execute hazardous waste manifests or other waste tracking documents on behalf of Client unless Client specifically establishes AllWest as an 
express agent of Client under a written agency agreement approved by AllWest.  In addition, Client agrees that AllWest shall not be required to sign any documents, no 
matter requested by whom, that would have the effect of AllWest providing any form of certification, guarantee, or warranty as to any matter or to opine on conditions 
for which the existence AllWest cannot ascertain.  Client also agrees that it shall never seek or otherwise attempt to have AllWest provide any form of such 
certification, guarantee or warranty in exchange for resolution of any disputes between Client and AllWest, or as a condition precedent to making payment to AllWest 
for fees and costs owing under this Agreement.   
 
Client understands and agrees that AllWest is not, and has no responsibility as, a generator, operator, treater, storer, transporter , arranger or disposer of hazardous or 
toxic substances found or identified at the site, including investigation-derived waste.  The Client shall undertake and arrange for the removal, treatment, storage, 
disposal and/or treatment of hazardous material and investigation derived waste (such as drill cuttings) and further, assumes full responsibility for such wastes to the 
complete exclusion of any responsibility, duty or obligation upon AllWest.  AllWest's responsibilities shall be limited to recommendations regarding such matters and 
assistance with appropriate arrangements if authorized by Client. 

 
FORCE MAJUERE 

 
7. Neither party shall be responsible for damages or delays in performance under this Agreement caused by acts of God, strikes, lockouts, accidents or other events 
or condition (other than financial inability ) beyond the other Party’s reasonable control. 

 
TERMINATION 

 
8. This Agreement may be terminated by either party upon ten  (10) days' written notice should the other party substantially fail to perform in accordance with its 
duties and responsibilities as set forth in this Agreement and such failure to perform is through no fault of the party initiating the termination.  Client agrees that if it 
chooses to terminate AllWest for convenience, and AllWest has otherwise satisfactorily performed its obligations under this Agreement to that point, AllWest shall be 
paid no less than eighty percent (80%) of the contract price, provided, however, that if AllWest shall have completed more than eighty percent of the Work at the time 
of said termination, AllWest shall be compensated as provided in the Work Authorization for all services performed prior to the termination date which fall within the 
scope of work described in the Work Authorization and may as well, at its sole discretion and in accordance with said Schedule of Fees, charge Client, and Client 
agrees to pay AllWest’s reasonable costs and labor in winding up its files and removing equipment and other materials from the Project. 
 
Upon notice of termination by Client to AllWest, AllWest may issue notice of such termination to other consultants, contractors, subcontractors and to governing 
agencies having jurisdiction over the Project, and take such other actions as are reasonably necessary in order to give notice that AllWest is no longer associated with 
the Project and to protect AllWest from claims of liability from the work of others. 

 
DOCUMENTS 

 
9. Any documents prepared by AllWest, including, but not limited to proposals, project specifications, drawings, calculations, plans and maps, and any ideas and 
designs incorporated therein, as well as any reproduction of the above are instruments of service and shall remain the property of AllWest and AllWest retains 
copyrights to these instruments of service.  AllWest grants to Client a non-exclusive license to use these instruments of service for the purpose of completing and 
maintaining the Project.  The Client shall be permitted to retain a copy of any instruments of service, but Client expressly agrees and acknowledges that the instruments 
of service may not be used by the Client on other projects, or for any other purpose, except the project for which they were prepared, unless Client first obtains a written 
agreement expanding the license to such use from AllWest, and with appropriate compensation to AllWest.  Client further agrees that such instruments of service shall 
not be provided to any third parties without the express written permission of AllWest. 
 
Client shall furnish, or cause to be furnished  to AllWest all documents and information known to Client that relate to the identity, location, quantity, nature, or 
characteristics of any asbestos, PCBs, or any other hazardous materials or waste at, on or under the site.  In addition, Client will furnish or cause to be furnished such 
reports, data, studies, plans, specifications, documents and other information on surface or subsurface site conditions, e.g., underground tanks, pipelines and buried 
utilities, required by AllWest for proper performance of its services.  IF Client fails to provide AllWest with all hazardous material subject matter reports including 
geotechnical assessments in its possession during the period that AllWest is actively providing its services (including up to 30 days after its final invoice), Client shall 
release AllWest from any and all liability for risks and damages the Client incurs resulting from its reliance on AllWest’s professional opinion.  AllWest shall be 
entitled to rely upon Client - provided documents and information in performing the services required in this Agreement; however, AllWest assumes no responsibility 
or liability for the accuracy or completeness of Client-provided documents.  Client-provided documents will remain the property of the Client. 

 
ACCESS TO PROJECT 

 
10. Client grants to AllWest the right of access and entry to the Project at all times necessary for AllWest to perform the Work.  If Client is not the owner of the 
Project, then Client represents that Client has full authority to grant access and right of entry to AllWest for the purpose of AllWest's performance of the Work.  This 
right of access and entry extends fully to any agents, employees, contractors or subcontractors of AllWest upon reasonable proof of association with AllWest.  Client’s 
failure to provide such timely access and permission shall constitute a material breach of this Agreement excusing AllWest from performance of its duties under this 
Agreement. 

 
CONFIDENTIAL INFORMATION 

 
11. Both Client and AllWest understand that in conjunction with AllWest's performance of the Work on the project, both Client and AllWest may receive or be 
exposed to Proprietary Information of the other.  As used herein, the term "Proprietary Information" refers to any and all information of a confidential, proprietary or 
secret nature which may be either applicable to, or relate in any way to: (a) the personal, financial or other affairs of the business of each of the Parties, or (b) the 
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research and development or investigations of each of the Parties.  Proprietary Information includes, for example and without limitation, trade secrets, processes, 
formulas, data, know-how, improvements, inventions, techniques, software technical data, developments, research projects, plans for future development, marketing 
plans and strategies.  Each of the Parties agrees that all Proprietary Information of the other party is and shall remain exclusively the property of that other party.  The 
parties further acknowledge that the Proprietary Information of the other party is a special, valuable and unique asset of that party, and each of the Parties agrees that at 
all times during the terms of this Agreement and thereafter to keep in confidence and trust all Proprietary Information of the other party, whether such Proprietary 
Information was obtained or developed by the other party before, during or after the term of this Agreement.  Each of the Parties agrees not to sell, distribute, disclose 
or use in any other unauthorized manner the Proprietary Information of the other party.  AllWest further agrees that it will not sell, distribute or disclose information or 
the results of any testing obtained by AllWest during the performance of the Work without the prior written approval of Client unless required to do so by federal, state 
or local statute, ordinance or regulation. 

 
INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR 

 
12. Both Client and AllWest agree that AllWest is an independent contractor in the performance of the Work under this Agreement.  All persons or parties employed 
by AllWest in connection with the Work are the agents, employees or subcontractors of AllWest and not of Client.  Accordingly, AllWest shall be responsible for 
payment of all taxes arising out of AllWest's activities in performing the Work under this Agreement. 

 
ENTIRE AGREEMENT 

 
13. This Agreement contains the entire agreement between the Parties pertaining to the subject matter contained in it and supersedes and replaces in its entirety all 
prior and contemporaneous proposals, agreements, representations and understandings of the Parties.  The Parties have carefully read and understand the contents of 
this Agreement and sign their names to the same as their own free act. 

 
INTEGRATION 

 
14. This is a fully integrated Agreement.  The terms of this Agreement may be modified only by a writing signed by both Parties.  The terms of this Agreement were 
fully negotiated by the Parties and shall not be construed for or against the Client or AllWest but shall be interpreted in accordance with the general meaning of the 
language in an effort to reach the intended result. 

 
MODIFICATION / WAIVER / PARTIAL INVALIDITY 

 
15. Failure on the part of either party to complain of any act or omission of the other, or to declare the other party in default , shall not constitute a waiver by such 
party of its rights hereunder.  If any provision of this Agreement or its application be unenforceable to any extent, the Parties agree that the remainder of this Agreement 
shall not be affected and shall be enforced to the greatest extent permitted by law. 

 
INUREMENT / TITLES 

 
16. Subject to any restrictions on transfers, assignments and encumbrances set forth herein, this Agreement shall inure to the benefit of and be binding upon the 
undersigned Parties and their respective heirs, executors, legal representatives, successors and assigns.  Paragraph titles or captions contained in this Agreement are 
inserted only as a matter of convenience, and for reference only, and in no way limit, define or extend the provisions of any paragraph.  , et al., incurred in that action or 
proceeding, in addition to any other relief to which it or they may be entitled.  

 
AUTHORITY 

 
17.  Each of the persons executing this Agreement on behalf of a corporation does hereby covenant and warrant that the corporation is duly authorized and existing 
under the laws of its respective state of incorporation, that the corporation has and is qualified to do business in its respective state of incorporation, that the corporation 
has the full right and authority to enter into this Agreement, and that each person signing on behalf of the corporation is authorized to do so.  If the Client is a joint 
venture, limited liability company or a partnership, the signatories below warrant that said entity is properly and duly organized and existing under the laws of the state 
of its formation and pursuant to the organizational and operating document of the entity, and the laws of the state of its formation, said signatory has authority act on 
behalf of and commit the entity to this Agreement. 

 
COUNTERPARTS 

 
18.  This Agreement may be signed in counterparts by each of the Parties hereto and, taken together, the signed counterparts shall constitute a single document. 

 
THIRD PARTY BENEFICIARIES / CONTROLLING LAW 

 
19.  There are no intended third party beneficiaries of this Agreement.  The services, data & opinions expressed by AllWest are for the sole use of the client, are for a 
particular project and may not be relied upon by anyone other than the client.  This Agreement shall be controlled by the laws of the State of California and any action 
by either party to enforce this Agreement shall be brought in San Francisco County, California.  

 
TIME BAR TO LEGAL ACTION 

 
20.  Any legal actions by either party against the other related to this Agreement, shall be barred after one year has passed from the time the claimant knew or should have 
known of its claim, and under no circumstances shall be initiated after two years have passed from the date by which AllWest completes its services. 
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Executive Summary 

Roux Associates, Inc. (Roux) performed a Phase I Environmental Site Assessment (ESA) for the site 

located at 2303, 2307, 2311, 2315, and 2319 Calle Del Mundo in Santa Clara, California (Figures 1 and 2) 

(Property). This ESA was performed on behalf of Ensemble Real Estate Investments (User) for the 

prospective purchase of the Property. The Property occupies approximately 44,000 square feet (1.01 acres) 

of commercial/industrial land corresponding to Santa Clara County Assessor Parcel Number (APN) 097-

050-61. It is Roux’s understanding that the Property plans to be redeveloped into a mixed-use commercial 

and residential space, with a possible subsurface parking garage.  

The Property is a rectangular-shaped polygon with a single-story, 18,600 square-foot commercial building, 

which includes office and warehouse space. The current tenants at the Property include DuraBrake and 

PSC Electronics (PSC). DuraBrake is the current Property Owner and a distributor of large (truck/bus) brake 

drums, rotors, and similar parts. PSC is a stocking distributor of magnetic, interconnect, electromechanical, 

and passive components. The remainder of the Property comprises parking lots and planters.  

This Phase I ESA was performed to identify recognized environmental conditions (RECs) and controlled 

and/or historical recognized environmental conditions (CRECs/HRECs) at the Property, indicating past, 

current, or material threats of the release of hazardous materials or petroleum hydrocarbons to the 

Property’s soil, soil vapor, groundwater, or surface water. The Phase I ESA was conducted by investigating 

past Property uses, reviewing the results of a search of environmental databases, reviewing records at 

relevant government agencies, reviewing documents provided by the User/historical documents, and 

performing a reconnaissance of the Property. 

The Property and surrounding area were generally undeveloped and used for agricultural purposes from 

approximately the late 1930s until at least the 1970s. The present-day one-story building on the Property 

was constructed between 1973 and 1977. Based on the records reviewed, the following occupants have 

used the Property:  

• 2303 Calle Del Mundo – Fletcher Construction (1979-1981) and Permian Builders (1997-2002). 

• 2307 Call Del Mundo – G&K Metals Finishing (G&K) (1977-1991), Leat Printing and Graphics 

(Leat Co.) (1995-1998), Kevin Ruse & Associates (1995-1997), and PSC (2000-present). 

• 2311 Calle Del Mundo – Wright Engineering and Manufacturing (1979), Watchell Fastening 

Systems Company (1990-2002), W & W Landscaping & Hauling (1991), Advanced Fastening 

Systems Inc. (1996), DuraBrake (2010-present), and Coach Brakes (2014). 

• 2315 Calle Del Mundo – C&M Precision (1979-1985), Sexton Numerical Control (1990-2002), 

AccuVac (1991), Mobile Shield (2005-2009), and Mimosa Interiors (2012-2015). 

• 2319 Calle Del Mundo – Pleasure Craft Ceramics (1980) and Communication Network Cabling 

(1996-2001).  

Most of these tenants do not pose an environmental concern to the Property since no leaks or spills were 

documented and/or operational activities and reviews of waste manifest records did not indicate significant 
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chemical use.  Out of the occupants listed above, the only tenants with potential environmental concerns 

to the Property were Leat Co., Permian Builders, and G&K. 

The surrounding facilities were historically used and/or are currently used for industrial purposes including 

the manufacture of computer, electronic, microwave, heating, and medical equipment as well as waste 

disposal at the closed landfill located north of the Property. These facilities have been in operation since 

the late 1970s and have documented use of hazardous materials. Additionally, a number of facilities within 

the vicinity of the Property have documented impacts of volatile organic compounds (VOCs) in groundwater. 

Based on the documents reviewed, the following environmental concerns were identified to have impacted 

the Property.  

The Phase I ESA identified the following RECs associated with the Property: 

• G&K operated at the Property from approximately 1977 to 1991. During their years of operation, 

they used a sump to collect electroplating rinsewater from their operational activities. In 1990, the 

sump was removed with oversight from the Santa Clara County Fire Department. However, during 

the excavation activities, soil impacted with hexavalent chromium above the current Residential 

cancer-risk Environmental Screening Level (ESL) of 0.30 milligrams per kilogram (mg/kg) was left 

in place. Additionally, other investigations at the Property detected lead and thallium in soil above 

their current Residential ESLs. Langan Treadwell Rollo (Langan) conducted a soil and groundwater 

investigation at the Site in September 2014 which further evaluated the extent of the metals release. 

The Site investigations identified that contamination appears to be limited to below the sewer line, 

but the full extent of metal-impacted soil in the subsurface at the Site is unknown. the presence of 

metal-impacted soil in the subsurface at the Site is considered a REC..  

• Langan’s September 2014 included soil vapor sampling.. While the VOC results for the soil and 

groundwater were less than environmental screening levels, the sub-slab vapor had one 

concentration of benzene at 110 ug/m3, which exceed the environmental screening levels for 

residential and commercial use. Roux collected additional sub-slab soil gas samples in February 

2019 (Appendix J). VOC concentrations were detected above the following ESLs in soil vapor 

samples collected from RSS-2; chloroform, and methylene chloride were detected above the 

residential ESL and benzene was detected above the residential and commercial ESLs.  Based on 

the benzene analysis conducted in soil vapor and in soil and groundwater in this and past 

investigations, it appears that the benzene source could have originated from the Site. The VOCs 

detected in soil vapor present at the Property is considered a REC. 

The Phase I ESA identified the following HREC associated with the Property: 

• G&K operated at the Property from approximately 1977-1991. In 1989, three groundwater 

monitoring wells were installed on the Property. Groundwater samples from these wells detected 

concentrations of metals above their respective MCLs. However, after the sump was removed in 

1990, the concentrations of metals observed in groundwater slowly decreased. In 1998, the 

Regional Water Quality Control Board (RWQCB) granted No Further Action (NFA) at the Property, 

since the concentrations of metals detected in groundwater were all below their respective MCLs.  

The Phase I ESA identified the following de minimis conditions and points of environmental concern:  
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• A review of historical aerial photographs indicated that the Property was used for agricultural 

purposes on and off from at least 1939 until the current buildings were developed sometime 

between 1973 and 1977. There is no evidence that the Property was ever used for orchards but 

appears to have been plowed and used for row crops. Soil testing at sites with past agricultural 

uses in the vicinity of the Property identified the presence of residual pesticide concentrations in 

soil. In 2015, soil samples were collected from two locations on the Property and analyzed for 

organochlorine pesticides (OCPs) and chlorinated herbicides. The concentrations of OCPs and 

chlorinated herbicides were all below their respective laboratory reporting limits. The samples were 

collected from 2.5 feet below ground surface (bgs) and 5 feet bgs, and historic pesticides, if present 

would likely be shallower than 2.5 feet bgs, so this data does not eliminate the potential presence 

of pesticides.  However, sampling conducted at nearby sites with the same agricultural history have 

not found significant quantities of chlorinated pesticides, so we do not consider it likely that there 

are significant residual pesticides at the Site from historical uses.  

• The surrounding facilities were historically used and/or are currently used for industrial purposes 

including the manufacture of computer, electronic, microwave, heating, and medical equipment as 

well as waste disposal. The number of industrial and commercial facilities within the vicinity of the 

Property is considered de minimis with respect to the Property.    

• Former occupants at the Property, including Leat Co. and Permian Builders, both have documented 

use and disposal of hazardous materials, but no documented releases. This historical use of 

hazardous materials is considered de minimis with respect to the Property.  

• During the reconnaissance, an unlabeled 55-gallon drum was observed in the north-western corner 

of the Property. The contents of this drum and the generator are unknown, but there were no signs 

of a release from the drum. The drum should be properly disposed of, and its presence is 

considered de minimis with respect to the Property.  

The Phase I ESA identified the following data gaps:   

• Paragon Electronic Systems, Inc (Paragon) is located approximately 600 feet upgradient from the 

Property. According to Envirostor, the facility received an NFA letter in 1997. However, due to 

Paragon’s distance from  the Property, the lack of information on Envirostor other than the NFA 

letter, this issue is considered a minor data gap that should not impact the conclusions in this report.   

Roux completed a limited Phase II investigation in February 2019 to further evaluate the benzene in soil 

vapor, and to evaluate the potential that off-site chlorinated solvents vapor migration on to Parcel 61 from 

the adjacent Watts Machining Inc. (Watts) property located adjacent to the west of the Site. In November 

2018, groundwater samples collected from a well (G-2R), located approximately 70 feet west of the Site 

in the north-eastern corner of the Watts property.  The well contained concentrations of trichloroethene 

(TCE) and vinyl chloride (VC). which exceed their Residential ESLs for a vapor intrusion health risk. No 

chlorinated VOCs associated with the neighboring property were detected above laboratory reporting 

limits in Roux’s investigation. Of the detected concentrations, benzene, chloroform, and methylene 

chloride at RSS-2 were detected above the residential and commercial ESLs 

Based on the VOC concentrations identified in the Langan Phase II Investigation and the recent Roux 

Phase II Investigation, there is a potential for human health risk that will require vapor mitigation for future 

occupants and could also result in additional investigations requested by the local regulatory agency. 
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Consequently, the presence of benzene, chloroform, and methylene chloride in soil vapor present at the 

Site, which does not appear to be from an offsite source, is considered a REC.   
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1. Introduction 

At the request of Ensemble Real Estate Investments (User), Roux Associates, Inc. (Roux) performed a 

Phase I Environmental Site Assessment (Phase I ESA) for the prospective purchase of the site located at 

2303, 2307, 2311, 2315, and 2319 Calle Del Mundo in Santa Clara, California (Figures 1 and 2) (Property). 

The Phase I ESA was conducted in general accordance with the American Society of Testing and Materials’ 

(ASTM) International Standard Practice E1527 13 (Standard Practice for Environmental Site Assessments) 

and was consistent with the United States Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) Standards and Practices 

for All Appropriate Inquiries (AAI) Rule (40 CFR Part 312, Standards and Practices for All Appropriate 

Inquiries; Final Rule).1 The preamble for the AAI Rule refers ASTM E1527 05 and states: 

In today's final rule, EPA is referencing the standards and practices developed by ASTM 
International and known as Standard E1527 05 (entitled “Standard Practice for 
Environmental Site Assessments:  Phase I Environmental Site Assessment Process'') 
and recognizing the E1527 05 standard as consistent with today's final rule. The Agency 
determined that this voluntary consensus standard is consistent with today's final rule 
and is compliant with the statutory criteria for all appropriate inquiries. Persons 
conducting all appropriate inquiries may use the procedures included in the ASTM 
E1527 05 standard to comply with today's final rule.2  

This AAI Rule was subsequently amended in 2013, as indicated in the following “Background”: 

With today's action, EPA is establishing that parties seeking liability relief under 
Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation, and Liability Act’s 
(CERCLA's) landowner liability protections, as well as recipients of brownfields grants 
for conducting site assessments, will be considered to have met the standards and 
practices for all appropriate inquiries, as set forth in the Brownfields Amendments to 
CERCLA and 40 CFR Part 312, if such parties follow the procedures provided in the 
ASTM E1527 13 “Standard Practice for Environmental Site Assessments:  Phase I 
Environmental Site Assessment Process.”  EPA made this determination based upon 
the Agency's finding that the ASTM E1527 13 standard is compliant with the All 
Appropriate Inquiries Rule. Therefore, parties conducting all appropriate inquiries may 
use the procedures in the newly issued ASTM E1527 13 standard when conducting all 
appropriate inquiries.3 

The purpose of the Phase I ESA was to identify, to the extent feasible, Recognized Environmental 

Conditions (RECs) in connection with the Property. ASTM Standard Practice E1527 13 defines RECs as: 

…the presence or likely presence of any hazardous substances or petroleum products 
in, on, or at a property: (1) due to any release to the environment; (2) under conditions 
indicative of a release to the environment; or (3) under conditions that pose a material 
threat of a future release to the environment. De minimis conditions are not recognized 
environmental conditions.

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ASTM Standard Practice E1527 13 provides that identified RECs can be evaluated and classified into 

Controlled Recognized Environmental Conditions (CRECs) or Historical Recognized Environmental 

Conditions (HRECs) based on the following definitions. A CREC is defined as: 

…a REC resulting from a past release of hazardous substances or petroleum products 
that has been addressed to the satisfaction of the applicable regulatory authority (for 
example, as evidenced by the issuance of a no further action letter or equivalent, or 
meeting risk based criteria established by regulatory authority), with hazardous 
substances or petroleum products allowed to remain in place subject to the 
implementation of required controls (for example, property use restrictions, activity and 
use limitations, institutional controls, or engineering controls). 

A HREC is defined as: 

…a past release of any hazardous substances or petroleum products that has occurred 
in connection with the property and has been addressed to the satisfaction of the 
applicable regulatory authority or meeting unrestricted use criteria established by a 
regulatory authority, without subjecting the property to any required controls (for 
example, property use restrictions, activity and use limitations, institutional controls, or 
engineering controls). 

In order to assess the potential for RECs associated with the Property, Roux utilized a variety of information 

sources to perform the Phase I ESA, including a radial information search from federal, state, and local 

regulatory agency databases; Freedom of Information Act (FOIA)/public records request responses from 

federal, state, and local regulatory agencies; readily available information from the following sources: 

historical aerial photographs, historical topographic maps, historical Sanborn fire insurance maps, and city 

directories; and an interview with a knowledgeable representative of the Property. The historical research 

and interview were conducted in order to develop an understanding of the following: 

• Current and past uses of the Property; 

• Current and past uses of hazardous substances and/or petroleum at the Property, if any; 

• Waste management and disposal practices that might have potentially caused releases or 

threatened releases of hazardous substances and/or petroleum products at the Property; 

• Current and past corrective actions and response activities undertaken to address past and 

ongoing releases of hazardous substances and/or petroleum products at the Property, if any; 

• The existence of any engineering and/or institutional controls recorded for the Property; and 

• Current and past uses of adjoining properties that could have resulted in releases or threatened 

releases of hazardous substances and/or petroleum products to the Property. 

Mr. David Dixon, Ms. Christine Pilachowski, and Ms. Rachel Maxwell served as the Environmental 

Professionals who conducted the Phase I ESA. Mr. Dixon, Mrs. Pilachowski, and Ms. Maxwell possess 

sufficient specific education, training, and experience to exercise professional judgment to develop opinions 

and conclusions regarding conditions indicative of releases or threatened releases, as defined in 40 CFR 

§312.1(c) on, at, in, or to a Property, sufficient to meet the objectives and performance factors in 40 CFR 

§312.20(e) and (f). 
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2. Methods of Investigation 

The methods of investigation used to conduct this Phase I ESA are outlined in the following sections. 

2.1. General 

The activities performed in conjunction with the Phase I ESA of the Property include: 

• Review of federal, state, and local environmental regulatory agency databases provided by 

Environmental Data Resources, Inc. of Milford, Connecticut (EDR), indicating locations of 

environmental concern within specified radii from the Property (Appendix A); 

• Submission of FOIA requests/public requests and inquiries to federal, state, and local 

regulatory agencies (Appendix B); 

• Reconnaissance of the Property and surrounding areas and interview with key Property 

representative; and 

• Questionnaire with the Property User (Appendix C). 

2.2. Review of Readily Available Information 

The resources compiled and reviewed by Roux to date include the following: 

• EDR Radius Map with GeoCheck, dated January 16, 2019 (Appendix A); 

• Public records from the agencies listed below (Appendix B);

Pursuant to ASTM Standard Practice E1527 13, Roux conducted a reconnaissance of the Property and 

surrounding area on January 22, 2018 to identify, investigate, and assess potential RECs and other 

potential environmental concerns. The reconnaissance included observation of the Property, including all 

structures and buildings, and surrounding area to determine the current use and condition of the Property, 

indications of past uses of the Property, and current uses of adjoining properties and the surrounding area.  

Roux placed particular emphasis on identifying the following features listed in ASTM E1527 13, if present 

and viable from the public right of ways: 

• Hazardous substances and petroleum products in connection with identified uses; 

• Storage tanks; 

• Odors; 

• Pools of liquid; 

• Drums; 

• Hazardous substances and petroleum products containers; 

• Unidentified substance containers;

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• Polychlorinated biphenyls (PCBs); 

• Heating and cooling systems; 

• Stains or corrosion; 

• Drains and sumps; 

• Pits, ponds, or lagoons; 

• Stained soil or pavement; 

• Stressed vegetation; 

• Solid waste; 

• Waste water; 

• Wells; and  

• Septic systems. 

In addition, observation of the general topographic setting of the Property was made, and inquiry was made 

into the source of potable water for the Property and other utilities, as presented in Section 6.0. Roux did 

not conduct a visual inspection for asbestos-containing materials (ACM) or lead-based paints (LBP) in 

structure(s) at the Property because this environmental area is considered “out of scope” under ASTM 

E1527-13. Photographs from the reconnaissance are presented in Appendix I. 

2.4. Interview with Key Property Manager 

On January 22, 2019, during the reconnaissance, Ms. Rachel Maxwell interviewed John and Jerry of 

DuraBrake, Owner of the Property. During the interview, Ms. Maxwell asked general questions regarding 

the current and historical use and conditions of the Property and surrounding area. Section 7.0 describes 

the interview. 
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3. Property Description  

Descriptions of the Property and surrounding properties are included in the following sections. Figure 1 

presents the location of the Property in the general context of the City of Santa Clara and Figure 2 presents 

an aerial view of the Property and the surrounding area. 

3.1. Property Location and Description  

The Property occupies approximately 44,000 square feet (1.01 acres) of commercial/industrial land 

corresponding to Santa Clara County Assessor Parcel Number (APN) 097-050-61. The Property is a 

rectangular-shaped polygon with a single-story, 18,600 square-foot commercial building, which includes 

office and warehouse space. The current tenants at the Property include DuraBrake and PSC Electronics 

(PSC). DuraBrake is the current Property Owner and a distributor of large (truck/bus) brake drums, rotors, 

and similar parts. PSC is a stocking distributor of magnetic, interconnect, electromechanical, and passive 

components. The remainder of the Property comprises parking lots and planters. The findings of the 

reconnaissance are summarized in Section 6.0. 

3.2. Current Surrounding Property Usage  

Santa Clara, California is located in the peninsula approximately 45 miles south of San Francisco. The 

Property is located in a mixed-use neighborhood that is used for light industrial, commercial, and residential 

purposes.  

Table 1. Surrounding Property Uses 

North North of the Property is recreational land (location of former All-Purpose Landfill).   

South South of the Property is Calle Del Mundo; across the street is 3 J Rentals at 2304 Calle 
Del Mundo. 

East East of the Property is a commercial facility that houses Centerline Precision Inc., Real 
Pack, and Global Electronics.    

West West of the Property is Watts Machining Inc at 2339 Calle Del Mundo.   

 

3.3. Topographic and Hydrogeologic Setting 

According to historical topographic maps and the EDR Radius Map Report, the Property is 10 feet above 

mean sea level (AMSL) (Appendix A; Appendix E). The topographic gradient in the area is generally flat 

and sloping very gently to the north towards the San Francisco Bay (Appendix A; Appendix E).  

Based on the historical environmental investigations completed at the Property, groundwater is generally 

encountered between 5.3 to 12.5 feet below ground surface (bgs) (Appendix H).5,6,7,8 Additionally, in the 

vicinity of the Property, at 2339 Calle Del Mundo (located 100 feet to the southeast of the Property) and the 

                                                      
5 AST, Inc. 1989.

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former All-Purpose Landfill (immediately north of the Property), groundwater is generally encountered 

between 6 to 12.5 feet bgs.9,10   

From 1989 through 1998, three groundwater monitoring wells were present on the Property. According to 

the previous groundwater monitoring events, groundwater flow at the Property was observed to the north-

northeast and east.11,12,13 Additionally, in the vicinity of the Property, at 2339 Calle Del Mundo and the All-

Purpose Landfill, groundwater predominantly flows north-northeast.14,15  Therefore, for the purposes of this 

Phase I ESA, groundwater flow at the Property is considered to be to the northeast.  

According to the US Fish and Wildlife Wetlands Inventory the nearest surface water body is the Guadalupe 

River, which is located approximately 1,100 feet east of the Property.16

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4. Property History 

The land use history of the Property was developed by searching historical topographic maps, city 

directories, aerial photographs, and User provided historical documentation. Sanborn Maps are not 

available for the Property. Historical research documentation is provided in Appendices B, D, E, F, G, and 

H. Based on the available sources, the following chronology of the Property was developed (Table 2).

According to the 1889 topographic map, railroad tracks are 
located approximately 700 feet west of the Property and the 
Guadalupe River is located approximately 1,100 feet east of 
the Property.

Additionally, 
approximately 600 feet southwest of the Property appears to 
be used for residential purposes.  

Aerial Photograph 1948 
The 1948 aerial photograph is consistent with the 1939 
aerial photograph.   

Aerial Photograph 1950 

The 1950 aerial photograph is mostly consistent with the 
1948 aerial photograph. However, it appears that additional 
structures we developed along the dirt road that is 
approximately 600 feet south of the Property.  

Topographic Map 1953 
The 1953 topographic map appears consistent with the 1899 
topographic map. 

Aerial Photograph 1956 

The 1956 aerial photograph is mostly consistent with the 
1950 aerial photograph. However, it appears that the land 
approximately 300 feet east of the Property has been 
converted into orchards.   

Topographic Map 1961 
According to the 1961 topographic map, it appears that the 
Property and surrounding areas are approximately 5 feet 
AMSL lower in elevation than the 1953 topographic map. 

Aerial Photograph 1963 

The 1963 aerial photograph is mostly consistent with the 
1956 aerial photograph. However, it appears that grading 
activities are being conducted approximately 300 feet 
northeast of the Property. Additionally, an elementary school 
was developed approximately 1,600 feet south of the 
Property.

1968 

According to the 1968 aerial photograph, grading activities 
are no longer being conducted northeast of the Property. 
However, the remainder of the Property and surrounding 
features are consistent with the 1963 aerial photograph.

Additionally, residential 
units were constructed approximately ¼ mile south the 
Property.

According to the 1991 city directory, AccuVac, Sexton 
Numerical Control, W&W Landscaping & Hauling, The 
Wachtel Co Inc, and G&K Metal Finishing were located on 
the Property.  

Aerial Photograph 1993 

According to the 1993 aerial photograph, additional 
development occurred along Calle Del Mundo, Calle De 
Luna, and Calle Del Sol. Additionally, construction was 
initiated sometime between 1982 and 1993 approximately 
1,000 feet southwest of the Property.  

City Directory 1996 

According to the 1996 city directory, the following 
commercial tenants were located at the Property:

The 2009 aerial photograph appears consistent with the 
2006 aerial photograph. 

City Directory 2010 
According to the 2010 city directory, Power Supply 
Components Inc was the only tenant listed for the Property.   

Aerial Photograph 2012 
The 2012 aerial photograph appears consistent with the 
2009 aerial photograph. 

City Directory 2014 
According to the 2014 city directory, Coach Brakes, 
DuraBrake Co LLC, and Power Supply Components Inc 
were located at the Property.  

Aerial Photograph 2016 
The 2016 aerial photograph appears consistent with the 
2012 aerial photograph. 

Based on the history of the Property and surrounding areas, two de minimis conditions were identified with 

respect to the Property: 

• The Property was used for agricultural purposes on and off from at least 1939 until the current 

buildings were developed sometime between 1973 and 1977. There is no evidence that the 

Property was ever used for orchards but appears to have been plowed and used for row crops.  

• The surrounding facilities were historically used and/or are currently used for industrial purposes 

including the manufacture of computer, electronic, microwave, heating, and medical equipment as 

well as waste disposal. The number of industrial and commercial facilities the vicinity of the Property 

is considered de minimis with respect to the Property.    
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5. Records Review 

To evaluate and analyze sites of potential environmental concern, Roux reviewed records from the EDR 

Radius Report (Appendix A), FOIA/Public Records Requests (Appendix B), and previous Property 

environmental investigations (Appendix H). Only the facilities that meet the criteria presented below, which 

may pose a potential environmental concern to the Property, are discussed in this report: 

• Facilities located immediately adjacent to the Property are examined due to their close 

proximity to the Property and the potential for surface water discharges (e.g., stormwater runoff, 

surface water effluent discharges) to enter the Property or through the migration of groundwater 

or soil vapor. 

• Facilities located within 1/8-mile topographically or hydraulically upgradient to the Property. As 

discussed in Section 3.3, groundwater flow direction has been established as being to the 

northeast in the vicinity of the Property. As such, facilities within one-eighth of a mile to the 

southwest of the Property are discussed herein as having a potential impact on subsurface 

conditions at the Property.  

• National Priority Listings (NPL) sites within one-mile of the Property.  

• Any sites that have caused documented groundwater impacts to the Property.  

A summary of the relevant record findings and potential environmental impacts to the Property is provided 

in Section 5.4. 

5.1. EDR Listings 

Roux used a computerized environmental database and radius map report prepared by EDR to conduct a 

government records database search within a one-mile radius of the Property. Appendix A contains a 

complete copy of the EDR Radius Map Report with GeoCheck. Table 3 shows the search results for all the 

pertinent databases that indicated potential environmental concerns at the Property and sites within a one-

mile radius of the Property. The data in Table 3 was exported from EDR Lightbox.17 A description of the 

databases can be found in the EDR Radius Report (Appendix A).

Only the Property and off-site listings that may have impacted the Property (identified in Table 4 with a 

“Yes” for potential release) are further discussed in Sections 5.1.1 and 5.1.2.  

5.1.1. Property EDR Listings 

According to the EDR Radius Report, at the Property there are eight EDR listings (Table 4). Out of the eight 

EDR listings, none are associated with a release to the Property. Below is a summary of the EDR listings 

per facility.  

Leat Co Printing and Graphics (Leat Co.) (2307 Calle Del Mundo)  

Leat Co. was a facility that generated less than 5 tons per year of hazardous waste and had Emissions 

Inventory Data (EMI) for 1996 and 1997. However, neither the CUPA or EMI listings indicate a violation or 

release associated with Leat Co.   

G&K Metal Finishing (G&K) (2307 Calle Del Mundo) 

According to the RCRA-SQG and FINDS listings, G&K was listed as a Resource Conservatory and 

Recovery Act (RCRA) Small Quantity Generator (SQG) in 1996. This indicates that the facility generated 

more than 100 and less than 1,000 kilograms of hazardous waste per month and accumulated less than 

6,000 kilograms of hazardous waste at any time; or generated 100 kilograms or less of hazardous waste 

per month and accumulated more than 1,000 kilograms of hazardous waste at any time. Additionally, G&K 

was listed in the ECHO database with a registry identification of 110002655859. However, no other 

information is available. According to the EDR listings, no violations or releases are associated with G&K. 

Permian Builders (2303 Calle Del Mundo) 

In 2000, Permian Builders disposed of 0.41 tons of an unspecified organic hazardous waste liquid mixture. 

However, the HAZNET listing does not indicate a violation or release associated with Permian Builders.

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5.1.2. Off-Site EDR Listings 

There are five off-site facilities with potential releases, identified with a “Yes” in Table 4, that may cause 

potential environmental concern to the Property. These properties are associated with documented spills 

or leaks (CPS-SLIC), local agency files (ENVIROSTOR), and/or Superfund Sites (NPL). A summary of the 

EDR listings, associated with the potential off-site releases that may impact the Property, is provided below.  

Watts Machining Inc (Watts) (2339 Calle Del Mundo) 

According to the CPS-SLIC listing, Watts contaminated groundwater, used as a drinking water supply, with 

tetrachloroethene (PCE) and trichloroethene (TCE). In 2016, Watts received a case closure from the 

RWQCB. No additional information is available regarding this EDR listing.  

Richard and Donna Wills Revocable Trust (Richard and Donna Site) (2301 Calle de Luna) 

Based on the CPS-SLIC listing, the Richard and Donna Site is currently an open site with the RWQCB. 

D&H Manufacturing (D&H) previously owned the facility and sold it to the Richard and Donna Wills 

Revocable Trust in January 2002. D&H used the Richard and Donna Site to produce metals-parts for the 

semiconductor industry. Under the oversight of the RWQCB, groundwater monitoring has been conducted 

at the Richard and Donna Site since 2002. The primary contaminants of concern (COCs) in groundwater 

are PCE and 1,1,1-trichloroethane (1,1,1-TCA).  

Coatek Inc. and 2278 Calle De Luna (Parcel 19) (2272 and 2278 Calle De Luna) 

According to the CPS-SLIC listing, Parcel 19 has been occupied by various industrial tenants since the late 

1970s. Coatek Inc. (Coatek) was the most recent former tenant of the four westernmost units at Parcel 19. 

From 1989 through 2016, Coatek produced printed circuit boards which used heavy metals, acids, bases, 

cyanide, and other chemicals. Cyanide was detected in soil above the soil leaching to groundwater 

screening level. However, a remedial excavation within the building was completed to remove cyanide 

contaminated soil to below the leaching screening level. In November 2018, Parcel 19 received case 

closure.  

All-Purpose Landfill (5401 Lafayette Street) 

Based on the Envirostor Listing, the All-Purpose Landfill case opened through DTSC’s Berkeley Cleanup 

Division in 1983. The potential COCs at the landfill include house-hold wastes and asbestos containing 

materials. Additionally, the CHMIRS listing states that an incident occurred in November 1991; however, 

no other information is available.  

South Bay Asbestos Area (Foot of Liberty Street and the Guadalupe River) 

Within one-mile of the Property there is an NPL site.19 The NPL site is associated with the South Bay 

Asbestos Area, at the foot of Liberty Street and the Guadalupe River. According to the NPL EDR listing and 

the Environmental Protection Agency’s (EPA) website,20 various companies disposed of asbestos at the 

facility from 1953 to 1982. Neither EDR or EPA mentioned that groundwater was impacted by the disposal 

of asbestos materials.  

5.2. FOIA/Public Records Request Responses 

FOIA/public records requests for the Property were submitted to federal, state, and local regulatory 

agencies (Section 2.2; Appendix B). Additionally, information that is publicly available online was searched

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for the Property and off-site facilities with potential environmental concerns. Information obtained from all 

agencies, correspondence, and online searches are included in Appendix B and summarized below. 

Regional Water Quality Control Board (RWQCB) 

Roux submitted a records request to RWQCB on January 15, 2019. On January 18, 2019, a response was 

received that no listings associated with the Property were identified. 

Roux queried the online State Water Resources Control Board (SWRCB) GeoTracker database on January 

24, 2019. Four listings were identified that meet the criteria for potential environmental concerns to the 

Property. A summary of the information obtained from GeoTracker for these four listings is provided below. 

CDM Investors (2339 Calle Del Mundo) 

CDM (same facility as Watts mentioned in Section 5.1.2) is located immediately west of the Property. 

According to GeoTracker, PCE and TCE-impacts were identified in groundwater.21 In July 1997, CDM 

received No Further Action (NFA) from the RWQCB, since it was determined that volatile organic 

compounds (VOCs) detected in the subsurface were from off-site sources.22 However, when CDM received 

NFA from the RWQCB, concentrations of TCE in soil ranged from below the laboratory reporting limit to 

560 parts per billion (ppb) and concentrations of TCE in groundwater ranged from 250 ppb to 395 ppb.23 

The concentrations of TCE in groundwater were well above the established Maximum Contaminant Level 

(MCL) of 5 ppb.  

Additionally, along CDM’s north-eastern boundary is a groundwater monitoring well (G-2R; Figure 2). This 

well is part of All-Purpose Landfill’s groundwater monitoring program. Based on groundwater samples 

collected in November 2018 from well G-2R, TCE, cis-1,2-dichloroethene (cis-1,2-DCE), and vinyl chloride 

(VC) were all detected in groundwater. TCE was detected at 33 micrograms per liter (µg/L), cis-1,2-DCE 

was detected at 8.0 µg/L, and VC was detected at 0.40 µg/L.24 These recent TCE and VC groundwater 

concentrations exceed both their respective MCLs and the Residential ESLs for a vapor intrusion health 

risk.  

D&H (2301 Calle de Luna) 

D&H (same facility as the Richard and Donna Site mentioned in Section 5.1.2) is located approximately 

340 feet upgradient from the Property. According GeoTracker, PCE-impacted groundwater was identified 

at D&H.25 However, years of groundwater monitoring have shown that concentrations of PCE have 

decreased to below laboratory screening levels in the furthest downgradient well, which is closest to the

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2278 Calle De Luna (2278 Calle De Luna)  

2278 Calle De Luna (same facility as Parcel 19 mentioned in Section 5.1.2) is located topographically higher 

and approximately 550 feet south of the Property. Based on GeoTracker, hexavalent chromium, cyanide, 

pesticides, and chlorinated hydrocarbons were observed in groundwater, soil, and soil vapor.27 However, 

based on the remedial work plan for 2278 Calle De Luna, the only impact requiring remedial action was a 

detection of cyanide above the leaching to groundwater screening level.28 As previously discussed in 

Section 5.1.2, a remedial excavation was conducted at 2278 Calle De Luna (Parcel 19) in June 2018 to 

remove the cyanide-impacted soil to below the leaching to groundwater screening level.29 In November 

2018, the Santa Clara County Department of Environmental Health issued a Case Closure for the facility.30 

Santa Clara All-Purpose Landfill (5500 Lafayette Street) 

City of Santa Clara’s All-Purpose Landfill at 5500 Lafayette Street,31 is located west and immediately north 

of the Property. According to the First Semi-Annual 2018 Self-Monitoring Report by Golder and Associates 

Inc, the Santa Clara All-Purpose Landfill consists of four parcels known as: 1, 2, 3/6, and 4, which cover 

approximately 136 acres (First Semi-Annual 2018 Self-Monitoring Report Figure 1).32 Landfill operations 

began in Parcel 4 and were conducted between 1934 and 1977. Parcel 4 was used initially as an open 

burning dump and later accepted only dry material, construction debris, yard wastes, and non-garbage 

items. Landfill operations took place on Parcel 2 between 1977 and 1984. Landfill operations began on 

Parcel 1 in 1982 and continued until 1986. Parcel 3/6 was filled between 1986 and 1991. Landfill operations 

resumed in the northwest corner of Parcel 1 (Parcel 1-NW) in 1991 and continued until the last waste was 

accepted on September 30, 1993. The former landfill facility conducts leachate extraction continuously and 

monitors groundwater semi-annually in compliance with their Waste Discharge Requirements Order. 

Constituents of concern includes chlorinated volatile organic compounds (cVOC) and metals.  

Department of Toxic Substances Control (DTSC) 

Roux submitted a records request to DTSC on January 15, 2019. A response was received on January 24, 

2019 stating that no listings for the Property were identified.  

Roux queried the online DTSC Envirostor and Hazardous Waste Tracking System (HWTS) databases on 

January 24, 2019. No listings for the Property were identified on Envirostor. However, the following listings 

were identified on HWTS.

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Permian Builders (2303 Calle Del Mundo) 

According to the HWTS listing, the facility has been inactive since October 2000. Permian Builders stated 

they disposed of 0.34 tons of an unspecified organic mixture in 2000.33 This HWTS listing is similar to the 

information obtained from the EDR HAZNET listing, as explained in Section 5.1.1. 

G&K (2307 Calle Del Mundo) 

According to the HWTS listing, the facility has been inactive since January 1995. No records were available 

in the HWTS database for G&K.34 

Leat Co. (2307 Calle Del Mundo) 

According to the HWTS listing, the facility has been inactive since June 1999. Leat Co. stated that between 

1996 through 1998, the facility disposed of an unspecified organic mixture as well as 

photochemical/photopressing waste. Between these three years, a total of 0.35 tons of hazardous waste 

was disposed.35 

Additionally, three listings were identified in the Envirostor and HWTS databases that meet the criteria for 

potential environmental concerns to the Property, as outlined in Section 5. A summary of the information 

obtained from the DTSC databases for these three listings is provided below.  

Sun Circuits, Inc (Sun Circuits) (5191 Lafayette Street) 

Sun Circuits is located approximately 550 feet upgradient from the Property. The listing includes records of 

alkaline liquids being generated at Sun Circuits. However, no manifests or disposal listings indicate that the 

materials were neutralized on-site and/or disposed through the sewer to storm drains.36,37  

2278 Calle De Luna (2278 Calle De Luna) 

2278 Calle De Luna (same facility as Parcel 19) is located topographically higher and approximately 550 

feet south of the Property. The only information for 2278 Calle De Luna on Envirostor, is that the facility is 

“inactive” and requires further evaluation.38  

Paragon Electronic Systems, Inc (Paragon) (2318 Calle De Luna) 

Paragon is located approximately 600 feet upgradient from the Property. The only information regarding 

Paragon on Envirostor, is that the facility received NFA in 1997.39 

Santa Clara County Consumer & Environmental Protection 

Roux submitted a records request to Santa Clara County Consumer & Environmental Protection on January 

15, 2019. A response was received on January 18, 2019 that no listings for the Property were identified.

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City of Santa Clara 

Roux submitted a records request to the City of Santa Clara on January 15, 2019. As of February 6, 2019, 

a response has not been received.  

Based on a review of the previous Phase I’s404142 conducted at the site, the City of Santa Clara Building 

Department (SCBD) had provided the following information for the Property during those reports: 

• Information from the SCBD files revealed the earliest records for the subject site included a permit 

to construct a light industrial building was issued to GME Associates on February LS, 1977. The 

building (addressed as 2303 Calle Del Mundo) noted within an inspection sheet, indicated the 

building is 17,460-square feet in area, and is located on a 19,500-square foot lot. 

• On March 17, 1977, a permit for three storm drains was issued for the Property. 

• On March 22, 1977, a permit for sanitary sewer hook-ups was issued for the Property. 

• On March 20, 1990, a permit was issued for tank removal. The SCBD files indicate that a tank 

containing electroplating rinse water was removed from an 8' x 16' 6-foot deep concrete vault. 

Santa Clara County Fire Department 

Roux submitted a records request to the City of Santa Clara on January 15, 2019. As of February 6, 2019, 

a response has not been received.  

Based on a review of the previous Phase I’s434445 conducted at the site, the City of Santa Clara Fire 

Department (SCFD) had provided the following information for the Property and summarized here.  

According to the information provided by the SCFD, one closed file was available pertaining to the Property 

address 2307 Calle del Mundo pertaining to hazardous materials use. The other on-site addresses did not 

contain information about hazardous material use.  

An "Inspection report for Generators" dated January 26, 1998 indicated the former tenant Leat Company 

Printing & Graphics (Leat) was a Small Quantity Generator. The inspection report indicated that two 

hazardous waste storage violations were noted. A "Certificate of Return to Compliance" for the site was 

dated February 16, 1998. Leat's Hazardous Materials Inventory Statement, updated April 11, 1997 

indicated offset inks and waste ink and debris as their on-site hazardous materials. Hazardous materials 

utilized by Leat in 1998, included photographic chemicals stored in a dark room; two 5-gallon containers of 

                                                      
40 Basics Environmental Inc., 2009.

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plate developer and approximately 5-gallons of finisher in the main warehouse area; solvents used for the 

cleaning of printing machinery, inks, and dyes in a metal storage cabinet in the warehouse.  

One of the printers was also permitted by the Bay Area Air Quality Management District (BAAQMD). An 

updated permit issued by the BAAQMD was posted. Minor staining was observed near one photo 

development machine; however, the concrete slab appeared to be in good condition and there were no 

floor drains observed in the area. 

An inspection report, dated April 20, 1990 for the former tenant S K Systems, indicated no hazardous 

materials had been observed onsite with the exception of one 5-gallon container of lubricating oil (Basics, 

May 2009).  

A site assessment report of the former G&K Metal Finishing previously located in 2307 Calle del Mundo 

indicated that two, four-inch diameter wells were advanced to depths of 20 and 20.5 feet (Advance Soil 

Technology, Inc., June 1989). The purpose of the site assessment was to evaluate whether the activities 

at the metal finishing shop had impacted the soil and groundwater beneath the site. Two composite soil 

samples and two groundwater samples and were analyzed for volatile priority pollutant compounds, priority 

pollutant metals, and pH. While concentrations of metals were above reporting limits were in the soil 

samples, the concentrations were below the California hazardous waste criteria levels. Only concentrations 

of metals were above the drinking water standards in both groundwater samples for arsenic, barium, 

beryllium, cadmium, total chromium, copper, mercury, nickel, lead, antimony, selenium, and vanadium.  

A third groundwater monitoring well (MW-3) was advanced on-site in response to the results of the June 

1989 sampling event (Advance Soil Technology, Inc., August 1989). One soil sample and one groundwater 

sample were collected and analyzed for priority pollutant metals. While concentrations of metals were above 

reporting limits in MW-3 were in the soil samples, the concentrations were below the California hazardous 

waste criteria levels. In MW-3, several metals exceeded drinking water standards in the groundwater. 

Groundwater· gradient was also measured and was found to be flowing in a north to northeast direction 

(Advance Soil Technology, Inc, August 1989). The two Advance Soil Technology reports stated that G&K 

Metal Finishing used metals in their processes on-site, and that businesses in the vicinity also were known 

to use metals in their processes.  

A report dated April 27, 1990 described facility closure activities performed by Decon Environmental 

Services Inc. (Decon), at the G&K Metal Finishing shop (Decon, April 1990). Decon performed pressure-

washing of concrete surfaces and the three-stage clarifier. The clarifier was excavated, and soil samples 

were collected under the supervision of the SCFD. Two samples were collected at the base of the clarifier 

excavation and three samples were collected along the sewer line connecting the clarifier to the sanitary 

sewer. An additional soil sample was later collected at the request of SCFD from northwest corner of the 

excavation. A water sample was collected from the holding tank (presumably the rinse water) and a sample 

of the drywall from a nearby wall. All of the samples were analyzed for copper, nickel, lead, chromium, 

cadmium, and zinc. One soil sample, the water sample, and the drywall sample were analyzed for 

hexavalent chromium and the concrete sample was analyzed for soluble nickel.  

• No cadmium detected in any of the soil samples.  

• Copper was detected in soil samples collected in concentrations ranging from 17 to 34 parts 
per million (ppm).  

• Nickel was detected in soil at concentrations ranging from 41 to 120 ppm.  
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• Lead was detected in soil at concentrations ranging from 1.9 to 14 ppm. 

• Chromium was detected in the soil at concentrations ranging from 36 to 70 ppm.  

• Zinc was detected in soil in concentrations ranging from 37 to 310 ppm.  

• Hexavalent chromium was analyzed for in one soil sample and was detected at 3.1 ppm.  

After reviewing the analytical results, the SCFD approved the backfilling of the clarifier excavation and the 

resurfacing of the concrete floor (Decon, April 1990).  

A review of site activities was conducted for the site by Moss Engineering and summarized in a report dated 

December 7, 1990 (Moss Engineering, December 1990). This report concludes that concentrations of 

metals exceed drinking water standards in the shallow groundwater, however the shallow groundwater is 

not a drinking water resource. The report concluded that environmental protection standards rather than 

drinking water standards should be applied to the shallow groundwater beneath the site. The report stated 

that the on-site activities of G&K Metal Finishing may have caused or contributed to the concentrations of 

metals in the groundwater underlying the site. The report also emphasized the possibility that other metal 

plating businesses in the vicinity and the former landfill to the north may have been contributors to the 

groundwater contamination, as well. Additional groundwater monitoring was recommended to compare the 

concentrations of metals in the soil and groundwater after G&K Metal Finishing had stopped operations 

(Moss Engineering, December 1990).  

The three on-site wells were sampled in March 1991. A May 1991 ground water sampling report indicated 

a significant decrease in metals concentration since 1989, such as nickel, chromium copper, zinc and lead 

concentrations decreased two orders of magnitude from their respective maximum concentrations. (Moss 

Engineering, May 1991). 

Groundwater samples collected from the three on-site wells in August of 1993 and analyzed for chromium, 

copper, lead, nickel and zinc were found to have reduced concentrations of these metals in comparison 

with previous sampling events (H20GEOL, August 3, 1993). The concentrations of these metals were below 

drinking water standards.  

Groundwater samples collected from the three on-site wells in 1998 and analyzed for priority pollutant 

metals and were still below drinking water standards. As such, the RWQCB required no further action 

related to the presence of metals in the groundwater and approved the destruction of the three onsite 

ground-water monitoring wells. 

Division of Oil, Gas & Geothermal Resources (DOGGR) 

Roux queried DOGGR on January 15, 2019 and determined that no oil, gas, or geothermal wells were 

present in the vicinity of the Property.  

CalRecycle Solid Waste Information System (SWIS) 

Roux queried SWIS on January 24, 2019 and determined that they only solid waste facility to meet the 

criteria outlined in Section 5 was the All-Purpose Landfill. According to SWIS, the All-Purpose Landfill is 

permitted and currently closed.   

Bay Area Air Quality Management District (BAAQMD)

Roux submitted a records request to BAAQMD on January 15, 2019, on January 29, 2019 a response was 

received stating that no listings were identified for the Property. 

5.3. Previous Property Environmental Investigations  

Documents related to previous environmental investigations conducted on the Property were provided by 

the User (Appendix H). Below is a summary of these investigations. 

1989 Site Assessment Existing Metal Finishing Shop, Advanced Soil Technology, Inc. (AST, Inc.) 

In May 1989, two groundwater monitoring wells were installed at the Property and sampled for soil and 

groundwater. The wells were drilled to a depth of 20.5-feet bgs. The soil samples were analyzed for Priority 

Pollutant Metals and pH. Based on the soil analytical results, pH ranged from 7.4 to 8.6 and all metals, 

expect for arsenic which was below background levels, were below the current Commercial/Industrial 

Environmental Screening Levels (ESLs). However, the following metals were above their respective 

Residential ESLs: lead and thallium. The analytical data for the groundwater samples was redacted from 

the version of the report that Roux reviewed. However, based on the text “elevated levels of metals were 

detected in groundwater.”  

Additionally, according to this report, AST, Inc., believes that the following companies may have impacted 

the Property: Nu Metal at 2262 Calle Del Mundo, Cirtex at 2335 Calle Del Mundo, and D&H at 2325 Calle 

De Luna. Nu Metal is located southeast of the Property and conducted metal finishing, which used metals, 

corrosives, and 1,1,1-TCA. Cirtex is located southwest of the Property and used metals and corrosives for 

computer board manufacturing. Additionally, AST, Inc.’s research showed that Cirtex had an underground 

sump at their facility to handle waste. D&H was previously explained in Sections 5.1.2 and 5.2  

1989 Additional Field Investigation Existing Metal Finishing Shop, Advanced Soil Technology, Inc. 

In July 1989, an additional groundwater monitoring well was installed at the Property and sampled for soil 

and groundwater. The well was constructed to a depth of 20-feet bgs. Both the soil and groundwater 

samples were analyzed for Priority Pollutant Metals. As observed in May 1989, the concentrations of metals 

observed in soil were below the current Commercial/Industrial ESLs, expect for arsenic, which was within 

background levels. Additionally, the only metal detected above the Residential ESL was thallium. Many of 

the metal concentrations detected in groundwater are above their respective MCLs. This includes antimony, 

arsenic, barium, beryllium, cadmium, cobalt, chromium (total), copper, mercury, nickel, lead, thallium, 

vanadium, and zinc. During this groundwater monitoring event, groundwater flow was observed to the 

northeast. 

1990 G&K Metal Finishing Facility Closure Activities, DECON 

In March 2000, DECON conducted closure activities at the Property, associated with the former tenant 

G&K. Closure activities included removal of a sump (clarifier),46 pressure-washing concrete surfaces and 

the sump, disposing of water from the pressure-washing, collecting soil samples from beneath the clarifier 

(after removal) and adjacent sewer line, characterization of wash water, and collection of building materials 

(drywall and concrete). The approximate location of the former clarifier is shown on Figure 2. All samples 

were collected with Santa Clara County Fire Department oversight. The samples were analyzed for one or 

more of the following: copper, nickel, lead, chromium, hexavalent chromium, cadmium, and zinc. After the

fire department reviewed the analytical data, they determined that no residual contamination was left in 

place from the sump removal and the excavation was backfilled. During the time of the facility closure, the 

concentrations of metals in soil were below their respective Residential ESLs, with the exception of 

hexavalent chromium. The concentrations of hexavalent chromium detected in soil along the sewer line 

exceeds the present-day Residential cancer-risk ESL of 0.30 milligrams per kilogram (mg/kg).  

1990 Review of Site Activities, Moss Engineering 

In December 1990, a memo (1990 Memo) was drafted summarizing the previous environmental 

investigations and Property conditions. Only new information not previously explained is provided for the 

1990 Memo. According to the 1990 Memo, no “detectable concentrations of volatile 

hydrocarbons/chlorinated solvents” were detected in soil or groundwater. However, after reviewing the 

reports Moss Engineering referenced to make this claim, it appears that no analytical soil/groundwater data 

is available for volatile hydrocarbons/chlorinated solvents.47 This 1990 Memo also makes the argument that 

the groundwater beneath the Property is too saline and should not be treated as a potable water source. 

Therefore, the concentration of metals in groundwater were compared to the aquatic protection standard. 

Based on this analysis, nickel, chromium, copper, and zinc all exceeded the aquatic protections standard.  

Additionally, in this 1990 Memo, Cirtex was also identified as an off-site facility that may have impacted the 

Property due to its “known contamination.” 

1990 Drywall Sample Memo, DECON 

DECON collected a drywall sample during the 1990 closure activities at the Property and analyzed it for 

total hexavalent chromium. The sample yield a concentration of 44 milligrams per kilograms (mg/kg), which 

is below the hazardous material limit of 500 mg/kg.  

1993 Groundwater Sampling and Analysis at GME Associates Building, H20GEOL 

In July 1993, additional groundwater samples were collected from the three Property monitoring wells. The 

samples were analyzed for chromium, copper, lead, nickel, and zinc. When compared to the observations 

detected in 1989, the concentrations of metals were significantly lower. Many of the metals were below the 

laboratory reporting limit. Copper and nickel were the only analytes detected in groundwater and their 

concentrations ranged from 10 to 14 ppb. All metal groundwater concentrations were below their respective 

MCLs. During this groundwater monitoring event, groundwater flow was observed to the east. 

1998 Well Abandonment Letter Report, ATC Associates, Inc. (ATC) 

In 1998, ATC abandoned/destroyed the three groundwater monitoring wells on the Property. The 

abandonment activities were conducted after the RWQCB issued NFA, since metal concentrations detected 

in groundwater were below their respective MCLs. The wells were destroyed by placing cement-grout from 

the true bottom to the surface level (pressure grout).   

2009 Phase I ESA, Basics Environmental (Basics)

hydrocarbons/chlorinated solvents. Roux did not have access to these analytical laboratory reports.  
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In 2009, Basics conducted a Phase I ESA at the Property. During the reconnaissance, the Property was 

divided into three units: 2307, 2315, and 2319 Calle Del Mundo. 2307 Calle Del Mundo was occupied by 

PSC, a stocking distributor of magnetic, interconnect, electromechanical, and passive components. 2315 

Calle Del Mundo was occupied by Mobile Shield, an auto parts and accessories distributor. 2319 Calle Del 

Mundo was occupied by Mimosa International (Mimosa), a furniture staging company. According to Basics’ 

analysis, the following de minimis conditions were observed at the Property: (i) the historical use of the 

Property as a ranch and (2) the historical use of hazardous materials from previous Property tenants (G&K 

and Leat). Basics identified no RECs during their Phase I ESA investigation.  

2010 Phase I ESA, Basics Environmental  

In 2010, Basics conducted another Phase I ESA at the Property. During the reconnaissance, the Property 

was divided into three units: 2307 Calle Del Mundo was occupied by PSC, 2315 Calle Del Mundo was 

vacant, and 2319 Calle Del Mundo was occupied by Mimosa. Operational activities conducted by PSC and 

Mimosa are similar to those observed in Basics’ 2009 Phase I ESA. Additionally, Basics’ conclusions 

regarding de minimis conditions and RECs are the same as those stated in their 2009 Phase I ESA.  

2014 Phase I ESA, Iris Environmental (Iris) 

In 2014, Iris completed a Phase I ESA for the Property and surrounding sites (only discussions regarding 

the Property are summarized). During the reconnaissance, the Property was divided into three units: 2307, 

2311, and 2315 Calle Del Mundo. 2307 Calle Del Mundo was occupied by PSC and 2315 Calle Del Mundo 

was occupied by Mimosa. Operational activities conducted by PSC and Mimosa are similar to those 

observed in Basics’ 2009 and 2010 Phase I ESAs. 2311 Calle Del Mundo was occupied by DuraBrake, a 

distributor of large (truck/bus) brake drums, rotors, and similar parts (no manufacturing). According to Iris’ 

analysis, two RECs were identified: (i) the close proximity of the Property to All-Purpose Landfill (which has 

documented soil and groundwater impacts) and (ii) the possible migration of an off-site VOC-impacted 

groundwater plume from D&H to the Property. Additionally, Iris determined the following de minimis 

conditions at the Property: (i) the historical use of the Property for agricultural purposes, (ii) the location of 

an NPL site (South Bay Asbestos Area) within one-mile of the Property, and (iii) the historical use of 

hazardous materials by former Property tenants.  

2015 Environmental Site Characterization (ESC), Langan Treadwell Rollo (Langan) 

In 2015, Langan completed an ESC at the Property to address the RECs identified in Iris’ 2014 Phase I 

ESA as well as the planned Property’s future use. It was Langan’s understanding that the Property’s future 

plans include a multi-family residential development, with a subsurface parking garage (that will require an 

excavation to approximately 10 to 12 feet bgs).  

During the ESC, two borings were completed for soil and groundwater sampling, one boring was completed 

for soil vapor sampling, and one sub-slab soil vapor probe was installed. During the ESC, due to the stiff 

clays in the subsurface, no soil vapor sample was collected. The collected soil samples were analyzed for 

total petroleum hydrocarbons (TPHs) as diesel (TPHd), gasoline (TPHg), and motor oil (TPHmo), VOCs, 

semi-volatile organic hydrocarbons (SVOCs), organochlorine pesticides (OCPs), polychlorinated biphenyls 

(PCBs), chlorinated herbicides, and metals. Both the groundwater samples and sub-slab soil vapor samples 

were only analyzed for VOCs.  

The concentrations of TPHs, VOCs, SVOCs, OCPs, PCBs, and chlorinated herbicides detected in soil were 

all below their respective Residential ESLs for direct exposure in a residential exposure scenario. The 
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concentrations of metals in soil were compared to the California total threshold limit concentration (TTLC), 

the State of California hazardous waste criteria, and the general background concentrations for Bay Area 

soils. According to Langan, all metal concentrations were within normal background. 

In both groundwater samples the concentrations of VOCs were below the method detection limit. Therefore, 

all samples were below the ESL for groundwater as a current or potential drinking water source.  

The sub-slab soil vapor sample was compared to calculated screening levels (SLs) derived from the 

RWQCB soil vapor ESLs for ambient and indoor air for both residential exposure and commercial/industrial 

exposure with a DTSC default slab attenuation factor of 0.05. The only VOC above the calculated residential 

land use SL and calculated commercial/industrial land use SL was benzene, which was detected at 110 

micrograms per meter cubed (µg/m3).  

Based on these findings and Langan’s understanding of the Property’s future use, they determined that 

“…the removal of vadose zone soils [during excavation activities for the subsurface garage], the installation 

of a waterproofing system [to protect the subsurface garage from potential contaminated water during 

dewatering activities], and a garage ventilation system are sufficient mitigation measures to address any 

potential vapor intrusion concerns at the Site [Property] and that no additional vapor barrier is needed.”  

2015 Limited ESA, Andersen Environmental (Andersen) 

In 2015, Andersen completed another Phase I ESA for the Property. During the reconnaissance, the 

Property was occupied by three tenants: PSC, DuraBrake, and Mimosa. Operational activities conducted 

by PSC, DuraBrake, Mimosa are similar to those observed in Iris’ 2014 Phase I ESA. According to 

Andersen’s analysis, no RECs were identified during the Phase I ESA.  

5.4. Records Review Summary 

The following is a summary of the relevant environmental findings for the Property and surrounding sites 

from the EDR Radius Report Map (Appendix A), file reviews (Appendix B), and previous Property 

environmental investigations (Appendix H).  

The Property and surrounding area were generally undeveloped and used for agricultural purposes from 

approximately the late 1930s until at least the 1970s. The present-day, one-story building was constructed 

sometime between 1973 and 1977. Based on the records reviewed, the following occupants used the 

Property:48 

• 2303 Calle Del Mundo – Fletcher Construction (1979-1981) and Permian Builders (1997-2002). 

• 2307 Call Del Mundo – G&K (1977-1991), Leat Co. (1995-1998), Kevin Ruse & Associates (1995-

1997), and PSC (2000-present). 

• 2311 Calle Del Mundo – Wright Engineering and Manufacturing (1979), Watchell Fastening 

Systems Company (1990-2002), W & W Landscaping & Hauling (1991), Advanced Fastening 

Systems Inc. (1996), DuraBrake (2010-present), and Coach Brakes (2014).

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• 2315 Calle Del Mundo – C&M Precision (1979-1985), Sexton Numerical Control (1990-2002), 

AccuVac (1991), Mobile Shield (2005-2009), and Mimosa Interiors (2012-2015). 

• 2319 Calle Del Mundo – Pleasure Craft Ceramics (1980) and Communication Network Cabling 

(1996-2001).  

Most of these tenants do not pose an environmental concern to the Property since no EDR listings were 

identified, no leaks or spills were documented, and/or operational activities did not indicate significant 

chemical use.  Out of occupants listed above, the only tenants with potential environmental concerns to the 

Property were Leat Co., Permian Builders, and G&K. 

Leat Co. generated 250 pounds of photochemical/photo processing waste in 1996 and 1997, and 250 

pounds of unspecified liquid waste mixture in 1998. Additionally, this tenant reportedly “handled” silver 

solution waste in 1998. However, based on the records reviewed, no violations or releases were 

documented for Leat Co. Therefore, the operational activities conducted by Leat Co. at the Property are 

not considered a REC.  

Permian Builders was a construction company that generated 0.41 tons of unspecified liquid organic 

mixture waste in 2000. The waste was disposed of at a transfer station. Based on the documents reviewed, 

no other additional information was available. However, since no violations or releases were documented 

for the facility, the operational activities conducted by Permian Builders at the Property are not considered 

a REC.  

G&K was a metal finishing facility that reportedly used heavy metals, lubricating oils, Oakite cleaner 

(containing dipentene), acids, and caustics. In October 1977, a clarifier was installed on the Property to 

store electroplating rinsewater from G&K’s operations. Groundwater samples collected beneath the 

Property and downgradient from the clarifier in 1989 detected concentrations of metals above the present-

day MCLs. The clarifier was removed from the Property in 1990 with oversight from the Santa Clara County 

Fire Department. In 1993, groundwater samples downgradient from the former clarifier were recollected 

and analyzed for metals. All the metal concentrations detected in groundwater were significantly lower and 

below the present-day MCLs. Based on the previous environmental investigations, it appears that G&K 

impacted groundwater beneath the Property with heavy metals. However, since the concentrations of 

metals detected in groundwater are now beneath present-day MCLs, metal-impacted groundwater at the 

Property is considered a HREC.  

Based on the documents reviewed, since G&K vacated the facility in 1990, only one intrusive environmental 

investigation has been conducted on the Property. This investigation was completed by Langan in 2015. 

During Langan’s investigation, they sampled soil, sub-slab vapor, and groundwater. During the 

investigation, due to the stiff clays in the subsurface, no soil vapor sample was collected. Soil was sampled 

for metals, TPHs, VOCs, SVOCs, OCPs, PCBs, and chlorinated herbicides. Sub-slab vapor and 

groundwater was sampled for VOCs. The only exceedance above residential land use scenarios was 

detected in sub-slab vapor for benzene. However, although Langan stated that metals in soil were “within 

normal background” concentrations, no soil samples were collected or analyzed in the vicinity of the former 

clarifier and sewer laterals. It is in this area that soil was left in place (during the clarifier removal activities) 

that contained concentrations of hexavalent chromium in soil above the current Residential cancer-risk ESL 

of 0.30 mg/kg. Additionally, other previous environmental investigations conducted at the Property in 1989 

detected both lead and thallium above their respective Residential ESLs. Therefore, the presence of metals 

in soil above their respective Residential ESLs at the Property is considered a REC.

According to the EDR Radius Report, FOIA documents, and previous Property environmental 

investigations, between the late 1970s and present-day, the surrounding facilities were used mainly for 

industrial and commercial activities. These activities included the manufacture of computer, electronic, 

microwave, heating, and medical equipment as well as waste disposal. Based on the criteria described in 

Section 5, the following surrounding facilities were identified as potential environmental concerns to the 

Property.   

Watts (also known as CDM) is located immediately adjacent and upgradient of the Property. Historically, 

Watts detected PCE and TCE in groundwater. In 1997, the facility received NFA from the RWQCB since it 

was determined that VOCs detected in the subsurface were from off-site sources. However, when Watts 

received NFA from the RWQCB, concentrations of TCE in soil ranged from below the laboratory reporting 

limit to 560 ppb and concentrations of TCE in groundwater ranged from 250 ppb to 395 ppb. In November 

2018, groundwater samples collected from a well (G-2R; Figure 2) in the north-eastern corner of Watts 

detected concentrations of TCE, cis-1,2-DCE, and VC. TCE was detected at 33 µg/L, cis-1,2-DCE was 

detected at 8.0 µg/L, and VC was detected at 0.40 µg/L.  These recent TCE and VC groundwater 

concentrations exceed both their respective MCLs and the Residential ESLs for a vapor intrusion health 

risk. Although VOCs in groundwater have not been detected at the Property and minimal VOCs have been 

observed in sub-slab at the Property, it is likely that the VOCs observed in groundwater beneath Watts has 

migrated and impacted the north-western corner of the Property. In this area (north-western corner), no 

subsurface investigations have been conducted on the Property to either confirm or deny the presence of 

VOCs in the subsurface. Therefore, the VOC-impacted groundwater present beneath Watts is considered 

a REC with respect to the Property.  

The Richard and Donna Site (also known as D&H) is currently an open site with the RWQCB for cVOC 

impacts to groundwater. However, years of groundwater monitoring have shown that concentrations of PCE 

have decreased to below laboratory screening levels in the furthest downgradient well, which is closest to 

the Property.49 Therefore, the PCE release at the Richard and Donna Site is not considered a REC with 

respect to the Property. 

Sun Circuits is located slightly upgradient and topographically higher than the Property. The facility has 

historical documentation of alkaline liquids being generated. However, based on this information and the 

lack of violations at Sun Circuits, this facility is not considered a REC for the Property. 

Parcel 19 is located topographically higher and approximately 550 feet south of the Property. In November 

2018, the Santa Clara County Department of Environmental Health issued a Case Closure for Parcel 19. 

Since the facility is a closed cased, and is located cross-gradient from the Property, Parcel 19 is not 

considered a REC with respect to the Property.  

Paragon is located approximately 600 feet upgradient from the Property. The only information regarding 

Paragon on Envirostor, is that the facility received NFA in 1997. Since Paragon received NFA, the facility 

is not considered a REC with respect to the Property. However, the lack of information publicly available 

for Paragon on Envirostor (i.e., no NFA letter was available) is considered a minor data gap with respect to 

the Property.  

Nu Metal is located southeast of the Property and conducted metal finishing, which used metals, corrosives, 

and 1,1,1-TCA. This facility was identified by AST, Inc. to have potentially impacted the Property. However, 

                                                      
49 Treadwell & Rollo.

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based on the records reviewed, there is no documentation of any releases or violations. Therefore, the 

facility and its operational activities are not considered a REC with respect to the Property.  

Cirtex is located southwest of the Property and used metals and corrosives for computer board 

manufacturing. Additionally, there may have been an underground sump at the facility to handle waste. 

This facility was identified by AST, Inc. and Moss Engineering to have potentially impacted the Property. 

However, based on the records Roux reviewed, there is no documentation of any releases or violations. 

Therefore, the facility and its operational activities are not considered a REC with respect to the Property.  

The cVOC groundwater plume at the All-Purpose Landfill is located mostly on Parcel 4 (First Semi-Annual 
2018 Self-Monitoring Report Figure 1) and is delineated by low to non-detect concentrations of cVOCs. 

Additionally, the groundwater plume is approximately 1,500-feet cross-gradient from the Property. Due to 

the distance and delineation of the groundwater plume, this is not considered a REC for the Property. 

The South Bay Asbestos Area is located 0.64-miles away and crossgradient from the Property. Due to the 

distance of the South Bay Asbestos Area from the Property and the lack of documentation indicating 

groundwater impacts, it is unlikely that the Property was impacted by this NPL site. Therefore, the South 

Bay Asbestos Area is not considered a REC with respect to the Property. 
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6. Property Reconnaissance 
The objective of the reconnaissance was to check for visual evidence of past or present use or storage of 

hazardous materials that could potentially affect the soil, soil vapor, or groundwater quality at the Property. 

Photographs taken during the reconnaissance are included in Appendix I and described below.  

Roux conducted a reconnaissance of the Property on January 22, 2019. All portions of the Property were 

accessible during the reconnaissance. The Property building is currently occupied by DuraBrake and PSC. 

DuraBrake is associated with the addresses 2311 and 2315 Calle Del Mundo (Appendix I; Photographs 1 

through 2). PSC is associated with the addresses 2307 and 2319 Calle Del Mundo (Appendix I; 

Photographs 3 through 4). The remainder of the Property consists of asphalt-paved parking spots and 

landscaping (Appendix I; Photographs 5 through 6).   

DuraBrake occupies approximately 25% of the one-story, light industrial building located on the Property. 

Their facility compromises of office and warehouse space. In DuraBrake’s office, no observations were 

made that may indicate a potential environmental concern to the Property (Appendix I; Photographs 7 

through 8). The warehouse space was used for the storage of brake drums, rotors, and similar parts (no 

manufacturing). In this space, small amounts of cleaning supplies and paints were observed (Appendix I; 

Photographs 9 through 12). Additionally, two propane tanks (approximately 10-gallons) were observed in 

the warehouse and are used to power the front-end loader (Appendix I; Photograph 13). No cracks in the 

floor or drains were observed at the addresses associated with DuraBrake.  

PSC occupies approximately 75% of the one-story, light industrial building located on the Property. Their 

facilities compromise of office, warehouse, and assembly space. In PSC’s office, no observations were 

made that may indicate a potential environmental concern to the Property (Appendix I; Photographs 14 

through 16). However, the storage of spent fluorescent ballasts in the office is an environmental business 

risk, since the universal waste is not consolidated in one location (Appendix I; Photograph 17). In the 

warehouse space, various dry supplies were stored for the assembly of custom cables (Appendix I; 

Photographs 18 through 19). The warehouse also included an electrical powered fork lift and associated 

charging station (Appendix I; Photographs 20 through 21). In the assembly room, various workbenches 

were present. These workbenches included cable soldering activities, which require soldering flux 

(approximately 10-gallons) and ventilation systems (Appendix I; Photographs 22 through 23). In the 

assembly area was access to a second-floor loft, which was used primarily for storage of paper documents 

(Appendix I; Photograph 24). Various roll-ups doors provide loading and unloading access from the exterior 

of the building to the interior warehouse and assembly areas (Appendix I; Photograph 6).  No cracks in the 

floor or drains were observed at the addresses associated with PSC.  

Within the exterior portions of the Property, an unlabeled 55-gallon drum was observed towards the back 

of the Property and close to the western Property boundary (Appendix I; Photograph 25).  Along the 

northern Property boundary are overhead powerlines (Appendix I; Photograph 26).  Immediately north of 

the Property is an underground transmission line operated by Silicon Valley Power (Appendix I; Photograph 

27).  Additionally, several borings from the Property’s previous environmental investigations were observed 

through the exterior portions of the Property. The Property’s electrical room was located on the northern 

portion of the building. Access to the roof is available from this room. 

Based on Roux’s observations, the current operations conducted at the Property are not considered a REC. 

However, the presence of the unlabeled 55-gallon drum with unknown contents/generator is considered di 
minimis.  
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In addition to the Property, Roux also observed buildings adjacent to and surrounding the Property. It was 

determined that these buildings are primarily used for light industrial and commercial purposes. The number 

of industrial and commercial facilities within the vicinity of the Property is considered de minimis.  

6.1. Utilities 

Electricity is provided by Silicon Valley Power and gas is provided by PG&E. 

6.2. Hazardous Substances 

Only minimal hazardous substances were observed at the Property. This includes the propane tanks used 

to power DuraBrake’s front-end loader and the solvents used in PSC’s cable assembly process (Appendix 

I; Photograph 13; Photograph 22).   

6.3. Polychlorinated Biphenyls 

Pole-mounted transformers were present on power lines that run east to west at the southern end of the 

Property during Property reconnaissance (Appendix I; Photograph 26). It is unknown if the transformers 

contain PCBs.  

6.4. Staining and Stressed Vegetation 

No stressed vegetation was observed during Property reconnaissance. 

6.5. Drains and Sumps 

No floor drains or sumps were observed at the Property. However, a historical sump was located inside the 

eastern-portion of the building, associated with the address 2307 Calle Del Mundo. It was used to collect 

electroplating rinsewater from G&K’s operational activities. The sump was removed in 1990 with oversight 

from the Santa Clara County Fire Department. Evidence from the sump removal/excavation were not 

observed during the reconnaissance.  

6.6. Solid Waste 

Republic Services currently collects solid waste from the Property. According to the Property owner, no 

other companies are used to collect solid waste from the Property.  

6.7. Wastewater 

No wastewater processes were observed during Property reconnaissance. 

6.8. Wells 

No current wells were observed at the Property. However, from 1989 through 1998, three groundwater 

monitoring wells were Present on the Property. These wells were located along the eastern-portion of the 

Property.  

6.9. Out of Scope Services 

No out of scope services were provided. 
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7. Interviews and User-Provided Information 

Roux incorporated the completed questionnaires provided by the User of the Property. Roux provided the 

questionnaire to Ms. Jewelle Kennedy, the User of the Property, on January 14, 2019. The completed 

Questionnaire is provided in Appendix D, summarized below.  

• No environmental cleanup liens exist in connection with the Property; 

• No activity and land use limitations are in place at the Property; 

• No specialized, personal knowledge or experience is related to the Property or nearby 

properties; 

• The purchase price of the Property fairly reflects the fair market value of the Property; 

• No commonly known or reasonably ascertainable information is known about the Property; and 

• No knowledge of obvious indicators suggests the presence of contamination at the Property. 

This information is in agreement with the findings documented in other components of the Phase I ESA. 
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8. Concurrent Phase II Investigation 
Roux conducted a concurrent limited Phase II investigation with this Phase I report in order to investigate 

potential RECs identified for the Property during this Phase I assessment. On February 8, 2019, Roux 

conducted a sub-slab vapor investigation to evaluate the potential risk of vapor intrusion.  

Field Activities 

Roux installed two temporary sub-slab vapor pins (RSS-1 and RSS-2) to assess the potential for soil 

vapor impacts at the Property. The data results were compared to both the residential and commercial 

ESLs as a conservative measure for the future mixed-use commercial/residential development. 

Sub-Slab investigation Results 

Several petroleum-related VOCs were detected in RSS-1 and RSS-2 below residential ESLs, including 

1,2,4-trimethylbenzene, 1,3,5-trimethylbenzene, 4-ethyltoluene, acetone, carbon disulphide, cyclohexane, 

dichlorodifluoromethane, ethylbenzene, heptane, hexane, isopropyl alcohol, m and p-xylene, o-xylene, 

toluene, trans-1,2-dichloroethene, and xylenes (total). No chlorinated VOCs associated with the 

neighboring property were detected above laboratory reporting limits. Of the detected concentrations, 

benzene, chloroform, and methylene chloride were detected above the residential and commercial ESLs 

at RSS-2. 

No concentrations of the tracer gas, helium, was detected in either sample. 

Conclusions 

The sub-slab vapor sampling results were compared to Residential and Commercial/Industrial ESLs 
(Tables 1 in Appendix J).  

• No chlorinated VOCs associated with the nearby groundwater plume were detected above 
laboratory reporting limits.  

• Of the VOC concentrations that were detected above Residential ESLs in soil vapor samples 
collected from RSS-2, only benzene was previously detected at the Property during the Langan 
2014 Phase II investigation. Based on the benzene concentration of the Langan SS-6 sub-slab 
vapor sample at 110 µg/m3, and the benzene concentration at RSS-2 during this investigation at 
24.8 µg/m3, it appears that the benzene source could have originated from the Site.  

• Of the detected concentrations, benzene, chloroform, and methylene chloride at RSS-2 were 
detected above the residential and commercial ESLs. 
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9. Summary and Conclusions 

Roux performed a Phase I ESA (Figures 1 and 2) on behalf of the User for the prospective purchase of the 

Property. The Property occupies approximately 44,000 square feet (1.01 acres) of commercial/industrial 

land corresponding to Santa Clara County APN 097-050-61. It is Roux’s understanding that the Property 

plans to be redeveloped into a mixed-use commercial and residential space, with a possible subsurface 

parking garage.  

The Property is a rectangular-shaped polygon with a single-story, 18,600 square-foot commercial building, 

which includes office and warehouse space. The current tenants at the Property include DuraBrake and 

PSC. DuraBrake is the current Property Owner and a distributor of large (truck/bus) brake drums, rotors, 

and similar parts. PSC is a stocking distributor of magnetic, interconnect, electromechanical, and passive 

components. The remainder of the Property comprises parking lots and planters.  

This Phase I ESA was performed to identify RECs and CRECs/HRECs at the Property, indicating past, 

current, or material threats of the release of hazardous materials or petroleum hydrocarbons to the 

Property’s soil, soil vapor, groundwater, or surface water. The Phase I ESA was conducted by investigating 

past Property uses, reviewing the results of a search of environmental databases, reviewing records at 

relevant government agencies, reviewing documents provided by the User/historical documents, and 

performing a reconnaissance of the Property. 

The Property and surrounding area were generally undeveloped and used for agricultural purposes from 

approximately the late 1930s to the late 1970s. The present-day one-story building on the Property was 

constructed between 1973 and 1977. Based on the records reviewed, various industrial and commercial 

tenants operated on the Property from 1977 until present-day. However, most of these tenants did not pose 

an environmental concern to the Property since no leaks or spills were documented and/or operational 

activities did not indicate significant chemical use.  Out of occupants listed above, the only tenants with 

potential environmental concerns to the Property were Leat Co., Permian Builders, and G&K.  

Leat Co. generated 250 pounds of photochemical/photo processing waste in 1996 and 1997, and 250 

pounds of unspecified liquid waste mixture in 1998. Additionally, this tenant reportedly “handled” silver 

solution waste in 1998. However, based on the records reviewed, no violations or releases were 

documented for Leat Co. 

Permian Builders was a construction company that generated 0.41 tons of unspecified liquid organic 

mixture waste in 2000. The waste was disposed of at a transfer station. Based on the documents reviewed, 

no other additional information was available. However, since no violations or releases were documented 

for the facility. 

G&K was a metal finishing facility that reportedly used heavy metals, lubricating oils, Oakite cleaner 

(containing dipentene), acids, and caustics. In October 1977, a clarifier was installed on the Property to 

store electroplating rinsewater from G&K’s operations. The clarifier was removed from the Property in 1990 

with oversight from the Santa Clara County Fire Department. 
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In the vicinity of the Property, the surrounding facilities were historically used and/or are currently used for 

industrial purposes including the manufacture of computer, electronic, microwave, heating, and medical 

equipment as well as waste disposal. These facilities have been in operation since the late 1970s and have 

documented use of hazardous materials. Additionally, a number of facilities within the vicinity of the Property 

have documented VOC-impacted groundwater.  

Based on the documents reviewed, the following environmental concerns were identified to have impacted 

the Property.  

The Phase I ESA identified the following RECs associated with the Property: 

• G&K operated at the Property from approximately 1977-1991. During their years of operation, they 

used a sump to collect electroplating rinsewater from their operational activities. In 1990, the sump 

was removed with oversight from the Santa Clara County Fire Department. However, during the 

excavation activities, soil impacted with hexavalent chromium above the current Residential 

cancer-risk ESL of 0.30 mg/kg was left in place. Additionally, other investigations at the Property 

detected lead and thallium in soil above their current Residential ESLs. Langan Treadwell Rollo 

(Langan) conducted a soil and groundwater investigation at the Site in September 2014 which 

further evaluated the extent of the metals release. The Site investigations identified that 

contamination appears to be limited to below the sewer line, but the full extent of metal-impacted 

soil in the subsurface at the Site is unknown. the presence of metal-impacted soil in the subsurface 

at the Site is considered a REC..  

• Langan’s September 2014 included soil vapor sampling.. While the VOC results for the soil and 

groundwater were less than environmental screening levels, the sub-slab vapor had one 

concentration of benzene at 110 ug/m3, which exceed the environmental screening levels for 

residential and commercial use. Roux collected additional sub-slab soil gas samples in February 

2019 (Appendix J). VOC concentrations were detected above the following ESLs in soil vapor 

samples collected from RSS-2; chloroform, and methylene chloride were detected above the 

residential ESL and benzene was detected above the residential and commercial ESLs.  Based on 

the benzene analysis conducted in soil vapor and in soil and groundwater in this and past 

investigations, it appears that the benzene source could have originated from the Site. The VOCs 

detected in soil vapor present at the Property is considered a REC. 

The Phase I ESA identified the following HREC associated with the Property: 

• G&K operated at the Property from approximately 1977-1991. In 1989, three groundwater 

monitoring wells were installed on the Property. Groundwater samples from these wells detected 

concentrations of metals above their respective MCLs. However, after the sump was removed in 

1990, the concentrations of metals observed in groundwater slowly decreased. In 1998, the 

RWQCB granted NFA at the Property, since the concentrations of metals detected in groundwater 

were all below their respective MCLs.  

The Phase I ESA identified the following de minimis conditions associated with the Property:  

• A review of historical aerial photographs indicated that the Property was used for agricultural 

purposes on and off from at least 1939 until the current buildings were developed sometime 
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between 1973 and 1977. There is no evidence that the Property was ever used for orchards but 

appears to have been plowed and used for row crops. Soil testing at sites with past agricultural 

uses in the vicinity of the Property identified the presence of residual pesticide concentrations in 

soil. In 2015, soil samples were collected from two locations on the Property and analyzed for OCPs 

and chlorinated herbicides. The concentrations of OCPs and chlorinated herbicides were all below 

their respective laboratory reporting limits. The samples were collected from 2.5 feet bgs and 5 feet 

bgs, and historic pesticides, if present would likely be shallower than 2.5 feet bgs, so this data does 

not eliminate the potential presence of pesticides.  However, sampling conducted at nearby sites 

with the same agricultural history have not found significant quantities of chlorinated pesticides, so 

we do not consider it likely that there are significant residual pesticides at the Site from historical 

uses. 

• The surrounding facilities were historically used and/or are currently used for industrial purposes 

including the manufacture of computer, electronic, microwave, heating, and medical equipment as 

well as waste disposal. The number of industrial and commercial facilities within the vicinity of the 

Property is considered de minimis with respect to the Property.    

• Former occupants at the Property, including Leat Co. and Permian Builders, both have documented 

use and disposal of hazardous materials, but no documented releases. This historical use of 

hazardous materials is considered de minimis with respect to the Property.  

• During the reconnaissance, an unlabeled 55-gallon drum was observed in the north-western corner 

of the Property. The contents of this drum and the generator are unknown, but there were no signs 

of a release from the drum. The drum should be properly disposed of, and its presence is 

considered de minimis with respect to the Property 

The Phase I ESA identified the following data gaps:   

• Paragon Electronic Systems, Inc (Paragon) is located approximately 600 feet upgradient from the 

Property. According to Envirostor, the facility received an NFA letter in 1997. However, due to 

Paragon’s distance from the Property, the lack of information on Envirostor other than the NFA 

letter, this issue is considered a minor data gap that should not impact the conclusions in this report.   

Roux completed a limited Phase II investigation in February 2019 to further evaluate the benzene in soil 

vapor, and to evaluate the potential that off-site chlorinated solvents vapor migration on to Parcel 61 from 

the adjacent Watts Machining Inc. (Watts) property located adjacent to the west of the Site. In November 

2018, groundwater samples collected from a well (G-2R), located approximately 70 feet west of the Site 

in the north-eastern corner of the Watts property.  The well contained concentrations of trichloroethene 

(TCE) and vinyl chloride (VC). which exceed their Residential ESLs for a vapor intrusion health risk. No 

chlorinated VOCs associated with the neighboring property were detected above laboratory reporting 

limits in Roux’s investigation. Of the detected concentrations, benzene, chloroform, and methylene 

chloride at RSS-2 were detected above the residential and commercial ESLs 

Based on the VOC concentrations identified in the Langan Phase II Investigation and the recent Roux 

Phase II Investigation, there is a potential for human health risk that will require vapor mitigation for future 

occupants and could also result in additional investigations requested by the local regulatory agency. 

Consequently, the presence of benzene, chloroform, and methylene chloride in soil vapor present at the 

Site, which does not appear to be from an offsite source, is considered a REC.   
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10. Report Assumptions and Limitations 

The Phase I ESA described herein was conducted by Roux in accordance with ASTM Standard Practice 

E1527 13, which is consistent with the regulatory requirements for conducting all appropriate inquiries (40 

CFR Part 312, Standards and Practices for All Appropriate Inquiries; Final Rule50). The preamble for the 

AAI Rule refers to ASTM E1527 05 and states: 

In today's final rule, EPA is referencing the standards and practices developed by ASTM 
International and known as Standard E1527 05 (entitled “Standard Practice for 
Environmental Site Assessments: Phase I Environmental Site Assessment Process'') 
and recognizing the E1527 05 standard as consistent with today's final rule. The Agency 
determined that this voluntary consensus standard is consistent with today's final rule 
and is compliant with the statutory criteria for all appropriate inquiries. Persons 
conducting all appropriate inquiries may use the procedures included in the ASTM 
E1527 05 standard to comply with today's final rule.51 

This AAI Rule was subsequently amended in 2013, as indicated in the following “Background”: 

With today's action, EPA is establishing that parties seeking liability relief under 
CERCLA's landowner liability protections, as well as recipients of brownfields grants for 
conducting site assessments, will be considered to have met the standards and 
practices for all appropriate inquiries, as set forth in the Brownfields Amendments to 
CERCLA and 40 CFR Part 312, if such parties follow the procedures provided in the 
ASTM E1527 13 “Standard Practice for Environmental Site Assessments:  Phase I 
Environmental Site Assessment Process.”  EPA made this determination based upon 
the Agency's finding that the ASTM E1527 13 standard is compliant with the All 
Appropriate Inquiries Rule. Therefore, parties conducting all appropriate inquiries may 
use the procedures in the newly issued ASTM E1527 13 standard when conducting all 
appropriate inquiries.52 

It is Roux’s understanding that this Phase I ESA was requested by User so that User may qualify for the 

innocent landowner, contiguous property owner, or bona fide prospective purchaser limitations on liability 

under CERCLA. One of the requirements that a person acquiring real property must meet in order to qualify 

for one of these limitations on liability under CERCLA is to perform all appropriate inquiries in conformance 

with the AAI Rule (or the ASTM Standard Practice E1527 13) prior to acquisition of the property.

Roux Associates, Inc. (Roux) has prepared this Letter Report to summarize the findings of the Limited 
Phase II Subsurface Environmental Investigation (Investigation) conducted at 2303, 2307, 2311, 2315, 
& 2319 Calle Del Mundo in Santa Clara, California (Site). This Investigation was performed on behalf of 
Ensemble Real Estate Investments (Client) for the prospective purchase of the Site. The Site location 
is provided on Figure 1 and the sample locations from the Investigation activities are provided on Figure 
2. 

The purpose of the Investigation was to assess shallow subsurface conditions below the Site based on 
the recognized environmental conditions (RECs) identified in Roux’s February 2019 Phase I 
Environmental Site Assessment (Phase I ESA)1.  

Investigation Rationale 

The draft Phase I ESA identified the following three recognized environmental conditions (RECs) 
associated with the Site: 

1. G&K operated at the Site from approximately 1977 to 1991. During their years of operation, they

used a sump to collect electroplating rinsewater from their operational activities. In 1990, the

sump was removed with oversight from the Santa Clara County Fire Department. However,

during the excavation activities, soil impacted with hexavalent chromium above the current

Residential cancer-risk Environmental Screening Level (ESL) of 0.30 milligrams per kilogram

(mg/kg) was left in place. Additionally, other investigations at the Site detected lead and thallium

in soil above their current Residential ESLs. Langan Treadwell Rollo (Langan) conducted a soil

and groundwater investigation at the Site in September 2014 which further evaluated the extent

of the metals release. The Site investigations identified that contamination appears to be limited

to below the sewer line, but the full extent of metal-impacted soil in the subsurface at the Site is

unknown. the presence of metal-impacted soil in the subsurface at the Site is considered a REC.

2. Watts Machining Inc. (Watts)2 is located adjacent to the west of the Site. In November 2018,

groundwater samples collected from a well (G-2R) in the north-eastern corner of Watts detected

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concentrations of trichloroethene (TCE), cis-1,2-dichloroethene (cis-1,2-DCE), and vinyl 

chloride (VC). TCE was detected at 33 micrograms per liter (µg/L), cis-1,2-DCE was detected 

at 8.0 µg/L, and VC was detected at 0.40 µg/L. These TCE and VC groundwater concentrations 

exceed both their respective Maximum Containment Levels (MCLs) and the Residential ESLs 

for a vapor intrusion health risk. These VOCs were detected approximately 70 feet west of the 

Site. Although VOCs in groundwater have not been detected in samples collected in the central 

and eastern portions of the Site, no sampling has been performed near the in the western portion 

of the Site near identified groundwater impacts.  It is possible that the VOCs observed in 

groundwater beneath the Watts site has migrated and impacted groundwater or soil vapor to 

the north-western side of the Site. The VOC-impacted groundwater present immediately 

adjacent to the Site is considered a REC. 

3. Langan’s   September 2014 included soil vapor sampling. While the results for the soil and 

groundwater were less than environmental screening levels, the subslab vapor had one 

concentration of benzene at 110 ug/m3, which exceed the environmental screening levels for 

residential and commercial use. The benzene in soil vapor present at the Site is considered a 

REC. 

At the Request of Ensemble, Roux completed a limited Phase II soil vapor investigation at the Site to 
better evaluate the potential extent of RECs 2 and 3 described above. This investigation included two 
subslab soil vapor samples collected below the slab of the existing building for analysis of volatile organic 
compounds (VOCs). The previous 2014 investigation by Langan was considered sufficient for 
determining the level of magnitude of the metals impacted soil at the Site, so additional investigation for 
metals was not evaluated.  

Methods of Investigation 

Pre-Field Activities 

Roux prepared a Site-specific Health and Safety Plan which was available on-Site during field activities. 
The Roux site supervisor held a tailgate safety meeting to discuss the relevant safety aspects for the 
day. Underground Service Alert (USA) was notified prior to subsurface activities and nearby utilities 
were marked appropriately.  

Subslab Vapor Sampling 

Two subslab soil vapor samples (RSS-1 and RSS-2) were collected by drilling a 5/8-inch hole through 
the concrete slab and then installing a Vapor Pin ®.  After installing the sampling pin, the area was left 
to equilibrate for two hours prior to collecting the sample in general accordance with California 
Environmental Protection Agency’s Department of Toxic Substances Control’s (DTSC’s) and the San 
Francisco Regional Water Quality Control Board 2015 Guidance titled Advisory, Active Soil Gas 
Investigations.  

Prior to collecting the subslab vapor sample, a closed-circuit sampling train was created by attaching 
the sample Summa® canister via a laboratory supplied and cleaned stainless steel sampling manifold. 
A “shut-in” test was performed prior to connecting the sampling equipment to the vapor probe tubing. 
This test was performed by applying a vacuum (approximately -30 inches of mercury [in. HG]) to the 
manifold then noting the pressure on the manifold gauge. The vacuum was held for a duration of one 
minute to ensure that there was no pressure drop on the manifold which would indicate a leak.  
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Once the sampling train passed the “shut in” test, it was connected to the probe tubing. The sampling 
train was placed within a helium shroud and was subjected to a 20% helium environment. A leak test 
was performed by testing the concentration of helium within the sample line during the purge of the 
vapor pin. During the leak test, Roux purged approximately 150 mL from the subslab vapor pin location 
using a 6-Liter purge Summa® canister at approximately the same flow rate as is used during vapor 
sampling (approximately 150 milliliters per minute [ml/min]). While conducting subslab vapor sampling, 
the vacuum of the sample Summa® canister was used to draw the vapor through the flow controller until 
a negative pressure of approximately ˗5 inHg was observed on the vacuum gauge while the vapor pin, 
probe tubing, and entire sampling train were enclosed in a helium shroud. The helium concentration 
inside the shroud was maintained above 20% helium and quantified using a helium meter throughout 
the duration of the sampling. 

The soil vapor samples were labeled, logged on a chain-of-custody form, and delivered to Enthalpy 
Analytical, a California-certified laboratory in Berkeley, California. The samples were analyzed for 
volatile organic compounds (VOCs) by the United States Environmental Protection Agency Method TO-
15 and helium by the American Society for Testing and Materials (ASTM) Method D1946-90. The 
laboratory analytical reports are included as Attachment A. 

Vapor Pin Abandonment 

Both soil vapor pins were extracted from the sample locations after sampling and the slab was restored 
with neat cement grout to the surface to match the surrounding grade.  

Investigation Results 

Subslab Vapor Analytical Results 

Analytical results were compared to San Francisco Regional Water Quality Control Board (RWQCB) 
Environmental Screening Levels (ESLs)3. According to the RWQCB, under most circumstances, “the 
presence of a chemical in soil, soil gas, or groundwater at concentrations below the corresponding ESL 
can be assumed to not pose a significant threat to human health, water resources, or the environment” 
within the limitations of the ESL User’s Guide. The concentrations of constituents in subslab soil gas 
were compared to their respective ESLs for residential as well as commercial/industrial land use (ESL 
Table SG-1).  

Subslab vapor analytical results are summarized in Table 1. Analytical reports are included as 
Attachment A. The following is a summary of the analytical results:  

• Several petroleum-related and chlorofluorocarbon VOCs were detected in RSS-1 and RSS-2 
below residential ESLs, including 1,1,2-trichlorotrifluoroethane, 1,2,4-trimethylbenzene, 1,3,5-
trimethylbenzene, 4-ethyltoluene, acetone, carbon disulphide, cyclohexane, 
dichlorodifluoromethane, ethylbenzene, heptane, hexane, isopropyl alcohol, m and p-xylene, o-
xylene, toluene, trans-1,2-dichloroethene, and xylenes (total).  

• No ESL exceedances were detected in sample location RSS-1.  

• ESL exceedances of benzene, chloroform, and methylene chloride were observed in RSS-2. 

Chloroform and methylene chloride exceeded the residential ESLs. Benzene exceeded the 

commercial/industrial ESL.

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• No helium was detected in either of the two subslab vapor samples; therefore, the manifold and

sampling line were free of leaks during the sampling procedures which occurred within a helium

shroud.

Conclusions 

Subslab vapor samples were collected to investigate and characterize the subslab soil gas below the 
existing Site for prospective purchase of the Site. Sample results from this Investigation were compared 
to the residential ESLs and commercial/industrial ESLs for sub-slab soil gas. ESL exceedances were 
observed only within sample RSS-2. These exceedances include residential ESL exceedances for 
chloroform and methylene chloride as well as a commercial/industrial ESL exceedance of benzene. 

• No chlorinated VOCs associated with the nearby groundwater plume were detected in soil gas

below the building above laboratory reporting limits.

• Of the VOC concentrations that were detected above Residential ESLs in soil vapor samples

collected from RSS-2, only benzene was previously detected at the Property during the Langan

2014 Phase II investigation. Based on the benzene analysis conducted in soil gas and in soil

and groundwater in this and past investigations, it appears that the benzene source could have

originated from the Site.

• Of the detected concentrations, at RSS-2 chloroform, and methylene chloride were detected

above the residential ESL and benzene was detected above the residential and commercial

ESLs.

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HIii Park Narrative: 

The Ensemble portion of the Hill Park builds on what has already been designed by Summerhill as well as 
anchors the Hill District and terminus of the Calle del Sol street extension. 

The Park's California Oak and Hammock Grove on the West side of the axis of Calle del Sol provides a strong 
natural invitation and connection to the Hill Park from the neighborhood. The trees form a statement and 
shade during the day with an Interesting collection of hammocks for park goers to relax or play In. During the 
evening the lights and lanterns hung from the California Oaks will create a whlmslcal vlsual anchor at the end 
of the Calle del Sol extension as well as Calle del Mundo to invite interest and interaction with the public park. 

To the West of this Oak Grove fronting Calle del Mundo and reaching West until it intersects with Summerhill's 
portion of the park lies the Great Lawn for creative play or relaxation that has a collegiate feel. Frisby, lawn 
games, playing catch, or just lying out a blanket and having a picnic would be welcome. 

To the North of the lawn lies the Park Community Room and Terrace that can be reserved by anybody in Santa 
Clara for events, kids' parties, meetings, etc much like other community rooms throughout the city. It will have 
a kitchen and AV equipment including a screen that can be used for events and will also have bathrooms that 
can be used by visitors to the community room and the park. It will have furniture that can be reconfigured 
for particular events and a garage style glass door to open the space to the Terrace to accommodate larger 
groups or events whlle covered from the elements. 

The Community Room Terrace is an outdoor breakout space for the Community Room. This terrace will be 
tucked under the residential building overhang protecting users from the sun and elements. This space will be 
furnished with park tables and chairs, as well as, outdoor game tables. 

To the West of the Great Lawn and Community Room and Terrace lies a welcome plaza with a collection of 
natural boulders and artful structures as well as a decomposed granite petanque courts (French Bocce ball) 
with Inviting overhead string lights that connect with the Summerhlll's park elements In a complementary and 
collaborative way. 

Ensemble's park features along with Summerhill's park features and elements will collectively provide a great 
community park and asset that provides 8 of the 10 required elements for the Tasman East Focus Plan.

Install all shrubs to ensure 
that anticipated, maintained plant size is at least 2'--0" from the face of building(s) unless shown 
otherwise on the plans.

20. Contractor to provide one (1) Reference Planting Area for review by Landscape Architect prior to 
installation of the project planting.

Portions of the installed landscape ofa project 
may be placed on a maintenance period prior to the completion of the project at the Owner's request 
and with the owner's concurrence.

Balla or Design Narrative 
The Ensemble portion of the Hill Pafk builds on what has already been designed by Summerhill 
as well as andiors the Hill District and terminus of the Calle del Sol street extension. 

The Park's California Oak and Hammock Grove on the West side o1 the axis of Calle del Sol 
provides a slrong natural invitation and connection to the Hill Park from the neighborhood. The 
trees form a statement and shade during the day with an Interesting collection of hammocks for 
park goers to relax or play in. During the evening the lights and lanterns hung from the California 
Qaks will create a whimsical visual andiOI' at the end of the Calle del Sol extension as wel l as 
Calle del Mundo to invite in1eres1 and in1eraction with the public park. 

To the West of this Oak Grove konUng Calle del Mundo and reaching West until It Intersects with 
Summerhill's portion of the park lies an open lawn for creative play or relaxation that has a 
collegiate feel. Frisby, lawn games, playing catch, or Just lying out a blanket and having a picnic 
would be welcome. 

To the North of the Great Lawn lies the Park Community Room and TerTace that can be reserved 
by anybody In Santa Clara for events, kids parties, meetings, etc much like other community 
rooms throughout the city. h wi ll have a kitchen and AV equipment including a screen that can be 
used for events and will also have bathrooms that can be used by visilOl'S to the community room 
and the pafk. It will have fu rniture that can be reconfigured for particular events and a garage 
style glass door to open the space to the TerTace to accommodate larger groups or events while 
covered from the elements. 

The Community Room TerTace is an ouldOOI' breakout space for the Community 
Room. This lerrace will be tucked under the residential building overhang 
protecting users from the sun and elements. This space will be furnished with pafk tables and 
chairs, as well as, outdOOI' game tables. 

To the West of the lawn and Community Room and TerTace lies a welcome plaza with a collection 
of natural boulders and artful structures as well as a decomposed granite pentaque courts 
(French Bocce ball) with inviting overhead string lights that connect with the Summerhill's park 
elements In a complementary and collaborative way. 

Ensemble's park leatures along with Summerhill's pafk features and elements will collectively 
provicle a great community park and asset thal provides 8 of the 1 O required elements for the 
Tasman East FOOJs Plan.
