Staff Recommendation
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1. Modify BPAC membership eligibility to require that applicants must be at least i8

years of age and live or work in the City.

3. Reduce the number of BPAC members from the current maximum of nine members

to seven members and phase in this change so no current member loses their position

during the current term.

5. Modify how BPAC members are interviewed and appointed similar to other Boards

and Commissions by having Council interview applicants and make selections.

8. Remove the requirement that a Councilmember chair the BPAC and allow the BPAC to

select its own chair in July 2025 once all members of the BPAC are comprised of those

who were interviewed by Council.

g. Direct staff to bring an ordinance and revised BPAC Policy Guidelines formalizing the

BPAC for Council consideration.
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
