RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS
OF THE COUNTY OF SANTA CLARA DENOUNCING ONGOING ANTI-ASIAN
SENTIMENT AND VIOLENCE AGAINST ASIAN AMERICAN COMMUNITY
MEMBERS

WHEREAS, on April 7, 2020, the County of Santa Clara Board of Supervisors adopted a
resolution denouncing xenophobia and anti-Asian sentiment arising due to fears of the COVID-
19 pandemic and affirming its commitment to the well-being and safety of Asian American
communities;

WHEREAS, the County of Santa Clara Board of Supervisors wishes to affirm its
commitment to the well-being and safety of Asian American community members and ensure
they know they are not alone and that they can speak out to help stop the spread of bigotry;
